CELEBRATED COLORED PEOPLE.

Interesting Interview With Mes. R.
Whetsel on Her Return from
Washington.

St. Martins, Nov. 23.—A large and
interesting meeting was held in
Vaughan’s hall this evening under
the auspices of the St. Martins board
of trade. James Rourke, president of
the board, occupied the chair and W.
H. Moran appointed secretary.

The chairman stated that the meet-
ing had been called to discuss the
feasibility of keeping the train run-
ning during the winter months,

Allison Wishart stated that he had
interviewed the owners of ‘the land
lying between the railway station and
the harbor, who appeared willing for
a nominal sum to allow the track
being extended to the harbor. The
owners of the wharf property were
also disposed to assist the company
in any way possible for the purpose
of having the road extended to the
harbor,

In 1893 the expense in trying to
keep the road open in winter amount-
ed to $2,000 over and above the regu-
lar running expenses. At the present
time the company had about made up
their minds to dispose of the road, or
get rid of it in some way, as they
were running it at a loss. Last week
he received positive orders to close up
.the road for the winter. The road has
been kept in good condition, and the
people of ‘St. Martins must say that in
| the summer season they received a
farly good service. The road bed. was
in -good condition, and a little extra
expense would make it first ¢lass. ‘He
was convinced that a large portion of
the lumber that now goes to St. John
would find its, way over this road and
be shiped at St. Martins, and that in
a short time a good business would be

the road $32,000 for
bridges, road bed and general work.
This amount, which was over and
above the regular running expenses,
added to the purchase money, made a
large sum expended without any re-
turns. If the people of St. Martins
would take an interest in the road,
assist in trying to make it a sucioéss,
this will influence the company to try
and give them a continuous service.
During the summer  the passenger
traffic was fairly good. 'The freight
for the past six months had not ex-
ceeded $240. The rates on the St.
Martins road were lower than on any
branch road in New Brunswick or
Nova Scotia and were about on the
same basis as the I. C. R. The ques-
tion of carrying freight and compet-
ing with the vessels was out of the
‘question, ' the . ‘operating ' expenses
being so much larger than either
schooner or steamboat. They could
not undertake to contract for the
carrying 'of malils unless: they had a
guarantee that the road would pay
the running expenses. If the receipts
of the road would pay the rimning ex-
psenses there would be no trouble but
what the road would be kept open all
winter, The road was run at a mini-
mum rate, and extra accommodation
would -mean extra expense, He  said
he 'had endeavored to convince. the
company that the road would pay if
run continuously, and he had often
thought that the people of St. Martins
did not do what they might have done
to . assist the company. An  effort
should be made to see what could be
done with the government regarding
& cut rate on the I. C. R. It was only
by a great effort of the people of St.
Martins that some plan could be ar-
rived at to keep the road open. The
road was bad for a plow, and taking
it altogether it was hard to keep open
in winter. The cost of improving the
road bed so that a plow could be
used' would be considerable. He re-
commended that if the company
would not operate the road that the
DPeople of St. Martis form a company
and buy it. It could be bought for a
nominal sum, but whatever company
took it the road must be extended to
the harbor in order to have any good
results.

EX-PRIEST SLATTERY.

-It Required a Guard of Twenty-five
Poliecemen to Protect Him from
a Newark Mob.

New York, Nov. 24—It took all the
police reserves in Newark, N. J., to-
night to save Slattery, the:' ex-priest,
from ibeing mobbed. He lectured in
thit city this evening, and at the close
of the performénce a crowd of some
1,500 gathered at the doors to wait for
his appearance on the street. Slattery
and his wife waited in the church
until the crowd began to disperse. A
guard of twenty-five policemen then
assisted the couple to reach a cab that
was in waliting. Then the cabman
lashed his horses and attempted to
break a way through the mob. Or-
ders in the meantime had been issued
for the police reserves,who came on tl;e
double quick to the scene of the trou-
ble. As many as three or four hun-
dred people were 3till massed together,
the most with the sole purpose in view
of reaching Slattery. It.was a strug-
gling, howling mab, and the ex-priest
drew a revolver. A shower of stones
and ‘other missiles greeted this action,
ard to the end of his perilous journey
Slattery was in\danger of frequent at-
tacks of this nature. Slattery and his
wife had just got safely on board a
train bound for New York when the
crowd began to pour into the building.
It was impossible then to do the ex-
priest any harm, as almost immedi-
ately the train steamed away.

The »'motion being carried, Capt,
Dickenson addressed the committee,
He said@ there remained 90 feet to be
dredged to complete the excavation in
front of the place which was intendeq
for the first Dberth, that nearest the
Connolly wharf. At the upper portion
the soil wasg softer than that outside,
which he believed justified him in
stating that he would finish this job
by Wednesday night or Thursday,
working night and day.

In answer, Mr. Dickenson said some
boulders had been taken out by the
dredge. 4

Mr. Earle, C. E., gave the work done
by the Freeport during the past few
days. On Monday 763 yards were re-
moved. The material was exceeding-
ly hard. Prior to that the amounts
taken out while the dredge was work-
ing in the hard pan had ranged be-
tween 566 yards and 1,200 yards.

In answer, Mr. Dickenson said the
mwork of removing the material had
cost the city 31 or 32 cents a yard all
through. In all 123,000 yards had been
dredged.

The mayor remarked that the Free-
port had done excellent work. No
fault could be found with it.

Ald. Waring, in answer, gaid the

Cape Breton would not be ready fm
work before Christmas.
Ald.’ Daniel explained that in view
.0f ' the report of Mr. Dickenson it
would be well to let the Freeport com-
plete what remained to be done in
front of the space just above the Con-
nolly wharf. He moved that the Free-
port work by day only till that work
was completed.

Ald. Purdy 'urged the city to declde
whether they were going te build or
not.

Ald. Wilson thought all work after
that should be dome by the govern-
ment dredges.

Ald. Waring said there was no tell-
ing how the Cape Breton would work.
It was a matter of experiment.

Ald. Stackhouse was well satisfied
with the work the Freeport had done.
He had watched Connolly’s dredge at
work and was of the opinion that it
could not have done any better than
the Freeport.

Ald. Daniel, replying to Ald. Wilson,
said a dredge at Montreal which he had
seen at work seemed able to do any-
thing that a digger could'do. The Cape
Breton he was assured was bullt after
the same pattern. If the Freeport con-
tinued till the last of the week it
would complete the job now in hand.
By that time the city would know
what the C. P. R. were going to do,
and would be in a position to decide
what course it was best to pursue.

Ald. McArthur said if it was neces-
sary to have the wharves the city
should go on.

Ald. McMulkin was opposed to doing
any further work this winter.

Ald. Robinson said the bridge com-
pany would meet this morning to deal
with the council’s communication.

Ald, Christie agreed that the Free-
port ought to ‘be employed a few
days working in day time only, as
negotiations might be reopened look-
ing towards the immediate resump-
tion of work on the wharves. There
was plenty of work for the Freeport
to do:

Ald. Daniel’s motion passed.

Ald. Waring said it was reported
that the scows for the Cape Breton
were now on their way down from
Levis. It was stated the Springhill
was to go to Cape Breton for them.

Ald. Ruel moved that the committee
appointed to interview the C. P. R. au-
thorities be appointed to proceed to
Montreal to interview Vice-President
Shaughnessy.

The mayor assured the committee
that nothing would be done till the
council' were consulted.

City Engineer Peters said there
were difficulties in the way of whart
building in the winter time, but they
were far from insuperable. The work
would be subject to interruptions, but
it could be carried on. The matter of
the dredging was an element of uneer-
tainty.

Ald. Waring said 35 feet was the
limit in which the Cape Breton could
dredge.

Engineer ‘Peters added that the
wharf would be ready to sink before
the dredging was done. The wharf
could be completed in a month and 2
half.

Ald. Stackhouse said the city want-
ed better terms from the C. P. R.

Ald. Ruel said if better terms could
be got from the railway for ome berth
work should go on. Otherwise he
would not go in for doing any work.
Ald. Christie urged the e¢ity to pro-
ceed with the pulling out of the piles.
All the material should be removed.
The city should know what the bot-
tom was before any further work was
done.

Ald. Wilson thought all were of one
mind,; viz., that the piles should be
pulled out and the nece:sary dredging
done by the government dredges.
Ald. Hamm did not approve of send-
ing a delegation to Montreal. He
went in for the city building the
wharves themselves.

Ald. Daniel said the crib had been
floated' and towed wup to Rodney
wharf. The work of clearing up the
wreck would be proceeded with at
once.

The mayor said the delegation could
find out how the city stood with the
C. PR

Ald. Ruel’s motion passed and Mayor
Reobertson, "Ald. Christie, Daniel and
Robinson will go to  Montreal this

afternoon.

Another ‘recommendation of the ad-
visory committee that the Ring house
at Sand point be rented to the C. P.
R. for offices at $100 a year with the

privilege of subletting to a tenant ap-

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DEPTH AND DISTANCE |

ARE IMPORTANT FACTORS IN THE
EFFICIENCY OF UNDERDRAINING.

The Size of the Tiles (0o Be Used and a
Table of Discharges From 4 to 20
Inches in Diameter on a Grade of 1
Yoot to 100 Feet—Cost and Profit.

The readiness and rapidity with
which soils drain depend upon the
fineness and compactness of the soil par-
ticles composing them. If the material
te be drained were coarse sand, a single
drain might have an effect for several
hundred feet on each gide of it, whercas
if it were close clay of certain kinds,
the effect of the drain would reach,
perhaps, cnly fifteen feet on each side.

Dig a hole in the ground when the
soil is saturated and observe how rap-
idly the water fills it, Note the effect
which any newly dug open ditch or
natural drain has upon the adjacent
soil. 11 these fill very slowly, the draias
must be placed somewhat near, per-
haps not more than thirty or forty feet
apart. On the other hand, drains may
e placed 50, 80, 100 or even 200 fect
apart in some soils, and the effect be
all that is desired. B

The depth at which it is profitable
to place the drains is also contingent
upon the character of wsoil treated,
though it may be sated, as a general
rule, that lateral drains should be three
feet deep. There are, however, many
soils which may be drained four fest
deep. Orchards and fruit gardens
should be drained to this depth, while
there are soils underlaid with hardpan,
containing in themselves no fertility,
4n whkich care should bé 'taken 'to ocate
the drailns'as near as ‘possible on’ the
line peparating the soil ‘proper and the
clay. - If the soil is open, so that water
percolates ‘freely through 'it,’ the ‘depth
may “Pe ‘increased and’' the ' distance
apart ‘increased proportionally.

The Tollowing tables may be iused Lo
determine the number of acres which
a tile'of given diameter and per cent.
of grade will drain when used as an
outlet. They are based on Kutter's
formula, and are applicable to main
drains, ‘'well laid, where the water is
supplied to them by submains and la-
terala. Table 1 gives the discharge in
cubic feet per second for sizes of tile
drains ‘ from 4 inches to 20 inches in

diameter, computed on a grade of 1 per

cent., or one foot per 100. Table 2 gives

the gquare roots of grades from 5.04 |

foot per 100 feet to 1 foot per 100 feet.

tiles according to size, as given in table
1, by the square root of the grade,
which it is proposed to lax the main as
found in table 2. When it is propos21
that the.main shall carry one inch in
depth of water per acre in twenty-four
hours, multiply this result by 24, if one-
half inch, multiply by 48, if one-fourths
inch multiply by 96.

Example: How many inches will a
12-inch main drain when laid upon a
grade of two inches per 100 feet, using
the half-inch standard? From table 1,
a 12-inch tile on 1 per cent. grade is
found to discharge 3.40' cubic feet of
water per second. From table 2 the.
square root of 0.16 foot or 2 inches, is
ascertained to be 0.40 foot; 3.40x0.40x48—
65.28 aeres. The same laid on a grada
of 3 inches per 100 feet, equals 81.6.
For most of our open soils the one-
fourth-inch standard is what is used
in practice and is attended with good
results. This is where drainage water
is taken from the surface as distrib-
uted by means of lateral drains into
the 13-inch main, and not permitted to
run over the surface until it accumu-
lates in a few places and thence finds
its way into the main drain,

The question should be looked at in
the following way: If the farmer owns
his land, he must pay the taxes, keap
up the improyements and procure the
necessary help and implements for cul-
tivating it. If there is land which he
cultivates at a disadvantage because 1t
is too wet to yield a full crop, and pos-
sibly yields none at all, proper drain-
age will cause this land to yield a full
crop without the expenditure of any
additional labor, seed or capital, and the
entire increase may properly be regard-
ed as the profit of .drainage. A few
examples which have come under the
writer’s personal observation will help
to emphasize these general statements.

FOR STORING APPLES. .

A SBimple Arrangement That Keeops Fruis
Souand and Plump.

The apple harvest brings up the sub-
Ject of the proper disposal of the fruit
when gathered from the trees. The ap-
ple crop is large in many sections of
the country this year, and prices will
be likely to rule low—for the first part
of the winter at least. Much fruit will
undoubtedly be stored in the hope of
a better price later on. It is import-
ant, therefore, to adopt such a plan of
sterage as will keep the apples sound
and plump, and in possession of the
best possibie flavor. A cellar just moist
enough to keep the fruit from evapor-
ating any of its own juices, and capable
of being held at a iow temperature—
just above the chilling point—is an al-
most ideal place for the storing of ap~
ples. But the location is not all. Large
quantities should not be heaped to~
gether, nor should apples be kept in
barrels, bins or boxes where the air
cannot ‘circulate freely through them.

! Any tendency toward decay is sure to

be augmented under such circum-
stances. The accompanying illustration

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TRAYS FOR APPLES:

is presented as affording an economi-
cal and exceedingly practical method
of storing fruit. Trays with: slat bot-
toms, each three feet square, are sup-
perted, one above another, upon brack-
ets that are nailed to pieces of upright
studding. A succesgsion of this studding
with brackets can extend along  the
whole side of the cellar, or upon twa
pides, if desired. The trays can be

fnade as deep as desired, and the fruit

can be heaped up a little, In this way
but a small quantity of fruit is kept
in a mass, and the air can circulate
about each ,and every apple. Each
tray can be removed to a table if it
is desired to look the fruit over for
the detection of incipient decay, or

when getting ready to pack for market.

Such trays will last for a score of
years, and can easily be made in the
home workshop on rainy days.—New
York Tribune, 3

The butter market seems to move
" along in the even tenor of its way, says
the Canadian correspondent of Hoard's
Dairyman, with prices ranging from 18
i to 20 cents for choice qualities for ex-
port. The market is firmm at these fig-
ures,

butter in this respect vary more than
they do for cheese with the same Vva-
riation in quality.

A row of
chutes arranged along: each side serves
to fill the bins easily from the wagon;
these are made of inch lumber, and are
about one foot square in cross-section,
prejecting six to eight inches above
the roof. In the crest of the roof there
are, usually, two or more ventilaors
constructed in the manner of the
chutes. The entrance to the cellar,
especially when constructed so as to
bé entered with a wagon, is provided
with double doors separated by a hall-
way having a length of six or eight
feet, and has for its object the shut-
ting out of the frost from in front.
When necessary, potatoes are stored
in the driveway as well as in the bins,
the rear of the drive being filled first.—
F. H. King, in Rural New Yorker.

| EXPLANATION OF HOW THE “JUDG-
* ING” OF FOWLS IS DONE.

As the “American Standawd of Perfee-

, tion” is Copyrighted, a Hypothetical

¢ Fowl ¥Is Operated Upon=The Score of
l the Nearest Perfect Fowl.

The ‘‘American Standard of Perfec~
tion’” is a book cohtaining a list of ev~
ery recognized breed of poultry, and of
the varieties of the several breeds, It
describes in detail the proper color and
shape of an ideal fowl, and gives a
certain value to the shape and plumage
in every part of the body of this ideal
fowl. The body of the fowlis drbitrarily
divided into parts, called. sections, and
each section ,is given such value that
if all of them were perfect in shape’ and:
color the total would be 100 points,.
which is perfection. As no fowl is
ideally perfect, the sections dre given:
S0 high a value that it is altogether
improbable that ‘any fowl will ever be
perfect in every part, and therefore no’
fowl will ever reach perfection. Expert
Judges are employed to examine poul-
try that is exhibited at poultry shows
| and a good many of the fairs, and they
pick out the defects and mark them,
against the fowls under examination,
section after section, and when: this

is finished, the value of the defects is:

added up and the total deducted from
perfection (100), and the remainder is
the score of the bird. When a. bird
ecores less than 85 it is called disqual-
ified, and cannot be considered in.the
. awarding of prizes,

A given fowl may be jerfect in most
sections, but not. one has ever been
found that was perfect in all of them.
The nearest to a perfect fowl that has
ever been scored was 99 1-2 points, if I
remember correctly, and the fowl was
sold for $200.°

be confessed that the “Standard” does
not encourage any breeder to breed
| with a view to anything but color of
i feather and weight, and that it does
: not put any premium on egg produe-
i tion. This is the weak point in it, and

will be until that is remedied and en-

couragement is given to the breeders
to look to egg production,

As matters now stand, the breeder of
| pure-bred fowls is compelled to regard
| sShape and color before anything 2lse,

and it requires the sacrifice of Stand-
‘ ard points some times in order to keep
i the ‘best layers. As long as this state.

! handicapped in his work of improving
fowls and producing egg-laying
strains. The pure breeds come into
favor because they are good layers in
the first place, and keep in front be-
cause they transmit this tendency to
their progeny, but improvement will
not'go on 'as rapidly under the present
system as it would if some inducement
was made to produce egg-laying strains
first and beauty aferward.—Farm and
Fireside.

Egzs :nl Prices. .

Always in the fall the price of eggs
goes up, partly because the supply de-
creases then, and also because with
cool weather those who prepare eggs
f: r keeping in winter have more con-
fidence, and begin to buy extensively.
‘We have often wished that no method
had ever been discovered for preserv=
ing eggs. Then the winter price would
be always what it costs to produce
egzgs in winter. Both the egg producer
and the consumer would then be bet-
ter satisfied. It really discourages the
use of eggs to buy some and have them
plainly a 'trifle. stale, not changed
exough, -as the dealer will tell you, te:
- hurt them. The truth is that an.egg
not perfectly fresh is- an abomination.
If only such were sol¥ in market there’
would be better prices all the year
round. But in such weather as’ we had
in August an egg will spoil from -the
natural heat of the atmosphere in two,
days so that it will not be fit to use.
The refrigerator must be used more
in keeping eggs, not to chill them, but
to cool the temperature around them.
An egg which is fertile, and which has '
beem In contact with ice, has s germ '
probably killed, and spoils very quick-
ly in any kind of weather after that.

Bring a Good Price.

Dr, Stoekton Discusses the Moneoe Doctrine

—A Cultured-audience Listens to .
© the Speakers.

<A large number of lawyers, quite a.
number ‘of gentlemen of other profes-
sions, aiso some ladies, assembled.  in-
the law library on Nov. 25th to hear
an address by the Hon. Mr. Justice
Hodgson of Charlottetown and Dr. A.
A, Stockton. The meeting was held
under the auspices of the dean and
faculty of King’s College law school.
The = spacious room was comfortably
filled by an audience which any.
speaker must have regarded as a flat-
tering one <when Dr. Silas Al
‘ward, M. P. P, = called thel
meeting to order. Dr. Alward
made a neat opening speech, in
which there was a graceful allusion
to, the distinguished jurist from the
sister province, Speaking of the’ ' law
school, Dr. Alward said there are
eleyen students taking the three years’
course, and three of them will go up
iext yedr for their degree. To thése
‘students fifteen lectures are delivered
each week, and they have the further
advantage of the use of the law li-
_brary. The chairman contrasted the
opportunities of law students 25 or 30
years ago, twith those of the present,
and remarked that it was expected of
these present day students that they
‘would take high rank in their profés-

|| shon.

Mr.  Justice Hodgson was then in-

{ troduced,, and .delivered a most’inter-

esting, witty and at times very elo-

4 quent. address on the ethics of the

.profession., He began by remarking:
that a great many flippant and un-
kind words are spoken about lawyers;-
but pointed out that the more high:
civilized the people and the more com~
plex and advaneed the business rela-:
tions 'of life, the more need there was
of \a ‘body of trained men to bring or-
der:: out - of . chaos, Indeed, half the
difficulties lawyers have to struggle
with are caused by flaymen, who in
drawing up their wills, or agreements,
do it in such a way that there is in
many cases no telling what they had
in itheir minds when it was done. Ad-
dressing the studemts, the judge de-
clared that there were no born law-
yers. Mere reading: of books would’
not make a lawyer. Law is a science.
In it is the collected reason of ages.
The great lawyer looks beyond the
books for the principles wpon which
they are based. It is a practical sci-
ence, not a collection of cases strung
together on a thread of resemblance,
but is 'based on great underlying prin-:
ciples, which the lawyer should have
the capacity teo apply. There is a
good deal said about the three R’s,:
but his honor named also three C's—
close attentiom, clear mind, and that
divine gift, ‘common sense. A dis-
honest man, ‘he said, could never be
a great lawyer, for he could not from
his mnature apply abstract principles
of right by gure reasoning. He could
not «dissociate his mind from the
thought of personal advantage. Speak-
ing of jurors, the judge referred to
twao classes that are difficult to deal
with—the upright but marrow minded
fellow who would regulate everything
by his own ideas, regardless of prin-
ciples, and the scamp who could not
passibly think a man would act from
any but a ¢rooked motive. Dealing
with the responsibilities of the profes-
sion, the speaker pointed out that! ini
defending .a prisoner.a lawyer was
mot-defending him in the sense popu-
laly believed, but was simply seeing
to it.that the evidence came up to
the standard the law required. If it
did not, and a guilty man went free,
then blame, not the lawyer—but the
law. A lawyer was bound to keep the
secpets of his client. It is said some-
times that lawyers lie. The same is]
said  of merchants and bankers,, and!
‘while he would not say that clergy- |
men’ lie—there have been instances
where they made statements ' that
were largely inaccurate. (Laughter.)
The judge declared that from first to
last in his. profession’ there was noth-
ing.that required a lawyer to deviate
from “the path ‘of truth' and honor.
There, might ibe and ‘were temptations,’
and there were black sheep in ewvery
flock, ‘but none need swerve
for. . am ', Instant from the path]
of honor, , He urged  the students’
ito jgo back of the reports to the lives
and. works of the great legal lights of
‘the past, and in this connection Te-
Ffe;x:ned to any: great English jurists
in. a most entertaining fashion, illus-
trating his. remarks with bits of de-
lightful anecdote. In their mode of
speaking he counseled the young men
to et up an ideal, to haunt the courts
and ‘watch others, . to prepare their
own speeches in such a.way as mot to
suggest: préparation;  never to  exag-
gerate; to' avoid spread-eagiléism; to
speaki quietly, foréibly, earnestly, but
not 'to develop a style that might do
for 'a debating society, but had: no
place in a court of law; to prefer to
be like Demosthénes and, impress their
hearers wvith their subject, than like
Cieéere, to ‘set people talking about
themselves; to be careful im their
clioice of language, and use plain,
simple, Saxen words, avoiding slang,
and above all Yankee slang, the most
detestable he had ever ‘heard. A law-
yer ‘should - never lose his temper,
Above all, he should néever swerve from
the right.

The speaker was heartily applauded
as he resumed his seat.

Dr. Stockton took up a discussion of:
the Munrnoe doctrine. He read liberal
extracts from Presldent Munroe’s an-
nual message of “December, 1823, and
set out to prove, first, that the Mun-
roe doetrine had-its origin”in British
statesmanship; second, that it was
never formally sanctioned by co: .
third, that it i8 not a part of interna-
tional law, and not binding as such.

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RIOHEST IN AMBRICA.

Two Montreal Institutions Possessors of
Untold Wealth.

(Chicago Record.)

If boasts of Canadians are well founded
the two weailthiest institutions in America
are the Bank of Montreal and the Seminary
of St. Sulpice. They both stand upon the
little square known as Place d’Armes,where

neuve, the founder of the oity, had
a hand-to-hand fight with the savages and
which, for nearly two centuries, was the
commion burial place of the pioneers. The
Bank of Mentreal datés from 1817 and has
ever been the first financial institution of
themgmmtty. It has bx;ax;glega ;;1 o»:r mg
WO. The [y ice {8 muc
older, and m& in 1641 by Jean
Jacques  Older. The wenerable structure at
present occupied dates from 1657, and is as
quaint an example of manastic architecturs
as can be found in America north of Peru.
Beside it stands the Church of Notre Dame,
which is under the charge of Sulpician
monks, the most ela>orate and perhaps the
largest ecclesiastical structure in North
America. It will seat 10,000 persons without
crowding, and can accommodate 6,000 more.
It has the finest chime of bells in Amer-
ica, the Ilargest, known as Le Gros Bour-
bon, weighing 26,000 pounds. I believe there
are only two larger in use in the mworld.
The exterior of Notre Dame is plain and
ee:ere. but the dnmterior is excessively or-
nate.

‘The wealth of the Sulpician monks is
variously estimated from $20,000,000 to $50,-
000,000, but it is impessible for any man
outside the order to obtain any accurate
knowiedge on that subject. They employ
a man of business to look after their fin-
ancial affairs and collect their rents; and
he requires the assistance of twelve clerks
and bookkeepers, There are only sixty cor-
porate members of the order, and that
number is never exceeded. If ome of the
brotters dies the wvacancy is filled from
among the ordinary brethren by some pro-
ceeding known only to themselves. It is
8 very close corporation and the Canadians
regard it with mysterious awe. In additton
to the seminary for the eduocation of priests
the Sulp.clane have several other schools,
a hospital and an asylum in Mentreal, and
they have colleges in Baltimore and Elii-
cott Mils, Md. They own one of the big-
gest banks in Canada, the finest business
property in the city of Montreal belong to
them, and they are said to have very large
investments in the United States, besides
a vast amount of well{paying securities
stacked away in their wvauits.

Montreal was founded in 1641 by a Fremch-
man amed Malsonneuve, who represented
what was known as ‘“The Company of
‘Mon'treal,” a speculative syndicate of Par-
ts, which had obtained a large grant of
land from the King of France, including
the ‘island upon which the oity stands. In
1663 the colony was so reduced in numbers
by Indian warfare that it was decided to
abandon it, and the island was oeded to
the monks of St. Sulpice, who were left to
€t on with the savages as best they could.
This grant of land carried with it what
were known as setgnorial rights, instituted
by Louis XIV. and from that date until
1821, when those rights were abolished, the
monks of St. Sulpice received annually one-
elfith of the renus that were derived from
all the property upon the island thrat aid
not to them, and whenever a free-
hoM or leasehold was disposed of they were
entitled to 12 per cent. of thep rice. . This
brought them an emormous income, in ad-
dition to-the ren'taﬂsdo!ﬂﬁho mestakeu t«heyf l;;d
retained, espedially during the years of -
citing land speculation that foltowed the
cesgion of Canada from France to Eng-
Jand. Their revenue was often sevenm mil-
Qions a year from this source alone. )

The “Gray Nuns’’ are aleo a very relig-
dous ‘worder, who are said to have acquired
their money as well as the'r name by sell-
ing Mguor to the Indlans during the early
days of the colony.

If
this was really the origin and the genuine
reason of their mame, they have very mmuch
changed since early times, for they do
nothing but good nowadays. Their schools,
hospitals and charitable instftutions are the
largest and best in Canada, and the sisters
thave shown 4 heroism and devotion that
fras made . their nickname hallowed all over
ithe dominfon. They own a bank, like the
telan monks, and are the largest stock-
lers_in . the street car compenies of Mon-
treal, Rochester and Allbany. §t is under-
stood, too, that they are partners of Mr.
‘Whitney and Co) Lamont in the Broadway
cable road of New York.

Clellan hlals accepited the offer of the
position of lieutenanit governior of this
province and thait the eppoinitment
will (be miade immediabely if it has
niot already formally passed the coun-
cil. In taking this post Senator Mc-
Clellan follows thie most eminenit and
fnfluenitiial men who hlave figured in
the public life of the province.  The

She Took Poison After Being Assault-
ed by Several Young Men.

Three of Her Alleged Assailants Captured
While a Fourth Makes His Eicape.

Parly yesterday morning, Louise
Jones of Indiantown, a colored girl of
about 12 years of age, died from' the
effect of a dose of poison which she
took about a week ago. There have
been many stories in connection with
the affair, and all containing some de-
gree of truth. When the case was
first made known ‘to ‘the public
through these columns, the S. P. C. A.
authorities commenced to investigate
the matter. Acting under orders from
Chief Clark, Capt. Hastings started
an imvestigation into the facts, with
the result that he was led ‘to believe
a serious assault had been committed
upon 'the child. He questioned her
mother closely, and she denied amy
such  thing, stating clearly that the
little girl had never even intimated
such. Further enquiries again took
the icaptain to the mother, and agaifi
he was met with the same denial.

The 8. P. C. A. also made some em-
quiries, but with similar resylts. e
medical practitioners attending  the
girl beld out hopes of her. Tecovery,
%Gnd the matter rested for the time be-
ing. Yesterday morning the little one
died, and the officers of the law rea-
lized that they were face to face with
a monstrous crime that needed their!
utmost research. Capt. Hastings and
Detective Ring immediately. arrested
‘William Ogéden, a colored man 23 years
of age, Charles Dingee, 14, and Fred-
erick Dailey, 14, and search 'was made
for amother youth named Currie, a lad
of about 20 years of age, who is known
as Clide, Clara and Jim, and is said
to be the leader of the crowd. The
above young men were arrested on
suspiclon of /being among those
who assaulted the = girl. The
last that is known of Currie is that
ha left his dinner can in a north end
arber shop and took his way towards
Fairvitle, evidently to catich a western
%rain. One thing is sure, he cannet
‘be found, and the police have been eft
in the lurch. ;

Mrs. Jones, the girl’s mother, mwas
taken ta .the polica comrt yesterliay
and a private enquiry was held. She
stated what she knew of the case to

Mr. Henderson. She said she demied
the story of essault at first until she
could learn the whole truth, end be-
sides she thought the child would. re-
cover, and she did not want her dis-
graiced. It was found that she hardly
knew anything abowt the matter that
would serve as evidence, and her infor-
mation was not taken, although it
had been reported that the girl on her
death bed had made a full confession
to her mother.

Many additional facts have been
brought to light, and the case is un-
doubtedly a very aggravated ome.

‘taken the poison she asked her what
ailed her. She said “nothing.” After-
wards her little boy came home €rom
the mil and asked if she heard the
news.” He then told her that the men
in the mill had told him about some
men taking her and assaulting  her.
.She asked Leouise about it, and she
said that nothing haid happened. How-
ever she ‘went to see Fred Dailey, who
is a barber at Indiantown. He ac-
knowledged ‘that he was guilty, and
said there were others equally gullty.
She again asked Louise, and she told
how Dailey, Ogden, Currie and Dingee
had assaulted her. Currie was the
one who forced her to go, and the first
who' interfered ‘with her, < After that
they all assaultéd her. ZLouise asked
‘Willlie Ogden to tell her the mames of
the others. He said he would if she
came to the same plabe the next even-
ing. . She did so, and found Dailey,
Ogden, Currie and Dingee there. They
all agein assaulted her.

His Sister Treated in a Brutal Mannep
Shortly After la.rrlgge.

Rev. J. D. Fréeman. Accompanied by His
Brother, Left Fredericton Friday.

New York, Nov. 29.—Dr. Charles T.
Laffin, a young physician, was com-
mitted to the insane ward in Bellevue
hospital by Magistrate Cornell in the
Harlem police court today, upon the
complaint of the Rev. J. D. Freeman
of Milton, Nova Scotia. The doctor
was arrested at his home on a charge
of assault preferred by his wife, Clara.
Dr. Freeman is her brother. Dr. Laf-
fin and Miss Freeman were married
in June last. The unhappiness that
followed was told by Dr. Freeman in
court today. On July 1 they took a
house on Madison avenue and since
then, according fto her brother, Mrs.
Laffin’s lifd" hajs been one constant
suffering, mental and physical.

Rew. Mr. Freeman saild: “My sister
‘has suffered in the few short months
since her marriage more than seems
possible, and without complaint. She
assured me that Dr. Laffin’s cruelties
began the first week of their married
life. Her body is covered with scars
and bruises inflicted by her husband.
He is extremely jealous and without
cause, He repeatedly beat his wife,
and one of his pef tonmtures was to
dislocate her jeints and snap them
back into position. :

“While the people in the house were
convinced that something was wrong
in the doctor’s apartments they never
heard a word of complaint or a scream
for help, and so made no attempt to
investigate. On seveéral occasions the
doctor, so my sister tells me, has held
her by the throat upon a bed until she
was black in the face.

“At intervals of two or three weeks
since the marriage he has taken pois-
on, arsenic, ui . :i.d once took
fifty-nine grains of opium at one dose.
Poison appeared to have little effect
upon him, but it frightened his wife,
and. that appears to have been his
aim. He must be insane.”

Two weeks ago Mrs. Laffin notified
Dr. Freeman of her troubles and both
her and her brother, Lemuel Freeman
of Worcester, Mass., came here. On
Friday, Dr. Fremarn said, after seeing
the husband’s cruelty he tiook his sis-
ter away.

Inquest on the Body of Mabel Tapley’s
Infant—The Governor’s Funeral,

Frederiaton, N. B., Nov. 30—Cor0ne1
Muillin bezan thé inquiry this evening
into the death of the infant child of
Mabel Tapley. The evidence produced
before the coroner showed the chiid
had been born between the hours of
twelve and one o'clock Saturday after-
noon while the unfortunate young
woman was alone in the house. Mrs.
Tapley, mother of the girl, returned
home about two o’clock in the after-
noon and found her daughter and
child just born. This, she says was
the first intimation she had of any
Such event. Between six and seven
o'clock David Tapley, the father of
the girl, went for Dr. Bridges to come
ahd see his daughter. When Dr.
Bridges called he found the child alive
but gasping for ‘breath, and before he
left the house it had died. He report-
ed the case to Dr. Atherton, who call-
ed and examined the dead infant, and
the two decided to report the affair to
@ coroner. Dr. Mullin was called, or-
dered a post morten €Xamination,
which went to establish that the child
had been born alive and disd from
the effects of strangulization. The
throat wias swollen and skin broken
as if from the effects of a tight liga-
ture. The inquest will not be concluded
until the evidence of the girl, who is
now very ill, can be taken.

Arrangements are in progress here
for the funeral of Governor Fraser.
