A QUESTION OF HEAT.

H is well known that in Siberia and 
other northern countries the ground is 
frozen to a very great depth—over a 
hundred feet in some cases. Notwithstand­
ing this, forests grow upon the surface, 
which thaws sufficiently in summer to per­
mit vegetation to maintain a sure, though 
not very luxuriant growth. Below the 
depth to which the influence ol the 
mere sun reaches frost reigns unbrok.n 
It is obvious that the soil below a certain

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CANADIAN AND LITERARY NOTES.

Mrs. Curran remarks as follows upon a 
recent important contribution to our litera­
ture: “Talking of Quebec reminds me 
that Mrs. Harrison's new volume ot poems. 
Pine, Pose, and Fleur de-lis, has just 
reached me, and that Quebec and England 
inspire most of the sentiment her verse ex­
presses. There is nothing to wonder at in 
this. Quebec would, by its picturesque 
topography, quaint lilts and attractive 
names and people, inspire anybody, and 
Mrs. Harrison’s temperament is of that 
super-sensitive order that takes impres­
sions very vividly, particularly from pic­
turesque material, whether of art or na­

iler book ought to be a favorite in 
the province it chiefly celebrates. Ontario 
is not, however, as ‘flat’ as the epithet 
Mrs. Harrison applies to it, would lead one 
to inler. There are ‘heights’ that often 
rise to what French use has accustomed 
us to call mountains, and that yield so 
much ol the beautiful and picturesq 
would match Quebec. Niagara, Guelph, 
Ingersoll, the shores of Lake Huron in 
many parts, and numerous other spots in 
this province, yield us miracles of scenery.

ters, models ot simplicity and neatness, 
render the historian’s task a delightful one, 
and Mr. Read s genial, whole-souled love 
for his work and the men of the time, some 
of whom live in his memory, promise many 
pleasant and instructive hours to his read­
ers, and an important addition to our his­
torical literature.”
