London, May 14.—The Titanic
Board of Inquiry spent today in en-
deavoring to ascertain whether the
steamer from which the officers of the
California. saw rockets fired on the
night when the White Star liner went
down was really that vessel, it will
continue the investigation on the same
lines tomorrow.

Three officers of the Californian,
Stanley Lord, the captain, Gibson an
apprentice, and Herbert Stone, the
second officer who was on the bridge
at the time the rockets were fired,
were examined in the order named. All
of them insisted that the vessel could
not have been the Titanic as it was not
80 large, but they were unable to ans-
wer the gquestion put to them to sug-
gest what vessel it was as they had
not heard of her since,

Capt. Lord repeated his evidence
given at Washington in regard to warn-
ing the Titanic of the presence of ice
and stopping his steamer on that ac-
count. He also recounted that the sec.

. lond officer and the apprentice both told

him the next day that they had called
him and informed him that a vessel
was firing rockets and that he had re-
plied when he was called; He assert-
ed, however, that he must have been

Captain Lord would net admit that
the rockets fired were distress sig-
nals. He thought that they might
have been company's signals

Counsel for the White Star line
pointed out, however, that the firing
of rockets of any kind &t night was
an indication of distress.

Upon getting up the next morning
and hearing of the rockets, Captain
Lord said that he had the wireless
operator called apd then heard that
the Titanic had' sunk. From the
wreckage he saw afterw his own
steamer must have been 32 miles
from the Titanic when she went down

Asked by Sir Rufus Isaacs whether
he felt quite comfortable in mind in
reference to his action when he heard
that the Titanlc had sunk, witness
repliied that he thought they ought
to have seen her signals, ‘That was the
only thing that orried him. e
was posi hiowever, that the ves
sel they saw was not the Titanic, as
it was impossible to mistake a ship
like her.

Captain Lord denied that he had
told the United States senatorial com
mittee that he had ordered the oper
ator at one o'clock to call the Titanic
If the operator had been called he
would have heard the Titanic mes
sages.,

In reply to Lord Mersey,
said there was no reference
log to 4 “mysterious ship.”

Gibson, the apprentice, told of see-
ing the lights and rockets of a ves
sel, and of trying to signal her by
means of Morse signals and having
reported the matter to the Captain.

Asked what he meant by his state
ment in evidence that the vessel ap-
peared to be “‘very queer,” witness
replied that the vessel's red light
seemed to be higher out of the water
than when she was first seen.

Lord Mersey: That would show
that she had a list to starboard.

Gibson continued that the aft lights
also seemed higher but there was
nothing about the vessel
a passenger steamer.

The crew of four men got ashore in
the schooner’d boat, and the Captain
was taken off by the lightkeeper
The vessel was built in 1854 and was
179 tons register - and hails from
Portland, She was bound to a Cum
berland port to load lumber,

The American tern schooner Nellie
T. Sawyer, which was anchored near
the lighthouse wharf in the harbor of
Apple River dragged anchor near the
lighthouse wharf, tearing a hole in
her bottom and sunk. She will prob
ably be floated and repaired. She
is 240 tons register and was bound
to Apple River to load lumber for
New York.

Ike Bonnott and his confederate,
Dubois, the bandits Garnier and Val
let are fighting desperately for their
lives, They are keeping up a con-
tinued fusilade with ritles from the
windows of the building, firing on the
police and townspeople surrounding
the place. A police sergeant has been
wounded. lLouis Lepine the prefect
of police of Paris, with a large body
of policemen left headquarters hur
riedly in motor cars for the scene ot
the fight.

taken agi st the Newcastle packers,
Eminent counsel were engaged on
both sides and experts ranging from
famous caterers to the fish curator
of the British Museum were summon-
ed fo give testimony,

The United Kingdom has been suf-
fering from labor unrest in an in
ingly menacing manner for sev-
al years now, and the end is still
not in sight

The report of Sir George Askwith,
the chief industri{§} commissioner
popularly known as “the strike break-
er,” shows that in 1911 there was a
stoppage of work affecting 565,000
workers, largely men engaged in
transport, cotton mills and on rail-
ways.. The transport workers -caus-
ed most of the trouble, 345,000 of
them being affected.

During the year 92 cases were dealt
with under the Conciliation Act, and
in 35 cases a strike was prevented
while the others were flnally settled
by the intervention of Sir George Ask-
with, or by some other person ap-
pointed as counciliator or arbitrator.
Formerly most of the applications
for intervention came from the em-
ployees, but recently the great majori-
ty of them have been joint ones on
the part of the employers and their
workpeople. Besides accomplishing
the good work shown by the report
the Conciliation Act has resulted in
293 conciliation boards being appoint-
ed in industrial distriets.

If the threats now being made come
to anything there is lots of work
ahead for the ‘strike breaker.” The
railway men, who tied up most of
the great lines Jast year, are mot yet
satisfied with their lot. They com-
plain that the companies are bent
on pursuing a policy of delay in con-
mection with the conciliation scheme,
the same complaint which.gave rise
to last year's outbreak. Another
complaint that during the coal strike
the companies, saying that they had
not safficient coal to carry on the full
services, knocked off = great many
men, and that in doing so imvariably
chose men who had been active in
trade unionism. The enforced idle-
ness of union men in tum affected
the funds of the unioms, those with-
out work receiving umemployed ben-
efits. f

cause of red tape cannot be officially
dealt with by the new machinery set
up by the Railway Commission after
the Iast strike until July.

The first letters recelved here from
the Dr, Mawson Antarctic expedition
which left Hobart for the south polar
regions last winter, show that several
important discoveries have been made.

Dr. Mawson has disproved the exist-
ence of Clairies Land, confirmed the
existence of Termination Land, discov-
ered by Wilkes, but not seen either by
the Challenger or the Gauss, discov-
ered numerous islets along the Great
Barrier, and charted much previ-
ously unknown coast line.

The landing party under Frank Wild
and numbering seven men, is now
working on what will prove to be the
biggest glacier in the world. Dr. Maw-
son’s vessel, the Aurora, which
brought the reports, will leave again
for the south towards the end of the
year to bring out the expedition. The
expedition has been split up into var-
fous parties, which, working from dif-
ferent bases, are pressing south from
their landing places between Adelie
Land and Kalgser Wilhelm Land. Lieut,
Ninnis, who is at the first base with
Dr, Mawspn, writing from Adelie Land
says:

“We had an exciting time since
leaving Hobart. The day we reached
Macquarie Island we struck a rock in
Carolines Cove and found a ship-
wrecked crew to the north of the isl-
and. I was in charge of the dogs and
went ashore, where 1 lived with the
islanders in their hut. At three o'clock
one niorning, we were hauled out of
bed to weigh anchor, as the “Aurora”
had once again drifted on the yocks,
We cleared from Macquarie and after
four days met. with the ice pack. Here
we weére hung up for five days and
after getting loose discovered an ice
barrier and new land to the east of
Adelie Land. We are now going west
and may land at any moment.”

Frank Wild and his party remain.

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Lines Suggested by Grand
ferred to Committee = Ne
Hospital Proposal.

At the meeting of the municipal
¢ouncil yesterday afternoon after con-
siderable discussion, the proposal for
an extengion to the general public
hospital was referred back to the fi-
nance committee for further details.
Delegations for and against the sug-
gestion to build the new sanitorium
for tuberculosis patients on Merrit
street, off Douglas Avenue, were
heard. Mayor Frink submitted as an
alternative, that an annex for the pur-
pose might be built to the Home for
Incurables, After a lengthy discussion
for tuberculosis patients on Merritt
tee of five to report back. 1t was de-
cided to spend $10,000 in repairs and
improvements to the jail on the lines
suggested in the recommendations of
the grand jury. A recommendation to
impose a license fee of $25 on junk
dealers doing busimess in the county
was adopted,

The first matter taken wp was the
matter of the extension to the gener-
al public hospital. Commissionar Mc-
Lellan, after a motion had been made
to adopt the section providing for the
financing of the scheme, arose to speak
on the matter.He condemned the plans
for the new extension, claiming that
when the idea was first mooted, a fire-
proof construction was to be bullt. In
the plans submitted to the council for
their adoption, he said he could find
no provision made for protection in
the construction of the addition. More-
over, he objected that the new build-
ing, if erected in the location indicat-
ed in the plans, gave no chante ot
fighting fire in the event of such an
occurrence at the hospital. The claim
that a roadway could be constructed
grom City Road up to the proposed
new building would prove impractical.

He found, he sald, on visiting the
hospital a few days ago, that the pre-
sent nurses’ home could accommodate
about 30 patients, and it would be
much better to put the $30,000 into
ptoviding a new residence for the
nurges, than to follow the intention of
erecting an extension of which the
plans were altogether lacking in de-
tails. He moved as an amendment to
the motion, that the matter be refer-
red back to the finance committee for
further details.

North Shore Ports Predrpe for
Rush of Business — Many
Men will be Employed =
Chatham Mews.

Chatham, N. B.,, May 12—The open-
ing of navigation on the Miramichi
means a very big thing to the indus-
trial life of the community, for when
the mills get running and the average
number of ghips are loading for the
old country, employment is given to
about 2,500 workmen. At the present
time three steamers are on their way
to this pert and ome, the Loyal Brit-
on, is mow in port to load for the
Snowball Co. Others are expected
in a day or two
The following statement takes in
the principal mills on the river and
gives an idea of the number of men
employed directly in and about the
mills, exclusive of the loading:

Down River Mills.

The Rundele mill at Bartibogue is
all ready and will probably start to
day. Employs about 50 to 60 men.
The box mill of the A. & R. Loggie
Co., at Loggieville, has been running
for two weeks. Employs 50 men.
The big mill will start this week
and gives work to 80 men. Chas.
Reinsborrow's mill at Bay du Vin
has about 30 men on its rell,

In Chatham,

The big Snowball mill is all ready

for a start, but is being held back
by the lack of logs. As it eats up
about 160,000 per day, and as there

is ounly about two days supply in
sight, the mill cannot be started un
til more logs are on their way. The
mill employs about 200 men.

The Lyman mill operated by the
same company, will not start sawing
shingles until the logs begin to come.
