London, April 28.—The political situation has become 

decidedly unsettled and yesterday Premier Lloyd George had 
a prolonged audience with King George. Political changes 
of the first importance are expected shortly.

Largely because no statesman cares to accept the re­
sponsibility of the premiership at the moment, unless it is 
thrust upon him, it is considered unlikely that there will be a 
change in the head of the government. On the other hand, it 
is equally true that Lloyd George has suffered many heavy 
political blows in the last month, the greatest of which is the 
course Lord Northcliffe, who made him premier, has elected 
to follow. Northcliffe is not the critic, not the defender, of 
the government.

The loss of Rhondda, Rothermere and Sir Edward Car- 
son, and the forced resignations of Robertson, Jellicoe and 
Trenchard, together with the horrible muddle over Ireland, 
are all calculated to weaken greatly the prestige of the gov­
ernment.

Detroit, April 27—Anita Schmidt, the 
woman who came to the United States 
as the wife of Helmuth Schmidt, and 
Greta Darsch, who lived with Schmidt 
at Lakçwood, N. J.. were today added 
to the list of women entangled in the 
mystery surrounding the man who last 
Thursday took his own life In the 
Highland Park Jail after confessing 
that he had burned the body of Augus­
ta Stelnbach after she had swallowed 
poison at his home. This information 
developed after questioning by authori­
ties of Mrs. Adele Ulrich-Brann, who 
married Schmidt, then known as 
Braun, at Lakewood. N. J., in 1914, and 
Gertrude, Schmidt's seventeen-year- 
old daughter. «

Thus far the police have been un­
able to trace Schmidt’s first wife, Mar­
garet Darsch, or Irma Pallatinus. the 
latter having disappeared after becom­
ing Schmidt's housekeeper at his home 
here.

Searching Old Well.

The step was taken on suspicion that

Sentimental Value.
Ypres lost Its military value when

hands. For the last two weeks it 
has fetainod only a sentimental value 
due to Its associations With Ahe great 
battle of 1915, for which it served as 
a base. The probable position west 
of Ypres to which the allies would 
retire has already been Indicated here. 
It Is, roughly; Dtxmute—Blxechoote- 
Zyndschooté—FJlvirdlnge —- Vlamer- 
ttnghe-- Relnlnghelst —Westourtre. 
Below Westoutre pud west of Locre 
are the three strong positions of 
Mount Rouge, Mount Vidslgue and 
Mount Nolr. Thence southwest the 
new line would Join us with the pres­
ent line. There has been little In­
fantry fighting In the Somme salient 
since Friday. The renewal of the 
German stuck there was apparently 
intended as a diversion from the main 
attck In the north.

Tho evacuation of what Is left of 

the famous Ypres salient—-a measure 
which military prudence has made In­
evitable—la evidently already under 
way. When the easterly arc of the 
salient waa abandoned two weeks ago 
news of the retirement did not reach 
the public fro a couple of days. The 
movement was ordered on Sunday 
evening, April 14. The Germans did 
not push their lines forward until 
April 16 or 17 the British then, as a 
consequence of the loss of Messines 
ridge gave up all of Passchendaele 
Ridge, with Its northern Spurs, and 
tho Forest of Houthulst. A new line 
was oorganlxed running straight 
south from Woumen, a little below 
Dlxmute, to Langenmrck. Thence it 
curved east to the foot of the Passch- 
endaele Ridge, recurving to Hollebe- 
ke about five miles southeast of Ypres.

Eliminates Curve.
The second withdrawal eliminates 

this entire curve. Troops within the 
semi circle which It outlined were In 
grave danger of being cut off If the 
Germane could break the Allied line 
south and southwest of Ypreg and 
succeed in inreloplm: that city.

The present revised British lines 
run south from near Langermarck to 
the eastern outskirts of Ypres. The 
Gormans were standing on Saturday 
on a line running almost due south 
from a point southwest of Langemar- 
ck. through Verlorenhoek and Hooge 
to Zillbeke.

north lies In the constantly shrinking 
area in which their army has to man­
oeuvre.

ICONCERNING CHARGES. session of the Legislature supplement­
ary estimates were passed to the 
amount of $19,586.74, so as it stands 
now the Foster government will have 
an admitted estimated deficit of at 
least $9,500 on their operations for the 
fiscal year ending October Slat next.

It is believed the deficit will be many 
times that figure and this year the 
Bosterites will have no one to blame 
it on but themselves. A noticeable 
feature of the budget debate at the 
session Just closed was the desire of 
government apologists to attempt to 
screen the administration behind the 
fact that the Murray Government had 
been in power during a portion of the 
period covered by the auditor-general's 
report, and consequently, that Govern­
ment was responsible for the greater 
part of the huge deficit shown. When 
the next budget is presented it will not 
be possible for Mr. Foster’s govern­
ment to hide behind the skirts of its 
predecessors. For the operations of 
the year from October 31 last until the 
same date in 1918 the Foster!tea alone 
will be responsible. Already their esti­
mated surplus has been swallowed up 
by their supplementary estimates, and 
before the year closes it will probably 
be found that the ordinary expenditure 
will exceed the ordinary revenue by 
many times the amount of the disap­
pearing surplus. The troubles of the 
Fosterltes are but commencing.

Certain Information in regard to 
roadwork in Gloucester county furnish 
ed to the Public Accounts Committee 
of the Legislature by Hon. B. Frank 
Smith, drew from the Minister of 
Public Works the promise that he 
would Investigate the matter under 
oath. It is to be hoped the investlga 
tion will be complete and fair, although 
Mr. Veniot’s intense and bitter par­
tisanship does not support a belief that 
this hope will be realized. Nor is en­
couragement to be obtained from Hon. 
Mr. Foster’s treatment of the charges 
against Hon. William Currie, Speaker 
of the Legislature.

When the information upon which 
the Currie charges were based came 
into the hands ot the Opposition, Mr. 
Foster was at • once advised and sup­
plied with the facts. He had as much 
information then as when the charges 
were formally laid some weeks later, 
yet his only action was to present the 
charges to Mr. Currie and ask for an 
explanation. Mr. Currie denied them 
and was given opportunity to obtain a 
declaration from the president of the 
Continental Lumber Company in sup­
port of his denial. There the activity 
of the premier ended, but it is safe to 
say that it formal charges had not 
been laid by the Opposition the gov­
ernment would have taken no steps to 
Investigate but would have permitted 
Mr. Speaker to continue to occupy his 
position as presiding officer of the 
Legislature with the knowledge that at 
least there was in existence a solemn 
affidavit charging him with defrauding 
the province.

The attitude of the government 
press does not encourage one to hope 
that the charges against Mr. Currie, 
or the investigation into allegations of 
misappropriation In connection with 
the Gloucester county road work will 
be fairly treated. There is no dispo­
sition on the part of The Standard to 
convict any person in advance of the 
evidence or of the decision of the 
Royal Commission that will investi­
gate the Currie charges; nor do we 
say that all the allegations in regard 
to the Gloucester road work are cor­
rect Like the charges against the 
senior member for Restigouche, their 
truth remains to be proven. At the 
same time it is equally unfair for the 
government press to assume that the 
gentlemen making the charges are at 
fault.

In these nvr.ers it should be easy to 
ascertain the truth. In the Currie 
case the records in the Crown Land 
Department should show the report 
made by Scaler Marchie, who has 
sworn he made a false return at Mr. 
Currie’s request. Also there are six 
men of whose operations on Crown 
Lands no return was made but 
who, it is alleged, cut lumber for the 
Continental Company, of which Mr. 
Currie is manager. It should be easy 
to discover whether they did cut such 
lumber, and if so. why their accounts 
were not turned in with the others.

In the case of the Gloucester road 
work so many persons are said to he 
involved that there should be no scar­
city of witnesses who can testify to the 
facts. It is alleged among other things 
that the name of an eight year-old 
child figured on a government pay roll 
as an employe and that more than $50 
was drawn on his accourt although he 
did no work on the road. Another 
case concerns a gentleman who appar­
ently drew pay under three variations 
of hie own name and in no case ren­
dered value for money received. These 
cases should not be difficult of inves­
tigation.

Mr. Veniot’s duty In regard to Glou­
cester county charges Is particularly 
plain. Not only is he the head of the 
department of the government under 
which this alleged wrong-doing was 
practised, but he is the senior member 
for the county and, presumably, the 
men who are alleged to have profited 
through misappropriation of the road 
monies are his supporters. For his 
own honor as well as the credit of the 
department and of the government 
generally it Is his bounden duty to 
have the allegations thoroughly probed 
no matter who may suffer. Premier 
Foster went into power on promise of 
honest business-like administration. 
He now has the opportunity to demon­
strate whether that promise was in­
tended to be taken literally or merely 
m an attractive election slogan. We 
look for a complete and fair probing of 
all allegations touching the matters to 
which we have referred.

To stand in a ditch representing a 
front-line trench and to watch the as­
saulting lines of Huns sweeping up 
against our defenses in a succession of 
waves eight men deep, seeing those 
waves melt away in the storm of artil­
lery, machine gun and rifle fire. Is the 
experience of which Lt.-Col. Porter in 
a New Brunswick Regiment has writ­
ten to one of his friends on this side. 
That the Huns did not reach our line 
was due to the splendid sticking quali­
ties which the men of this province 
and Canadians as a whole have dis­
played in many a bloody fight, from 
Hooge to the Somme.

The attack, of which Colonel Porter 
speaks so briefly, was heralded with 
a storm of artillery fire, following 
which the gray-clad waves of the Huns 
swept toward our trenches only to be 
beaten back time after time with ap­
palling losses by the accurate and ter­
rible bursts of machine gun and rifle 
fire. In describing this Col. Porter 
simply says that “a Lewis gunner of 
the New Brunswick Regiment, who 
hasn't at least two hundred Huns to 
his credit is considered a poor shot by 
his comrades.” Considering that each 
battalion would have something like 
twelve of these guns in action at a 
time, some estiggue of the enemy 
losses is possible.

The enemy attacked with at least 
seven or eight divisions in depth 
where he wished to gain ground, and 
to quote Colonel Porter, ‘‘the mowing 
down was something great.”

In his letter he says that the spirit 
and determination of the men is be­
yond all praise. "They are out to 
kill,” says Colonel Porter, “and believe 
me they are doing it."

Continuing his letter, Colonel Porter 
stated that any retirement in the army 
was purely tactical and that the mor­
ale of the men was never higher. No 
grousing of any kind but only a very 
earnest desire to get at the Hun and 
give him a dose of steel.

That the Germans have not aban­
doned their dirty tactics is evidenced 
by the fact that they or their agents 
had at one point succeeded In filling 
wine bottles with lye and water and 
sold it for the cheap white wine of the 
country. Colonel Porter said that one 
of the men of the New Brunswick 
regiment was responsible for bringing 
this latest deviltry to the notice of the 
proper authorities.

This man having purchased a bottle 
decided on tasting it that all was not 
right. He Immediately took it to the 
colonel and expressed the opinion that

OUR HALL OF FAME. Lumbago, Backache and Rheumatism

ment buildings at Ottawa there will be 
a Hall of Fame, in which statues of 
Canadian celebrities will be placed. 
There ought to be some comprehen­
sive and artistic design, says the To­
ronto Star. A miscellaneous collec­
tion of statues may easily become 
grotesque rather than dignified. The 
ancients had the advantage of grace­
ful flowery drapery for their heroes, 
but there is no beauty in frock-coats 
and trousers more or less bulged at 
the knees. We admire those who gave 
us responsible government and Confed­
eration, but many of the hairy facial 
ornaments of fifty years ago are now 
treated with derision.

The selection of the famous ones 
will also be a difficult matter. For 
the most part statesmen or those as­
piring to the name are chosen. Many 
of equal worth are necessarily omit­
ted because there are so many. The 
pioneers who braved the hardships of 
early settlement rest in unknown 
graves; the graves of the defenders 
of our liberties are marked by crosses 
in France and Flanders. No building 
could contain memorials for all. But 
there should be typical statues—of the 
pioneer, the worker, the soldier, and 
some legend recounting their deeds.

The collection should not be made 
at haphazard. Some man of artistic 
faculty should make a design, having 
in view not only those who are to be 
chosen for honor today, but the addi­
tions to be made from time to time. 
It is worth considering whether mural 
decorations would not be preferable 
to statues, which In large numbers are 
very difficult to group into a harmon­
ious design.

“A small plot of ground In the back 
lot will grow enough beets to provide 
an average family with sugar and 
syrup for a whole year. The percent­
age of sugar In beets is surprisingly 
large and any housewife, boy or girl 
can extract the sugar with little trou­
ble and with such utensils as are found 
In every home.

“Soak the beets In cold water to 
make them crisp and brittle. Remoa.fi 
the dirt. Peel and cut off the crown, 
slice the beets thin or grate them. Put 
in real hot water, not boiling, and let 
stand about 30 minutes, then strain 
off the water through a cheesecloth 
and boll the liquid to a proper con­
sistency for syrup. While this boiling 
is taking place constantly remove the 
scum which rises to the top.

"This syrup should be canned or 
bottled while hot, tightly sealed and 
corked to prevent moulding. If made 
for sugar, let It stand In an open ves­
sel. Fifty pounds of beets* will make 
about a gallon of syrup."

Sugar beets are sown and cultivated 
like the ordinary garden beet raised 
by most gardeners. They require no 
more care or attention.

Mr. Sawyer is In the city for a day 
or two on official business and Is en­
deavoring to assist the fish handlers 
of St. John and the other Canadian 
fishing districts in further developing 
their trade. Hitherto, said Mr. Saw­
yer, most of the fish put up here have 
been either hard salted or hard dried 
to suit the West Indian markets, hut 
this style is hardly suitable for United 
States trade.

The shipment of fish just now to the 
West Indies, Spain, Italy or Greece 
Is handicapped by lack of tonnage.
The question now la how best can 
fish be put up to suit the trade now 
readily available. The department 
of Marine and Fisheries recently is­
sued a bulletin telling how to Scotch 
cure herring and gaspereaux, but 
some of the firms continue to drift 
along to the same old way.

The Maritime Fish Corporation is 
now putting up canned chicken hali­
but This Is a splendid way to handle 
small fish, continued Mr Sawyer, but 
the fish section of the food board does 
not recommend the use of tin when 
anything else is available, as the tin 
plate situation is none too promising.

Toronto, April 27.—Even with the 
increased supplies of eggs the price 
seems to maintain itself at a high 
level for this season of the year. Un­
der ordinary conditions storing would 
be now well under way, but so far pri­
ces Ifave shown no disposition to de­
cline to the levels indiçated in other- 
years. It has been customary to wait 
until eggs could be bought at or un­
der 30c. a dosen before buying for 
storage; up tp the present eggs were 
not procurable under 34 and 35c. a dos- 
en. Toronto dealers have consequent­
ly been disposed to let the eggs go to 
Montreal. The eastern dealers are re­
ported, however, to have been storing 
freely and now local dealers, not car­
ing to wait longer for lower prices, 
have decided to adopt a similar course. 
The uncertainty of the export outlook 
is reported also to have retarded some­
what the movement into storage. Ex­
portera generally, as a result, have not 
been as active up to the present In 
buying as was the case in other years. 
The United States situation has now 
practically settled to a storage basis 
and stocks are going Into the ware­
houses freely. Stocks across the line 
in storage to date are considerably in 
excess of last year at the same time. 
No great çhange in the price of eggs 
is expected until after the close of the, 
present month, now that the markets 
have generally settled to a basis at 
which the eggs are being stored.

Whereas by an Order of the Canada 
Food Board, dated March 18th, 1918, it 

amongst other things enacted as 
follows: “On and after the first day of 
June, 1918, no person shall operate a 
Public Eating Place without having 
first obtained a license from the Cana­
da Food Board.”

Arid whereas it Is advisable in the 
public Interests to enact the following 
regulations respecting such persons 
operating Public Eating Places. 

Therefore it is hereby ordered :
1. That no licensee shell, directly or 

Indirectly, knowingly buy any food 
commodities from or sell any such 
commodities to any person required 
to obtain a license from the Canada 
Food Board, and who has not obtained 
such license.

2. That the licensee raây be requir­
ed to make reports monthly, and as of­
ten and at such times and in such form 
as may be In writing directed by the 
Canada Food Board, showing the stock 
on hand, or in transit to order of li­
censee, and such other Information as 
may be required by the Canada Food 
Board from time to time.

3. That the licensee shall keep such 
books, invoices, vouchws mad other 
papers and records as will enable the 
Canada Food Board, or any person by 
them thereto authorized, to verify any 
report or statement that such licensee 
Is required to make to the Canada 
Food Board.

4. That the licensee shall place on 
every letterhead, contract, order, ac­
ceptance of order, Invoice, price list, 
quotation, and advertisement issued, 
the worths “Canada Food Board Li­
cense Number" followed by the num­
ber of the license.

5. That the licensee shall display In 
hie place of business the certificate of
