ghe new amalgamation a practlgal mono-
poly of the rubber manufacturing trade
of Canada. :

It is believed that the United States
Company is already in full control, \and
that the deal by which they gecured the
controlling interest was put through by a
syndicate composed of George Washington
Stephens, Shirley Ogilvie, Alex. Pringle,
D. Lorne McGibbon and H. J. Fuller.

It was this syndicate which a couple of
gears ago surprised the qulxc by an-
nouncing that fhey had obtained the con-
trolling interest in the Canadian Rubber
Company. Since that deal the m.unbers. of
the syndicate have been active in getting
ghe principal Canadian compameés’ together

in the Canadian Consolidated Company.
Their efforts were so successful that in

less than two years five of the princpal
companies were brought together in the
consolidated company as follows: ;

The Canadian Rubber Company, which
bas been in operation since 1866; the
Granby Rubber Company, in operation
since 1888; the Maple Leaf Rubber Com-
pany, in operation since 18915 the Berlin
Rubber Manufacturing Company and the
Merchants Rubber Company, Ltd.—both
of Berlin, Ontario.

It was by forming this merger that the
Montreal syndicate were able to assure to
the U. S. Rubber Company a practical
monopoly of the rubber trade of the do-
minion of Canada.

The members of the syndicate stand to
make a large profit on the deal as they
are by far the ladgest holders of the $2,-
805,000 of the common stock of the Can-
adian Consolidated Company which is
secured practically as a bonus in the ar
rangement of capital to take over the
principal Canedian companies.

MOVE TO CLIP POWER
OF HOUSE OF LORDS

‘Campbell-Bannerman Introduces His Resolation Into Par-
liament, Many Peers Being Present---Will Not Let Upper
House Have a Say in the Matter---Object to Test Opin-

ion of the Commons.

London, June 24—Premier Campbell-
Bannerman today moved his resolution
curtailin; the power of the house of lords,
before the fullest house of the session. The

galleries also were crowded, those present
in that part of the house including many
peers, who are anxious to observe the be-
ginning of the attempt to reduce their
power to control legislation. The resolu-
tion follows:

“That in order to give effect to the will
of the people as expressad by their elect-
ed representatives, it is necessary that
the power of the other house to alter or

sject bills passed by this house should be
. restricted by law as to secure that
within the limits of a single parliament
the final decision of the house of com-
mons shall prevail.”

Replying to a question, the premier
said it was not proposed that the resolu-
tion dealing with the house of lords should

be moved in the upper house after its dis-
cussion in the house of commons had been
completed. He emphasized the fact that
the resolution embodies the principle of
the predominance of the house of com-
mons and said that in adopting this
course they are following certain historic
precedenta.

The resolution itself, even if ecarried,
would not have the effect of law or pro-
cure the desired results. A bill would be
necesgary and the government would exer-
cise its discretion as to when it should be
introduced.

FISHERY PATROL
HAVE CLOSE CALL

Officials Fired On While Ex-
aming Salmon Nets Near
Dalhousie

BULLETS FLEW FAST

One Went Through the Wheelhouse
Close to Captain’s Head—Matter
Reported to Ottawa—Terrific Elec~
trical Storm Destroys Barn and
Kills Horse at Balmoral.

Dalhousie, N. B., June 24—The officers
of the little government. fishery steamer
patrol No. 1 had a narrow escape from
death -at the hands of a man who fired
at them on Sunday forenoon while they
‘were examining salmon nets. The facts
are as follows: The steamer, having on
board Captain Charles McDonald, of
Georgetown (R. E. 1.); Daniel Smith, of
Halifax, chief engineer; George Miller, of
Dalhousie, fishery overseer, and two Dal-
housie boys named Gauthier and Connors,
left Campbellton at'0 a. m. - Coming down
the north channel and while going up
tbg sonth ,channel, the fishery overseer,
with one of the hands, examined several
standing nets, using a small boat for the
purpose.

After visiting a stand of nets at Point
Lenim, -a - short ‘'distance from Dalhousie,
and as the steamer wus about moving
away, several shots were heard. The sec-
ond aho.t struck the wheel house, the bul-
let paseing through the window frame on
one gide and lodging in the frame on the
opposite side. !

Gauthier, who was at the wheel, seeing
thg splinters fly, left and the captain
quickly took charge to change the position
9&’ ‘the steamer and have the bullets strike
in the stern instead of broadside, as he
claims that a. bullet passed through the
fheel bouge doors that were open on both
sides. This incident happened hetween
10 and 11 o’clock in the forenoon.

Woman Near Scene.
Although armed, Captain.McDomald did

not think of retaliating, as he saw a
woman in the vicinity of where the ‘shots
were fired. It is supposed that a Snider
rifle was used, and that the distance be-
tween the man wHo fired and the steamer
was about 500 yards.

Many people visited the steamer today
besides your correspondent, and saw the
marks of the bullets.

Stephen Also Among the Winners--Two Presidential Pos-
sibilities Present at Commencement Exercises Mon-
day--Wealthy New Yorker Victim of Police Stupidity.

New York, June 24—At the Yale com-
mencement exercises today two New
Brunswick boys figured in the small honor

and pride list.

E. C. Weyman, of Apohaqui (N. B.),
captured the Bétts prize for the highest
annual examination marks, and also led
the honor list for his year. ¢

C. F. Todd, of St. Stephen (N. B.), was
one of the four in the graduating class to
receive honors in English in the academic
department. There are 609 students en-
rolled. i

The exercises were noteworthy by the
attendance of two avowed presidential
candidates, Secretary of War Taft and
Senator Philander C. Knox, and the de-
livery of an address by Senator Knox
which outlined the great issues of the day
as he sees them.

Senator Knox’s address, which was en-
titled The Development of the Federal
Power to Regulate Commerce, was inter-
esting as expressing the view of the .“safe,
sane and conservative element,” the “in-
terests,” as his opponents would say.
President Roosevelt would probably class
his former attorney-general among the “re-
actionaries.”

Senator Enox's Address

Senator Knox’s address was directly
levelled at the theory of the powers of the
federal congress, which is expressed or
implied in Senator Beveridge's bill, intro-
duced at the last session of congress, to
bar the products of child labor from in-
terstate’ commerce. This bill, to which
Mr. Knox referred by implication only
and not by name, has received already the
hearty approval of President Roosevelt
and W. J. Bryan. Many of the senator’s
words were taken to be aimed at the
president. This is part of what he said:

“There are no questions before the Am-
erican people today of greater importance
than those relating to the federal control
over. commerce. . That power was granted

chiefly as a eafeguard against commercial
hostilities and reprisals batween the states.
It remained practically dormant until com-
paratively recent years. 1t is now clearly
recognized as a great affirmative and con-
structive power, not limited to composing
differences between state laws and systems
but constitutionally capable of effective
and artful development in a region all its
own. In some respects it may be said' to
be the greatest power lodged in the gen-
eral government, and the posibilities of
its application are co-extensive with the
possibilities of the expansion of the vast
subject to which it applies.

No Usurpation of State Rights.

“Nothing, therefore, is of mgme conse-
quence in our governmental ' than
an accurate understanding of thg séepe of
the national and state powers respect
to commerce and the activities Talfed to
commerce, for no effective regulation is
possible in either sovereignty if the power
of the one could be usurped or obstructed
by the other. This will be understood and
conceded, except by those who appear fo
think the federal government can constitu-
tionally accomplish everything that seems
good for the people and are constantly
raising expectations upon this line which
cannot possibly be fulfilled.

‘“The preservation of our constitution
is not committed to the federal judiciary
alone. It is the oath-bound obligation of
every legislative, judicial and executive
officer of the states and nation, and is the
highest duty of private citizenship. .The
constitution is not to perish at the hahds
of the impassioned phrase-maker and its
defenders should not be deterred by mis-
taken or prejudiced clamor from perform-
ing their obligation to preserve and de-
fend it. ]

“Human government is a human neoes-

gity. It is all the stronger and more ef-*

foctive in times of dire need for not hav-
ing been experimented with and its fibre
strained in times of tranquility. .

LEGAL SIZE THIS YEAR

(Special to The Telegraph.)

Ottawa, June 24.—There are to be no
small berry-boxes this year.The fruit in-
spectors have been after the box manu-
facturers and have served notice upon all
and sundry that anything less than the
legal size will mean prosecution.

The law declares that a berry box shall
contain not less than fourfifths of a
quart. The law was on the statute books
for a long time without any attention be-
ing paid to it. In the first place it was
the duty of the trade and commerce of-
ficials to administer it. Then that duty
was tuined over to the inland revenue de-
partment.

But the officials of these two depart-

ments were too busy to worry about, the
size of berry boxes and the result was

they kept getting smaller. . When they
got down to about two-fifths of a quart the
administration of the law was turned over
to the inspectors of the fruit branch. The
berries arrive during their slack season so
they started after small fruit men last
summer with warnings which were retew-
ed this spring. The result is they have
reported to Ottawa that they have, so far,
found. no undersized berry boxes on the
market and the manufacturers state that
none have been ordered.

The boxes from the United States are
all: reported to be up to the Canadian
standard of size.

HAYWOOD’S LAWYER

OUTLINES DEFENCE

Will Beny Every Material Point in Orchard’s Testimony---

Prisoner Will Take the Stand and Make a Sweeping De-

" nial of His Alleged Conspiracy to Kill Steunenberg---
Moyer May Testify But Pettibone Will Not.

Boise, Idaho, June 24.—In an address
that occupied two eessions of the district
court today, Clarence Darrow, of Chicago,
outlined to the jury the detailed defense of
William D. Haywood to the charge that
he murdered former Governor Steunen-
berg. In broad deec'ription, it is to be a
denial of every material count in the tes-
timony of Orchard with a showing that

Orchard killed Steunenberg because of a

private grudge borne by the loss of a rich
share in the Hercules ,and explanations
of the independent -circumstances that
tend to connect the co-defendants with
Orchard’s life and operations.

Haywood will take the stand to make
personal denial of Orchard’s accusations,
Moyer may be called to testify solely to
events and circumstances affecting’ the
Western Federation of Miners, but Petti-
bone probably will not be a witness in this
case. Darrow explained that Moyer and
Pettibone must stand trial for the same
crime and declared that every law-
yver knew the danger, whatever the cir-
cumstances ,of exposing men awaiting trial
under like circustances.

Darrow denied the existence of the great
conspiracy to murder, alleged by the state
wth Orchard’s tstimony as a basis; denied
that the federation was anything but an
earnest fighting labor organization with
higher wages, shorter hours, tolerable
working conditions and the care, safety
and education of itse members, and their
wives and children as its high and only
motives; denied the intimacy with the
three co-defendants that Orchard laid
claim to; denied the several conferences
and conversations that Orchard swore to;
denied that Orchard had even committed
many of the crimes he had boasted of and
promised to make proof of his contentions
with many of the men named by Orchard
when on the stand and many witnesses
of. creditable character mot connected by

_any tie with the ; or its leaders.

Darrow charged that aéent.s of the mine
association of Colorado and the Pinkerton

detectives had joined hands in a conspiracy
to discredit and destroy the Western Fed-
eration of Miners. Agents of the mine
owners, he had asserted, committed many
minor crimes to discredit the federation
and he promised that the defense would
show that it was a reasonable inference
that they had engineered the Independ-
ence depot outrage as an “unattempt’
that had miscarried into a tragedy. He
asserted that this trial was the culmin-
ation of the conspiracy to kill the organi-
zation by killing the leaders; that the or-
ganization and not ‘“Bill” Hayw was
on trial and that Harry Orchard, under
the manipulation of Detective McPartland,
was trying to kill Moyer, Haywood and
lPettibone, that he might save his own
ife. b

In explanation of the draft of 8100 which
Haywood sent to Jack Simpkins on De-
cember 21, 1905, Darrow promised. that the
defense would show that after Simpkine

himself had cashed the check for that .

amount in Denver he gave Haywood $100
with the request that he mail the amount
to Spokane. .

As to the financia] relations with Or-
chard and Pettiboné, Darrow eaid that
when Orchard left Denver for Wyoming,
he gave Pettibone his money, trinkets and
some papers for safe-keeping.

The registered package that went to San
Francisco contained trinkets and papers,
and the money that Pettibone sent to Or-
chard at San Francisco was sent in a
manner and under the assumed names that
Orchard had directed and suggested in a
telegram to Pettibone. Use of assumed
names, counsel declared, was a common
practice among the union miners of Color-
ado.

T4 is understood that the United States
Steel earnings for May have established a
new high record, even exceeding the rec-
ord month of October, 1906, when earnings
totalled $14,084,925. Net earnings for the

$42,000,000, against $40,125,022 for the same
period of 1906.”

tion with one or two others. For example,
here is one made by Mr. Harriman, who
knows a good deal about railroads:

“The real reason for the present deplor-
able condition of rails furnished for use
op American roads is the cupidity of the
manufacturer in placing quantity of output
above quality. The lack of competition,
and the desire of the manufacturer to
make a good financial showing, entirely re-
move the incentive that formerly existed
for one manufacturer to turn out as good
material as his qompetitor.”

Mr. Harriman, when he speaks of the
United States manufacturers, means the

United States stecl company. He points
out the great number of accidents due to
broken rails, and it is stated that he has
ordeyed his next year’s supply from a
small competitor of the big corporation.

Collier’s Weekly, discussing this subject,
quotes a statement which it says was
made by Charles M. Schwab, then presi-
dent of the Steel Corporation, when it
was desired to induce the latter to take
over the Carnegie Steel Company, which
it now controls. Mr. Schwab then said:

“T know positively that England cannot

uce pig iron at actual cost for less
than $11.50 a ton, and cannot put pig iron
into a rail for less than $7.50 a ton. This
would make rails at net cost to them of
$10. . . . We cannot make rails for less
than $12 a ton.”

It is pointed out that the corporation
has been charging $28 a ton for its steel
rails, even those that break so badly. It
is not, therefore, surprising to learn that
the company has made large profits. But
Mr. Schwab has been stirred up of late.
He was in Pittsburg this week, and it is
announced that he was present at a con-
ference which may have important results
in relation to the steel rail business. We
quote:

“The head of the Bethlehem Steel Cor-
poration had a long talk at the Duquesne
Club with high officials of the Carnegie
Steel Company, who, like Mr. Schwab, are
now much interested in the steel rail prob-
lem, as put up to the makers lately by the
indignant railroads. It is believed that
Mr. Schwab and the Carnegies are uniting
on a rail which will be shown the railroad
committee at a meeting to be called soon.”

There is, however, one other aspect of
the question, which appeals to a writer in
the New York Journal of Commerce, who
asks: o

«“Whence will come the money necessary i
to buy and lay the improved rail shortly !
to be put on the market? If it be-proved
that manufacturers can supply a rail that
will render travel less dangerous, the pub-
lic will be quick to discriminate against |
roads that do not adopt the improvement.
Yet how can a railroad spend that which |
it has not and cannot borrow?” |

These queries are based on the present |

tightness of the money market, which is |
expected to continue for some time; but
there never yet has arisen a difficulty in |
connection with getting funds for legiti- |
mate railroad purposes, and there need |
be no ‘serious worry on that score. The
real trouble, from the public standpoint,
is that there is not enough competition to
guarantee a continuance of production” of
good rails. The statement made by Mr.
Harriman still remains pertinent and cor-
rect. ‘

THE U, S. TARIFF

Considerable prominence is being given
fn a portion of the press of the United

%y Governor Cummins of Iowa, in an
gddress on : Reciprocity:

~ am for tariff revision and for tariff
geduction as a measure of justice to the
buyers of protected commodities. It
seems to me that we have gone mad in
our zeal for the seller and have abandon-
ed the buyer to the tender mercy of mon-
opoly, combination and greed. The peo-
ple have borne excessive fariff with mar-
velous patience, but they will not bear it
in silence, and little by little they are
coming nearer to their own. The way is
beset by many difficulties, but they will
be overcome, and it will not be long
before a Congress will convene that will
be as swift to give them the relief to
which they are entitled as the Congresses
of the last few years have been resolute
in denying.”

Considerable force is given to the re-
marks of Governor Cummins. by the pres-
ent treasury situation in the United
States. This is made clear by a lstter to
the New York Journal of Commerce, from
its correspondent in Washington. He
writes: .

«PFundamental among the facts that are
being faced' today by government experts
and by students of treasury conditions is
the rapid accumulation of the surplus. The

by close observers of legislative conditions
that great strength will be lent to the
movement for tariff revision by the con-
tinued growth of the net balance. Demo-
crats are already openly laying plans for
a determined ¢ampaign designed to show
extravagance in expenditure both in the
past and as concerns the appropriations
of the coming Congress. They will also
point to the great accumulation of rev-
enue. On this basis they demand reduc-
tion in the burden of taxation, preferably
through changes it tariff schedules. Mr.
Tawney and the leaders of the Republi-
cans in the House will endeavor to curb
the tendency to appropriate largely, with
the coming campaign in mind. An inter
esting situation will develop as a result.”

A RIVER TRAGEDY

That a emall steamer lying at her berth
should take fire in the night and be utter-
ly destroyed, with the loss of the lives of
four persons and the injury of others on
board, seems almost unbelievable. Yet
this is about what happened at Cole’s Is-
land, at the head of Washademoak Lake,
on, Thureday night. The steamer Crystal
Stream had arrived there, discharged her
freight, taken on board other freight for
this city, and those on board were sunk
in slumber. No watch was kept. With-
out warning the fire made headway until
it had enveloped four men, and made it
difficult for eeveral other men and women
to escape. There was a large quantity of
hay on board the vessel.

This terrible event, which has shocked
the province and brought sorrow to so
many persons, ought not to have occurred.
No doubt there will be a thorough inves-
tigation. The old controversy on the sub-
ject of carrying hay on steamers which
also carry passerffers will be revived. It
may be tfue that the Crystal Stream had
no passengers 6n board at the time, and
was lying at her wharf, but the presence
of the hay made the work of the flames
and emoke more ewift and deadly.

called on to record eo ea\i\a tragedy occur-
ring eo mear at home. :

There should be no reasonable doubt
about the safety of the lives of persons
employed en a steamer like the Crystal
Stream while she lies at her berth. In
circumstances like those under which this
catastrophe occurred some one should be
responsible for the safety of the lives of
those on board, from such a-fate as over-
took four persons on this steamer and
threatened the lives of more than as many
more. Whatever competition there may
be on the river; whatever difficulties may
be met with by steamboat owners, the
safety of the lives of crews and passen-
gers must always be the first considera-
tion, and whatever legal enactments may
be necessary to ensure it should be pro-
vided.

AN OTTAWA INSTANCE

Another striking evidence of the value
of the probation system in dealing with
youthful delinquents has come to hand. It
comes from the city of Ottawa, and is thus
stated in the Toronto Mail and Empire:

«Mr. W. L. Scott, Master-in-Chancery at
Ottawa and president of the Children’s
Aid Society, who is in Toronto, strongly
favors the extension of the probation sys-
tem of dealing with youthful offenders.
The movement has proved successful in
Ottawa since its adoption. In nine months
only ofie boy has been committed to a re-
formatory. Two ladies have been acting
as probation officers. They are Madame
Bruchesi, sister-inlaw of the Archbishop
of Montreal, and Miss Cassady, of the city
mission. These ladies give all. their time
‘to the work and enlist the interest of busi-
ness men in the reclamation of young of-
fenders. Mr. Scott states that there have
been some remarkable instances in Ottawa
of boys, believed incorrigible, becoming
law abiding and ambitious, because of the
faith shown in them by good people.”

| The secret of the success noted is made

clear in the last two sentences.- The per-
sonal influence and interest of good men
and women-turns the current of the lives
of these boys into new and helpful chan-
pels. The relatively small number of per-
sons willing to interest themselves in the
work accounts for the.very large number

| of cases of delinquency on the part of
| children. That there are some incorrigibles
{ does not lessen the responsibility of so-

ciety, but society is unwilling to accept the
responsibility and the personal effort is in-
most
fortunate, the most orderly and the most
progressive, in which the altruistic spirit
is most manifest. : 7

THE RAILROADS

The New York Commercial has a fling’

at Mr. Charles M. Schwab in connection
with the proposal to provide steel rails of
better quality. The Telegraph yesterday
gave some interesting comments on vari-
ous phases of this question. The Commer-
cial, like the Journal of Commerce, views
the question from the standpoint of the
railroad corporations, which are just now
very much worried about many things af-
fecting their business.” The Commercial
says:

“Charles M. Schwab, former president of
the United States Steel Corporation, agrees
with the charge of the railroad companies
that many accidents are due to the poor
quality of the rails in use. He believes in
a better-quality steel rail than is now in
common use—the open-hearth sort. ‘But
1 would go still farther than that,” he de-
clares, ‘and make a nickel alloyed rail, by
which 1 mean a harveyized rail. The rail-
roads should use a rail that can be de-
pended upon at all times, practically safe
forever. And the mills will make them.
They will make anything for which there
is a demand.’ Of course. But the price
of harveyized rails might be some consid-
eration with the railroads—especially those
companies which the state are forcing to
accept two cents a mile for passenger hauls
or those which can’t borrow money just
now chiefly because Somebody has shout-
ed out from the house-tops that the rail-
roads are ‘robbers’ or rotten in their man-
agement and ought to be ‘curbed.” Then,
again, Mr. Schwab is engaged largely in
making one sort of harveyized steel—that
is. warship armor-plates for the United

oy

States government—and were that con-
sumer of his product ever to cut down its
orders, as seems quite probable, there
would have to be found other customers
for the Schwarb harveyized steel. And
why not the railroads? They can stand
almost anything and ‘stand for’ almost
anything! May we next hear of Pennsyl-
vania passing a law compelling the rail-
roads to use only nickel alloyed rails, with
jailing of their officials the penalty for dis-
obedience ?”’

The public will not be greatly concern-
ed about the difficulty the railroads may
encounter in paying for good rails. The
two-cent rate has not yet been generally

adopted, and the railroad corporations are
still believed to be making money. In any
case, public safety is the first considera-
tion, and the corporatiohs as well as gov-
ernments must bend to its dictates.

POLITICAL TALK

The political situation in Canada is be-
ginning to arouse some interest and some
comment in the press. Mr. S. D. Scott
in a recent letter venturcd the remark
that it was semi-officially announced at
Ottawa that the St. John and London
by-elections would take place in August.
Some Conservative papers predict that the
general elections will take place next fall,
but Mr. Borden says he anticipates an-
other session -of the present house. A
Montreal despatch says:

«Editors of Conservative papers all over
Canada are tending toward this city to
take part in the deliberations of the Con-
gervative party managers. Some time ago
Mr. Borden intimated his desire to meet
the men who moulded public opinion
and had their pulse on the mest of the
people. Publishers and editors have been
requested to attend the present confer-
ence and they are responding.”

The Conservatives of Quebec province
will begin a, series of large political meet-
ings before the end of this month, and an
Ottawa despatch to the Toronto World
says that “the Liberal party is arrang-
ing an extensive 'and militant campaign
for the late summer and early autumn.”

JAPAN AND FORMOSA

Japan is having some trouble with the
natives ,of Formosa, which was ceded to
that country by China in 1895. The in-
habitants are chiefly Chinese, Negritos and
Malays, and do not take kindly to Japan-
ese rule. Latest mail advices tell of brisk
fighting between the Japanese and Formo-
san natives. The Japanese have organized
drives with a daily extended line, gradual-
ly forcing back the natives, who hold three-
tifths of Formosa, and number 100,000.
After months of guerilla warfare, in which
numerous camphor workers were killed,
the Japanese troops were ordered system-
atically to drive the natives into submis-
sion. Each advance is to be made perman-
ent by the construction of roads. To date
1,378 square miles have been covered in

‘this manner. The natives are reported to

be fighting desperately.

Formosa is a fertile island. It is tra-
versed by mountains, on the slopes of
which wheat and other grains, guavas,
oranges, melons and sugar cane flourish.
The exports of the island include camphor,
sulphur, petroleum, salt, tea and eugar.
Formosa is therefore a valuable possession,
and the enterprising Japanese are not the
people to tolerate the half-savage methods
of the natives. The island is in the area
dominated by the new spirit of the Orient,
and must yield to the inevitable,

A SOUTHERN ENTERPRISE

The great work of extending a railroad
from Mexico through Central America will
be accomplished within a few years. A
recent despatch from Mexico City says:

“J. M. Neeland, general manager of the
Pan-American Railroad, yesterday_collect-
ed from the Mexican government $1,200,-
000 as the third payment of the subsidy
which was granted by the Mexican govern-
ment, making the total paid to date $5,
000,000, and leaving a balance of §2,000,000,
which will be paid when the railroad
reaches the Guatemalan border. The road
is now within 140 miles of the boarder,
and construction in Salvador and Spanish
Honduras will commence before the close
of the year.”

When this work is completed it will
make a great change in the territory
traversed. Capital and enterprise and new
ideas will follow the railroad, and the com-
parative isolation of the little' republics
will be a thing of the past. That they
have great resources is doubtless true, and
though. their climate is not satisfactory to

lmen from the north the latter will be

l
1
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the leading spirits in the work of develop-
ment.

CANADA’S INTEREST IN IT

Doubtless the London despatches exag-
gerate the situation with regard to New-
foundland. Sir Robert Bond is not likely
to have talked of secession or even of an
appeal to The Hague which would be a
step toward separation. The mention of
these " things, however, is enough to re-
mind Canadians that their interest in
Newfoundland is so great that the thought

| of its removal from the Empire could not

be tolerated. The Ancient Colony guards
the mouth of the St. Lawrence and much
of our coast, and the Canadian view is,
and will be, that no flag but the British
flag must be hoisted there: Theie is in
(anada much sympathy for the sister
colony in her attempt to guard her rights
and to preserve her autonomy, and she
would have from this Dominion steady
support in any reasonable position ehe
might take with respect to the provisions
of the treaty whuch must soon succeed
the modus vivendi, both because of our
natural interest in near neighbors of our
own blood and allegiance and because her
problem wears much the same color as
some with which we recently have had to
deal.

But Canada's interest in the preserva-
tion of British territory unbroken, in re-
taining for all time our present sea front,
would far outrun our desire to witness the
triumph of a purely local cause in New-
foundland, no matter what its justice.

INSURANCE PAYMENTS

The Insurance Press of New York prints
a statement of the life insurance policies
paid in the United States and Canada
during 1906. In spite of the agitation fol-
lowing the New York exposures and the
consequent disturbance of business, 200
cities north of the Mexican line received
more than $100,000 each from the com-
panies. The claims paid in the United
States and Canada amounted to more
than  $327,000,000. New York city leads
the list with more than $27,000,000. Chi-
cago is next with $10,000,000; Philadelphia
third with $9,600,000, Brooklyn fourth with
$8,800,000 and Boston ffth with more than
$7,000,000.

Montreal is twelfth among the 200 cities,
receiving $2,229,203. Toronto’s claims ‘were
$1,519,304, Ottawa’s 670,486, Quebec’s $471,-
534, St. John’s $453,304. Halifax received
$214,557, and St. John’s (Nfld.) "$218,031.
Hamilton is next among Canadian cities
with $183,309, Winnipeg following with
$176,403. St. John is forty-eighth in the
list, and the payments which the Press
says were paid here are noticeably large
in proportion to our population compared
with other cities, for St. John is fifth on.
the Canadian list. Elmira, (N. Y.), about
the same size a8 St. John, received only
about half as much. Canada as a whole
is credited with somewhat more than $18,-
000,000, New York state with $65,000,000,
Pennsylvania  $33,000,000, Massachusetts
$22,000,000, and Tllinois $18,000,000. The
Press estimates the amount of life insur-
ance in force in Canadian cities as follows:
Montreal, $224,900,000; Toronto, $148,300,-
000; Ottawa, $68,500,000; Quebec, $47,900,
000; St. John, $42,200,000; Hamilton, $22,-
800,000. The estimate for New York city
is $2,709,900,000, and for Philadelphia $973,
520,000. Of policies of $10,000 or more the
Press reports only two in New Brunswick
during 11906, Kilgour “Bhives, $12,000, and
William H. Murray, $10,000.

PREPARING FOR — — ?

The proposal under consideration at
Washington to move a fleet of battleships
from the Atlantic to the Pacific means
that while the Americans do not expect at-
tack on their eastern seaboard many of
their public men are not so sure about
the Pacific. They talk peace and concilia-
tion, but they believe it wise to place
the fighting weight of:the navy where it
can be used to advantage, either in
d.iplom'acy or in war. While most Ameri-
can journals roar very gently at Japan
when at all, there are exceptions. . With
gomething like brutal frankness Collier’s
Weekly asks whether, after all, it will
avail the United States to continue to treat
Japan with more consideration than any
other nation. Collier’s is convinced that
a show of superior sea power is the one
way to keep the Japanese civil, if, indeed,
it is possible to avoid fighting them after
a while.

“The Japanese,” says the Weekly, “are
a sensitive, proud, and warlike people.
‘Look cross-eyed at thim, an’ they’re into
ye’er hair,’ remarks Mr. Dooley. Their
natural disposition to feel insult keenly
and resent it quickly is increased by the
consciousness of recent victory over a
Caucasian race of five feet ten. If we
avoid war with them for the next ten
years, it will be because we shall have
treated them with an excess of studied
courtesy mever practised toward any other
nation, or have maintained a navy so ob-
viously superior that they fear to fight us.
Are we likely to escape by the former
method? Ts the San Francisco stevedore,
on a Saturday night spree, collectively so
potential of international insult, likely to
learn the discriminating wisdom of the
Sage of Archey Road: ‘Ye can bump anny
foreigner ye meet but a Jap; don’t touch
him; he's a live wire.” Will drunken Den-
nis Kearney, lurching down Mission
Street pay-day night, check a belligerent
fist to save gray hairs for Mr. Root?
Hardly. Whatever respect may be prac-
tised by the more enlightened and respon-
sible, the feeling of the street crowd which
makes international complications will be
that of the Philippine army poet, when
Governor Taft was preaching consideration

and duty toward ‘our little brown brother’:’

‘He may be a brother of William H. Taft,
‘But he ain’t no brother of mine.’

“A Japanese general, wearing all the
medals that he so rightly won at Mukden,
carrying a Yale diploma in one hand and
a Harvard degree in the other, would con-
tinue to be, to the American truck-driver,
at the best, an amusing little brown man.
This is, of course, utterly wrong, and dis-
illusionment would partake of the nature
of retribution; but for Japan’s interest and
our own, so long as this prejudice con-
tinues, with its big possibilities for casus
belli, the best insulator for live wires on
the Pacific Ocean is two ships to Japan’s
one.”

In other- words it is hopeless to expect
the “man in the street” in the United
States, particularly in California, to treat
the Japanesz with respect, and it is cer-
tain, also. that Japan will not long permit

‘out its exciting moments. There was a

any foreign nation to treat her subjects
as inferior to its own. Collier’s sees no
way out of it but a navy so big that Japan
will not challenge it. This policy is a
very costly ome, but the Americans ap-
peared committed to it even before there
was any friction with Tokio. Their ‘naval
programme is a most extensive one, and
the tendency is to enlarge rather than
diminish it. The American purse is much
longer than Japan’s, and for that matter
the most expensive navy afloat is cheaper
than a war.

JUDGE SCORES KINGS
COUNTY MAN WHO PLEADS
GUILTY OF ABDUCTION

Donald B. Kennedy's Bad Record
Shown by Justice Wedderburn—
Sentenced Wednesday.

Hampton, N. B., June 24—(Special)—
At the g.djoumed session of the King’s
county court this morning, Judge Wed-
derburn continued his hearing of the case
in which Donald B. Kennedy is charged
with the abduction of Elsie Boone, the fif-
teen year old daughter of Fred Boone, of!
Apohaqui, on June 1st. A number of ad-!
ditional witnesses were in court ready to|

give evidence, but before any of them
were placed on the stand J. M. McIntyre,
counsel for the accused, said he had been
instructed by his client to withdraw his
plea of “Not guilty,” and to plead guilty
of the charge as set forth in the indict-
ment. He had no extenuating circum-
stances to lay before his honor, but believ-
ing that the prisoner had committed no
crime against the person of the young girl,
who would go out to the world without a
stain upon her character, save that she
had been guilty of an indiscretion in going
off from her home with the prisoner, he
urged that his honor extend such mercy as
he might in delivering sentence.

Kennedy, on being asked by the judge
if he concurred in the withdrawal of the
plea of not guilty, replied that he did and
now pleaded guilty.

His honor then addressed the prisoner
in the most scathing manner, in the course
of which he brought out facts which had
been disclosed since the adjournment and
which would have been placed-in evi-
dence had the case gone on. Among these
were that the prisoner had served time
in the penitentiary and had just com-
pleted his ticket-of-leave term; that he
was a married man with two children,
one a babe of only a few weeks, and that
his wife was in child bed at the time of
his escapade with the Boone girl; that
on the morning of June lst he and Elsie
Boone had gone to Apohaqui where he
tried to secure a marriage license but
without success; that they went to Sus-
sex where Kennedy secured a license
from the registrar, Mr. Suffren, that he
contemplated, and but for his arrest
would have accomplished the crimes of
seduction ,bigamy, adultery and deser-
tion. He had led the poor young girl to
violate the sweetest command ever given
to man, “Honor thy father and mother
that their days may be long,” all of which
afforded slight grounds for the plea of
mercy. In the midst of his strong de-
nunciation of the prisoner’s con-
duct, his honor paused and
said: “Prisoner, you are remanded to jail
until Wednesday next, then to be brought
before me for sentence.” After his re-
moval Judge Wedderburn called ‘Elsie
Boone to the witness chair and delivered
to her a most feeling address on the
wrong she had done, the crimes she had
barely escaped committing, and the direct
consequences which would have followed
in their train ending with a ruined life
and a possibly untimely death. He added
some most fatherly advice as to her fu-
ture conduct. His honor also paid a fit-
ting compliment to Sheriff Freeze, clerk
of the court F. L. Fairweather and the of-
ficers for the very thorough manner in
which they had elicited the facts culmina-
ting in the position of the case as de-
veloped this morning.

Mr. and Mrs. Boone, Mrs. D. B. Ken-
nedy, wife of the prisoner, and her father,
James M. Hastings, of Sackville, and Mr.
Suffren, of Sussex, were summoned to
court and were present with Sheriff Sher-
wood, of Westmorland. Mrs. Kennedy
sought an interview with her husband on
the promise that he make her a thorough
apology for the course he had pursued to-
wards her. .

WOODSTOCK MILL
BURNED  SUNDAY

Plant of A. W. Hay Totally Destroyed
—Loss Partially Covered by Insur-
ance.

Woodstock, N. B., June 23—At 12.30
this morning fire broke out in Hay’s saw
mills, formerly Moore’s mills, and in a
few minutes it was a mass of flames.
Nothing could be done by the firemen to
quench the blaze, but successful efforts
were made to save the Imperial Packing
Company’s buildings, cooperage and lum-
ber piled along the yard.

How the fire caught will remain a mys-
tery, for one of the workmen visited the
mill at 11 o’clock, and there were no signe
of fire. The mill contained rotary, shingle
and lath machines, edger and three en-
gines, no part of which could be saved.
There was a large quantity of shingles
and other lumber destroyed, besides 15,000
barrel heads owned by the cooperage com-

pany.

A. 'W. Hay, the owner, was partially in-
sured, but not nearly enough to cover his
loss. The cooperage company is also a
heavy loser.

Grand Chaplain Wants R. L. Borden's!

Grand Master Sproule Scents:

Vancouver, B. C., June 21—The sensas
tion of the Orange Sovereign Grand Lodgs
meeting occurred last evening when Rev.
Mr. Walsh, grand chaplain, took R. L.
Borden to task. Col. Sam Hughes and Dr.
Sproul interjected explanatory remarks.

“Men of the West, are you ready to
help those of .us from older parts of this
great Deminion of Canada to. emphasize
that great principle of equal rights to all
and special privileges to none,” demanded
Rev. Walsh as he warmed up to his task.
The speaker followed up this question by
saying he had received a letter from a
certain man, whose identity he did not
divulge, which stated that R. L. Bordem
had called & caucus of Conservatives, and
had demanded that Col. Sam Hughes
withdraw from the Conservative party or
he (Borden) would give up the leaders
ghip. The speaker explained that he did;
not know that the statement contained
in the letter was true, but he let the au-
dience have it for what it was worth.
This reported action of Mr. Borden, ke
said was a direct consequence of the dec-
laration of Colonel Hughes on the floon
of the commons that ¥rench priests ex-
pelled from France would be a curse tor
Canada. Referring to the reported action,
of Mr. Borden in calling this caucus and
making the alleged declaration, the speak-
er continued: “If Mr. Borden did that he
deserves to be put out of the leadershipy
quicker than he can get out.”

Grand Master Alarmed.

' The frequent visits to Rome of Canadian

politicians before general elections wers
scored by Dr. T. S. Sproul, M. M., grand
master of the Supreme Orange Lodge of
British America, in his address Wednes-
day afternoon to the Grand Lodge. “These
constant pilgrimages to Rome before every
general election,” said he, “and secret
conferences with his holiness, lend cred-
ence to the suspicion that a deal is being
made each time whereby the interests of
the state are being bartered away for the
support of the church in the forthcoming
election, and that in due time the debt
must be repaid by another encroachment
upon the rights of the people.

“We are informed from French-Cana-
dian sources through columns of Le Na-
tionalist, that Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
Hon. W. S. Fielding have recently visited
Rome for the purpose of securing the
sanction of the Vatican authorities to Mr.,
Ficlding succeeding Sir Wilfrid as pres
mier of Canada. We have only newspaper
reports for this, but the paper which s
printed it is the acknowledged organ of
the Nationalists of the province of Que-
bee. It is reasonable to suppose that it is
well informed upon all questions affecting
the movements of French-Canadian politi-
cians. Without, therefore, accepting the
statement as a proven fact, I desire to
direct the attention of this Grand Lodge
to it with a view to rendering them more
alert than ever. I hesitate to believe that
Mr. Fielding would go to Rome secking
the premiership of Canada, but the posis
tive way in which the statement is given
by this well-informed French-Canadian or-
gan is-calculated to arouse suspicion.”

The necessity of Protestants organizing
was emphasized by Dr. Sproule. It was
not the policy of Orangemen, nor in ac-
cordance with their principles, to display
bigotry or attempt to restrain their Ro-
man Catholic fellow-citizens in the exer-
cise of their civil and religious liberties,
But the political dctivity of their religious
leaders threatened the integrity of parlia~
ment sand governments, and this, the
members, as good citizens and Orange-
men, were bound to resist.

“The presence of Monsignor Sbarretti,
the papal ablegate, is a constant menace
to the constitution of the country,” con-
tinued the grand master. “It is bad en-
ough in all conscience when Canadian pre-
lates interfere in our political contests,
but we resent the interference of one who
is an alien-and who represents,” not the®
citizenship of Canada, but’ the policy of
the Roman pontiff.”

ca;e was cut off and penned in a fiery
furnace, they were burned to death.
Others frantically fought their way from
sleeping apartments to the deck but even
there their lives were in jeopardy.

Mrs. Chase, the stewardess, seventy-one
years old, found safety in a way which
seems almost incredible in one of her
years. Climbing over the railing of the
upper deck of the burning steamer, her
frail form lighted by the flames and bil-
lows of smoke rolling above and about her,
she climbed over the rail, hung a moment
in fear of the drop on one side, but in
greater fear of the fire above, let go and
fell into a small boat which had been rowed
out from the shore.

In apother part of the steamer Mate
Herbert McCleery was fighting his way
from the sleeping quarters below decks,
where four of his comrades perished.

When he and the four men of the crew

who slept below decks were aroused, the

flames had made great headway and every
avenue of escape was cut off save one—a
stairway to a trap door leading to the
Jadies’ cabin. Even this afforded a bare
chanece for life as the trap was closed and
secured in its position by the carpet which
was tacked to the floor above. The first
‘ the five men to come to a realization
of the danger was McCleery and as events
passed he was the only one who escaped
with his life.
# Rushing instinctively up the stairs to
the trap door and calling to his half-
awakencd companions to follow he man-
aged by main strength to force open the
door.

The bodies of the four victims were re-
covered in the early hours of Friday
morning. After an Inquest had”been open-.

The Aberdeen, which had a narrow es-
cape from sharing the same fate as she
lay so near the burning steamer brought
several of the survivors to the city yester-
day afternoon. Captain Mabee and En-
gineer Roberts remained at Cole’s Island
to look after the bodies and returned to
the city by the Central Railway and I. C.
R. last evening.

A painful interest was taken in the ter-
rible news of the disaster as it became
known yesterday morning. Anxious en-
quiries for reliable information were heard
on all sides. When the full extent of the
catastrophe was realized there was a gen-
eral feeling of deep sympathy for the
friends of the unfortunate men who had
lost their lives amid such terrible sur-
soundings. The Telegraph gives detailed
interviews with all the survivors.

SURVIVORS ARRIVE
AT iINDIANTOWN

Aberdeen Awaited by Anxious
Friends -- Four Who Were in
the Orystal Stream Come to
the Oity.

The steamer Aberdeen arrived at In-
diantown about 3.45. She, had been anx-
iously awaited and a large crowd were
gathered on the wharf. The ambulance
was on hand to convey the seriously . in-
jured to the hospital or home and a coach
to take home the others who had come
out of the terrible éxperience more for-
tunately.’

MRS: CHASE, AGED 71,
JUMPS INTO BOAT

Remarkable Escape of Steward-
ess for Second Time--Had Pre-
monition of Disaster.

Surrounded by friends and relatives at
the home of her son-in-law, Thos. Morrill,
240 Bridge street, Mrs. Chase was seen by
a Telegraph reporter soon after the arrival
of the steamship Aberdeen. Mrs. Chase
was stewardess of the ill-fated Crystal
Btream. She willingly” answered all ques-
tions, though her burns must have been
very painful, while at times she shook
with sobs at the recollection of the ter-
rible experience she had undergone and the
horrible fate of the four young men of
the crew. Mrs. Chase’s injuries are chief-
ly about the head and neck, the skin being
badly scorched in some places. She is
seventy-one years of age, and her bearing

to eave at least her gold watch and some
of her clothing, as she had only just taken
time to throw a mackintosh over her. On
second thought, however, she made once
more for the door, plunged into the smoke
and flame, crying loudly that the boat was
on fire and calling for help. °

Half suffocated, she made her way to the
door of the saloon and out in the passage-
way into the pure air. But even there her
position was very precarious. The whole
top work of the vessel was shrouded in
smoke and flame. The smoke issuing from
every crack and crevice was overhanging
everything.

Dropped from Deck Into Small
Boat.

“lI made for the railing,” said Mrs.
Chase, “and saw a boat coming out from
shore rowed by two men. I don’t know
how I did it, but I climbed up and dropped
into the boat below.” Mrs. Chase does
not know the names of her rescuers, but
thinks they were residents of Cole’s Is-
land, who had been = awakened by the
screams and, seeing the fire, put off to
render what assistance they could.

William Logan, One of the Men
Burned to Death.

Mrs. Chase lost everything, including
her bedding, a trunk full of wearing ap-
parel, some money and her gold watch and
chain. She has no idea as to how the fire
could have started. She says there was
some talk of incendiarism, but is complete-
ly at a loss to advance any plausible the-
ory.

Her Second Experience.

Mrs. Chase, though seventy-one years of
age, is remarkably bright and active. She

Mrs, Chase said that there was no fire
in the kitchen, and she feels satisfied that
the trouble could not have had it origin
therefrom. Mrs. Chase was the last one
who escaped alive from the Crystal Stream
as she was the last to leave the Star.

AWFUL EXPERIENCE
OF HERBERT McCLEERY

Fought His Way from Below
Decks Where Four Men Per-
ished.

Probably none of the many experiences
were eo thrilling as the awful agony and
suspense of Mate Herbert McCleery, who
was the only one’of the five men in the

hold to escape. His having got out alive |’

is nothing short of a miracle. Cooped up
in the quarters below the main deck with
all chanece of escape via the stairway cut
off by the flames, he forced his way up
through a trap door which was doubly
hard to raise on account of its covering
of carpet ‘and, getting = into the ladies’
cabin, he smashed 'one of the windows
with his bare hands and scrambled out,
he hardly knows how, until he found him-
self exhausted and bleeding on the shore.

He told a reporter who interviewed
him at the hospital that he thought
the other men were close behind him, and
the manner in which their dead bodies
were found indicates that they were striv-
ing to follow him when they were evi-
dently overcome by the smoke and suffo-
cated before the flames reached them.

“I never want to go through such an ex-
perience again,” remarked the mate, as he
lay on his cot in the hospital, his head
bandaged, his nose swathed in lint and
oil, and both hands bound up. “It was
terrible. I thought the other men were
right behind me and did not know until
some time afterward that they did not get
out.”

Asked as to how he felt, he said he was
feeling first rate outside of his burns, but
he was rather tired and played éut. “I
did not know my héad was burned until I
got here,” he said.

“It was an awful experience trying to
get out of the heat,” he said. “When I
awakened all escape by the stairway was
cut off and, with the other men coming
behind me, I made for the trap door,
which I remembered opened into the
ladies’ cabin. The door was hard to force
up, but I finally managed it and scrambled
up, upsetting a heater as I went.

ever, the story is better told in Mr. Rob-
erts’ own words: .

“T was sitting talking to Mrs. Chase
and Mrs. Coleman a while before going to
bed,” he said, “and the talk turned on the
possibility of the boat taking fire. It was
suggested that sorreone might set fire to
the boat, and naturally it made us feel
rather nervous about going to bed. Before
I turned in, I made a roumd of the boat,
as I usually do to see that everything was
all right. It was then about 10 o’clock.
A lantern was left burning on the main
deck, but it was quite a distance from
where the hay was.

“Seeing that all was well, I went to my
stateroom. Arriving there, the feeling of
nervousness returned, and I commenced
to wonder if I had not pbetter stay up or
sleep in my clothes, but I dismissed ihe
idea finally and went to bed.

Driven Back by Flames.

“T was awakened by the screams of fire
and, half awake, jumped out of bed and
opened my stateroom door. The flames
drove me back and I shut it as quickly
as possible. I then went to the window,
but the flames were pouring past so that I

sharp that you could see to pick up a pin

from the floor.” Continuing, Mrs. Chase
said that on awakening she made for the
door, the only exit offering, and stepped
out into the saloon. :

She described the smoke> and flame as
presenting an almost impenetrable barrier
to escape, but nevertheless she stepped
back into the room, intending, if possible,

told a Telegraph reporter that she has
been steamboating for six years. This
makes her second experience of this mna-
ture, along with her companion, Mrs.

THOUGHY OF FAMILY
SPURRED HIM ON

Engineer Roberts Lay Down to
Die, But Decided to Make An-
other Trial for Life--Tells of
Finding of Bodies.

The experience of Engineer Wentworth
Roberts was one that a man is never like-
ly to forget. J[he only two avenues of
escape enveloped in flames, he had given
himself up to die when he bethought him
of his wife and family and in desperation
resolved to take a chance in trying to force
his way through the raging blaze. Smash-
ing the window of his stateroom, which
was on the upper deck, with a boot, he
wriggled through and slid down to the
deck, then crawled along on his hands and
knees, “clothed only in his overalls and
night clothes, until he reached one of the
posts leading to the main deck. He then

clambered down and, catching hold of a
line leading to the wharf, he hauled him-
self hand over hand, waist deep in water,
to a place of safety on the wharf. How-

*|through again,” said Mr. Roberts.

the after part of the boat, and climbed
down to the water’s edge. I caught hold
of a line leading to the wharf, and started
to haul myself ashore, hand over hand. I
was waist deep in the water, and I can
tell you it was no easy task to make my
way through the blinding smoke and fierce
tongues of flame.

Started to Help Mrs. Chase.

“I finally reached the wharf and then I
heard Mrs. Chase calling’ for help from the
after part of the boat. I ran to a row-
boat tied up nearby and, just as I got the
painter untied, a couple of millhands came
up and jumped in and they put off and
rescued her. Some of the meighbors kind-
ly provided me with clothes, and I spent
the balance of the night there. We could
do nothing to rescue the poor fellows
down below in the burning steamer owing
to the fierce headway the fire had burned.

“After the flames had died down a bit,
we rowed as near as we could get to the
steamer, but received no response to our
calls, and we were compelled to believe
that the poor fellows were dead. It is an
experience such as I never want to go

Recovery of Bodies.

“After the hull had sunk and the fire
had been overcome we found the bodies
close together near the ladies’ cabin, where
the men had evidently been trying to get
out by the same way as the mate. We!
had to feel for the bodies with poles, and
they were so charred and burned as to be
scarcely recognizable. I was able to iden-
tify them, however, by bits of clothing.

“Later in the morning the coroner, Dr. |
Earle, of Grand-Lake, empanelled a jury |
and held a post-mortem examination. At:
the inquest Captain Mabee and 1 gave our |
evidence and the inquiry was adjourned |
until Tuesday, when Mrs. Coleman and |
oMate McCleery, if he is able, will be ex-
amined. The bodies were all sent to their
respective destinations before we left.
The Logan boys were taken to Clarktown,
Smith to Shannon, and Baxter to Wick-
ham, from which place the Elaine will take
the body today to Westfield. I cdhnot ex-
press the sorrow I feel,” said Mr. Roberts,
“over the loss of those young men.”

PURSER BELYEA -
ALMOST LOST LIFE

Relates Thrilling Story of His
Own BExperience and That of
Othersg Aboard. :

Purser A. P. Belyea had an escape
which most men would consider miracu-,
lous. Losing his head at the terrible pos-
ition in which he found himself on awak-
ening he shunned the easy means for
escape offered through a nearby doorway
leading to the outer deck and instead,
plunged into the very centre of the fire
and actually fought his way forward in
face of advancing'flames and smoke and
out through a door situated quite a bit
forward. His injuries, under the circum-
stances, are almost of minor nature but
his face is blistered and scorched, while
his right hand and fingers are little but a
mass of singed flesh. Remarkable as it .
may seem Mr. Belyea’s moustache and
his eyebrows were not even singed despite
the fact that the skin around was cruelly
burned.

Mr. Belyea’s room was situated near the
paddle box on the side facing the water
front. He was asleep at the time and was
awakenad by the shrill screams of the
women.. He found his room full of smoke
and the flames eating in on every side.
Mr. Belyea was sleeping in his under-
clothes.

“I jumped out of bed,” he stated, “and
shoved my feet into the first pair of boots
at hand, which happened to bé an old
pair. I grabbed my coat, which had $70
belonging to the company in an inside poc-
ket, also my vest and trousers and made
for the door, holding these in my hand.”

Became Oonfused.

Mr. Belyea then went on to state how,
by turning ahout from the spot whence
the smoke seemed to come he could in a
few seconds have reached a door leading
out into the deck. His reason for not
doing this, he stated, was because he was
dazed and confused. He lost his presence
of mind and made a rush forward, direct-
ly in the path of the advancing destruc-
tion. ‘“The fire,” he added, “was around
the smoke-stack, situated near my room.
The heavy smoke choked, while the glare
of the fire blinded me. I staggered for- \
ward .and got up to where the tables are.
There I fell from exhaustion but the fall
seems to have benefitted me, for near th
floor the smoke was less thick. I drop-\4
ped my bundle and crawled forward -along *
the floor, reaching a door at the head of
the saloon and out onto the deck. From
there I climbed ashore.” .

Started Near Smokestack, He
Thinks. \

Questioned concerning the cargo Mr.. Bel-
yea stated’that the boat was loaded with
hay from the engine room aft, while there
was none in the forward part. The fire,
he feels convinced, started amidships
around the smokestack as it was near this
portion that the heat was the most in-
tense. He has no idea as to how the fire
originated. A lantern is always hung for-
ward, clear of all cargo. When it was
suggested by a reporter that this might
have exploded and set fire to the sur-
rounding woodwork Mr. Belyea would not
make any statement.

,He lost everything, including all his
clothing, but a pair of shoes and his un-
derclothes, also his gold watch and $100
in money belonging to the boat as well as
some of his own cash. Of the boat’s
money $70 was in the coat which he was
forced to abandon, and the rest in his
office downstairs. “I tried to save the
coat on account of the money being in it,”
he explained. -

Mr. Belyea said that the women were
fearful every night about fire and particu-
larly so Thursday night on account of the
close proximity of the steamer Aberdeen
as the danger was then doubled in case
the latter caught fire.

“There was quite a wind biowing from
the south,” he added, “and as the boat
was facing down stream this drove the
fire aft and gave it a powerful draught.
The woodwork burned like tinder but the
centre of the fire seemed to be just amid-
ships around the smokestack.”

Mr. Belyea’s head is swathed in band-
ages and his right hand is similarily bound
up, although, strange to say, the hand °
was farthest from the fire and he is en-
tirely at a loss to account for its condi-
tion.

MecOleery Badly Out.

Mr. Belyea did not see any of those on 4
the vessel while making his escape. “When "
I got ashore,” he said, “the captain was
helping Mrs. Chase onto the landing,while
Mate McCleery was sitting on the bank.
His hands looked as if he had dipped them
into a pail of blood. They were a mass
of gore from the cuts he got when es-
caping through the window. The arteries
had been cut and he was in danger of
bleeding to death. The nearest doctor was
five miles away and the bleeding was stop-
ped by pressing on his wrists until the
doctor arrived.”

No Watchman.

Asked if there was no watchman at
night, Mr.  Belyea replied in the negative.
“We usually sit up till about 10 o’clock,”
he said, and added that ‘‘the women were
always fearful of fire and continually ex-
pressed their fears.

“The quarters of the deck hands,” he
said, “were far aft under the cargo deck.
There were five rooms, each opening out
onto a passage and the cargo deck was
gained by means of a narrow companion
way. There was also a flight of steps lead-
ing from these rooms into the ladies’ cab-
in, directly overhead. This was closed up
and had not been used for some time. The
stairs ended in a trap door over which a
carpet had been s(retch}d and tacked
down. “Mate McCleery,” continued Mr.
Belyea, “and the four men who lost their
lives, slept in these rooms. At the alarm
McCleery made for the stairs but the pass-
age way was full of smoke and his exit
barred. There was no other way out but
by the other stairs, as the port holes
would not permit of a man’s passage. He
ran up these steps and by sheer strength
forced the trap and carpet up and got
into the ladies’ cabin.”

Called for Others to Follow.

He called for the other men to follow
him but they did not do so. MecCleery
dashed his hands through the windows,
climbed aut onto the rail and swung him-
self ashore along the stern line. He lost
a lot of blood and was in danger of bleed-
ing to death. As the fire burned, the
vessel kept raising out of the water as the
weight of the top-work was lessened. This
finally crashed overboard, the hulk swung
around, blazing fiercely , and struck up
against the bridge, which was set on fire
and totally destroyed. The remanent of
the vessel then sank between the wharf
and the bridge, so that one could step
from the wharf onto the wreck. She went
down with a hissing of steam’and lies in

semi-independent ones.

A public educational meeting, Dr. Alli-
son presiding, tonight was addressed by

ham. Rev. Mr. Graham delivered stirring
and most interesting addresses this morn-
ing in conference and again to &
large congregation tomight.

Dr. Archibald, Ladies’ College, Sackville,
also addressed the meeting this evening.

Mdrnlng Session.

The conference opened at 9 o’clock Rev.
James Allan,general secretary of the Home
Missionary Board, was called upon to an-
swer questions about .methods of raising
money for home missions -as affected by
new regulations. This opened up a discus-
sion that occupied two hours of the time
of .the conference, but led to no definite

¢ | action. The suggestion of abandoning cir-

cuits and missions that are unable or are
unwilling to contribute what is required
was the occasion of deep feeling, and some
of the speakers dwelt upon the good re-
sults of work in weak circuits, and the
difficulties of meeting all requirements of
the board.

Rev. J. W. Graham, the associate sec-
retary of the Educational Society, pre-
sented very eloquently and forcibly the
wogk and needs of the educational insti-
tutions of the church. The newly-consti-
tuted board of education did not, he said,
approve of the present plan of lending
money to probatiomers for the expenses
of their education, to be repaid after or-
dination. Young men were thus burdened
and humiliated with debt. It would be
bettér to give them work by which they
might earn the money. For this purpose,
and for the help of the colleges that are
doing so noble a work for the church, the
present annual contribution of $26,000 must
be increased. to $44,000. I

The plan was approved by the following
resolution, moved by Rev. George Steele
and seconded by E: R. Machum: That this
conference has listened with, déep interest
to the Rev. J. W. Graham, B. A., asso-
ciate secretary of the Educational Society,
regarding the department of the church’s
work represented by him, and while re-
gretting the absence of Rev. Dr. Potts,who'
for many years has so ably presented to
this conference the claims of the Educa-
tional Society, and at the same time as-
suring him of the sympathy of the mem-
bers of the conference in his enforced re-
tirement from the more active duties of
his office, would assure Mr. Graham of a
most cordial welcome and express a hope
that he may be most comfortable in his
new relations. The conference heartily en-
dorses the arrangement made between the
Missionary Board and the Educational
Board to furnish missionary work during
the summer vacation to the probationers,
for which they will receive sufficient re-
muneration to defray their expenses while
at college. The .conference also endorses
the forward movement to further strength-
en our educational institutions by attempt-
ing to raise the income of the Educational
Society to $44,000, and as a conference it
will endeavor to raise its fair share of the
above amount, and would respectfully urge
upon each superintendent to bring his cir-
cuit income to the Educational fund up to
the amount suggested by our conference
educational committee.

St. Stephen, N. B., Jume 22—A minis-

“The way to make real progress in need-
ful legislation, gnd to permanently retain
each advance, is: to- move wisely along
legitimate lines.. This is a land of law as
well as of liberty, and the liberty of the
lawmaker is subject to restraint as well as
the liberty of the individual. Congress can
only do what it is possible to do under the
powers delegated to it by the body politic,
which is the people. To do anything more
would be-futile usurpation—to do any less
under these powers, than the best inter-
ests of the people' demand should be done,
would be neglect of duty.

“Tt is beside the question to urge the
desirability and popularity of measures, if
congress has no power to enact them. Our
heartiest sympathy may be enlisted in
many movements and yet our judgment
may be compelled to reject the means
proposed for their accomplishment.

«T pemember and am impressed by the
words of President Roosevelt in his first
message to congress, that ‘the men who
demand the impossible or the undesirable
serve as the allies of the forces with
which they are nominally at war, for they

The last words of Washington and the
first words of Lincoln contained a solemn
admonition to us on the necessity of pre-
serving our dual government intact.’

Judge Refuses Crown’s Application for Commis-
| sion to Take Evidence

Court to Decide Monday About Allowing Reserve Case on
Question of Jurisdiction—Dr. Pugsley Announces That
Prosecation Will Exhaust Every Means to Have This Im-
portant Matter Carried to Appellate . Court, ‘Meantime

They Decline to Proceed.

Fredericton, N. B, June 21—“If your
honor should refuse to reserve a case in
view of the strong opinion I hold it is
possible I may move the court to rescind
your honor’s ruling. I am not just sure
that I can, but I feel it my duty to ex-
haust every means that the law offers. 1
may tell my Jearned friend that he need
not have his witnesses here on Monday
as I will not go on then or at this court.”

This speech of Hon. William Pugsley,
counsel for the icrown, tells as cuncisely
as possible the situation at the ciose of
the proceedings -here today in the now
celebrated case, the King vs: James H.
Crocket.

Beyond the decision of Judge Landry
on Monday morning on the question of
referring the points raised in the crown’s
demurrer to the Supreme Court there
will be no more legal proceedings uptil
the middle of September at the earliect
and possibly not until the session next
January .

As out\ined by Dr. Pugsley in the event
of a decision adverse to the crown a mo-
tion to appeal will likely.be made. It is
understood, however, that the situation
is an anomalous one. The law is framed
with a view to giving the defendant
in a criminal case leave to appeal, but
there are but few precedents for such ac-
tion by the crown.

Dr. Pugsley left for Montreal this even-
ing. Hon. A. 8. White, K. C., will return
home tomorrow. The prosecution on Mon-
day will be represented by J. H. Barry,
K. C., and J. D. Hazen, K. C,, and H. F.
McLeod will likely appear for the defend-
ant. H. R. Emmerson returned to his
home in Dorchester last evening.

The; majority of the witnesses for the
defence have departed, and with them the
corps of newspaper men. Fredericton has
had its cause celebre, but it is a question
if it is content.

At the opening of-the court Dr. Pugsley
at once rose and said he would now apply
for a commission to take the evidence of
one O’Brien and of one Foster, who were
formerly night porters at St. Lawrence
Hall. He submitted an affidavit to the
effect that he had ~ made careful
inquiry on behalf of the crown for wit-
nesses named O’Brien and Foster, who
it was believed could give material evid-
ence in the case, as they were formerly
employed as porters at the St. Lawrence
Hall.

The Crown’s Application.

Dr. Pugsley said that would necessarily
follow. His honor would no doubt con-
gent as the work of the commission would
take some time. With regard to his right
to make an application for a commisgion,
Dr. Pugsley quoted from section 997 of the
criminal code to the effect that when any
person was able to give material informa-
tion a judge might under his hand order
a commission to issue. Continuing, Dr.
Pugsley submitted that his application was
made at the proper time as the evidence
would be wholly under the plea of justifi-
cation, and no action could have been
taken by the crown until the plea was
on the record and the issue joined. He
quoted authorities in support of his con-
tention. :

Dealing with the question of a reference
to the full court, Dr. Pugsley sud: 1
propose also to ask your honor to make a
reference to the supreme court, which will
meet Aug. 30, for its opinion as to whether
or not your honor was right in not allow-
ing the demurrer. The questions involved
are of special importance, not only in this
trial, but in all future libel suits. As your
honor is aware there is a section in the
criminal code; it is not in the English
code, but has been inserted in the Cana-
dian code, No. 324, under which no one
commits an offence by publishing defama-
tory matter which he on reasonable
grounds believes to be true and for the
public interest and public benefit. I agree
with my learned friend for the defence
that he can avail himself of that section.

“As under your honor’s ruling this libel
is a subject of public interest and benefit,
then no matter whether it be true or false
all that the defendant has to do is to ap-
pear as a witness and swear that he re-
ceived the information from reliable
sources and believed it to be true. It
would then be for the jury to decide if he
had reasonable grounds for that belief.
That is why I am more impressed with
the importance of the matter than if the
defence could only avail themselves of the
section in the English act under which
Jjustification is required.

“If at the trial the defense relies on the
fact that they had the information and
acted on it on reasonable grounds the
truth not being required then under your
honor’s ruling the crown could not hope
{o obtain a conviction. Your honor would
have to tell the jury that whether the
libel was true or false, made no difference
and the defendant would be entitled to a
verdict. On behalf of the crown looking
to general as well as individual interests,
I would urge that your honor grant a
commission which cannot return from
England under six weeks and in the mean-
time make a reference to the supreme
court.”

The Telegraph in Court.
Taking up a copy of the current issue of

the St. John Daily Telegraph Dr. Pugsley |

said he noticed that in his honor’s judg-
ment, as published in that paper, he said:

LT do not feel free to decide with my con-

ception of the law that the publication
was not for the benefit of the public pro-
vided that it can be proven to be trus.”
e submitted that his honor had to decide
if the publication was for the public bene-
fit or not. Possibly he was inaccurately
reported.

His honor—“The report is correct. I

ok ki ek e SR !
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simply used the words because I was not
convinced in my own mind that the publi-
cation was not in the public interest. If
you want it stronger I believe it was in
the public interest.”

Dr. Pugsley—“If that is your honor’s
decision, whether. the statements are true
or false it opens a very wide door. An
anonymous communication, for instance,
might be sent to a newspaper. All edi-
tors are not careful, though I am happy
to say most of them are, and it might be
published. In answer to the charge the
editor might say: ‘Oh, well, its a matter
of public interest and its discussion is a
benefit to the public.’ ”

First Case of the Kind in Canada

* The question is one of the greatest im-
portance. It is the first time it has come
up in this province or in any province in
Caneda. No' judge has ever been asked
before to decide if the private character
of a public man is & subject for public
discussion. It is introducing a new ele-
ment under the law. of libel and acting
for the crown I am asking nothing un-
reasonable to have the demurrer referred
to the Supreme Court on August 30. The
court will only then sit for judgement,
but no doubt you honor can arrange for
the case to be argued.” | : .

J. D. Hazen, for the defense, said he
hoped by affidavits to have no difficulty
in satisfying his honor that a commission
should not issue. The affidavit put in by
his learned friend was most indefinite. It
stated that he was informed and believed
that one O’Brien and ‘one Foster, he did
not apparently know their Christian
names, were at St. Lawrence Hall at the
time. So far there did not appear to have
been any bona fide attempt to.get those
witnesses to court.

His honor—“I suppose the answer to
that is that the crown was not called
upon until the plea was on the record.”

Continuing, Mr. Hazen said he would
prove by an affidavit made by John
Lloyd, the former night clerk, that no
porters named Foster or O’Brien, were
porters at the hotel at the time of the
incident.

Dr. Pugsley—“I shall want to examine
Mr. Lloyd. It was'arranged between coun-
sel that Mr. Lloyd should be called in-
stead of making an affidavit.

Judge in Favor of a Reference.

Inthe. interval, before Mr. Lloyd was
placed on the stand, his honor said he
felt very strongly in favor of the applica-
tion for the demurrer going to the Su-
preme Court. He had his own opinion,
but it would .be a relief to him. He saw
the great importance of the question in-
volved and a great injustice might be done
not only to an individual and not only in
that case if he happened to be wrong.
He thought he was right. He had been
impressed by the addresses of counsel and
felt the responsibility should be shared
by his colleagues on the bench. TUnder
those circumstances he did not see much
harm could be done in letting the com-
mission go.

Lloyd was then called and sworn. Ex-
amined by Mr. Hazen he said that during
the month of June, 1906, no porter by the
name of O'Brien or Foster was employed
at the St. Lawrence Hall, but a man of
that name was there earlier in the year.

Cross-examined by Dr. Pugsley the wit-
ness said that he did not remember the
first name of either Foster or O’Brien. He
thought they were at the hotel in June.
Heé understood that Foster was in Eng-
land at the present time. Dean and Chap-
man were the only porters at the hotel in
June 1906. It was Chapman’s duty to take
out the baggage. There were formerly four
or five porters at the St. Lawrence Hall,
but now they had only two, one of whom
was a night watchman. L

The counsel said that his information
was that O’Brien and Foster were at the
Hall in June, 1906.

The witness said he severed his connec-
tion with the St. Lawrence Hall on May
30th of this year. Dean was employed as
a scrubber at one time, and was hired by
the day. When O’Brien left, Dean suc-
ceeded him as night porter. He thought
that O’Brien and Foster left some time in
May.

Dean’s Evidence.

Harry Dean of Montreal was next call- |
ed and sworn. He said he was night por-|

ter at the St. Lawrence Hal during the
month of June, 1906. He succeeded
O’Brien as night porter about the month
of March, 1906. He had not seen O'Brien
since that time. He never knew anybody
by the name of Foster employed as porter
at the hotel. i

The attorney general then took the wit-
ness in hand. To him he admitted that
he heard Mr, Lloyd swear that O'Brien
had left during the month of May, 1906.
Witness was employed as scrubber at the
hotel for six months, from September,
1905, to March 1906. Therer was a man
named Curran employed at the hotel for
a time. Only the witness, Mr. Lloyd and

Mr. Chapman were on night duty at the

hotel during the month of June, 1906.
There were also some bell boys, but they
quit work at 11 o’clock. He did not re-
member the names of any of the bell boys.
It is the duty of the night porter to at-
tend to baggage. He could not say wheth-
er or not there was a porter named Fos-

ter. He thought that O’Brien’s Christian

name was William. When he left the hotel
he talked of going to Vancouver. He did
not know the names of cab drivers who
attended the St. Lawrence Hotel. There
were day porters employed at the hotel,
but at present he could not remember
their names. After thinking a moment the
witness said that two of the witnesses
were named Robert and Cattle, but he
could not remember the other’s name.
Mr. Hazen wanted to know if the man’s
name was Farmer, and the witness replied
that it was.

To Mr. Hazen the witness said he and
his side partner, Chapman, were the only
porters on duty on the night of June 10th.

Mr. Hazen Replies.

Mr. Hazen—*I think it is clear, your
honor, that no further witnesses are neces-
sary to show my learned friend was mis-
informed as to O’Brien and Foster being
at the hotel on the night in question. The
evidence is against it and I hope your
honor will refuse the application. This

to believe these men would ever be found..,

England and the state of Massachusetts?
I submit the application should be refused.

“With regard to the other important
point involved, if your honor should yield
to the request of the crown and give a
reference to the supreme court I have
nothing to say, but if your honor is satis-
fied, and so far as my own legal opinion
goes your honor is perfectly right, if your
honor is given the right to judge, is it fair
for the witnesses to go back home when it
might be impossible to get them here
again?

“The defence has taken pains to estab+
lish the pleas. . My learned friend says iff
we plead justihmtion the defendant will
be acquitted. I concur and no doubt if we
had not pleaded justification we should
have obtained a verdict. Bat we felt it
due that we should plead justification, and
why my learned friend complains I cannot
understand. .

A Private Prosecution.

His honor—“I regret the delay but o
the question of a reference to the supreme
court I will give my decision on Monday.

Dr. Pugsley—“If you honor should dee
clu}e to reserve a case in view of the strong
opinion I hold it is possible I may move
the court to rescind your honor’s ruling. I
am not yet just sure that I can, but I
feel it my duty to exhaust every ans
that the law offers.

After the wusual opening ceremony,
Judge Landry read his judgment on the
demurrer as follows:

“I have considered the matter of re
ferring the decision of the demurrer to the
court and have concluded that the mo
regular practice is not to do so. Did I~
lieve that there was no appeal from 3
decision I would refer the question,
believing that the court at the next i..
can properly be asked to rescind my order
and that the matter can then be brought
up I will make no reference to the court,
vet so far as 1 have power to grant leave
to appeal that leave is granted. The pwe-
tice to Tefer to the supreme court im-
portant questions arising in circuits might
lead to abuse and to much unnecessary and
vexatious delay. Each time such a prac-
tice would be invoked and called, the pro-
ceedings at the circuit would have to be
stopped and put off until another circuit
and one can readily see how often re-
course would be had to such a practice
when once established.”

In answer to a question by Mr. Barry,
the jurge stated that he had refused to re-
serve a case on the demurer to the su-
preme court but would grant leave to the
prosecution to appeal.

- AGAIN N 3T, JORN

Tragedy of the Schooner J. B.
Van Dusen Recalled by Visit
of Principal

Elmer Maxwell, the Sackville (N. B.)
man convicted at Portland (Me.), six
years ago of killing Capt. Geo. Baizley,
of the schooner J. B. Van Dusen, is in St.
John on his way home, having been dis-
charged as cured from the United States
government insane asylum, whence he
was taken soon after being convicted of
manslaughter. Maxwell said last might
that he will not go to eea again but will
work on shore and lead a just and model |
life. ‘

‘Was in Institute for Insane.

After being convicted he was sent to
state prison in Thomaston (Me.), serving
until last January, when he was declared

1 insane and taken to the United States
government institution for the insane at

Washington.He arrived in Portland again
last week from Washington apparently in
the best of health and sane. Hé says he
bhas been discharged as cured from the
government asylum.

From state prison.and an insane asylum
Maxwell jumps into comparative affluence
and the easy enjoyment of private life
again, for he is now in the city to claim
his third of two estates,one of his mother’s
and the other a near relative, the two
aggregating $40,000, which are to be set-
tled very soon in Sackville and St. John.

Maxwell says that when he got to Wash-
ington last January the officials asked him
what they had sent himfl there for. If he
| was insane, there was certainly not the
slightest trace of it at present.

In talking about his own case Maxwell,
who is frank, told for the first time in
private just what his part in the killing
of Captain Bailey was.

“A jury may convict a man. so as to
satisfy itself and the public, but even
though a°man may belegally guilty, no
verdict can eatisfy him exeept that of his
own mind, for he alone knows the motive
that prompted him, and if he knows the
motive was right, he is not troubled in
his own mind. Of course a jury wont
believe half that an accused man says and
it is little use for him to talk, but now
that I am out and free, I can tell you just
how that whole affair happened, and you
can believe it or not as you like.

Says Death of Capt. Baizley Was
Aocident.

“It was claimed that when the captain
and I were struggling together, that 1
stabbed him so that he died. Well, per-
hape it was that cut that caused his death,
but yet, it might have been that he drown-
ed when he fell overboard or that the hém-
orrhage of the lungs was not caused by
the cuts, but as true as I am talking to
you,” and here Maxwell looked very seri-
ous, “I had no idea of cutting that man
as deep as I did, nor of killing him.

“When we first started to wrestle I was
on top, but Campbell, one of the seamen,
pulled the captain over on top of me, and
when he had me down I knew my chances
were glim, for he was drunk, and when he
was drunk he was desperate and a very
bad man. I took my knife out intending
simply to prick him in the leg so that he
would let go his hold and let me onto my
ifeet, for I knew that I could take care
i of myself then, but I was afraid if I stay-
led underneath he would throw me into
the water. When I had cut him he got
{up and ran to the shrouds, and in some
{ way lost his hold and fell overboard.”

“How about the testimony that Me-
[ Intyre, the man at the wheel, gave, when
1he said you swung out and kicked the
! captain overboard from the shrouds?”’ he
was asked.

“That was all imagination or a pure
lie,” replied Maxwell. “We were way fo=’-
ard of Mclntyre and it was a very dark
night. How do you suppose he could see
us? Besides, there was a deck load on the
vessel and it was so arranged that it would
have been a physical impossibility for me
to kick out the way they say I did.”

Maxwell talked very interestingly of the
days spent in Thomaston, and told many
stories of the famous criminals who
been in the institution with him. He says
he is an entirely changed man, but can’t

“A jug of guod al-
cohol had been brought in,” he said, “and
the men were accustomed to use wood al-
cohol in mixing their paint.” He then
explained that the jug, which held the
liguid, good for drinking purposes, was
]ﬂubwqmntly filled with the wood alcohol,
unknown to the men. Six partook of it
iand three of the men died.

MRS, COLEMAN TELLS ‘
: _ THRILLING STORY

Cook Awakened by Smoke and
Gives the Alarm--Hay on Board
--She Was Also in Star Fire.

Mrs. May Coleman, cook on the burned
steamer, was seen at her home, No. §
Harris strest, a little after she came down
river on the steamer Aberdeen. Mrs. Cole-
man felt very thankful for her own escape
but was much grieved over the loss of the
four men.

She said she and Captain Mabee had
escaped practically unhurt, but all the
others were burned more or less with the
exception’ of Engineer Roberts, who émd
his hands quite badly cut. The capfain
and engineer, she said, had stayed at
Cole’s Island to look after the bodies.

Speaking of the origin of the fire and
her own miraculous escape she said: °

“The fire apparently started in the bow
of the beat as the flames seemed to be
the worst there. The galley fire was out

before I retired. I don’t know what
awoke me, but 1 suppose it was the
smoke. I was nervous that night any-
way.

“There was a large quantity of hay,
hoop poles, potatoes, butter and -other
stuff on board. It had been loaded that
night so as to .be ready for the morning.
As soon as I awakened I smelled smoke
and rushed right out of the stateroom
and through the dining saloon and from
there through the doors opening on to the
bow.

“My stateroom was on the main deck
and Mrms. Chase, the stewardess, was just
across from me on the other side of the
boat. When I rushed out I could see the
windows of the cabin but in a moment
the smoke was so thick that I had to
grope my way through it. I suppose I
yelled fire but I hardly know what did
happen, as I made my way to the door
as quickly as possible. On my may I met
Mr. Belyea, the pureer, carrying his
clothes. As we were going through the
door onto the deck forward, Mr. Belyea
dropped some of hik clothes and as he
stooped to pick them up the flames belch-
ed forth and it was then that Mr. Bel-
yea’s face was so badly burned. My hair
was also burned slightly on the front. As
we got out on the deck we met Captain
Mabe>z who was hurrying down from his
cabin on -the upper deck. He jumped
down on the wharf and then assisted Mr.
Belyea and me down.

“Engineer Ruberts had to break the
window of his cabin with his hands and
so crawled through and onto the wharf.

“Mrs. Chase made her way aft and
while standing there waiting to be taken
off she was badly burned about the head.
She could not get to the wharf on ac-
count of the flames. Some of the mill
hands put out from the shore in a row-
boat and ehé jumped from the deck of
the burning steamer into the boat below.
How she escaped being killed is a mir-
ack.”

Asked regarding Mrs. Phoebe Me-
Cutcheon, the waitress on the steamer,

‘she gaid: “Mrs. McCutcheon got off the

boat on our way up river at Perry’s
Point, where she was going to stay all
night, intending to return in the morning
when the boat came down.

A, Fearful Sight.

“It was a terrible sight when the bodies
were brought up. One had the head burn-
ed off and another had one of the legs
burned off. I don’t know which ones they
ware.

“Mate McCleery had a truly wonderful
escape. He was down in the hold of the

boat with the men who were burned and |
in some manner he made his way to the |

trap hole in the ladies’ saloon and forced
his way up through it. He had to force
the floor covering aside and I think there
was a heater on it and he upset that too
and crawled up. He then broke one of
the windows of the ladies’ cabin and got
through it to the wharf.

On that occasion
she had her feet and hair burned. Her
husband was also on the Star at that
time but escaped injury. He is now em-
ployed on the steamer May Queen. Mrs.
Chase also had a pg
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Star, as she was taken off the burning
boat by the tug Flushing.

CAPT, MABEE HELPED
WOMAN AND PURSER
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At Loss to Account for the Fire--
The Talk of Incendiarism.

Frederick Mabee, captain of the burned
steamer, was ths only one on board who

escaped absolutely free of injuries. His
cabin was on the hurricane deck, which
was farthest from the flames. On hearing
the alarm and the cries of fire from Mrs.
Coleman he hurried to the deck below
where he found Mrs. Coleman, who was
unable to get to the wharf as the bow of
the steamer was swung off somewhat. He
sprang to the wharf himself and then as-
sisted Mrs. Coleman and_ afterwards
Purser Belyea to a place of safety. He
then made an attempt to reach the men
imprisoned in_ the hold but the fire had
gained such headway that nothing could
be done.

“The fire,” said the captain, ‘“‘seemed
to be fiercest on the starboard side,which
was the side opposite to that on which
the lantern hung. I am at a loss to ac-
count for its origin. I know the engineer
is very careful about everything and al-
ways. takes a look around to see that
everything is all right. The mate also is
very particular about seeing that things
are right and I cannot understand how
a fire could start at that hour.

“As nearly as I can judge I should say
the fire had been burning'about half an
hour when I saw it first, as it had great
headway. It was a few minutes to 1
o’oclock when the alarm was given. It is
the w.rst thing of its kind I ever knew
of on ‘he river.”

Aske! regarding the report that the
fire might have been of an incendiary
origin he replied that he was at a loss to
know what to think. Everyone was in bed
at 10.30 o’clock and no one was seen
around the boat. It was a mystery, he
thought, that would never be cleared up.

He referred to the finding of the bodies
and their identification and to the inquest
that followed. THe coroner, he thought,
inclined to the incendiary view.

“Before I left for Cody’s to take the
train home, he said, the bodies had all
been sent to their destinations. The re-
mains of Allan and Willard Logan were
sent by team to Clarktown. A team took
Fred Smith’s remains to Shannon BSettle-
ment, and Edward Baxter’s corpse was
sent to Wickham where it will be taken
on board the steamer Elaine in the morn-
ing to Westfield.”

Captain Mabee felt very much depressed
over the sad affair.

Daniel D. Purdy, M.P.P., chief owner of
the Crystal Stream, was almost overcome
with grief when seen Friday. He lives
at Riverside during the summer months,
and it was not until he arrived in the city
on the 9 o'clock train Friday that he
learned of the disaster.

She had in her cargo' four bundles
of pressed hay, consigned to Cole’s Island,
but this, he thought, had been discharged
before the fire broke out.

He would get another boat “in
fifteen minutes,” if he could, but he had
no idea where to procure one. :

The Burned Steamer.

The steamer Crystal Stream was a side
wheeler and was built at Bull's Ferry,
New Jersey in 1873. She was 132 feet
long, 25 feet beam and had a draught of
9 feet 3 inches. She was purchased in
New York about five years ago by the
People’s Steamship Company and was put
on the Washademoak route from St. John
to Cole’s Island. She was a most satisfac-
tory boat in every respect. Last spring
whe was elaborately painted and refitted
and new staterooms added and when she
went on the route this season was valu-
ed at $22,500. It is said she was insured
for: $12.000.

Cole’s Island, the scene of the tragedy,
is on the
miles from this city and 33 miles from
the junction of the Washademoak and
the St. John. It is the terminus of the
service and quite a trade in agricultural
products is done with the farmers living
on the island.

The Dead.

OTHER TRAGEDIES OF
THE RIVER RECALLED

Loss of the Sunbury in 1863
With Bight Lives--The David
Weston Fire.

The tragedy of Friday recalls the ter-
rible accident to the steamship Sunbury
at Oak Point in 1863. The Sunbury was
originally built for a tug boat by Messrs.
Glazier, but passengers steamers being
scarce on the #iver at that time she was
remodelled and a cabin was built upon her
to make the craft suitable for the latter
purpose. The Sunbury was a night boat,
leaving St. John and Fredericton on cer-
tain evenings.

One night in the autmun of 1863 she
kad proceeded but a short distance from
Oak Point, when her boilers blew up and
she sank. The deaths totalled about eigat
and had it not been for a woodboat, she
was towing at the time, the death list
would have been large. As it was, several
who were thrown into the water, found
safety on the woodboat. Among those lost
were two Fredericton ladies, Miss Ather-
ton and Miss Wilson. The body of Miss
Wilson was never found, but that of Miss

Atherton was recovered in a curious mane

ner some eight months later.

The story goes that the captain of the
woodboat which had been instrumental in
saving several lives, had a dream which
led him to beiieve that he would find the
body floating in the river at a certain
point. Early one morning he saw what
Jooked like a body floating on the stream
about a mile and a half below the scene
of the disaster. He bore down upon the
object and found it to be the body of the
unfortunate woman.

Subsequently the Sunbury  was-raised
and .towed to St. John where &he
was beached on the Carleton flats. Some
more bodies were then found-in the
wreckage. !

The Sunbury was repaired and refitted
and then went upon the river once more,
but in the capacity for which she was
originally built, and did many years ser-
vice on the St. John before going out of
commission.

There have been other fatalities on tha
river. On the upper St. John some years
ago the steamer Frank Pierce met with
disasters entailing loss of life, but that of
the Sunbury has yet to be equalled.

The burning of the David Weston, with
he loss of three lives, was another ead
occurrence, but that of Friday must hold
second place to the disaster of 1863,

[Survivors of Friday’s Catastro-
phe Tell of Alleged Attempt
Made About Month Ago

'NOISE AT MIDNIGHT

HEARD BY STEWARDESS

' Next Morning Part of Woodwork Was
Found Charred—Steamer at Time
Lay at Cole’s Island Where She Was
Burned Friday—Story Likely to Be
Told at Inquest.

That the terrible disaster in which the
_river steamer Crystal Stream was burned
at Cole’s Island on Friday morning and
four lives lost, was caused by an incen-
diary is a fearful suspicion but it is held
/by some and, while there is no positive
evidence to show, Capt.. Mabee, Engineer
Roberts and others of the crew express
‘their conviction in favor of this theory.
They claim the view is strongly sup-
ported by the fact that what had the ap-
pearance of an attempt to burn the
steamer was recently made at Cole’s Isl-
and late at night.

About a month ago, early in the morn-
ing, Captain Mabee was making a round
of the boat and on the starboard side of
the saloon deck, which faced the river, the
marks of fire were visible on the steamer’s
woodwork. There was a charred portion
about nine inches from the deck just out-
side the room of the stewardess, Mrs.
Chase, and in a sort of alcove wherein, in
the opinion of members of the crew, it
would not have been possible for a spark
to lodge.

Mrs. Chase, according to Engineer Rob-
erts, heard a noise outside her stateroom
about 12 o’clock the night before thié dis-
covery was made and being in a timid
state of mind she arose and went out on
the deck but no one was in sight. Early

. mext morning the mark was discovered on

the woodwork. It extended for about a
foot and a half and was about six inches
in width. :

Those who saw it say that there were
no ashes or signs of a fire being kindled
and the opinion of Engineer Roberts, ex-
pressed to a Telegraph reporter last even-
ing, was that the mark was caused by a
lighted lamp or some such article being
beld against the wood, but that the per-
son so engaged, becoming alarmed, depart-
ed, having failed to cause a blaze.

When seen by a Telegraph reporter last
evening Capt. Mabee refused to deny or
confirm the story but, when these facts
were mentioned to him, admitted that he
had discovered such a mark and had called
the attention of members of the crew to
it, including Mrs. Chase. :

Capt. Mabee finally admitted that he be-
lieved Friday’s fire was of incendiary
origin and added that it would be hard
to make the crew believe anything else.”
‘Asked if any suspicions as to the guilty
party were entertained, he replied that
“the crew all had suspicions which it was
hard to get out of their heads.” He also
himself had suspicions but no proof.

Referring to the statement that the ex-
plosion of the lantern which was hung for-
ward on the main decii of the Crystz_;l
Stream may have started the fire, he said
that he had particularly noted that the fire
was chiefly on the starboard or river side
while the lantern hung -on the port, or
landing side.

Engineer Roberts told a reporter that
he had carefully examined this lantern on
the night preceding the fire and it was all
right. He feels certain -that it did not
explode and said he firmly believed the
boat was set on fire. Capt. Mabee, _he
said, scraped away the charred portion’
with his knife so that the mark was not
vigible when the boat arrived at Indian-
town. The matter was then reported to
the owners.

The Stewardess’ Story.

Mrs. Chase, when seen at her home in
Bridge street Sunday, and questioned
regarding the finding of such a mark, ad-
mitted that such was the case. She said
that about a month ago “ag Captain Ma-
bee was making a round of the boat -early
one morning at Cole’s Island, he found a
charred mark. It was just outside .my
stateroom, and looked as if some one tried
to burn me. He showed it to me, the
mate and Engineer Roberts and, pointing
to the mark, said, ‘Do you see that? The
thing was not mentioned to the cook or
“any other of the women aboard, as they
were afraid of fire burning them.”

She added that Captain Mabee had

gcraped the mark away with his knife,
and that it was in a sort of racess. “There
were no-ashes or anything there,”  She
added, “and I never told anygne about
.t.,’
) Mre. Chase also said that there was a
gcow lying alongside the Crystal Stream
and the steamship Aberdeen was at her
berth close by. .

(Captain Mabee declined to speak on the
matter at first but, being shown what was
already known, admitted having found the
mark, He added that the coroner had
said that he would sift the wmatter thot™
oughly.

BEngineer Roberts Tells of It.

Engineer Roberts, when interviewed,
said: ‘“Early one morning about a month
ago, Captain Mabee was going around the
boat looking and examining her as he al-
ways did. He found a mark on the wood
of the saloon deck outside of Mrs. Chase's
room, and showed it to Mrs. Chase, Mate

McCleery, Purser Belyea and myself. It!

was about nine inches off the deck and in

a spot where no spark could have alighted, |

while it was about a foot or so long. The
paint was scorched and the wood burned
into for a distance. Captain Mabee
gcraped it away with his knife.”

Asked as to how he thought such fa

mark could be made, Mr. Roberts mp}i&i

that “it looked as if a lJamp or some su
thing had been hzld up against it.

The Inquest.

The inquiry into the disaster will be |
opened on Tuesday evening at Cole’s Is-,
land. The witnesses will go up on Tues
day morning by the steamer Aberdeen.
The evidence of Mate McCleery will prob-!
ably be taken by commission, as he im|
still suffering in the hospital and unable |
to be about for a wezk or so.

The funerals of the victims were to take
place yesterday afternoon. The bodies of
William and Allan r.ogan were to be in-
terred at Clarktown, on the Washade-
moak Lake, and that of Fred. Smith at
Shannon. The body of Edward Baxter
was to be interred at Westfield.

Mrs. Chase and Mr. Roberts are getting
on nicely, though both are still suffering
considerable pain. Purser Belyea is 'also |
doing well.

Had it not been for the timely discov-
ery of fire on the steamer Aberdeen, the |
Urystal Stream’s rival steamer might have
been burned on Saturday morning.

The Aberdeen”had just left Laskey’s
wharf, when Mr. Laskey, who was stand-
ing on the wharf, noticed the canvas cov-
ering of one of the boats afire. He shout-
ed to those on board and the fire was ex-
tinguished. Only the canvas was destroy-
ed. The Aberdeen is a. wood burner, and
it is the belief that a spark fell on the
canvas and it ignited.

1t is fortunate that Mr. Laskey saw the
blaze, as the boat was on the upper deck
and the fire might have gained comsider-
able headway before discovery by thos2
on board.

COLLINS APPEAL BY
THE CITY DSMISSE

Grounds Are That Appeal Was Not
Filed Within Time Limit.

JUDGE  LOVING ON
THAL FOR MURDER
OF YOUNG ESES

Killed Him for Alleged Maltreatment
of Daughter—Defence, ‘‘Unwritten
“Law.” :

Houston, Va.,, June 2¢—The trial of
former Judge W. G. Loving for the mur-
der of young Theodore Kstes, a sequel of
a buggy ride which Estes took with Lov-
ing’s. daughter, moved rapidly today, and
when court adjourned this afternoon, the
prosecution had rested and the defense
had begun its case.

The progress of the trial was  remark-
able. Before adjournment of the ‘morning
session,.a jury had been secured, mostly
middle-aged men and all but three of them
married. The taking of testimony began
upon the re-convening of the court and
late this afternoon the commonwealth rest-
ed its case and Judge Loving, whose de-
fense is the- unwritten law, had taken
the witness stand in his own behalf.

Widespread interest in the case wae
manifested. A large crowd was present
but perfect order was observed.

During the afternoon session eleven wit
nesses testified for the prosecution. The
feature of today’s proceedings was the
showing of the hand of the defense which
is the “‘unwritben law” pure and simple,
The plea will be that the victim of the
tragedy had taken Miss Elizabeth Loving,
the nineteen year old daughter of the de-
fendant, out for a buggy ride on the even-
ing prior to the killing and had with the
aid of drugs maltreated her. In answer
to a question asking for his reason in a
certain line of examination, Attorney Gen-
eral Lee of the defense replied that it was
to ghow the mental state of the defend-
ant at the time and prior to the killing and
the provocation which so affected hid
frame of mind.
