It is this :—That several 
of our prominent business met. will 
draw up a temperance pledge in 
a book ol convenient form, affix 
their own signatures, label it auto 
graphs in large letters, and place it where 
it will be readily seen by customers and 
visitors. It will not be necessary lor

Lumbermen In Council.
A numerously signed call for a 

lumbermen’s convention, to assemble at 
Bangor a week from next Wednesday, 
has been issued. The only New Bruns­
wick signera are St. Stephen lumber 
manufacturers, but the call is address­
ed to New Brunswick as well as Maine. 
It should be at tended byour representa­
tive lumber manufacturers, as there 
are a great many knotty lumber ques­
tions that should be settled. Much con­
fusion now arises from the various sys­
tems of surveying employed, and dis­
putes are constantly arising between 
owners and haulers. The hauler sur­
veys, figures up a handsome profit, and 
takes suthin’ on the strength of it; and 
the owner surveys and makes the haul­
er in debt for supplies. The manufac­
turera cannot tell by their books how 
many logs they have afloat, as the sur­
vey of legs on the ice and the survey of 
lumber at the mill never agree. There 
is so little system in surveying—so 
great a variance in surveys—that it is 
customary for the contract between the 
owner and the hauler to name the sur­
veyor whose measurement is to be 
taken in the final settlement. On the 
St. Croix log haulers never sign a con­
tract without knowing who is to survey 
their logs. But this is only one of the 
questions to be discussed by the con­
vention, and we hope our lumbermen 
will attend in force.
