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A LARGER AND BETTER CAMPBELLTON

In the course of aconference be-
] tween Hon, Dr. Pugsley, minister
; of Public Works and the Relief
Comuittee that gentlemen made
some important statements.

In reference to the rebuilding of
the Post Office and Custom House
he stated that when the depart-
ment rebuilt, which would be at
once, the new building would be
muchi larger than the old .as the
department intended to build for a
larger and better Campbellton.

He also made the same state-
ment in reference to the L C. R.
Already the various departments
are preparing plans for the rebuild-
ing of the station, machine shops

and round house.

With the International and At-
lantic, Quebec and Western rail-
ways nearing completion, and the
plans for the erection of the rail-
way and passenger bridge over the
Restigouche at Campbellton well
under way an important link be-
tween Gaspe and Boston_ will be
closed and this will make Camp-
bellton an important railway cen-
tre, as well as the business centre

for a very large territory.

Already many merchants are
planning the erection of large brick
and cement buildings and before
long Campbellton will be rebuild-
ing in & more pérmanent andeup-
to-date manner.

THE 1. C. R. WORKS

About a year ago the Campbell-

ton Board of trade endeavored to
convince the I. C. R. management
that the various departments here
were greatly crowded and that it
would be advisable to make im-
portant changes in the lay out of
the different departments. At that
time the Board of Management
stated that too large an expendi-
ture would be involved, and that
the present facilities would suffice
for a few years.
Now that all these buildings
have been swept away the time
would be opportune to again bring
the matter to the attention of the
Board and endeavor to have mat-
ters laid out in a more advanta-
geous manner. This is a matter
which should be takén up immedi-
ately.

“Such a calamity was never before
heard of in the history of Canada,’
was the remark made by Dr. Pug.
gley, after viewing the scenes of des-
olation and destruction, Many piti~
able sights were brought to his no-
tice, among which were the sufferings
which are being endured in the tent—
ed city, sufferings which were greatly
intensified as a result of a continual

downpour of rain.

So impressed was the minister
with the situation and the necessity
of prompt action that he advised the
relief committee to have Lieutenant~

. Governor Tweedie and Premier Haz-
en brought to the scene
stating that he would cancel all pre~
vious engagements and remain over.
The governor and premier; who were
notified to this effect, wired back that
they would be on hand for a meeting,

At 2.30 o'clock a formal meeting
was held, at which Judge McLatchy
afegessed the minister on behalf of
the townspeople, The judge gave an
account of the money which would be
required in order to put the town on
a running basis, The following is &
list of present requirements as given

out by his honor:

Electric light, including purs

chase of site of land
‘Water and Sewerage
Fire apparatus
Erection of civic buildings
Running expenses of towyn
for one year E

the great calamity—an unprecedented
calamity that has fallen upon one of
the most prosperous towns in Canada,
and whatever can reasonably be done
to enable this town to resame ity
former prosperity wili be arranged,

“I heard of your fire when I was in
Winnipeg, and it was only Monday
that I arrived back in Ottawa. One
of the first things I had in mind was
the = reconstruction of our public
buildings and the reconstruction of
the station and shops in connection
with the Intercolonial railway. I at
once saw the deputy minister of
railways, who is the chairman of the
board of management, and I learned
that there had been an expression of
opinion by some of the members ot
the board of management that in the
interest of the railway it might be
desirable to make the divisional point
at some other place than Campbellton
in order to even up the. length of
divisions,
“I thought it would be a very
great mistake to change the divisional
point and I pointed out the advantages
of the position of this town; that
there were vested interests here
which had grown up, and that it
would be a very great injustice to
the people if any change would take
place, and I mentioned that Mr.
Reid would not stand for that a
single moment,
“After some ~ consultations the
deputy minister told me that they
would fix upon Campbellton as the
divisional point, and he authorized me
to say tbat in a public way to the
people of Campbellton, I find that
vhere are 75 shop meu in Campbellton
there are 72 engine men who make
this their headquarters; 185 trainmen
who pass through here; 50 station
and track ,men totaling 382, Of
these, 98 had their homes here, so
you will realize that this is a very
important matter for Campbellton.
PUBLIC BUILDINGS TO

BE REBUILT AT ONCE,

“In regard to the moneys required
for the building of shops, I .took the

His Lordship Bishop Barry in Course
of Eloquent Letter Makes Appeal
tor Assistance to Rebuild Des-
troyed Edifice.

Co-operation on the part of the
various church members in the dio-
cese, it is anticipated, will shortly
raise the necessary fund to recon-
struct the Recman™ Catholic church
at Campbellton. Rev. E. P. Wallace
is working indefatigably in the in-
terests of his congregation.

His\Lordship Bishop Barry, of
Chatham, plans a‘collection in the
various churches. His Lordship
writes an eloquent appeal, which
coming officially will find a gener-
ous response. It is as follows:

Chatham, N. B,, July 22, 1910
Reverend Father:—

As you bave undoubt-
edly learned, God in His all-wise
Providence has seen fit to remove
the Church and Presbytery of
Campbellton by the late disastrous
fire, the Pastor, Rev. E. P, Wallace
finds himself in the very unenvia-
ble and unique position of being
not only without Church cr Resi-
dence but also without a congre-
gation able to assist him in the re-
building of the Church property,
having themselves lost all they
had. Hence it seems to me only
just shat the diocese at large should
come to the immediate aid of the
stricken congregation of Campbel-
ton, and by generous contribution
enable the Pastor to reconstruct
the edifice of God and afford him
the means of continuing God’s
holy work in the midst of his af-
flicted people.

I would therefore request each
Pastor of the Diocese to announce
upon the first Sunday after the
reception of this letter, that on the
following Sunday a collection will
be taken up for the purpose of re-
building the Church,

While they ap-
pealed fer help it should be under-
stood that, as far as they were able,
they were striving 1o hqld themselves.
Only two of them escaped being burn-
ed out and yet they had agreed to try
te pay their minister’s salary this year.

It had been said that the most press-
ing necessity of the situation was to
build homes for the people before they
thought of building churches: The
people of Campbellton were, however,
as anxious to build their churches as
they were to build their other homes.
The Methodists' had lost a church
valued at $7,000, a parsonage valued
at $2,000 and the furniture of the par-
sonage worth $600. On this, insurance
to the amount of $2,300 was carried,
and it had beeu estimated that $10,-
000 was required to build their pro-
perty again.
. Last year the congregation had fin-
ished paying off the last of their debt
and had at the same time increased
their pasvor's salary from $750 to $900.
They had also raised, during the ssme
period, $1,200 for denominational pur-
poses.
