I respect the territories and 
the rights of neutral powers.

But I boldy awow my sympathies with a 
people whose history is mingled with our 
own and who now groan under foreign op- 
pression.

France has shown her hatred of anarchy. 
Her will was to give me power sufficiently 
strong to reduce into subjection the abettors 
of disorder and the incorrigible members of 
old factions, who are incessently seen con- 
cluding compacts with our enemies ; but 
she has not for that purpose abandoned 
her civiling character. Her natural allies 
have always been those who desire the ame- 
lioration of the human race, and when she 
draws the sword it is not to govern, but to 
free.

The object then of this war, is to restore 
Italy to herself not to impose upon her a 
change of masters ; and we shall then have 
upon our frontiers a friendly people, who 
will owe to us their independence.

We do not enter Italy to forward disorder, 
or to disturb the power of our holy Father, 
whom we replaced upon his throne, but to 
remove from him this foreign pressure, which 
burdens the whole peninsula, and to help to 
4stablish order there based upon lawful, sa- 
tisfied interests.
