LI TER Alt Y NOTES.

In the same 
number of the Magazine is an article 
by Carl Schurz on the ‘Manifest Des­
tiny’ of the United States, and an enter­
taining description of ‘Undergraduate 
life at Oxford,’ by Richard Harding

Origin of the Elevator.

We are now informed that the “lift” 
or “elevator,” the apparatus which takes 
us from the ground floor to the top of 
the house in a few seconds, is not a 
modern invention says a- Brusse 11 paper. 
An ingenious contrivance of a similar 
nature was constructed in the middle of 
the seventeenth century in Paris by a 
man named Velayer, who called his in­
vention a flying chair. Velayer’s lift 
was not merely a toy, it became very 
fashionable with rich people on account 
of its utility. It was simply a chair 
attached to a rope, which was passed 
over a pulley—or something which did 
duty for one—and had a weigh at its 
other end to counterbalance the chair 
and the occupant. 1: continued in 
fashion until a mishap occurred to the 
King’s daughter at Versailles. On one 
occasion the machinery failed to worK 
when she was half way up, and she stuck 
there for three good hours before she 
could be rescued by her servants, who 
had to break away the wall to release

“Flying chairs” were not much used 
at court afterward. Some years later 
*M. Thronier, who dabbled in mechanics 
in bis leisure time, made a similar chair, 
which he worked from the balcony out­
side his window. He thus escaped the 
danger of being shut up in q • shaft . »a 
the King’s daughter was. M. Thronier 
kept his arrangement secret ; and had 
many a laugb‘ ât the expense of his 
friends who came to visit him. When 
they; left him he would make some ex^ 
cusefornot going down stairs with 
them, but when they reached the court 
yard <hey were amazed to find him 
standing there awaiting them. To their 
questions he would return jesting re» 
plies, and then seat himself in bis chair 
and go up so quickly that they were uu- 
able to discover how he did k. One 
day insloud of surprising his friends 
agreeably he did so disagreeably, for 
the machinery broke and he came great­
ly to grief. . He used the stair case after 
hie recovery.

Church of England.

—The St. John Cày Cornet band 
who me visiting Chjcago have met 
with a very favorable reception.

During the hot summer months in 
this city a great many of the preachers 
of almost all denominations. have a va­
cation and go away for rest and recre» 
ation, and do not return until sometime 
in September; and it is well that they 
can do so, both for themselves and their 
congregations, for it is often simply im­
possible all along through the heated 
term to attend a place of worship with 
any degree of comfort.

BISHOP HANNINGTON.

It has often been said that “the blood 
of .the martyrs is the seed of the 
church;” and numerous as the cases are 
in which this ancient saying is true, in 
no case has it been more so than in that 
of Bishop Hannington, the martyred 
Bishop of Central Africa. Like many 
another voliant soldier of the cross, 
Hannington, whilst at College, “cared 
for none of these things.” But God 
had a great work for him to do, as a 
chosen vessel, and he did it. In Daw-' 
son’s “Life of Bishop Hannington,’’ we 
are told that one of his friends at col­
lege, who entered the ministry at the 
same time as ho, was moved to Avrite to 
him us to the state of his soul. He had 
known Jim Hannington as a young man 
devoted to spiritual religion, holding 
quite aloof from and good-naturedly 
ridiculing the more earnest men of his 
college, the men who thoroughly be­
lieved in conversion and consecration. 
To write to him thus was no easy task 
when he thought of the mockery, real, 
though kindly, with which he believed 
his words wonld be met; but sitting 
down he wrote to him lovingly about his 
own personal experience, and his find 
ing in Jesus rest and peace for his 
troubled heart. The letter seemed like 
bread cast upon the waters. No 
answer came for months, but moan 
while, unknown to the writer, his words 
were working in Hannington’s heart, 
and were in the end the means of bring» 
ing him to a personal knowledge of 
Jesus Christ, of changing rollicking, 
careless Jim into the whole-souled, de' 
voted Christian worker and missionary 
who, on the shores of Victoria Nyanza, 
gave up his life for Christ’s sake, as 
truly a martyr bishop as old Hugh 
Latimer.

THE GENERAL .SYNOD.

Those of your readers, who have care* 
fully kept abreast of the movements of 
the church of England in Canada, will 
not need to be told that the question of 
forming a General Synod, representing 
the whole of the Church cf England in 
Canada from the Atlantic to the Pacific 
has been earnestly discussed by church­
man in their several Diocesan and Pro­
vincial Synods; and in all of them dele­
gates were appointed to meet for the 
formation of such a Synod.

Those so appointed are now in session 
in Toronto; and so very important are 
the matters'eommitted to their charge, 
that they require the prayers of their 
fellow churchmen, that they may have a 
right judgment in all things. All the 
Bishops in Canada are present; and 
among them, of course, the .Bishop of 
Algorna, who has just returned from a 
nine months holiday granted 4o him by 
the Provincial Synod for the restoration 
of bis health. We are glad to say that 
he is again ready to put his armour on.

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JUDGE LANDRV.

We have not profemed to look with 
fovour upon the principle of elevating 
any public min to the bench on the 
nrounde of race, religion, plias, politics 
or as a payment for political support 
Legal qualification alone ought to be 
iu our view the sole test. The people 
have a right to expect the ablest and 
most experienced judicial miuds the 
country affords to occupy the 
supreme bench irrespective of other 
considerations Wo would therefore 
have preferred to have seen Judge 
Laundry’s claims pressed on the 
-round that ho was the best qualified 
legally amongst the candidates, and 
not because ho is a representative 
Acadian and the Ac.di.DS number 
one fourth of our population. This 
ground which seems to have been 
urged with great force and eucceas, 
was unworthy of the institutions of 
our country, all avenues of employ­
ment and promotion in which (it « 
our boast) are open to all subjects 
irrespective of color, race, religion, or 
previous conditions. No subject is so 
humble he cannot aspire to the 
highest p’ace. It cannot be too 
often preached the younger generation 
that ill this free country, personal 
nient alone is the golden key that un­
locks all public honor, and dignities 
and rewards. In this view those who 
have been supporting Judge Landry 
from the race stand point have paid 
hut a poor compliment to Ills profess- 
ional make-up.

If Judge Landry is scarcely qualifi­
ed by previous experience and sue- 
cess at thedjir there are two strong 
points in his favour. He is a man of 
unquestionable integrity. He has in­
herited an honest name from that
most incorruptible of public servants
—the late Amand Landry M. r. r. 
lie also possesses an acute subtle ana 
strong understanding and will qualify 
himself for the high place to which he 
ban been appointed.

It is to be noted with pleasure 
that the Acadian French have within 
a quaiter of a century made tremen­
dous advances in all departments 0 
activity. The establishment of free 
schools amongst the masses and their 
own higher centres of education have 
given a powerful impulse to the 
French mind and in whatever depart­
ment of labour tln-y put forth any 
effort tlioy compete successfully with 
members of other races.

17th a letter from Amos Ogden Eeq., 
who undertakes to defend the action of 
the Municipal Council from attacks and 
criticime which have lately been made 
by some of the ratepayers. Taken as a 
whole it is a remarkable letter, not so 
much for what Mr. Ogden has put into 
it, as for what he has left out of it. He 
admits “during the last few years there 
have been exceptional expenses which 
were very heavy” and goes on exonerat­
ing the Council from all blame in the 
matter by undertaking to place the 
whole responsibility for these heavy 
expenses on other parties such as the 
Local Government, Judge Landry, 
Sheriff McQueen or Mr. Pugsley. But 
he has made no attempt to explain the 
part he played in consulting lawyer 
after lawyer until he got advice that 
suited his peculiar ideas of tho pro­
priety of first appointing Mr. Gallagher 
Valuator and then turning him out be­
cause he had met reverses in business. 
Neither has he told the ratepayers how 
many thousands of these “exceptional 
expenses” have been taken out of them 
by increased taxation because he per­
sisted in forcing Mr. Gallagher out of 
office contrary to good legal advice. He 
haa omitted to state liis reasons for 
first standing by our other Councillor 
Nathan Lowerson Esq., and the rate­
payers of Sackville by voting against a 
new jail and then suddenly veering 
round and shirking the final vote on 
that closely contested question by climb­
ing into the Warden’s chair and déclin» 
ing to vote (which right the to vote on 
all motions the law gives the Warden) 
thus allowing the County to be thrown 
permanently into debt to the tune of 
some fifteen or twenty thousand dollars 
in order that Dorchester Corner should 
be built up in a style befitting the 
dignity of the Shire Town of auen a 
“noble county as Westmorland.” No 
duubt it is an honour to sackville p* 
have one of its Councillors selected for 
Warden but the ratepayers of that 
parish will look upon it as small com­
pensation for tho taxation which must 
be wrung out of them for many years to 
come before that new jail is paid for. 
But the most interesting part of what 
Warden Ogden lias left out of this re­
markable letter is to explain why he 
signed the checks to pay those bills for 
the Stevens trial. He has published a 
number of what he calls those “enor­
mous bills” recently paid on account of 
that trial. He has taken great pains to 
insert at tho button of these accounts 
again and again the statement that they 
were certified correct by Sheriff Mc» 
Queen or Mr. Pugsley and ordered to 
be paid by Judge Landry, but ho has 
omitted to place at the bottom of each 
of these accounts as lie should have done 
the statement that Warden Ogdon 
signed the check to borrow the money 
to cosh the above “enormous bill."

We are surprised that a man of 
Warden Ogden’s astuteness should un­
dertake to palm off on the intelligence 
of this county such a palpable humbug 
as is contained in these statments which 
w’e quote from his letter. He says “the 
council so far have authorized nothing 
to be paid on account of the Stevens 
trial sud whatever 1ms been paid has 
been paid by the order of some other 
authority than tho Council, and had the 
council anything to de with the pay­
ment of them they would never have 
been paid.”

Now Sir, unless Warden Ogden con­
siders hunsolf as forming no part of the 
Council unless lie considers the Warden 
of a municipality a mere figure-head or 
automaton that is wound up to run 
from one session of the Council to 
another and sign checks and drafts for 
the payment of every bill great 
small, bogus or genuine that may be 
presented without disposition or ability 
to examine those bills and see that the 
county is not defrauded by paying 
trumped up and unreasonable bills, un­
less this be the case he must know that 
he is the responsible party, he must 
know that he has betrayed the trust the 
Council members have reposed in him 
as the chief executive officer of that body 
to see that uo bills are passed and paid 
until brought before them in Council 
Mr. Ogden quotes the statute which 
gives the judge power to order the 
costs of criminal canes to be paid from 
tho County funds and says that “all 
power to deal with such cases is taken 
out of the municipal Council and lodged 
with the judge of the Court”. Now sir 
it is plain to be seen by any careful 
reader ofthe Warden’s letter that 
this case Judge Landry’s order to pry 
did not make it compulsory for the 
municipality or any officer of the muni­
cipality to cash those bills before they 
came before the Council at its next 
regular session. The statute as quoted 
plainly states that such orders from the 
judge “shall be paid out of any moneys 
belonging to such County in the treasurer'a 
hands.” The money which went to 
cash those bills did not belong to the 
County neither was it in the Treasurer’s 
hands because the treasury at that 
time of year as stated by Mr. Ogden 
was empty and the Council had no 
money borrowed but only an arrange­
ment with the Bank to borrow when 
necessary. That money belonged to 
the Bank and was nut yet bearing 
interest or even borrowed by the Coun­
cil until Warden Ogden signed the 
checks to draw the money to cash the 
bills asxsoon as presented, thus virtually 
taking the whole responsibility on him­
self of borrowing money on the credit 
of the County to pay bills which be 
publicly conctems as “exorbitant and 
enormous” and then turn» round and 
tells the ratepayers of Sackville and the 
whole county that “the County Council 
is in no way to blame for the laige bills 
that have been preeeoted and have been
paid by the County.”
It was not only the Warden’s privilege 
but his duty to protect the ratepayers 
by refusing to sign checks to cash cilia 
which he must have seen at a glance 
were unreasonably extravagant. Had 
the Warden taken that course and ful­
filled the trust reposed in him Ly the 
Council to protect the County, Judge 
Landry or no other authority had power 
to draw the money until the treasury 
was repleted by the returns of the 
collectors this Autumn, which would 
have given the Council an opportunity 
at the July session to examine these 
bills and refuse to pay anything fraudu­
lent or contrary to law.

There is much indignation among the 
ratepayers that they should be forced 
to pay such bills. The matter has been 
discussed in tho papers and referred to 
as a raid on the County treasury and as 
an attempt of Dorchester boodlers to 
skin the County. Some may place the 
responsibility on Judge Landry others 
on the Local Government. We make 
no apologies for either; they are each 
well able to meet Mr. Ogden’s insinua­
tion. But the ratepayers have not yet 
accepted Warden Ogden’s whitewashed 
letter as satisfactory explanation of his 
suspicious action in the matter. We 
are r.ot in a position to know whether 
there has been an organized attempt to 
defraud the ratepayers. But if there 
was a complete ring of boodlers formed 
at any place to raid a County treasury 
and divide the spoil we cannot conceive . 
of a more ingenious plan than to par- sympathy 
iiuade the Warden of that County to j plaintiff.
