Concerning Fertiligers.

Prof. Caldwell of Cornell Univer-
gity some time since made asuggestive
addroess on fertilizers before the Mus-
sachusetts Horticultaral Society at
Boston. In conclusion he snummarized
his doctrine on the subject as follows:

1. That if enough of the needed
elements of food of the gardner’s or
borticulturist's crops cannot be ob
tained in stable manure or other
animal waste, it can be procured in
the trade in unlimited quantity, and
in every degree of availability de-
pending on certain grades of solability
and in the groatest variety of mixtures,
to suit any whim or fancy of crop or
crop growers.

2. That profitable crop-growing can
be carried on for at least many years
with theso commercial fertilizers
alone

3. That the most evident distinction
botween stable manure and commer-
cial fertilizers, and _the distinction
apon which we should therefore base
an explanation of the greater reliabil-
ity of the former, is its large propor-
tion of vegetable matter, or humus-
forming material, of which commer-
cial fertilizers contain practically
none.

4. That soils contain in a difficaltly
soluble condition, und therefore not
earily fed upon by the crop, all the
noeded elements of plant food.

5. 'That bumus by the decay it suf-
fors in the soil, furnishes carbonic acid

g 'Some farmers make much
unnecessary work in barvesting this
crop, They pull the vines, then dig
oat tho potatoes with hoes or hooks,
tbrowing them into baskets which are
emptied into a cart or wagon, from
which they are afterwards sorted be-
fore putting into the cellar. It is
‘better to sort when picking from the
tield, and a fork is far better than a
hoe for lifting and spreading out the
tubers to dry.

“When one has a large field that is
fairly freo from rocks and weeds, the
digging can be done very rapidly by
the use of a small, double-winged
plough. drawn by a horse, letting the
borse walk on the row, or better, have
two horses astride the row. Unless
there are pickers enough to keep up
with the team, which is impracticable,
the team should go through the field
taking alternate rows, and after these
are cleanod up, go through again,
taking the rcmaining rows.

How the Danes Improve their

Dairy Herds

Tno Danes have long been noted
for the superiority of their butter.
The dairy farmers have a thoroughly
practical and scientific knowledge of
their operations, aud aro also experts
in the art of breeding and manage-
ment. They therefore take the lead
in the world's markets, and our far-
meors and dairymon could not act more
wisely than to take a few occasional
bints from their systems.

Wo make the following extract
from Mr. Alexander Mariboe's lecture
on “ The Danish Dairy ”:—

“In selecting cows for dairy ppr-
poses, it ig nat so much & matler of
importance to fix on any particglar
breed as ta be careful that the indi-
vidual apimalschosen apein avigorous,
sound, and thriving condition. There
is often the groatest difference in the
yield of milk given by different cows
of tho same breed. Although subject-
ed to the same treatment and diet,
some of the animals will yield as nuch
as 600 gallons per anoum, whilst
others will nat give more than 300
gallons. A dairy farmer shopld there
foro upderstand, first of all, how to
choose animals best suited for his
purposes, and this done, the rest re-
! mains in his own hands.

{ *The exuct result of each cow’s
yield is easily ascertained by * trial-
milking,” on a certain day once a
week the whole year round, and every
|dairy farm in Lienmark 'is provided
!with a book in which not only the
yield is marked down, but each cow is
allotted a separate colamn, and its age.

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; Harvesting Potatoes.

' Do not leave the polatoes in the
ground long afler they are ready to
barvest. It i3 cold work bandling
potatoes after the ground begins to
freeze nights. The cold and the dirt
often make the hands crack and be-
come very sore. Desides, latedigging
gives the weeds and grass a chance to
grow, and makes the work of digging
still barder. Some think the late fall
rains injure the quality of the tubers
for eating. However this may be,
there is nothing gained by leuving
sound potatoes long in the ground
after they are ripe and ready to dig.
When the crop is rotting, however, it
well to leave them undug till the dis-
ease is far enouih advanceq, so that
the unsonnd can be separated from the
sound ones without difficulty- Dig in
fair weather so that the tubers will
|come out clean. Potatoes dug when
!the ground is muddy never look well
lin the bin, nor are they as saleable .in
warket. If the white grub is very
abundant in the soil, it may be neces-
sary to dig to save the crop, even be-
|fore the vines are dead. o
If potatoes are dug by band, it i8
| easier to lift them while the vines are

The Vegsetable Cellgr.

In a short time now tha vezetables
will be taken to the cellar. Usaally
this place of sturage is under the house,
and it is, therefore, of the utmost |
necessity, if wo regard our health, to |
attend to the ventilation of the cellar, |
If there is no ventilation the gasses
from decaying vegetables will per-
meate the whole hause and endanger
health and life. Without ventilation,
toa, the chances of deeay are very
much greater. Here, not only health,
but economy, demaunds attention to
this matter. Then the rat holes should
be stopped up. Uuder no circum-|
stances permit these vermin ta hayo a
freo run among the fruit and vege-
tables. We know how difficult a
problem it is sometims to rid a
premises of rats nnless we resort to
poisoning, which is not always agree-
able. But there is no oxcuse for leav-
ing holes open. Plaster them up.
Use mortar in which is mized poynded
glass, then if they do gat in they mast
come in same other way than through
tho old holes. We recently saw it
stated that if chloride of lime was dis- |
solved in water — making it very
strong—and the liquid was poured into
rat holes it would drive the rats off the
premises. We do not know how true
this may be, but the remedy is cheap
and is nat difficult of application, and
if it works it will prove a great bless-
ing. Try it. Bat do not let the rats
have the run of the cellar without a
fight for it, at least.
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Suitable Fences.

The old saying that *‘g stitch in time
saves nine,” finds an appropriate ap-
plication in many directions of labor.
There is nothing of more importance
to the farmer than his fences, and he
should have an eye to their security,
especially when they are likely to
endanger crops. Proper repairs should
be made in the spring, and if these
are neglected trouble is likely to fol-
low ; this was illustrated only a little
time since in the case of a reighbor
whose corn field received a visitation
from his stock, because of a neglegt to
make ngcessary repairs. After the
borse was stolen the lock was put
upon the barn. How much better it
would bave been to have made the
repair at the proper time.

A dozen
eggs require two quarts of water, or
more. After pouring on the water,
cover the dish or tin and place it on
one side for fifteen minutes. The
hoat of the water will cook the eggs
evenly, leaving the yolk nearly hard
and the white in 3 {it condition for
eating. lpgs eooked in this way are
as fur ahead of those boiled as a
thoroughbred is ahoud of a mongrel.
No one who has eaten an egg cooked
in this rational way will ever care for
the leathery object thut is produced
by the other methad.

Qure far a Felon.

A doctor in the Phrenological Jour-
nal says that he has tried this cure for
a felon in many cases, and bas never
known it to fail :—Take common salt,
roasted ¢n & hot stove until all the
chlorine gas is thrown off, or it is as
dry as you can mako it. To a teas-
poonful, and also a teaspoanful of
pulverized Castile soap, add a tea-
apaouful of Venice turpentine; mix
thom well into a poultice and apply to
the felon. If you havo ten felons at
once make as many poultices, Renew
the poultice twice a day. In four or
five days your felon will, if not opencd
before your poultice is first put on,
present a hole down to the bone where
the pent-up matter was Lafora your
poultice hraught it oat. If the felon
bas been cut open or opened itself, or
is about to take off the finger to the
first joint, no matter, pat on your
poultice, it will stop right there, and
in time your flnger will got well even
if one of the first bones is gone. Of
course it will not restore the lost bone,
bat it will get well soon.

Fall Ploughing.
——_a

Ogltivated flelds that have become
foul by the growth of weeds or grass,
and especially the former, should re-
ceive attention by the thorough use
of the plough, whereby they are turn-
ed under, and by decomposition serve
to enrich the soil rather than bo left
to draw from its fertility. There are
some seasons, of which this is one, in
whigh it appears as though the war-
fare against weeds was coaseless, and
when the enemy seoms to gain ground.
Then is the time that the plough
should be brought into oxercise and
kept employed so long as may be
necessary to effect their subjugation.
The destryctian of millions of seeds,
and a few minutes labor a! the right
times means a saving of many hours
of hard toil in the futare.
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A Frencaman experimented on the
depth for planting wheat. He made
thirteon beds and planted 150 grains
in each, at depths beginnin.r at seven
inghes, decreasing to the smiface. In
the seven-inoh bed fivy grains out of
130 germinated. They gave fifty-
three heads, with 682 grains. This
retarn kept on increasing for each
bed as it decreased in depth at which
the seeds were planted. At threeard
three-quarter inches deep ninety-three
seeds sprouted, with 992 heads, yield-
ing 18,534 grains. At one and tbhree-
quarter inches, sprouted 142 seeds,
three were 1,660 heuds, containing
35,816 grains.
inches deep sixty-four grains sprouted,
growing 529 heads and 13,587 grains.
Oa the surface only twenty grains
germinated, yielding 1,600 graine,
Tho greatest return in grains and
straw was attained by the one and
three-quarter inch bed. The sower
should, therefore, endeavour to cover
the seed not more than two nor less
than one inch.
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As the potato crop is harvested, care

should be exercised in tho selection of

that portion that is to be held for mar-
ket. Select the very best looking;
under ordinary circumstances wo
should say that tho best products of the
farm were none too good for the use ot
the family, but 1n case of potatoes
there are those that are not ¢or-qi lered
marketable that are equally as good
for fumily uge. Do not sort tio close ;
a few small ones will spoil the looks
of a largoe quantity. Having large,

‘ Shall we Prune in Autumn?

To the aboyo question we say, de-
cidedly, yes, provided the question
applies 1o newly-planted trees—those
set last spring or within a fow years.
The sooner such trees have their final
shape given to them, the better. This
should have been done when they
were planted ; but, between the hurry
of spring work and the timidity of
the inexperienced, who are afraid to
cat, trees are quite too often set out
just as they come from the nursery.
Such trees must sooner or later be
put into their final shape for bearing,
and the sooner this is done the better.
Some books on fruit ocultare, the
French especially, give diagrams to
show how the tree should be shaded.
These are well enough as suggestions,
but as no trees grow precisely alike,
the only guides in such matters are a
general ideas of the laws which regu-
late growth and common sense in
their application. Working to pattern
cannot be followed, If one has a
young orchard, the first point to be
considered is the height at which he
will make the heads of bis trees. In
localities where the summer is long
and hot, it is claimed that low heads
shade the trunk, and thus are a bene-
fit.  Others wish tn have the beads
bigh eneugh to allow of the passage

ing crops in a young orchard, and,
indeed, it is better to do this than to

| neglect the sail entirely, the practice

is becoming more general of sceding
the boaring orchard to olover and
using it as a pasture for swine, to the
mautual benefit of pigs and trees. The
height of the heads being decided
upon, all branches that start below
this should be removed. The next
point should be to secure an open and
well-balanced head, with the main
branches evenly disposed. Beyond
this, all branches that crowd or cross
ane another, all * water-shoots,” vig-
orous growths, that sometimes start
up in the growing season, should be
cat away. Thesocason’s growth being
completed, the removal of branches at
this time will cause no check ; and as
the branches to be cut are small, no
largo wounds will be exposed. Hence
we say, by all means do such pruning
in autumn, while the weatber is mild
and other farm work is not pressing.

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Raising Strawberries.

From the great number of straw-
berries now in cultivation, it is impos-
sible to say of any two or three, or of
any half-dozen or dozen, * these are
the best and should have the prefer-
ance of all others.” The value of
many varieties depends upon the
locality where they ure raised—soil,
climate, and the particular market
where they are disposed of determin-
ing, in some measure, their worth.
Many of tho varieties of the highest
qualities, and which are most estim-
able for the garden where they are to
pass directly to the table, have pecu-
liarities which unfit them for profit-
able caltivation for shipping to dis-
tant markets. And, on the other
hand, some of the most profitable
varieties for large growers, who send
them to a distance, are so inferior in
quality that they would be refused at
the table of a connoisseur, such as
every amateur grower of this most
delicious fruit should be. To some
extent every strawberry grower must
test varieties for himself, but the fruits
now in cultivation aro all so good,
and the information in regard to
them so full, that there is little dan-
ger in obtaining any that is really
worthless. Those who watch with
lanxiety the advent of every new sort
| of strawberry that is sent out in these
duys when they come almost by
i dozens every season, with the hope of
finding one that will be near their
standard of prefection, whatever that
may be, are in danger of losing sight
of the fuct that the quality of a straw-
berry depends largely upon the man-
ner in which it had been raised. The
best cultivation gives the highest
quality of fruit A deep, rich svil,
clean culture, an abundant supply of

The Cabinet Changes.

Last week several important changes
were made in the personnel of the Domi-
niom Government.

Hon. J. H. Pope who has been Minis-
ter of Agriculture since the formation of
the Government in 1878, and .who has
also administered the Department of
Railways since Sir Charles Tupper’s re-
tirement, relinquished the former office
and becomes the permanent head of the
latter Department,

Hon. John Carling resigned the office
of Postmaster General, and became Min-
ister of Agriculture, vice Pope. Mr.
Oarling has an especial fitness for his
néw office, having served in the Sanfield
Macdonald Government of Ontario, as
Minister of Agriculture. It was under
his adminstration that the Guelph Agri-
cultural Qollege which has been of such
benefit to agriculture in Ontario, was es-
tablished.

The Postmaster Generalship resigned
by Mr. Carling, has been given to Sir
Alexander Campbell, who retired from
the positien of Minister of Justice.

Hon. J. 8. D. Thompson of Halifax,
late of the Supreme Court Bench of
Nova Scotia, becomes Minister of Justice
vice Campbell, and is the only new blood
introduced into' the Cabipet by the
changes. Mr. Thompsan has already
been sworn in, and will seek eleotion in
Antigonishi, the ¢onstituency for' which
he sat in the Local Legislature of Nova
Scotia. . -

The new deal, so far as it relates to
Nova Scotia, has given great offence to
the Grit papers of that Province. The
-aitéing - meuiber. for Antigonish, Mr.
MeIsarc was a staunch @rit. Being
offered & County Court Judgeship, by
8ir John, he promptly ‘aecepted it, and
thus left a vacancy in that county’s re-
presentation “in- the Commons, -which
Mr. Thompson, & OGnservative will ill,
angd this is- what incenses the Grits.
They -assail Mr. Meclsaac for being a
party to a scheme that hands Antigon-
ish over to the Conservative. party, and
they assail 8ir John for making a posi-
tion on the County Court bench, the sub-
"~ jeot of barter, to accomplish that object.
They attack Mr. McIsaac for accepting
office from a Government to which he
was opposed, but the Herald in defend-
ing Mr. Mclsaac’s appointment, relates
how Judge Campbell and Judge Savary,
both strong Tories, were appointed to
the same bench by the McKenzie Gov-
ernment. The Grits are so angry at
4his last clever piece of generalship on
the part of Sir John, which redeems
Antigonish to the Government, and
gives Nova Scotia a new Minister of
great ability, that they scarcely know
what to say. It has quite taken away
their breath.

Judge Meclsaac is well qualified for
his new position. He has been for years
the leading barrister of Antigonish, and
has sat in Parliament eleven years. He
was ‘a strong man personally in his
county, and the Grit party have nobody
to succeed him. The Herald in coming
to Mr. McIsaac’s rescue from the asper-
sions of hig late friends, points out that
“he has done nothing that the most
‘ honorable minded man in the world
“ might mot do. Being offered, he has
‘“ accepted an office for which he was
“fully qualified, and to which he was
“ fairly entitled, on all grounds—except
“that of partizanship. It is true that
¢ thereby Antigonish has been opened,
“and it is also true that the Grit party
“without him may not be able to carry
‘“it. But that is not his fault. It is the
‘ misfortune of the Grit party. If they
‘“ were what they should be, there would
“ be no difficulty in their carrying Anti-
¢ gonish. But they are not what they
“should be by any manner of means,—
“and they know it. They know that
“Judge MclIsaac carried Antigonish in
“ the past in spite of his connection with
‘“the Grit party, and not on account of
“jt. And it is because they can no lon-
¢ ger use his personal strength, and win
“ victories by it, and then claim them as
“QGrit victories, that they are now so
*“ angry and insulting.”

The Grit party in Nova Scotia are
now in quite as bad a way as their
friends in New Brunswick.

one left. Gritism evidently is a plant
that does’nt flourish in Maritime Pro-
vince soil.

Military Discipline.

The unpleasant episode at the mili
tary cawp Sunday morning, the particu-
lars of which are giyen in our news
columns, might have been avoided by
the exercise of a little discretion. The
Sergeant who was the victim of his
Oommanding Officer’s displeasure, and
who was punished for a very trivial
offence under the circumstances, certain-
ly was in the wrong, under-the rules of
military discipline, but reprimand and
caution would have satisfied all‘the de-
mands of the service. It.-was very
courteous indeed, in the Fredericton
Brass Band to4place their services at
the disposal of the camp authorities, to
play the visiting ¢prps to church. The

offending Sergeant is a prominent mem- |-

ber of that Band, and shared in the
obligation under which the Band placed
the military by their very graceful act.
" This fuct alone, should have mitigated
the Sergeant’s offence at least, and in-
sured bl against the ignominy of arrest
and reprimand, publicly and offensively
made and administered. If the mili-
tary discipline in our volunteer force is
to be as rigidly adhered to as in the
regular servics, the matter of starting
from a poin’, higlor in'rank than that
of a sergeai:., might be worthy of con-
sideration. The strict application of
military 1..2s, would drive many wor-
thy military men out of the volunteer
service. Our young men are not pre-
pared to submit to martinet practices in
the camp. They naturally object to the
autocratic superiority assumed by per-
sons,” who, clothed in a little brief
authority, lack discretion and judgment
in the use of it, and it is little wonder
that the public are incensed by the un-
pleasant event of Sunday morning, and
that there is a feeling, that its occur-
rence may hasten some very desirable
changes in the personnel of the corps
concerned.

Educational Matters.

At the recent meeting of the Carletcn
County Teacher’s Institute, the Chief
Superintendent of Education stated that
there are in this Province 20,000 child-
ren of school age who do not attend
school,and ofthose who pass through the
primary terimns, 42,000 leave school with-
out being able to write a decent letter,
and unfitted to enter upon the ordinary
occupations of life.

These are startling statements, and
demand attention. Can it be said that
our educational system is doing the
work it was intended to do, when twenty
thousand children are not taking ad-
vantage of the opportunities which it
offers? But Mr. Crocket’s second state-
ment is equally alarming. There may
be some good and sufficient reasen why
a large proportion of the twenty thou-
sand do not attend school, We know
that in many back settlements children
from quite an early age, are of great as-
sistance to their parents who may be in
indigent circumstances, and require the
services of their children. In other in-
stances, the school is a long distance
from the children, while in the cities,
many parents who, not enjoying the ad-
vantage of an education themselves, do
not appreciate it for their children. But
that forty-two thousand children who
do attend school, leave it without being
able to write a decent letter, and unfit-
ted to enter upon the ordinary occupa-
tions of life, is a reflection on some
part of the educational system, or per-
haps on the whole of it, from the Chief
Superintendent down. If this state-
ment is correct, it is quite clear that the
primary object of our boasted free school
system, namely to give a practical educa-
tion to the masses, is being lost sight of,
and the more quickly a reform is insti-
tuted to remedy the matter, the better
for the country,
done a great work for New Brunswick.
The work ought to be great, however,
to be commensurate with the large ex-
penditure involved in its execution. We
give one fourth of our revenue for edu-
cational purposes, and the tax payers of
the country contribute a very much
larger sum. It is the duty of those who
have control of the expenditure of this
large amount of money, to see that it is
placed to advantage ; to make the effect
of its expenditure, as useful and far
reaching as possible. Are they doing
this? The statements of the Chief
Superintendent would indicate that a
large proportion of the amount is being
abgolutely thrown away.

The Carleton Sentinel in discussing
Mr. Crocket’s statements, says that “in
“listening to Mr. Crocket, ome can
“scarcely fail to read between the lines
“of his utterances, a depressing convic-
that our system is not accomplishing
‘““its desired ends. And how can it.
“ With salaries that should not invite
“the best teaching talent, with a sys-
“tem of cram that without regard to the
‘ capabilities, the mental calibre or the
“future intentions and prospects as re-
* gards the vocations of life of the pupil,
“all are alike dosed with a wearisome
¢ programme of studies which, in the or-
“nary time allotted to the majority of
¢ children at school, not one in a thou-
“sand can master. In our educational
¢ reforms, and it is apt to be the case in
“all great reforms, the movement is too
“rapid and goes from one extreme to
‘“the other. What our common school
« gystem should do, with the liberal ex-
¢ penditures made in connection with it,
¢ ig to afford to every child, of ordinary
¢ intelligence, such an acquaintaneé with

and mastery of the three R,’s—and if
‘‘you like mechanical drawing and do-

‘mestic economy—as will prepare and
¢ fit them for the entering upon any of
“those ordinary avocations for which
‘“alone the great majority of children
“ are intended, and to which alone there
“is for them an opening, This done by
“ the state, let the case of the minority
“who from their circumstances, or pe-
‘ culiar ability may desire, or find it ex-
* pedient to branch out into higher edu-
“ cational courses, be otherwise provided
¢ for.”

Thege are remarks to the point, and
our legislators, and the officials who ad-
minister the educational department,
have heard them before. Let the state
afford a practical education to the masses,
and there let state responsibility rest.
Such a work as that properly performed,
would achieye all that is expected of the
Free School System, and the people
ought to hold responsible, those whose
business it is to have that work accom-
plished, if the expectations of the sys-
tem are not realized.

IMPRESSIONS OF FREDERICTON.

By .a recent Visitor.

of the FARMER.)

Truro, N. 8., Sept. 26,

% You ask in common with scores of others,
what are my impressions of Fredericton ?
Having arrived late on Saturday night, my
first impression on Sunday morning wae, that
I bad struck an Eoglish garrison town, and
as first impressions are generally lasting, I
never got rightly over it. I first heard the
% drees for parade’’ bugle, next the * fall in,”
then the band struck up an old famaliar quick
step, in & manner that reminded me of the
days of ‘““auld lang syne,’”’ and like an old
war horse I was on my metal, and repsired
to the barrack parade ground. Old soldiers
are naturally frejudieed sgainst make believe
soldiers, and 1 expected to see & very awk-
ward equad, but was most agreeably surprised.
A more soldierly looking lot of men I have
seldom seen. Their appearance on parade,
their movements in the ranks as well as their
conduct on the streets, when off duty, speaks
volumes for the discipline of the echool, and
the excellent military training it affords.
Marching with the band, I am led to a very
pretty little cathedral, where the services are
80 thoroughly evangelical, that it is difficul
to belisve I am not in the old parish church
of my boyhood days. T enjnyed the services,
thoroughly, and as proof, I have only to add
that I was never absent any Sunday during
my stay. Fredericton as a town is

THE MOST THOROUGHLY ENGLISH

in its appearance of any town of its size in
this country. The buiidings are solid, well
built structures, nearly all of brick and stone,
and gives one the impression that their own-
er’s “ mean to stay.” Conversing with the
business men, one gets the impression, that
they have faith in the prosperity of the
place, and they show their faith by their
worke, hence one meets but few croakers,
and hears very little about bard times. The
very large number of well built and well or-
dered stores, together with the magnificent
residences and beautifully kept grounds,
would do credit to any place thrice the size
of Fredericton in this country. The Hotels
will compare favorably with anything in St.
John, and Halifax has nothing to compare
with either the Queen or Barker House.
Ot the “Queen” I can speak from experi-
ence, The old song eays, ““ there is no place
like home.” I feel inclined, to add except it
be the ““ Queen Hotel’’ at Fredericton. No
wonder the boys all speak well of it. Hotel
keepers like poets, are born not made, and
“Jack Edwards’ was born for the business.
As long as he and his kind and genial partner
live, if they keep a hotel, it will always be
the queen hotel of the place and their
house will be always popular.

Let us glance at the other side of the pic-
ture. There are some old fogies in or about
Fredericton, notwithstanding I did not meet
them, They always leave their tracks be-
hind them. Witness the antedeluvian, affair
in course of construction, they call a bridge.
A wooden bridge in this 19th century, over
the St. John river! Another proof of old
fogyism. I met a mechanic who had been em-

loyed a month in the town, when two dol-
ars of a tax was demanded from him, which
he refused to pay, preferring to leave the
place and his employment, rather than sub-
mit to such an outrage. Who can blame
him? The man had to live, and was the
town not benefited indirectly to the extent of
the profit on his labor, and the amount it
cost him to live ? Again the impoeition of a
tax on commercial men, has led to the form-
ation of what is known as the

FRRDERICTON LAND LEAGUE

a black spot on the pages of her history.
Every man who visits a place and pays his
bills when he leaves, is a benefit to the place.
There are places in this country, where the
people are only moving about to save fuveral
expenses, and a tax upon every one who vieit
such a place would only be in “keeping with’’
the place and its surroundings, but we ex-
pected better things of Fredericton, and still
believe that the .intelligent portion of its
people have no sympathy with any such par-
row mindedness.

A few words in favor of your noble and
majestic river and I will bring this long-
winded letter to a close. [f this magnificent
river, with its natural scenery, grand as it
is in the extreme, was situated in some dis-
tant part of the old world, or some very diffi-
cult place to reach on this continent, the
whole world would resound with its praises,
and thousands would flock to see it. It has
been called the Rhine of America. The
comparison is flattering to the Rhine, for it
is only an insignificant stream compared to
the St. John River. Whilst the Rhine has
some scenery of wild grandeur, there is much
of the natural scenery of the St, Jobn, if
transferred to canvass fuithfully, would be
asthetic enough to please even * Oscar,’” and
would be condemned by the would-be-critics
as uonatural, and overdrawn from the imagi-
nation of the artist.

Permit e to say in conclusion, that I
never spent & more plessant time away from
home i1n my life. The kindness of the
Host and Hostess of the * Queen,”’ and -also
the pleasant time with * the boys,!’ will eyer
be remembered by me, and I hope ere many
weeks I shall again visit your pretty and de-
servedly prosperous town.’’
