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grasped by the other, the tubers mayi 
be lifted almost at a single operation 
and shaken upon the surface to dry 
for ap hour or 80, before picking and 
sorting. Some farmers make much 
unnecessary work in harvesting this 
crop. They pull the vines, then dig 
out the potatoes with hoes or hooks, 
throwing them into baskets which are 
emptied into a cart or wagon, from 
which they are afterwards sorted be­
fore putting into the cellar. It is 
bettor to sort when picking from the 
field, and a fork is far better than a 
boe for lifting and spreading out the 
tubers to dry.

When one has a largo field that is 
fairly free from rocks and weeds, the 
digging can be done very rapidly by 
the use of a small, double-winged 
plough, drawn by a horse, letting the 
horse walk on the row, or better, have 
two horses astride the row. Unless 
there are pickers enough to keep up 
with the team, which is impracticable, 
the team should go through the field 
taking alternate rows, and after these 
are cleaned up, go through again, 
taking the remaining rows. Farmers 
must economize in every way possible 
to save labor in producing their crops, 
or they will have reason to complain 
of -'hard times." When the potatoes 
are pot in the cellar, see that they are 
covered from the light, which will 
turn the skin green and make the 
potato bitter and practically worth- 
less, except for planting. One thick- 
ness of newspaper, if nothing better 
can he had, will shut out the light and 
keep the tubers sound. Store in the 
coolest part of the cellar, where there 
will be no danger from freezing. A 
warm cellar smarts the sproqts too 
early in the spring.—N. E. Farmer.

Agriculture Bermuda Grass. Shall we Prune in Autumn? Miscellaneous.ou *0010 4

To the above question we say, de­
cidedly, yes, provided the question 
applies to newly-planted trees—those 
set last spring or within a few years. 
The sooner such trees have their final 
shape given to them, the better. This 
should have been done when they 
were planted ; but, between the hurry 
of spring work and the timidity of 
the inexperienced, who are afraid to 
cut, trees are quite too often set out 
just as they come from the nursery. 
Such trees must sooner or later be 
put into their final shape for bearing, 
and the sooner this is done the better. 
Some books on fruit culture, the 
French especially, give diagrams to 
show how the tree should be shaded. 
These are well enough as suggestions, 
but as no trees grow precisely alike, 
the only guides in such matters are a 
general ideas of the laws which regu­
late growth and common sense in 
their application. Working to pattern 
cannot be followed, If one has a 
young orchard, the first point to be 
considered is the height at which he 
will make the beads of bis trees. In 
localities where the summer is long 
and hot, it is claimed that low heads 
shade the trunk, and thus are a bene-

An exchange has the following item 
relative to this excellent grass: Once 
sodded the work is done for one hun­
dred years. The grazing and hay 
continues to improve as the sod thick, 
ens and the land becomes richer, which 
it will do every year. ’Tis better to 
have some bottoms and some uplands, 
especially if you bave a creek bottom 
which you are afraid to cultivate, 
hence cannot utilize on account of the 
danger of overflows washing away the 
newly-plowed soil. By having bot­
tomlands and uplands you have graz 
ing through wet and dry seasons. 
Such a piece of land is worth more in 
Bermuda grass than if planted in corn. 
The sod being very tough, it is never 
so wet that you cannot turn stock on 
it Hence you save a great deal by 
grazing your plow stock on wet days. 
Horses, cows, sheep and hogs are 
equally fond of it, and it is sufficiently 
strong to fatten them when not at 
work. It puts forth as easily as any 
grass in the spring. You can graze it 
till winter ; or until your harvest fields 
are open, then take your stock off and 
mow it for hay in the fall, for winter 
feed. Or, if the lands are rich it will 
grow up until fall, after the frost, and 
cattle and other stock will subsist on 
it (the dry grass) all the winter and 
spring, after your other crop pastures 
are eater out.

Concerning Fertilizers.

Prof. Caldwell of Cornell Univer-, 
sity some time since made a suggestive 
address on fertilizers before the Mas-I 
aacbusetts Horticultural Society at 
Boston. In conclusion be summarized| 
his doctrine on the subject as follows:

1. That if enough of the needed 
elements of food of the gardner’s or 
horticulturist’s crops cannot be ob- 
tained in stable manure or other 
animal waste, it can be procured in 
the trade in unlimited quantity, and 
in every degree of availability de­
pending on certain grades of solubility 
and in the greatest variety of mixtures, 
to suit any whim or fancy of crop or 
crop growers.

2 That profitable crop-growing can 
be carried on for at least many years 
with these commercial fertilizers 
alone

3. That the most evident distinction 
between stable manure and commer­
cial fertilizers, and .the distinction 
upon which we should therefore base 
an explanation of the greater reliabil­
ity of the former, is its large propor­
tion of vegetable matter, or humus- 
forming material, of which commer­
cial fertilizers contain practically 
none.

4. That soils contain in a difficultly 
soluble condition, and therefore not 
ear ily fed upon by the crop, all the 
needed elements of plant food.

5. That humus by the decay it suf­
fers in the soil, furnishes carbonic acid 
and other solvent agents, and this 

|carbonic acid appears to play an im- 
pottant part in the nourishment of 
crops, bringing this bative insoluble 
stock of plant food within their easy 
reach.

6. That oven if we add water solu 
ble plant food to the soil, it becomes 
largely insoluble before the crop can 
feed upon it or needs it; therefore 
soluble plant food added in the soil in 
commercial fertilizers also needs the 
help of the humus finally for its solu­
tion.

7. That plant food, in most animal 
and vegetable residues used as ma-

While there is no objection to cultivat­
ing crops in a young orchard, and, 
indeed, it is better to do this than to 
neglect the soil entirely, the practice 
is becoming more general of seeding 
the bearing orchard to clover and 
using it as a pasture for swine, to the 
mutual benefit of pigs and trees. The 
height of the heads being decided 
upon, all branches that start below 
this should be removed. The next 
point should be to secure an open and 
well-balanced head, with the main 
branches evenly disposed. Beyond 
this, all branches that crowd or cross 
one another, all “ water-shoots,” vig­
orous growths, that sometimes start 
up in the growing season, should be 
cut away. The season’s growth being 
completed, the removal of branches at 
this time will cause no check; and as 
the branches to be cut are small, no 
largo wounds will be exposed. Hence 
we say, by all means do such pruning 
in autumn, while the weather is mild 
and other farm work is not pressing.

In a short time now the vegetables ( 
will be taken to the cellar. Usually 
this place of storage is under thehouse, 
and it is, therefore, of the utmost 
necessity, if wo regard our health, to 
attend to the ventilation of the cellar,| 
If there is no ventilation the gasses 
from decaying vegetables will per- 
meate the whole house and endanger 
health and life. Without ventilation, 
toq, the chances of decay are very 
much greater. Hero, not only health, 
but economy, demands attention to 
this matter. Then the rat boles should 
be etopped up. Under no circum­
stances permit these vermin to have a 
free ran among the fruit and vege- 
tables. Wo know bow difficult a 
problem it is sometimes to rid a 
premises of rats unless we resort to 
poisoning, which is not always agree­
able. But there is no excuse for leav­
ing holes open. Plaster them up. 
Use mortar in which is mixed pounded 
glass, then if they do get in they most 
come in some other way than through 
the old holes. We recently saw it 
stated that if chloride of limo was dis­
solved in waler — making it very 
strong—and the liquid was poured into 
rat holos it would drive the rats off the 
premises. We do not know how true 
this may be, but the remedy is cheap 
and is not difficult of application, and 
if it works it will prove a great bless­
ing. Try it. But do not let the rats 
have the run of the cellar without a 
fight for it, at least.

Fall Ploughing.

Cultivated fields that have become 
foul by the growth of weeds or grass, 
and especially the former, should re­
ceive attention by the thorough use 
of the plough, whereby they are turn­
ed under, and by decomposition serve 
to enrich the soil rather than be left 
to draw from its fertility. There are 
some seasons, of which this is one, in 
which it appears as though the war­
fare against woods was ceaseless, and 
when the enemy seems to gain ground. 
Then is the time that the plough 
should be brought into exercise and

ers that the best way to get the great­
est number of pounds of flesh is to feed 
the birds all they will eat, right from 
the time they hatch out till they are 
ready for market. While they are 
running at large is the time to deve­
lop them. They undoubtedly get 
much food in the field, the shattered 
grain, the “ hoppers,” worms, etc., but 
then they must bo supplemented by 
daily or twice daily feeds of grain at 
the barn. Turkeys cannot bear con­
finement, especially in flocks or singly, 
and should never bo confined longer 
than a week or ten days before killing 
An ordinary rail pen is one of the best 
for the purpose, for they like to be on 
ibe ground. At this time feed princi­
pally on cooked or soft food and plenty 
of milk, if you bave it to spare, giving 
occasionally hard grain to keep the 
fiesh solid and firm.—Poultry Monthly.

Harvesting Potatoes.

IFE. I$1.THE SC Do not leave the potatoes in the 
ground long after they are ready to 
harvest. It is cold work handling 
potatoes after the ground begins to 
freeze nights. The cold and the dirt 
often make the hands crack and be­
come very sore. Besides, late digging 
gives the weeds and grass a chance to 
grow, and makes the work of digging 
still harder. Some think the late fall 
rains injure the quality of the tubers 
for eating. However this may be, 
there is nothing gained by leaving 
sound potatoes long in the ground 
after they are ripe and ready to dig. 
When the crop is rotting, however, it 
well to leave them undug till the dis­
ease is far enough advanced, so that 
the unsound can be separated from the 
sound ones without difficulty- Dig in 
fair weather so that the tubers will 
come out clean. Potatoes dug when 
the ground is muddy never look well 
in the bin, nor are they as saleable in 
market. If the while grub is very 
abundant in the soil, it may be neces­
sary to dig to save the crop, even be 
fore the vines are dead.

If potatoes are dug by band, it is 
easier to lift them while the vines are

The old saying that “a stitch in time 
saves nine,” finds an appropriate ap­
plication in many directions of labor. 
There is nothing of more importance 
to the farmer than his fences, and be 
should have an eye to their security, 
especially when they are likely to 
endanger crops. Proper repairs should 
be made in the spring, and if these 
are neglected trouble is likely to fol­
low ; this was illustrated only a little 
time since in the case of a neighbor 
whose corn field received a visitation 
from bis stock, because of a neglect to 
make necessary repairs. After the 
horse was stolen the lock was put 
upon the barn. How much belter it 
would bave been to have made the 
repair at the proper time.-----• -----

11 You ask in common with scores of others, 

what are my impressions of Fredericton? 
Having arrived late on Saturday night, my 
first impression on Sunday morning was, that 
I had struck an English garrison town, and 
as first impressions are generally lasting, I 
never got rightly over it.

The unpleasant episode at the mili 
tary camp Sunday morning, the particu­
lars of which are given in our news 
columns, might have been avoided by 
the exercise of a little discretion. The

I looked around end eew him struggling to 
regain hie hold on the rail. Blood was run­
ning down his face, and be must have 
received a severe cut about the head at the 
time he had his leg broken. This sea also 
carried away the only two boats we bad on 
board. Our ecow had been carried away 
from the side of the ship some time before. 
Our positions were now beyond description. 
Every one was looking out for himself. The 
gale was at it height, the sea went

CLEAN OVER US AT EVERY ROLL, 

and all hope of ever surviving was given up. 
I recognized Griffiths, Napier and others 
about ten feet from where I was, and the 
next moment a monster sea swept over us 
and we were all launched into the sea to- 
gether with the bridge. I, with Hartley 
Stackhouse, Samael Scribner, and two others 
whom I did not know, got on a piece of the 
wreckage. I saw Griffiths near by clinging 
to another piece of the wreckage. There was 
no one with him. Two others were also 
close to me on a piece of the bridge. Two of 
the men on the wreckage with me were 
elderly men with whiskers, and did not long 
last the fury of the gale. They died from ex­
posure. Hartley Stackhouse became derang­
ed in his mind and I got some rope off the 
wreckage and with the assistance of Samuel 
Scribner tied bis hands as best I could to the 
portions of wreck we were clinging to. About 
this time the gale began to subside. I never 
saw Napier after we were all swept from the 
bridge. Griffiths hung to bis piece of wreck­
age for fully an hour, and then succumbed. I 
could see bim when the sea would raise our 
"rafts." The only persons that now remain­
ed was Scribner (Samuel), Stackhouse and 
myself. We drifted back towards the wreck 
and we got into the surf. Here our “ raft”

Eight Widows and Twenty Nine 
Orphans left without support.

The Humacao, a Spanish steamer of 1,650 
tone, went ashore on Wallace rock, Murr 
ledges, during a thick fog, on Wednesday, 
August 5th. She was then on a passage be-, 
tween Baltimore end St. John, and had on 
board a crew of about 40 men all told. There 
was a light sea running at the time, and 
captain and crew remained by the ship until 
assistance was procured from Grand Manan, 
an island which is distant about five miles 
from the Murr ledges. During the day the 
sea rose, and the captain, fearing his ship 
would break up, left her and went ashore. 
The following Friday evening be reached St. 
John.

Old navigators of the bay regard the Murr 
ledges as among the most dangerous, end 
when the agent of the underwriter, after a 
visit to the scene of the wreck, invited per­
sons to tender for raising the steamer, no one 
could be found willing to take the risk, 
There wea but one chance, apparently, for 
the success of the venture. The etesmer was 
etrended on the inner of the four rocks, 
which are far out of water at low tide. But

CONCES!SWEPT OVER THE DECKS.

Persons had almost forgotten the wreck until 
week before last, when it was announced 
that the wreck had been purchased by Donald 
McNeil, of New York, James Griffiths and 
others of St. John. On Saturday night the 
19th inst., at a late hour the tug Dirigo left 
St. John with Mr. Griffiths and a gang of ten 
men and appliances for breaking up the 
steamer. Monday evening the Dirigo re­
turned to St. John and reported that the 
position of the vessel was unchanged and 
that the wrecking had commenced. This 
was the only intelligence received from 
Grand Manan until last Wednesday, noon, 
when Mr. J. H. Harding, agent of the marine 
and. fisheries department, St. John, received 
a telegram from W. B. McLaughlin, light- 
house keeper at south west head Grand 
Manan, to the effect that the steamer was 
breaking op and that her smoke-stack and 
foremast had already gone by the boar.

About 2 o’clock another despatch was 
received in St. John. This was from Capt. 
Johnson and contained the following words: 
“Steamship hove off ledge and sunk ; all 
hands supposed to have been lost." This 
despatch was dated from Seal Cove and was 
addressed to Mr. H. J. Olive. Its contents 
were aoon on the street and the office was 
besieged for fuller particular. None could 
be obtained, however. Telegrams were sent 
to every part of Grand Manan, but very little 
additional could be had save in confirmation of 
the news, and it was not until the arrival of

THE NAHMS OF THE VICTIMS.

The following is a complete list of those 
lost on the wreck:—

James Griffiths was known as a man of 
great business pluck and energy. He came to 
St. John from Boston soon after the great 
fire of 1877, and started in business.

at the scene of the Wreck until 4 P. M., 
which was a long and tedious trip, occasioned 
by a strong head wind, thus rendering it im- 
possible to make good time. We found a 
heavy swell on and could not go handy to the 
Humacoa. We hailed the steamer and they 
announced they ‘were short of water and 
would like to have some. James Napier, 
Jeremiah Daley, (the only survivor) and two 
others, whom I could not recognize, made an 
endeavor to reach us in a small boat, but 
could not get net from the aide of the steamer 
owing to the heavy swell. After promising 
to return at 10 o'clock at night, we left the 
wreck and proceeded to the cove, about six 
miles distant. We laid at that place until 9 
o’clock, at which hour we started for the 
steamer. We reached the steamer a little 
before 10. The swell was no greater than at 
4o’clock. It was then high water and I ran 
within my boat’s length of the steamship and 
hailed her. I asked them to send a boat and 
we would fill their tank with water. Some 
one of the parties on board of the steamship 
replied in some words that could not be un­
derstood. The only words we understood was 
that for him to bring the tug alongside, 
but that could not be done, as it was too 
rough. James Griffiths then replied never 
mind, but leave it until the morning. We 
then returned to Seal Cove with the intention 
of returning at 10 o'clock Wednesday morn­
ing. We arrived at Seal Cove a little after 
11 o'clock. Shortly after we arrived there it 
commenced to blow from the south and east 
with heavy rain and continued so all night. 
At daylight on the morning of Wednesday it 
was still drizzling rain with a thick fog and 
wind south. It cleared up between 8 and 9 
o'clock, but there was a squall from the west- 
ward and a heavy sea. The Humacao was

He resided on 
Sheriff street, Portland, where he leaves a 
widow and one child. He was a brother in 
law of Jas. Clarke, mentioned above. John 
M’Gee was a ship laborer and for a time was 
employed in James Harris & Co.’s establish- 
ment.

All lhe men who perished lived within 
two blocks, and in the very heart of the city 
of Portland. They were ell native born and 
had large families dependent upon them. 
Within these two blocks there were left 
thirty-seven souls—twenty-nine orphans and 
eight widows. All the men, Mr. Napier ex­
cepted, were dependent upon their daily 
wages for the support of their families. 
Some of them are, of course, in worse circum­
stances than others.

Mrs. Griffiths, whose husband was one of 
the purchasers of the bull, was very much 
opposed to her husband’s going down to the 
steamer. When he left home on Saturday 
she said “ Jim, I shall never see you again.” 
He, man like, laughed at her fears, but bow 
terribly bas the prediction been fulfilled? 
Mre. Griffiths is completely prostrated, and 
the physician in attendance will allow no one 
to see ber. The bereaved families of the 
other men are also in a terrible state, and 
cannot fully realize their position.

One of these 
was put off in charge of pilot Quinn (who 
went down with us on Tuesday) and two 
fishermen from the co ve. The got to Daley 
and picked him up and brought him to the 
tug. Daley appeared to be quite fresh. We 
then cruised around among the ledges until 
dark in the hope of finding some of the others, 
but saw no trace of them. A few small 
pieces of the steamer was drifting around, but 
that was all. The midship portion of her is 
still visible on the ledge. We then proceed­
ed to Seal Cove and arrived between 5 and G 
o'clock Wednesday evening. We left there 
yesterday] morning at 8 o’clock and came 
through tbs passages by way of Flagg’s Cove 
and of course did not see the wreck.
