London, Jan. 11.—Dr. Karl 
Liebknecht, the Spartacan lead­
er in Germany, was killed dur­
ing street fighting on Thursday 
evening, according to a Copen­
hagen dispatch to the Exchange 
Telegraph Company.
NO CONFIRMATION OF 
DEATH OF LIEBKNECHT

London, Jan. 11.—Several dispatches 
from the Associated Press correspond­
ents in Berlin filed on Friday, up to 3 
o'clock in the afternoon, and received 
here this morning, contained no mention 
of the reported death of Dr. Leib- 
kneoht. The dispatches, in fact, do not 
refer to happenings in Berlin, but deal 
with events in the provinces or with 
press comment. Nothing definite is 
known here as to what Friday's devel­
opments in Berlin really were.

Delayed Amsterdam advices, dated 
Thursday, contain reports of further 
activity by the Spartacans in the Rhine 
towns. They apparently control Dussel­
dorf. where several prominent persons 
were arrested while many others only 
escaped arrest by crossing the Rhine. 
The Muenster Anzeiger reports that the 
Spartacans stormed the prison in Muen­
ster and set free 170 criminals. At 
Mulheim, during a big demonstration 
of strikers on Wednesday the strikers 
seized all newspaper buildings and is­
sued the general Anzeiger. the next 
morning, as the Red Flag, designating 
it as the organ of the revolutionary 
workers of Mulheim. They forbade the 
issuance of all the other newspapers.

The private residence in Mulheim of 
Leo Stinnes, the industrial magnate, 
was entered and ransacked by a mob, 
which was later dispersed by the police.

Ottawa Jan. 11.—While Canada's 
Paper tribunal will be busy for some 
days yet with the appeal of manufac- 
turers and publishers from Commis­
sioner Pringle's price of $69 per ton for 
newsprint there is scheduled for the 
near future a nice little fight among 
the paper manufacturers themselves.

The Fort Frances Pulp and Paper 
Company is this time the object of at- 

ck and Victor E. Mitchell has filed 
a brief on behalf of the Abitibi, Spanish 
River and St. Maurice companies in 
appeal against the differential granted 
the Fort Frances Company by Commis­
sioner Pringle.

The most interesting part of this brief 
is its criticism of the Ottawa Govern­
ment which in October last passed an 
order-in-council instructing the minis- 
ter of customs to cut off the export 
license of any company refusing to 
comply with Controller Pringle’s order 
as to payment of differential.

Described as Unfair.
The brief describes this as ‘a drastic, 

unconstitutional, unjust and unfair 
remedy." It says that on September 26, 
the very day Mr. Pringle made the or­
der fixing the price of paper at $69 per 
ton. representatives of the Fort Frances 
Company walked into Mr. Pringle’s of­
fice and requested that, they be paid at 
once $24,045, representing the $7 a ton 
which had been paid to the controller by 
their customers under order-in-council, 
February 18. 1918.

The controller complied and made a 
report to the minister of finance recom­
mending authority be given for the 
payment of the said $24.045. The order 
was approved by the minister of finance 
and confirmed by order-in-council Sep­
tember 30. So the Fort Frances Com- 
Dany got their $7 a ton nearly two 
months before the other mills, although 
the latter were just as much entitled 
to receive their money September 30. 
and many, of thm had in the meantime 
made repeated requests to the con­
troller for payment.

Was Government Action Necessary?
While Mr. Mitchell’s brief is directed 

against the Fort Frances Company, it 
would also seem to touch the situation 
with regard to the publishers, for it 
attacks the right of the Government to 
interfere in the price of newsprint at 
all. It declares that no doubt the Gov­
ernment during the war has the right 
to fix prices “provided that by reason 
of the war it is necessary or advisable 
so to do. for the security, defence, peace, 
order and welfare of Canada." It is, it is 
submitted, highly questionable—and the 
three mills raise the question for de- 
termination by this tribunal—whether 
the security, defence, peace, order and 
welfare 1 of Canada required and ren­
dered necessary by reason of the w 
any Government interference in the 
supply of newsprint to Canadian pub- 
lishers.

GOVERNMENT FORCES IN CONTROL 
AS FAR AS CENTRE OF BERLIN

London, Friday. Jan. 10. —Government 
forces control the situation in Berlin, 
as far as the centre of the city, compris­
ing the principal Government buildings 
and the retail shopping districts Latest 
advices give no indication of what has 
been accomplished towards clearing the 
Spartacans from their strongholds In 
the outlying districts.

Loyal troops are being reinforced and 
the arming of elements of the popula­
tion willing to risk their lives to down 
the Bolshevists is in progress. Philip 
Scheidemann and Premier Ebert are 
apparently determined to vigorously 
press the camp ilgn against the follow­
ers of Liebknecht as soon as their 
strength is completely in the field. The 
cabinet has flatly refused to accept the 
offered mediation of the Independent 
Socialists to reconcile the Socialist fac­
tions, accusing the independents of 
working “hand in glove" with the Spar­
tacans.

The Spartacans are now endeavoring 
to summon hunger and thirst as their 
allies and have succeeded in interfering 
seriously with supplies. Large parts of 
Berlin are reported to have gone without 
bread yesterday and today. Panicky

scenes are reported at bread shops.
The Spartacan forces have occupied 

a. number of gas plants, electric power- 
houses and waterworks in various parts 
of the city. Gruenwald, a suburb. is 
without these necessities. This suburb, 
however, is populated almost exclusively 
by the wealthier classes and pressure 
against it is not likely to affect the 
Socialist Government. Karl Radek, who 
is the chief adviser of Dr. Liebknecht, 
and is familiar with the strategy be­
hind the Bolshevist movement, in Russia, 
is in Berlin. The Spartacans are re­
ported to be desperately endeavoring to 
spread their activities into other parts 
of Germany.

From 
the time of its adoption to the close 
of the war, only two warships were re­
ported having been sunk by mines. The 
most recent use of the paravanes was 
on the occasion of British warships en­
tering the Baltic through a closely 
mine-strewn area. The steel wire moor­
ing ropes of the mines are said to have 
been cut by the paravenes as easily as 
string is cut by scissors.

Berlin. Jan. 10.—(By the Associated 
Press).—Heavy fighting is reported be­
tween Poles and Germans in the Prov­
ince of Posen. The Germans captured 
Czarikau, in the northern part of the 
province, taking the place by assault.

FEW DAYS ago the world was amazed and 
amused by the news that Ignace Paderewski

the broad masses of the British
and. French people are too sensible of 
what liberty means to accept the grotesque and 
ghastly mess which the Bolshevik are endeavoring 
to cram down the world's throat, the postpone­
ment of industrial reconstraction and demobiliza­
tion might cause an exasperating unrest and dis- 
content, if nothing worse. The complete triumph 
of Ebert and lus moderates will be a heavy blow 
to Bolshevism, as it will make more difficult the 
securing of a footing in Entente countries, the 
great ultimate goal, to reach which the wreck­
ing of Germany would be merely a step. Also the 
downfall of the extremists will remove a serious 
obstacle to the smooth running of the peace con­
ference.

At the moment, Germany is experiencing 
much the same experience as fell upon Russia 
immediately' following the revolution. As at 
Petrograd, so at. Berlin, two groups are fighting 
for supremacy, the one frankly “Red,” represent- 
ing a minority, the other seeking to establish 
democratic government by lawful legislative 
methods. Roughly, one faction is for the bullet, 
the other for the ballot. Ebert is the “Kerensky” 
of Germany, Liebknecht the “Lenine.” Fortun­

“The power of the franchise" is a phrase which has been traveling from lip 

to lip for sometime past, especially among women who have but lately attained 
it. And along with this talk goes a shameful ignorance on the part of many 
as to the grounds on which they are given a vote, and the supreme necessity of 
having their names appear on the voters’ lists. A hasty appearance at the polls 
on election day will gain nothing, no matter how hard the individual may have 
worked for, and enthused over that particular election, if at the same time her| 
name fails to be written upon the voters' list.

Perhaps a frank statement telling just who Is permitted to have a vote and 
on what grounds, will help to clear up difficulties and make matters much easier, 
on the next election day, whether it be municipal, provincial or Dominion.

As the war-times election act stands today, every man of 21 years of age,| 
every soldier, and every woman who is either a mother, wife or sister of a 
soldier, is qualified to vote in a Dominion election. By the next election, how-: 
ever, the war-times act will no longer be valid, and It is almost certain that, 
every man and woman who has attained the age of 21 years, and is a British 
subject, will be entitled to the vote.

Equal franchise has now been granted by the Provincial Government and 
for the next Provincial election every man and woman of 21 years of age and 
over, who is at the same time a British subject, will be permitted to cast a vote ■

The municipal elections are much more complicated, and consequently there ! 
is greater risk of names not appearing on the voters’ list through ignorance.; 
For the municipal elections the suffrage is also equal. What stands for a man, 
remains the same for a woman. Property owners to the amount of $400 are 
assessed, and consequently receive a vote. If husband and wife are joint own­
ers of property to the amount of $800, each has a vote. Tenants letting property 
valued at $400 may vote. If husband and wife are joint tenants of property 
valued at $800, each has a vote. Every person, man or woman, receiving a salary 
of at least $1,000 is assessed for $400 of that amount, and consequently has a 
vote. There is a $600 salary exemption. Householders are exempted to the 
amount of $1,500.

Men of 21 years of age, receiving less than $1,000 salary, who neither own 
nor rent property to the amount of $400, do not have a vote in the municipal 
elections, as some women ignorantly have thought. Both women and men vote 
in exactly the same capacity.

But this agreement did not 
surrender any of the Slav claims to 
Adriatic coast lands.Finally there is a Delphic utterance 
at Rome last spring, which committed 
Italy to nothing but sympathy with the 
Slav aspiration for a united nation and 
to a rather indefinite recognition of the 
principle of self-determination and the 
claims of race and language in settling 
the disputes between Italians and Slavs.
