On the two and one half acres 
the crops being gathered will give at the 
rate of $000.00 per acre. If the cost of 
fertilizing this ground, of cultivating, 
spraying, gathering and marketing, be 
put at $105.00 per acre (which is a very 
liberal allowance) the net return will t>e 
about $435.00 per sere. This amount 
would pay for the first cost of the laud 
and the trees set on it.
