The Money Order Offices in operation on the 30th June, 1883, were 828, an
‘increase of 22 during the year then ended. Between the close of the fiscal year and
the 1st January, 1884, there were added 37 additional Money Order Offices, 6 of these
being in the North-West Territories, to which the system has now been extended.

A general increase has marked the operations of the Money Order System, both
-domestic and international, during the year. This has been especially noticeable in
the issues upon the United Kingdom, and has been influenced, no doubt, in s large

measure by the great reduction in the charges upon: Money Orders exchanged
with the United Kingdom, which took place on the 1st July, 1882.

Domestic business increased 9 per cent. as against an increase of 5 per cent. in
1882, as compared with 1881,

Canadian issues payable in the United States increased 31 per cent., as againstan
increase of 28 per cent. in 1882 as compared with 1881.

Canadian issues payable in the United Kingdom increased 50 per cent,, as against
an increase of 28 per cent. in 1882 as compared with 1881,

During the past year the Department has been engaged in correspondence and nego-
tiations with the Postal Departments of various Foreign Countries and British-
‘Colonies with a view to a reciprocal interchange of Money Orders, the result being
that on 1st July last (1883) an exchange of Money Orders came into force between
‘Canada and the following countries :—

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As regards the Maritime Provinces, the above duties are conveniently performed
at Halifax and St. John.

The negotiations between this Department and the French Postal authorities for
an interchange of Money Orders with France, were brought to a satisfactory con-
elusion some months ago, and the diplomatic ratification necessary, aceording to
French official usage, is all that is now wanting to enable effect to be given to the
arrangements.

Correspondence is now in progress respecting tho addition of Norway, Sweden,
Denmark and The Netherlands to the countries with which Money Orders may be
exchanged.

It will be observed, by the table which accompanies this Report, that the
revenue derived from the Money Order System during the fiscal year shows but a
trifling increase over that of 1882. This is explained by the reduction of fees on the
British and Newfoundland Money Order business, which, at the former scale, would
have yieldod $6,000 more revenue during the year than that actually produced.

I'he Money Order business in city offices being now such as to permit a line to be
drawn between the generaldutiesin these offices,and those which are exclusively Money
Order, it has been thought right, as a matter of information, to add to the published
expenses of the Money Order System, beginning with the present Report, the approx-
imate cost for salaries of those clerks in city offices, exclusively engaged in Money
Order duties, and where combined Money Order and Savings Banks duties are per-
formed, an approximate of the amount chargeable to the former. This, and the.
expenses incurred for printing in connection with the extension of Money Order
business to foreign countries, explain the increase under the head of expenditure.

The business of the Money Order System was marked by continued freedom
from loss by defalcation during the past year.

On 1st April, 1883, the service between Fort Ellice and Shell River, 33 miles,
which also supplies the Binscarth and Silver Creek Offices, was increased from a once
in two weeks to a once a week service,

On 1st April, 1883, the Beulah Office was supplied with weekly mails, instead of
fortnightly, as formerly, from Birtle, 15 miles,

On 1st May, 1833, the service of the Baie St. Paul office was increased from 2 to
12 times per weck, » :

On 1st June, 1883, the service of the following offices:—Touchwood Hills,
Stobart, Grandin, Willoughby and Prince Albert, was increased from once in three
weeks to once a week.

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MANITOBA AND THE NORTH~WEST TERRITORIES.
IMPROVEMENTS IN RA1LwAY MAIL SERVICE, During THE YEAR ENDED 30TH JUNE, 1883.

On 1st July, 1882, the Mail Service by Railway, in charge of Baggagemen, be-
tween Winnipeg and Rat Portage, was increased from 3 to 6 times per week, each
way.
On 1st August, 1882, the Postal Car Service, West of Winnipeg, was extended
from Brandon to Oak Lake, 33 miles

On 15th September, 1882, the Postal Car Service, west of Winnipeg, was ex-
tended from Oak Lake to Gopher Creek, 143 miles.

On 15th September, 1872, the daily Mail Service by Railway, in charge of
Baggagemen, was extended from Gopher Creek to Troy, Assiniboia, 144 miles.

On 1st October, 1882, the daily Mail Service by Railway, in charge of Baggage-
men, was further extended to Regina, from Troy, 32 miles,

On 7th December, 1882, a tri-weekly Mail Service by train, in char‘gl;a of baggage-
m%n, w]as established between Rat Portage, Keewatin, and Thunder Bay, Ontario,
300 miles, ‘

On the 21st May, 1883, the Postal Car Service, west of Winnipeg, was extended
from Gopher Creek to Moosomin, Assiniboia, 39 miles.

On 1st June, 1883, a daily Service was opened up over the Canadian Pacific
Railway, South-Western Branch, between Winnipeg and Manitoba City, 103 m iles,
the mails being carried in charge of Baggagemen.

On bth June, 1883, the daily mail service in charge of Baggagemen was
extended from Regina to Moose Jaw, 42 miles, and on 12th June, 1883, the service
was further extended from Moose Jaw to Medecine Hat, 262.

Improvements in Railway Mail Service, from 1st July, 1883 to 25th October, 18 3.

On 1st August, 1883, a mail service was opened up over the Gretna and Pem-
bina Junction Branch of the Canadian Pacific Railway—14 miles—twice per week ;
the mails being in charge of Baggagemen.

On 20th September, 1883, the daily mail service by train botween Rat Portage,
Keewatin and Thunder Bay (now Port Arthur), Ontario,—300 miles—was increas
from three to six times per week, each way.

On 1st October, 1883, the mail service by the Canadian Pacific Railway, west
of Winnipeg, was extended from Medecine Hat to Calgary, 180 miles, and mails have
since been carried daily, on this section, in charge of Baggagemen.

On 21st October, 1683, the postal service, west of Winnipeg, was extended from
Mooromin to Moose Jaw—179 miles.

To facilitate the exchange of mails at certain points, the postal cars west of Win-
nipeg, have been supplied with mail-bag catchers, and catching posts have beer
erected near the McGregor and Douglas Station sidings, and at the railway track
opposite the Griswold, Manitoba, Post Office.

It is proposed to place similar posts along the line of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way, west. . ’

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.CONVENTION BETWEEN SWITZERLAND AND CANADA, CONCERNING
THE KEXCHANGE OF POSTAL ORDERS, OF THE 28t MARCH—16rH
APRIL, 1883.

The undersigned, desiring to establish a system of Money Order Exchange
betwesn Switzerland and Canada, have agreed, subject to ratification by proper
-authority, upon the following articles : —

ARTICLE I.

There is established between the Dominion of Canada and Switzerland a regular
-exchange of Postal Orders, This exchange is to be effected by the exchange offices
which each of the two Administrations shall have designated for this purpose, and
which exchange offices shall notify each other by means of lists of Orders for
payment,

ARTICLE 1I.

The amount of the Orders shall always be expressed in the money of the country
~where payment is to be made.

ARTICLE IIIL

1. No Order payable in Canada shall exceed the amount of fifty dollars, and no
“QOrder payablein Switzerland shall exceed an amount in francs equivalent to that sum.

2. Fractions of a cent, or of a centime, are not to be introduced into the amount

ARTICLE 1V

GERMAN EMPIRE AND THE POST OFFICE DEPARTMENT OF
CANADA CONCERNING THE EXCHANGE OF POST OFFICE MONEY
ORDERS. ~

ARTICLE I,

1. There shall be a regular exchange of Post Office Money Orders between the
German Empire and the Dominion of Canada.

2. The Postal Administration of each country shall have power to authorize such
of its post offices as it may deem expedient to issue Money Orders for sums payable
in the other country, and to pay Money Orders received therefrom.

ARTICLE II.

1. It is hereby agreed that the basis of all Fayments for Money Orders, whether
to or by the public, shall be gold coin or other lawful money of equal value, but thal
each Postal Administration shall be at liberty to use, for the purpose, money of les8
value, if the same be a legal tender, provided account be taken of such difference of
value.

2. No Money Order shall exceed the amount of fifty dollars, if issued in Germany
in favor of a payee in Canada, or of two hundred and ten marks if issued in Canads
%o be paid in Germany.

3. The amount of each Money Order shall be ezpressed in the denominations of
the coin of the country where the payment is to be made. For this purpose the
Administration of the country of origia is authorized to fix, at any time, the rate of
oonversion of its own money into that of the country of destination. Hach Adminis
tration shall notify the other of the rate of conversion established under this article,
and of any change that may be made therein.

4. The amounts of Money Orders must not contain fractions of s pfennig or of 8
eent,

ARTICLE IIIL

There shall be given to the remitter of every Money Order, without extra charge,
» certificate for the amount paid by him in the form prescribed in the country of
issne.
ARTICLE IV.

1. There shall be levied for each Money Order a commissién to be determined
by the country of origin and which shall be paid by the remitter. The ampunts
us levied shall belong to the issuing office, This rate of commission, however, shall
_mot exceed one per cent. in Germany for each twenty marks, with 2 minimum charge
of forty pfennige, and one per cent. in Canada for each ten dollars; but the same fee
charged for every twenty marks or for every ten dollars shall be exacted for any
fraction thereof. The two Administrations will communicate with each other the
rates of commission established in accordance with this provision.

2. Neither the remitter nor the payee of a Money Order shall be subjected to
any charge therefor, in addition to the commission collected in pursuance of this
article, except when anment of a Money Order is made by a letter carrier at the
residence or place of business of the payee, in which case the latter may be required
to pay a carrier’s fee, '

3. The issuing office shall account to the paying office for a commission of one-
half of one per cent. (} per cent.) on the ;qtal amount of Orders issued.
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ARTICLE V.

Each of the two Administrations shall have power, under extraordinary circum-
Stances which appear of a nature to warrant such a measure, to suspend temporarily
© pxchange of Money Orders in either direction or in both, provided, however, that
Botice of such suspension be given to the other Administration immediately, and if
med necessary, by means of the telegraph.

ARTICLE VI

No Money Order shall issue unless the applicant furnish, in full, the surname
and at least the initial of one Christian name, both of the remitter and payee, or the
Dame of the firm or company who are the remitters or payees, together with the
Sxact address of the person or firm to whom the money is to be paid and the address
of the remitter.

ARTICLE VIIL.

‘When it is desired that any error in the name of a payee shall be corrected or
that the amount of a Money Order shall be re-paid to the remitter, application must
made by the remitter to the post offico of issue.

ARIICLE VIIIL

. 1. Orders which cannot for any cause be paid to the person for whom they are
latended, shall become void, according to the regulations established in the country
of destination, and the sums received therefor shall remain at the disposal of the Postal
Administration of the country of origin, so that they may be repaid to the persons
Interested or otherwise disposed of according to the rules established by the laws or
Tegulations of each country.

2. The carrying to account of the sums to be repaid shall take place in the lists

ARTICLE X,

. 1. Each office of exchange shall communicate, by every mail, o the correspond-
log exchange office, the sums received in each of the two countries for payment in
the other. They shall use for this purpose the forms of List A, annexed.

2. Nevertheless, there shall not be entered on the list above-mentioned, sums
Teceived relating to two different months. Sums received towards the end of a month
and not reaching the office of exchange until the first days of the following inonth,
8hall be entered and coramunicated to the office of exchange of the country to which
they are sent, on separate lists and supplementary to the ordinary list, dated the
lagt day of the month in which the sums were received. Such sapplementary lists,

owever, shall be sent for no longer period than one month from the last day of the
Month in which the sums were received. Sums accidentally delayed in transmission
and reaching the office of exchange after the expiration of this additional month shall
included in the next ordinary list.

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3. The lists despatched from each office of exchange, as well as the entries
therein, shall bo numbered consecutively, commencing with No. 1 at the beginning
of each month. . .

4. Should it happen, at the time _of despatching any mail, that there are no sams
to be communicated for payment, a list must nevertheless be sent in that mail, But,
in such event, the despatching exchange office will write across the list the words,
»* No Money Orders.” ’

5. The receipt of each list shall be acknowledged, on either side, by means of the
first subsequent list forwarded in the opposite direction; and the lists which shall
fail to be received shall be immediately applied for by the office of exchange to which
they should have been sent. S

The despatching office of exchange shall in such case transmit, without delay,
to the receiving office of exchange a duplicate list certified as such,

ARTICLE XI1.

The lists shall be carefully verified by the office of exchange to which they are
sent, aud corrected when they contain simple errors. The corrections shall be com-
mucicated to the despatching office of exchange in the acknowledgment of the receipt
of the list on which the corrections were made.

When these lists shall show other irregularities, the office of exchange receivin
them shall require an explanation from the despatching office of exchange, whicﬁ
shall give such explanation with as little delay as possible. In the meantime, the
issus of Inland Money Orders (Article XII) relating to the entries on the list found
to be irregular shall ge suspended.

ARTICLE XIL

: As soon as the list shall have reached the receiving office of exchangs, this office
shall make out Inland Money Orders in favor of the payees and for the amounts
specified in the list. The office shall then forward them to the payees or to the pay-
ing office in conformity with the arrangements existing in each country for regula-
ting the payment of Money Orders.

ABRTICLE XIII.

Each of the two offices shall prepare, at the end of every month, a detailed
account showing the total of each list received from the other office dated in that
month,.

The results of the supplementary lists, mertioned in Article X, shall always be
included in the'detailed accounts of the month in which the amounts were paid ‘in.

The detailed accounts shall be sent to the other office which shall verify them
and acknowledge its acceptance of them ; communicating any alterations that may
be made in them.

1. When the German offiee has to pay to the Canadian office the balance of the
general account, it shall pay such balance at the same time that it sends the general
account, and a similar course shall be followed by the Canadian office.

If the account shows a balance in favor of the Post Office Department of the
German Empire, the smaller credit shall be first converted into British sterling money
at par of exchange ($486.67—=£100) and the conversion of the British sterling mone;
into German money shall be in accordance with the average rate of exchange whic!

If the account shows a balance in favor of the Post Office Department of Canada,
the conversion of German money into British sterling money shall be likewise based
on this rate of exchange, taken at present at 20.45 marks to the pound sterling, and
such amount in British sterling money shall be then converted into Canadian money
at the said par of exchange (£100 = $486.67.) S

With tﬁe general account for each month the German office shall trapsmit a

certified statement showing the rate of exchange between Berlin and London for
every business day of such month.
' 2, The payment of the balange, if in favor of the Post Office Department of the
German Empire, shall be made with a Bill of Exchange in German money drawn on
Berlin, payable to the General Pogtkasse at Berlin, and to be transmitted through the
financial agents in Loudon of the Dominion of Canada.

If the balance be in favor of the Post Office Department of the Dominion of
Canada, payment shall be made with a bill of exchange in British sterling money,
drawn on London, payable to the Bank of Montreal, %ondon, for deposit to the credit
of * The Receiver-General of the Dominion of Canada,” the amount of such Bill of
Exchange to be the equivalent at the aforesaid par of exchange (£100—=$486.67) of

The receiving Postal Administration shall then send an acknowledgment o
receipt to the transmitting Postal Administration. .

The expenses attending the remittance of Bills of Exchange shall invariably be

borne by the Post Office Department by which the payment is to be made,

ARTICLE XVI.

1. Each Postal Administration hereby agrees to consider complaints respecting
international postal orders, and to dispose of them according to its regulations, pro-

vided they are accompanied by a statement from the payee that the amount of the
Money Order has not been paid to him. :

2. A complaint from a remitter may, in like manner, be ontertained in case he
furnishes satisfactory evidence that he has made due effort, without success, to obtain

information from the payee respecting the payment of an amount transmitted
through the international Money Order system.

ARTICLE XVII.

This convention shall come into operation on the first day of July, 1883, and
shall be terminable on a notice, by either party, of twelve calendar months.

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CONVENTION BETWEEN BELGIUM AND CANADA FOR THE EX-
OHANGE OF POSTAL MONEY ORDERS.

The undersigned P. H. A. Camille Janssen, Chevalier of the Order of Leopold,
Counsul General for Belgium in Canada, and the Honorable John Carling, Postmaster
General of Canada, both duly authorized for the purpose, have concluded the follow-
ing convention.

)
ARTICLE I.

There is establiched between Belgium and Canada a regular oxchange of Postal
Orders. This exchange is to be effected by means of Exchange Offices to be named
for that purpose by each of the two Administrations, and which Exchange Offices
shall notify each other by means of lists of the Orders drawn by one country upon the
other.

ARTICLE II

The amount of the Orders shall be expressed in the money of the country where
payment is to be made.

ARTICLE 1II,

No Money Order shall exceed the sum of fifty dollars, it it is payable in Canada,
and the equivalent of that sum, if payable in Belgium. The two Administrations
may, however, by common agreement, increase this mazimum to one hundred dollars
or the equivalent of that sum in francs. Fractions of a centime or of a cent are not
to be introduced into the amount of an Order.

ARTIOLE IV.

Payment of Orders is to be effected in money of metallic value in the country of
destination, or in paper money which is a legal tender therein, and in that case
account is to be taken of the difference of value, if there is any.

Each of the two contracting Administrations reserves the right to declare trans-
ferable within its territory, by means of endorsement, the ownership of Orders
originating in the other.

ARTICLE V.

1. Each of the two Administrations is at liberty to fix, at any time, the rate of
conversion, into the money of the paying country, of the amounts of Orders, pay-
ment of which is to be made in such other country.

2. The two Administrations will communicate to each other the rate of exchange
or conversjon adopted by them, as well as all changes which they may subsequently
make therein.

ARTICLE VI.

1. Each of the two Administrations shall fix the fees to be charged upon Orders

issued upon the other country. ’
~ 2. This fee shall not, however, exceed one per cent. upon the even amounts

forming the degrees in the scale of charges.

3. The two Administrations will make known to each other the fees which they
shall have established, and the changes which they may subsequently make therein.

4. Postal Orders and the receipts given upon such Orders as well as the receipts
to be given to remitters shall not besubjected, at the expense of the senders or payees
of the money, to any charge or tax whatever in addition to the fees to be co{)lected
under sections 1 and 2 above.
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ARTICLE VII.

The Administration, by which Orders are issued, shall credit the Administra-
tion of the country of payment with the total amount of Orders certified to the latter,
and in addition a rate of one-half of one per cent. computed on the difference between
the total amount of Orders certified and the amount of void and unpaid Orders.

ARTICLE VIII.

1, The sums converted into Postal Orders are guaranteed to the remitters until
they shall have been paid to the payees or to the representatives of the latter, or shall
have been refunded to the remitters,

2. The sums received by each Administrationin exchange for Postal Drders, the
amounts of which have not been claimed by the persons entitled to payment before
the expiration of the periods fixed by the laws or regulations of the country of origin,
become the absolute property of the issuing Administration.

ARTICLE IX.

At the end of each quarter, the Postal Administration of Belgium shall prepare
an account of the sums accruing to each office in conformity with Article No.PVII
above mentioned, also a statement of Orders repaid in either country.

ARTIOLE X.

1. The Postal Administration of Canada shall examine this account, correct it if
necessary, and if the balance is in favor of Belgium, shall transmit the amount within
fifteen days at the latest, after the receipt of the account. If the balance isin favor
of the Postal Administration of Canada the Belgium Administration shall remit the
amount, at the latest, within fifteen days after receiving notice of acceptance or of
correction of the account,

2, Payment of the balance must always be effected in British gold money by
means of Bill of Exchange drawn upon London.

3. The expenses, connected with the payment of balances, must be borne by the
Administration making the payment,

ARTICLE XI,

To ascertain the balance the two credits shall be converted into British money
upon & basis to be agreed upon by the two Administrations.

ARTICLE XII.

Whenever, during the course of a Quarter, it is found that the amount of Orders
drawn upon one of the two Administrations exceeds by five thousand dollars, or
twenty-five thousand francs, the amount of Orders drawn upon the other, the latter
shall remit to the former the approximate amount of the ascertained difference in a
round sum as payment on account, by means of Bill of Exchange under the condi-
tions prescribed in Article X.

ARTICLE XIII.

1. The form and conditions of issue of Postal Orders in each country shall be
subject to the regulations in force in the country of origin.

2, The manner and conditions of payment of Postal Orders, including those
relating to the suspeusion of payment, the renewing of Orders, the issue of duplicates
and all other matters concerning payment, shall be regulated by the practice in force
in the country of payment.
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ARTICLE XIV,

1. Each Administration is authorized to suspend temporarily the exchange of
Postal Orders whenever the course of exchange or other circumstances may give
rise to abuses, or cause detriment to the revenues. ‘

2. Notice of such action shall immediately be given to the other Administration
and, if necessery, by means of the telegraph.

ARTICLE XV,

The Bpstal Administrations of the two countries are authorized to arrange by
mutual agreement detailed regulations for the execution of this Convention, and to
modify them at any time according to the requiremeats of the service,

ARTICLE XVI.

The present Convention shall take effect on the first of October, one thousand
eight hundred and eighty-three (1883), and shall remain in force until the expiration
of a period of one year after the date upon which one of the two Administrations
shall have given notice of its intention to terminate it.

1. The Administration of the country of origin shall be duly notified of all Orders
which have not been paid to the respective payees within one year after the receipt
of the list, and after the two Administrations shall have come to an agreoment resyect-
ing these Orders, and in conformity with Article IX of the Convention, they shall be
entered in the quarterly account in order that the amounts may be restored to the
remitters,

2. There shall also be included in this Account, Orders, the repaymert of which
has becn applied for and has been authorized by the country of payment, in con-
formity with Article IX of the Convention.

ARTICLE X.

1. The quarterly account shall always be transmitted in triplicate to the Postal
Administration of Canada. If the balance is in favor of the Postal Administration of
Canada, that Administration shall retain two copies of the Account and return one.
If the balance is in favor of the Postal Administration of Belgium, two copies shall
be returned to that Administration approved as regards the amount of the balance.

2, If the balance is in favor of the Postal Administration of Canada, that Admin-
istration shall affix its acknowledgment for the amount of the balance to one of the
two copies of the account which it had retained, and shall send that copy to the
Belgian office as a voucher for the payment.

3, After the payment of the balance of the account in favor of t{he Postal
Administration of Belgium, that Administration shall forward its acknowledgment
on one of the two copies which shall have been returned to it, and transmit that
copy as a voucher to the Postal Administration of Canada.

ARTICLE XI,

Payments of balances, and payments on account made in pursuance of
Articles X and XII of the Convention shall be made by meansof Bills of Exchange
drawu on London and payable to the Postmaster General at Ottawa, or to the Director
General of Posts and Telegraphs at Brussels, as the case may be.

ARTICLE XII.

In order to arrive at the balances of the quarterly account, in accordance with
the provisions of Article X[ of the Convention, the amount of each credit shall be
converted in British money on the basis of Twenty-five francs twenty centimes, and
of Four dollars and eighty-seven cents respectively, equal to One Pound sterling.

ABTICLE XIII.

In 2ddition to the claims mentioned in Article IX., concerning the repayment of
Orders, the two Admiunistrations agree to take charge of other claims respecting
Orders exchanged between Canada and Belgium; for example:—In regard to
changes of name, places of payment, requisitions for information respecting pay-
ments which have been made, etc., and to treat these applications in conformity
with the regulations in force in each country respectively.

ARTICLE XIV,
The present Detailed Regulations shall take effect at the same time as the Con-

vention of the first day of September, 1883, and shall continue in force as long as
the latter.
