That the majonty of the Books purchased for the Li-

brary shall be such as treat of useful knowledjie.

Annual or other meeting of Shareholders, so long as ten

Shareholders agree to support it.

That all persons becommg Shareholders, shall be shown

the Constitution and Rules, and »ball "ubscnbe thereto ;

eral Meeting shall be called to redress such infraction ,

if redress be denied by the majority of the meeting, the

. Shareholders, willing to abide by the constitution, provided

they amount to ten persons or upwards, may declare tne

Society abolished, and proceed to reform »t-*he =itocIc

to be retained or recovered by them,by virtue of this Con-

stitution, to which all the Shareholders give their assent,

RARY.
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1. That the Library now formed be called " The

Halifax Mechanics' Library," and that the name

Mechanics' Library shall bear n^gxclusive interpre-

lation, that term being only chos^as applicable to a

Library of useful knowledge, and of such pecuniary

qualifications, as ma^ pla* its privileges within the

reach of any industrious person.

2. That a fun^e raised by subocnptiotis of ten

shillings from a numl)er of individuals, such subscri-

bers to be Shareholders of the Library. --^
3. That such Shareholders pay one shilling and

ten pence half penny quarterly, in advance.

4. That all office of the Society shall bo

chosen by nomination aia ^ballot, and that the mean-

ing of nomination shall be, that candidates for office

fc^hallbe proposed by one member, and seconded by

another, and that the names of aU persons so nomi-

nated shall be placed on a board in a conspicuous

part of the place of meeting.

5. That a President and Treasurer be chosen

annually. -

6. That the President and Treasurer be ex-offlcio

members of the Committee.

7. That the office of Secretary and Librarian be

joined in one person, and that he receive £30 pet

annum for his services.

24. That these Rules may be amended, or added

to, by the consent of two thirds of a General Meet-

ing of Shareholders.

Ist. That the number of days limited by the

committee for the perusal of each book, also the fine

for each days's detention of it after the specified

lime, shall be placiMl on the inside of the cover.

That the rate of fine thall be for each day,

for a Folio or Quarto, 4d. ; for an Octavo or Duode-

cimo, 2d. ; for a Pamphlet, Id.

4th That if any book shall be returned, written

on or otherwise defaced, the Librarian shall report,

and the Subscriber or Shareholder shall not receive

another book, until the Committee determine on the

case. The Committee may order fine, payment of

the book or set of books, or deposition of a similar

copy or copies.

6th. That no person shall take books from tho

shelves of the Library except the Librarian.

6th, That any person removing a Book from the

Library Room, without informing tho Librarian

shall incur a penalty of 2s. 6d.

7th. That Subscribers paying 3s 9d quarterly

in advance, be allowed two volymes of one set ot

books at a time, but Subscribers paying 2s Cd quar:*

erly, be only allowed to take out one volume at a

time.

8th. That the Librarian be directed to collect

fines and dues as follows, viz.—when a person sends

for a book, and owes a fine or subscription—the Li-

brarian is to write on a slip of paper the sura due,

and state to the applicaut that such fine or subscrip-

tion must be paid, prior to his again getting a book

from the Library.

9th. That the Librarian be directed to collect

the dues quarterly, by calling upon the Shareholders

who do not pay at the Library Room.
