Fesruary.—Dr. Phipson’s valuable essay on the use of salt in Agricul-
ture proves conclusively. 1st. That without a due proportion of salt,
plants cannot attain to their proper degree of perfection ; and this applies

ly to colza, turnips, wheat, oats, maize and other grasses,
2nd. That salt is an essential constituent of plants as well as animals.
3rd. That the soil is constantly losing, by cultivation, a great amount
of salt taken away by the crops. 4th, That none of the manures at present
used (except a very few of the best super-phosphates) contain salt;
guano shows only four tenths per cent. 5th. That it is necessary to add
salt at regular intervals to the soil, in some shape or other, if we wish

1o derive the greatest possible benefit by the crops. As a general con-

clusion it may be stated, that by considering salt in its application to
agriculture; we find that it can and ought to utilize every property of
salt. It is an essential part of the food of animals and plants.

Magrcn.—Wonderful powers are attributed to plaster or gypsum, which
the scientific agriculturist knows well. Liebeg, in his Natural laws of
Husbandry, says : 1st. Gypsum produces its best effects upon leguminous
plants, like clover, which are themselves most rich in magnesia and
potash, and least on the cereals which consume less of these consti-
tuents. 2nd. Gypsum produces its best effects upon the rich soils which
overlie the States, like the dairy soils of Herkimer and Oneida counties,

where this manure is almost universally used. 3rd, Gypsum produces
little or no effect upon light sandy soils, destitute of potash, or nearly
80, unless accompanied with ashes; nor upon those rich heavy soils
“abounding in humors, like the flats of the Mohawk,

Apmit,—Of Poultry manure we have a few words to say that may be
useful. There are good reasons why the manure of the poultry house
should be economized, In France, as well as in our own country, most
eminent chemists have proved by analysis that poultry manure is a most
valuable fertilizer, and yet for want of a proper system in housing poul-
try, it has not as yet been rendered available to rural economy. The
celebrated Vanquelin says that when the value of manures is considered
in relation to the amount of azote they contain, the poultry manure is
one of the most active stimnlants. Horse manure contains only 4.0 parts
of azote, guano as imported 49.7 parts, guano when sifted of stones, &c.,
53.9 parts, poultry manure contains 83.0 parts of azote. It will be seen
therefore that it is worth preserving, even though it may be small in
amount, and the best system of housing poultry should be adopted.

Tl
improvement of natuve’s drainage by removing all obstructions fron
creeks and water courses, and cutting open ditches through the lowe
and wetter portions of the land, would svon relieve large areas d
stagnant and injurious water, and ultimately prepare for more refinci
and elabor:te systems of underdraining.

Ocroser,—We have noticed what we think to be a very culpable care
lessness among farmers in the matter of preparing land for the receptio
of seed. To secure an even crop, of equal growth and ripeness, sce
should be sown on o surface as level as possible. When it is not th
sown some heads of grain will ripen before the rest, and in all probabi
lity, will be entirely lost. One great difficulty is we do not hartoy
enough beforoe we sow. Not only should the ground for small grain
be thoroughly harrowed before sowing, but rolled. This will make
uniform surface. Then good plump seed, if possible of uniform ripening
should be sown, and sown evenly when there is little or no wind., Tb
soil being thus prepared, a fine toothed harrow should be passed over i,
just sufficiently to cover the seed ; then roll again.

DeceMeEr.—Last year, the planting and sowing of some of our neigh- -
bour's, seemed to have been done very carelessly. The rows were crooked
and disorderly. There are three good reasons why plants ought io be
straight in the rows. The first is that the rows sre non¢ too wide to |
give the necessary air and sunshine to ‘the plant, If the rows are
crooked some of tbe plants will be improperly crowded, and will not
grow to their full size. A second reason is thut when we want to weed
the plants, we shall find it mnch easier and pleasanter to do so, if they
are straight in therow. If we get a hand cultivator; it will be impossible
to use it without injury to the plants, unless the rows be straight.

These Aets impose a duty on every promissory note draft, or bill of
exchange, not exceeding $25, 1 cent; not exceeding $50, 2 cents ; less
than $100, 3 cents ; no: less than $100, if executed singly, 3 cents per
$100 or fraetion thereof; if exesuted in duplicate, 2 cents per $100 or
fraction thereof on each part; if executed in more than two parts, 1 cent
per $100 or fraction thereof on each part.

Any interesy payable with the note at maturity must be counted as
part thereof. The duty is to be paid by bill stamp, on which the dute is
to be written, or by using stamped paper. Bank notes, checks, and
aonoy orders, are exewpt. These Acts impose heavy penaliies for vio-

tion.
