THE LATE DR. J. 0'SULLIVAN,

Peterborough Review, March 6th.

We have to chrouicle, with extreme
regret the lamented death of Dr, John
O'Sullivan, who died on Friday a little
after eleven o’clock at night, after n very
brief iliness, As we have already stated,
he wes taken ill on Wednesday “evening,
while paying a professional visit to Mr.,
Crough in Euniemore, He bad goneinto
the yard to eee to bis horse aud was there
stricken down, Being found almost un-
conecious he was taken into the house,
where Mra, O'Suallivan was, as she had
accompanied him in his visit. In spite of
all the resources of science and the most
unremitticg attention, professional and
otherwise, he succumbed to the attack.

He partially recovered comnsciousness
and the use of his faculties at times. Dr.
Suliivan, of Kingston, being an old pro-
fessor and warm personal fiiend of Dr,
O’Sullivan, bastened to bim and remsined
till nearly the end.

Dr, O'Sullivan was born in 1842 in the
townehip of Ssymour, County Northum
berland, Oatario, being the son of b:chael
O'Sullivan and Mary Hennessy. He
studicd at Victoria College, Cobourg.
Determining to adopt the profession of
medicine be went to Queen’s Collega,
Kingsion, wkere be studied with such
assiduity that, with the sid of his great
abilities, he graiuated with the highest
credit in 1868, being the best student of
the year, and was subsequently appointed

House Surgeon for the General Hospital,
He then came to Peterborough
where his practice rapidly grew,

bis many patients baving well founded
confidence 'n his skill and unwearied
attention, his professional reputation
being far more than local. From 1874 to
1879 Dr. O’Sullivan, who was always a
consistent Conservative, though ever
expressing his political views with much
moderation, represented the East Riding
of Peterborough 1in the Provincial Legis
lature, where he won the esteem of the
members on both sides of the House, His
professional demands upon his time and
energies lead bim to decline the nomina-
tlon which was proffered to him at the
next general election. An earnest and
devout member of his church, Dr. O'Sul-
livan was always foremost among the lay-
men attending St. Peter’s to support by
purse and personal exertions to the tem-
poral interests of the congregation,
Though born in Canada he never forgot
that his ancestors came from Ireland, and
be had the warmest feeling of sympathy
for everything that concerned the welfare
of the Lrish people, He was President of
the Peterborough Branch of the Land
Leegue from its formation to the time of
his death,

Dr, O'Sallivan in 1870 married Mar-
garet Louisa, eldest daughter of Mr,
Michael Flauagan, City Clerk of King-
ston, He leaves her & widow with an
only daughter to lament their grievous
loes, in which they have heartfelt sym-
pathy,

Dr. O'Sullivan will ba eadly nised in
Peterborough both professionaily aud as
a member of our community geaerally,
His numerous friends will mourn him
sincerely, and many who were Jess blesscd
with this world's goods will rcwember
with gratitude his vpen haud aud uncs-
tentatious charity,

The Funeral.
Pelerborough Review, March 7.

A large number of citizens followed the
remains of the late Dr. O'Sallivan, from
the family residence, George street, to St,
Peter’s Catbedral to-day, At half past
ten o’clock the Cathedral was filled to the
doors, The ineide of the building was
draped in black. The ccffin was carried
to the foot of the altar rail and there re
mainred while the funeral ceremonies were
conducted. Solemn Requiem High Mass
was ceiebrated. The Rev, Father Conway
was the celebtrant, Father O'Connel, of
Douro, Deacor; Father Rudkinds, of
Peterborough, Sub-Dezcon; Father
O'Brien, Master of Ceremonier, Father
Kielty, of Eonismore, »nd Father Cacey,
of Campbellford, assisted at the sanctuary.
Father Fayol, Frevch Pricst, Peter-
horough, sang the solos in the Dies Irae
and the Libera,

At the close the Rev. Father Conway
eaid that it was not customary in their
church to preach funeral sermons, death
itself epeaking louder than lips of mortal
could, It was a eclemn warning to all.

punishment had to ba atoned for, He
cited the case of David to prove this.
He went on to argue that prayers for the
repuse of the gouls had been a practice
from the earliest times, that it was at the
time of the apostles and that Christ did
not condemu it, It was no innovation,
then, in their church, and in praying for
the soul of hiin who lay before them they
were but doing what was done since the
earliest times, He did not wish tooffend
those of other denominations here to

of offence to any one. Let them answer

to the Almighty for themselves and
he would answer for himself, Yet
he thought it better to clear up
any misunderstanding tbat might ex-.

ITIS TIME TO TEACH THE COL-
ORED MAN,

When the Papal Ablegate to Canada,
the late Dr. Couroy, visited Windsor in
1877, the spiritual needs of the ncgro
appealed very strongly to his sense of
Christian righteousness, He at that time
€xpressed a wish, which conveyed a mild
command, that in the near future an effort
should be made for the propagation of the
falth smong this veglected and despised
race 8o numerous in our mwmidst, This
vague expediency of establishing a school
to give Catholic education to the colored
chiidren of the town has in the present
year taken a positive and most promising
form. It is not exactly of our choosing;
it is time to teach, to fulfil the Pontiff’s
command given to us directly by his re-
preseutative, and we feel we can be no
longer deaf to the veice or indifferent to
the responsibility of fellow-creatures will-
ing to learn something of the Catholic
church, her services and ceremc nials, her
prayers and her sacraments,

Oa January the 11th the school was
opened in St, Alphousus Hall, with a
youvg white Jady as teacher and seven
pupi's in attendance. Wiih one ¢xeaption,
none of these children could make the
sign of the cross, or recite any form of
prayer, In February one of the Sisters
of the Holy Names of Jesus avd Mary
assumed charge of the little school, which
now numbers twenty-five attendicg. With
a few exceptions of the smaller ones, all
can bleess themselves, repeat the Oar
Father, the Hail Mary, the Credo, and the
Confiteor, besides answerlug readily any
question asked of the first four lessons of
the catechirm, This religious intellectual
advancement is very gratifying, for to
many persons who are not familiar with
the mental characteristics of the colored
man, he is by common coneent rated as a
semi-savage, and that to strive to
educate him is & vain, unprofitable

task, a dreary prospective of in-
numerable failures, with no eolid
success to encourage the teacher, Before

we prejudge, let us consider the parents of
the present generation were refugees from
slavery, or manumitted slaves, and the
galling iron link of bondage was too short
and bitter to reasonably expect to unite
barbarism with brilliancy, yet we find en--
couraging reports of the successful struggle
for recognition of theee people. In the
Uvited States over eighty journals are
published edited by colored men, 20,000
students of the colored race attend normal
schools and colleges. The same race are
assessed for upwards of $91,000,000 worth
of taxable property. This showing, for less
than & quarter of a century since emanci-
pation wae granted, will bear a favorable
comparison of ambition and progress with
any race placed under :imiliar disadvant-
ages, 1t is clear even to the most obtuse
intellect, that the political forces, the in-
tellectual forces, and the silent forces of
time are working steadily to improve and
to eulighten this race, The Catholic
Chiurch, which is eeldom absent from any
community of souls, is initiating a religi
ous furce which will prove a powerfu!
factor to civilizs and to elevate the moral
tone of these people, for “God hath mude
ofone blood all men.”” The colored people
of Baltimore, Washington and other places
in the South have Catholic churches ex.
clusively for the use of colored people,
beeides convents, charitable institutions
and parochial schools, In the archdio
cese of Baltimore there isa convent of
Oblate Sisters of Providence with about
seven pupils attendivg ; it they #lso have
charge of an orphan esylum. Under the
care of the Sisters of the Third Order of St,
Feancis for colored missions, there is a
home for cclored infants, an orphanage for
colored children, and an asylum for col-
ored girls. With the Sisters of Notre Dame
and Sisters of Holy Croes, as well as lay
teachers, nearly eight hundred colored
children receive a Catholic education
at parochial schools, Before being sur-
prised at this great number of culored
children, take into counsideration that
Baltimore bad in 1870 a colored popula
tion of 39,355. In the Archdiocese of New
Orleans there is a convent of colored nuna
with one hundred and fifty pupils, an asy-
lum for girls, & home for old women,
industrial schools,-and parochial schools
where five hundred children are taught
the Catholic faith. In the diocese of
Savannah, Georgia, besides & convent for
the education of colored girls, there is a
Benediction Mission on Skidaway Island
near Savannah for the education of colored
boys, fifty boys attending, besides novices
and brothers; also parochial schools with
three hundred and thirty pupils taught by
Sisters of Mercy,and Sisters of St. Joseph.
In Natchez, Missiseippi, over two hundred
colored children 1eceive a Catholic
education from teachers religious aud
lays In Louisville, Kentucky, four
hundred colored children attend paro-
chial echools taught by Dominican sis.
ters, eisters of Loretto, sisters of Charity
and lay.teachers, ln Richmond, Virginia,
the Franciscan Sisters, snd Sisters of Holy
Croes bave two huundred colored children
as pupils, Ian St Louis, Mo., there isa
convent of colored nuus having a board
ing and select schuol and an orphen asy.
lum, besides having charge of a parochial
schuol with two hundred pupils, In Lea.
veuworth, Kansas, about one hundied col
ored children attend the Catholic schools,
in Florida they have colored Catholis
schools at Jacksonville, St Aguatine,
Mandarip, Farnanderia, Patatka and Key
West taught by Sisters, This incomplete
reference to the great work of Catholic
education among the colored people will
show there is a small, very small amount
of rehigious leaven of our faith ameng the
vast multitude of nearly 7,000 000 syuls,
Haviog made it plain that there is an
organized and determined effort on the
part of the Church to instruct these chil
dren of a race so long neglected, and who
receive the faith in sl simplicity, it must
alzo be told that it will require Catholic
ivfluence to make them percevere 1 the
faith, for they are often more assailable
through their physical necessities thaun
their power of endurance can withstand,
In Windsor we shall exert ourselves to
meet and control this difliculty &nd by a
fostering care guard the youthful neo
phytes for kome years after their reception
o the Courch. Weare encouraged in
the work not alone by local help but by
cheering words and practical aid from
Catholic friendsin various places. [ may
quote from a Toledo, Obio, gentleman's
letter,whose generoaity ie proverbial: “God

bas given me plenty and so long as I am
able [ hope to divide, and may the calls
for the honor of God iocrease ard with
his blessing I will respond.” Such expres-
tions of sympathy and good will makes
us hopefual that hy a sustained effort we
sball keep the Catholic school for colored
children in existerce, and that the time is
not far distant when a generation shall
arise, who in morality, truthfalness and
honesty will reflect with lmperishable
bonor the early training received from the
self secrificing devotion of the zealous
Sisters of the Holy Names of Jesus and
Mary.

THE SCOTLAND OF MARY STUART,

‘“The greate:t glory of a building is not
in its stones nor ia its gold,  Lts glory is
in its age, and in that deep sense of voice-
fulness, of stern watching, of mysterious
By u-]mlhy, nay, even of Approval or ¢on-
demuation, which we feel in walls that
have lovg been washcd by the passing
waves of humauity, It is in their lasting
witniess agalnst men, in their quiet con-
trast with the transitional character of all
things, in the strength which, through the
lapse of seaons and times, and the decline
and birth of dyn:sties, and the changing
of the face of the earth, avd of the limits
of the sea, maintaine its sculptured shape-
liness for a time insuperable, connects for-
gotten aund following ages with each other,
and balf constitutes the identity, as it con.
centrates the sympathy of uations ; it isin
that golden strain of time that we are to
look for the real light and color and pre-
ciousness of architecture ; and it is not
until a building has assumed this charac-
ter, till it has been intrusted with the
fame and ballowed by the deeds of men,
till its walls have been witnesses of suffer-
ing and its pillars rise out of the shadows
of death, that its existence, more lasting
as it is than that of the natural objects of
the world around it, can be gifted with
even as much as these poesess of language
and of life.”

So far Mr, Rankin,

Scotland was singularly rich in early
masterpieces of Christian art. Thirteen
Cathedrals, as well as a vast number of
churches attached to the monastic estab
lishmente, had been erected between
Kirkwall and Whithorn, between Iona
and St. Andrews, Scotland might be the
poorest and rudest country in Europe,
but its churches were as spacious, as
massive, as splendidly decorated as the
temples of Italy or France; and the nation
was jastly proud of these noble buildinge,
The medfmval minster was not built in a
day; the solid walls had been slowly raised
while generation after generation of pious
worshippers passed away like the leaves;
architect had succeeded architect—each
impressing his own personality, the genu-
ine artistic feeling of his own time, upon
tower and column, upon arch and but
tress, 'The variety, the intricacy, the
eubtle contrasts of the majestic pile, upon
which, sfter .0 many years, the last
carven stone had been laid, could not but
stir such feelings es are experienced in
the presence of great natural marvels; for
here too the hand of mau bad ceased to
be felt. The Cathedral of Elgin was
“noble and beautiful, the mirror of the
land and the fair glory of the realm;”
but the Cathedrals of St Andrews and
Aberdeen, of Glasgow ard Dunblaue,
weie just a3 famous, In the Abbey of
Danfermiine “three sovereign primces
with all their retinue” cou'd be lodged;
yet Melrose, Paisley, and Aberbrothick
were, we are told, second to none. The
sound of the great bells of Kirkwall could
be beard across the stormy firth by the
dwellers on the mainland. Chanonry
was the northern Welis—an architeciural
gem of «xtraordinary purity and
finish. Ncr was their impressive beauty
or design acd execution their only titie
to regard. In a rude age, the eanctity
which attached to the mouastic buildiogs
served in & menzure to protect them from
violence; and they had become in course
of time, the public munecums and the
public libraries, where the most venerable
relics—the historical records and title-
deeds of the nation—had Leen deposited.
Mauny of them, besides, had been intimately
associated with the most memorable events
in the national bistory. The Scottish
kings had been crowned at Scone; they
had been buried at Melrose and Iona.
Before the high altar of Cambuskenneth
the Scottish nobles had sworn fealty to
Bruce, There, too, the first Scottish Par-
liament had been held, The Obarterhouse
of Perth had been founded hy the accom.
plished anthor of “The Kirg’s Quair”;

Junfermline was the shriue of the sainted
Margaret. On their internil decoration,
moreover, the wealth of priest nud noble
bad been freely spent. The sacramental
vestments were marvels of rich embroid-
ery; the most delicate art of the workers
in silver and gold bad been Iavished upon
the eacred veseels, Articles of priceless
value—reliquaries, albs, chasubles, copes,
ciboriums, crosses, chandeliczs, lamps,
censers, orgaus, pictures, statues—had
been ungrudyiugly devoted to the service
of God with much that was meretricious
and much that was puerile, it might yet
bz esid with confidence that in these
august sanctunries of the mediwval Cath-
olicism the deepest and wost ymaginative
expression of the national life was to be
found.

Knox landed at Leith on the 21 of May,
1569; and within a month of his coming,
many of the noblest churches in Scotland
had been utterly wrecked, His progress
was marked by ruin and devaststion ; it
was like the track of an averging angel.

by Flemish and German artists, the regis.
ters of the Church, tbe records of the
State, the sacred vestments, the holy ves-
sels were Indiscriminately heaped. A
blind rage and fury bad taken possession
of the destroying army ; aud a handfal of
fanatics—on the march from Perth to
Edinburgh, Spottiswoode says, ‘“they
passed not 300 men in all”’—destroyed in
a month the most precious heirlooms of a
people.

Napoleon's Career.

In August, 1702, the Senate proclaimed
Napoleon First Consul for life, and in
May, 1804, it yave i the titie of Em-

eror. In May, 1805, he was crowned
Cing of Italy, at Milan. Although the
Eoglish under Lord Nelson destroyed his
fleet, Napoleon carried all before him on
the land, In 1809, after the Peace of
Vienna, having divorced Josephine, he
married Maria Louiss, Archduchees of
Austria, In 1812 he began his disastrous
campalgn against Russia, and what all the
armies of Kurope has been unable to do
was affected by the elements. By the
burning of Moscow, and by starvation
and cold, his magnificent army of 500,000
men was annibilated. He could not re-
cover from this blow before the allies
were upon him with overwbelming force.
He was obliged to abdicate April 4, 1814,
Louis XVIIT, was crowned. Ten
moutha later Napoleon lacded in France,
having escaped from E(bs, quickly assem-
bled an army and fought the batile of
Waterloo, June 15, 1815, He died May
hy 1821, at Bt. Helena, where he had been
imprisened by Eogland,

TENACITY OF PURPOSE,

The Marquis of Salisbury not loug ago
declared that Eoglaud was engeged in o
struggle for the maintenance of the em-
pire, in« which tenacity of purposs would
fioally succeed. Tenacity of purpose when
the obj st eought to be attained is right is,
indeed, admirable in a statesmen, but
presistence in wrong ls the surest indication
of emall-minded pride,certain to bring onits
own punishment. When the Mother Coun-
try more than a century ago provoked
8 quarrel with its American colonies, there
were not wanting statesmen who advised
tenacity of purpose. The conquest of
America was represented to be essential
to the preservation of the empire. There
was great tenacity of purpose manifested,
but altogether in the wrong direction,
Saratoga and Yorktown threw new light
on the situstion—and the tenacity of pur.
pose policy was speedily dropped. Will
history repeat itself ?

THE GRAND Lé)DGiE' OF ONTARIO
ST,

The 23th annual session of the Orange
Grand Lodge of Oatario East took place
at Brockville on the 1st of March. Grand
Master William Johnson presided and
leading Orange notabilities from all parts
of the Province east of Toronto assisted,
Hon, MacKenzie Bowell, Minister of
Customs, favored the Grand Lodge with
his presence on the 2ad, and the Laed’s
County Lodge on the same day enter-
tained the visiting brethren at dinner.
The Grand Master's address was, says
the Mail, listened to with earnest atten-
tion and rapturously sapplauded.
Amongst other things alluded to was the
visit of the loyalist delegates Kane and
Smith, He eaid:

“Friends by their encomiums and
enemies by their abuse have both ad-
mitted that when the Ulster Loyalist
anti-Repeal Uaion sent these gentlemen
to this continent to represent Irish
loyalty and patriotism they sent men
worthy of a great cause, and who more
than sustained Ireland’s claita to still
having sons as eloguent as those whose
powers of oratory has been sung by bards
and immortalizad by historiane,”

Tais statement requires no answer,
On the question ot Home Rule Mr, John.
son complains that the position of the
Orange order has been so persistently
misrepresented that he must put himselt
and his brethren right, “I feel,” he
declares, “we must again state that we
believe in Home Rule, that is, that Eng
land, Ireland, Scotland and Wales—if it
be necessary for ons it is for all—should
each have one or more local parliaments
or councils for the management of local
affuirs, such as each of our provinces
have, 1n which all legislation of a muni-
cipal character would be transacted, and
the Imperial Parliament legislate on all
other questions, as our Federal Parha.
ment does. With our brethren in Ireland
we opposed Mr, Parnell's scheme,
fathered by Mr. Gladstone, because it
gave Ireland no representation in the
Imperial Parliament, made no provision
for protecting the Protestant minority,
and placed the quastions of education,
the control of the police, etc., under the
juriediction of an Irish Parliament in
Dublin, The tendency and eft:ct of such
legislation would damage the material
interests of Ireland, weaken British in.
fluence, and place the loyalists of that
country in the power of those who are in
our opinion her greatest enemies,”

We must confess ourselves not displeased
at Mr, Johneon’s explanations, To find
Orangemen supporting and endorsing
Home Rule in any form is to us such an
agreeable curprise that we gladly give
place to tha above expression of opinton,
Mr. Johnson now has no fear for the Pro.
testant minority under an Irish Parlia
ment. That minority would under a
domestic legislature enjry a prosperity
and hbappiness to which it has since
1801 beem & stringer. No longer
distracted, d:cimated and depleted, it
would be, with Home Rule, Ireland’s
strength and not her weakness.  Mp,
Johnson then proceeded to say that the
great lesson which Ocangemen in Can.
ada had to learn from the recent politi-
cal upheaval in Great Britain is, that
when great questions arise in which vital
principles are at stake—the good of
country and the maintenance of their
religion must ba first and their political
party noshere,  He concluded as fol-
lows :

THE JESUITS.

Anti-Catholic writers are invariably
possessed by & diabolical epirit of
hatred sgainat the Jesuits. This religious
order was instituted for the purposes of
imparting a Christian education, convert-
ing lufidels, and defending Catholic truth
aguinet the assaults of heresy : and imme-
diately after its establishment it f rmed
an important factor in the propagation of
religion, whether in Christian or in hea-
then lands. Hence springs the intense
batred which is entertained sgainst the
Jesuits by pretended lovers of clvil and
religious liberty, who simply desire for
themselves the liberty to Ppropagate their
own opinions, while persecuting all who
differ from them, Of this class are the
Christian Guardian, the Toronto Masl, and
the Week These periodicals, ever ready
to persecute Catholics, have opened an
unholy crusade lately against the J. esuits,
taking occasion from the possibility that
the Province of Q 1ebec may restoie 1o the
order the large property which, formerly
owned by them, was confiscated and
claimed by the crown, An article from
the Week, of which this is the burden, is
approvingly copied in the Mail of the
4th inet,, and the complaint is sung in
melancholy tonmes: “The Jesuits are
demauding the restoration of their pro-
perty in Qiebec, and the Province s
apparently about to pay them a large
sum, which will probably, by some
indirect procees, b2 ultimately drawn out
of the treasury of the Dominion.”
~ The “probably” and “altimately”
clauses show how hard up these jrurnals
are for a grievance when they can only
botch one up by drawing on their imag-
ination for what may possibly happen
sometime within the next thousand years
or thereabouts. However, a¢ the Domin.
ion Government succeeds to the territorial
righta of the British Crown, it is only fair
that it should bear also the burders and
obligations of the Crown, and that it
should rectify the glaring injastice in-
flicted by the Crown upon an order which
has done 8o much for the country as the
Jesuits, Come the reparation whence it
may, it ought undoubtedly to be made.

Besides, the robbery was perpetrated,
not 80 much on the members of the Soci-
ety, as on the youth of Canada, for the
property was held by the Jesuits for the
education of youth,

Bat the Weck says: “There is one thiog
only to which the Society of Jesus has a
right at the bande of every moral and free
commuuity—exclusion from the national
territory as & sworn enemy alike of mor-
ality and freedom.” Here it is charged
againet the Jesuits that their teachings
have been immoral, and that they have
been ranged on the side of oppression,
These accusations are old, but they are
calumnies, and Goldgia
know thia,

Such an assertion ought not to be made
without conlusive proof that the accusa-
tlon ia true. Professor S.nith pretends to
give such proof. He eays the Society is
“not only immoral in action but in prin-
ciple . . . since by its fandamantal statuts
it reqaires the absolute submission of
conecience to the bidding of the Superior,
in whose hands the liegeman of Loyola ia
to be as a liviag corpse.  Oa that ground
alone the asyciation would deserve to be
prohibited wherever respect for conscience
and for moral responsibility prevails,”
Mr. Smith, therefore, means to eay that
by the rule of implicit obedience the
Jesuits biad themselves to commit sln if
commanded &0 to do by their superiors,
If he makes this assertion in good faith,
he must be grossly ignorant. The Jesuits
do bind themselves to obey their superiors,
but this obedience is in things which are
notsinful. Even if it were not expressly
stated by the founder ot the Society, com.
mon sense would tell that this condition
should be understocd, but it is €xpressly
said by St Izuatius in the Constitutions
of the Society: “In all things that are not
sin obedience to euperiors should be
prompt, docile, j yyous, snd perssvering,
dictated by love rather than by servile
fear, and digaifisd by the knowledge that
God himself commands in the perasn of
Superiors.”

The circumstances of the.30 years’ war
in Germany were very similar to the war
of the League in France. The Jesuits
were more or less involved in its viscissi-
tudes, though it is not true that they were
the cause of it, noris it true that they
stirred up civil discord in Poland, the
Netherlands and other countries. Mr,
Smith eays that Jesuits were in the back.

every place that protised a retreat from
the tumult of the busy world, We fiad,
in the Penitentiaries of the early lrish
Church, severe penances prescribed for
the monks or the nuns who had the
misfortune of violating their vows,
Speaking of Penitentiaries, or scales
of penances, how the word must

grate on the ears of Protest-
ants, We have several of them from
the sixth and seveuth centuries,

those of St, Columbanus and Coummian,
They are admitted, on all hands, to be
authentic monuments of the penitential
usages of the Irish Church. They prove,
to any one who inspects them, that con.
fession—confession not only of public
but of private sin—aven sins of thought,
must have been practiced in the Irish
Caurch of those early days. Even Pro-
testaut Usher himself admitted this,
Waen, therefore, it is proved that con.

primitive Irish Church was not Catholic.
1f \here be one pretended error more
than another with which Protes
tants most upbraid us, it is that
we invoke the prayers of the saints,
and that instead of having imme.
diate recourse in ail our difficulties
and necessities, to our great and merci-
ful Redeemer, we pray to the Saiuts, who,
they say, do not hear us, and who,
plunged in an ocean of eternal delights,
are indifferent to the wants and neces-
sitics of their brethren on earth, He,
therefore, who practiced the invocation
of Baints, was no Protestant, Now, we
find in his oconfessions, which are ad-
mitted by Protestants themselves to be
suthentic, that St. Patrick, in order to
repel a temptation, had recourse to this
anti-Protestant practice. Our Apostle
writes that, fatigued with his labors,
he felt in sleep as if his strength was
gone, and that an immense rock was
fulling on him. “But how it happened,
I koow not, that I should invoke Elias,
And I saw the sun rise in the heavens,
aud whilst I exclaimed Etias! Elias |
with all my strength, behold the splen-
dour of that sun, and immediately it
struck of me all that weight.” From
this it is evident that St. Patrick prayed

We have long advocated the union of

of Confederation was first pro-
pounded in a tangible form, Newfound-
land was included in the scheme.
Representatives from the great island
colony sat in the Charlottetown and
Quebec conferences, and all Canadians
eagerly looked to the early consumma-
tion of a union including all the colonies
from Newfoundland to Vancouver, Two
of the Provinces represented at the oon-
erences did mot come in in 1867,
vig : Prince Edward Island and New.
foundland, In 1869 another efiort was
made to bring in the latter colony, but
its people sgain rejected the terms of
union, The smaller island joined the
Upnion in 1873, but Terra Nova has stll
obdurately held aloof. The colony has not
only gained nothing but lost heavily by
its persistent adheeion to swgle blessed-
ness, Late despaiches ehow that gloom
and discontent are prevalent through-
out what should be one of the wealthiest
snd bappiest Provinces of British North
America, The ca uee of this glocmand of
this discontent may be at once inferred
from the statement madein the Imperial
Commons on the 25th ult , by the Secre-
tary for the Colonies, who then informed
his fellow-legislators that “Newfound-
land/is in danger of permanent commer-
cial ruin, owing to the impossibility of
maintaining her staple industry of cod
fishing sgainst the competition of French
fishermen, in consequence of the latter
receiving from the French Government
s boun ty of over 60 per cent., enabling
them to take fish on the banks of New-
foundland, and sell them profitably in
European markets below the cost of
production, The Legislature of New-
foundland recently passed a bill restrain-
ing the export of bait, which would have
secured to the colony the control of the
sole natural advantage she possesses
and enabled her to carry on ber fisheries
against unequal competition with the
French ehips.”

The course pursued by the Imperial
government has given rise to the pro.
fourdest diseatisfaction in Newfound-
land, and the Telegram, which has the
largest circulation of any paper in the
island, fears not to speak out in these
terms :

“For some time past, owing to the bad
treatment received at the hands of the
British government, a strong feeling in
favor of conmection with the ‘United
States has manifested iteelf, and it is
peedless to say that since the disallow-
ance of the Bait bill that feeling has been
greatly intensified, We like the old flag
but we teill Lord Salisbury with all the
emphasis we can command that we are
not disposed to be treated by Britain or
by any other power as the Amerigans
were treated prior to their successful
fight for independence in 1776.”

This, in a country noted forits unswerv-
ing allegiance and exuberant loyalty to
Britain, is very plain speech indeed., It
is, however, scarcely an adequate ex-
pression of the feeling prevailing in the
colony. All men there are now agreed
that any change would be better than a
continuance of the present state of
affairs, Prees, people and Parliament all
speak out in unmistakable terms, telling
Eogland that the disallowance of
the Bait bill at the request of the Fiench
government is a moet humiliating act
and that the country, baving been aban-
doned by England, must look for protec-
tion elsewhere. There are, it is plain,
but two alternatives open to Newfound.
land, annexation to the United States
or confederation with Canada. The first
of them is not, for obvious reasons, to be
thought of, but the second should, we
think, commend itself to the favorable
consideration of every man of thought
in the colony. Canadas might not be
able to give continued prosperity to
Newfoundland; in fact so long as that
colony relies exclusively for support
upon  ome industry she can
never be permanently prosperous,
but Canada could, and we believe
would cheerfully lend her whole assict-
ance to the brave islanders in ridding
themselves of the burden of treaty pro-
visions that really hamper their progress
and rob them of the legitimate products
of their industry, We cordially agree
with the Ottawa Journal when it writes :

“We think tho situation bas a double
moral,  The first is that Newfoundland
has euffered from the mother country’s
inattention to her commercial interests
just as other colonies which don’t take
care of themselves have suffered ; the
second is thatif Newfoundland had been
a component part of the Dominion she
would have the tull benefit of her own
resources. In this last respect it is not
too late to mend,”

Let Newfoundland join us at once,
Canada will eoon be a treaty making
power, and will see that the Island
Colony will eufter no injustice from the
stipulations of a by gone ignorant and
heartless diplomacy,
