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Attentiveness to customers should be
mstant, i season and out of season,
from the moment the customer crosses
the threshold of the store until he is out
on the street again, writes Harlow N.
Higinbotham, in the Saturday Even-
ing Post. There is nothing which cus-
tomers morve invariably resent than in-
difference on the part of the storekeeper
or his elerk, To go into a store and be
forced to stand about without being
recognized is a kind of treatment which
goes against the grain of human nature.
and will not be tolerated by the aver-
age American. Of ecourse, there are
times in almost every store when there
is mueh business to be done in a small
time, and it is absolutely necessary to
keep several ecustomers waiting. This
does not mean, however, that there is
any necessity for the proprietor or his
assistant to fail to give a pleasant word
of greeting to those who are obliged to
wait their tuin.

It is an easyv matter for the store-
keeper or the elerk to give a nod of
welcome and a word of exeuse to those
who cannot be immediately served. The
customer who has been pleasantly greet-
ed and told that he will receive atten-
tion in a few minutes will wait cheer-
fully, whereas he would leave the store
in ill-humor if his presence were entire-
ly ignored. The ability to keep waiting
customers in good humor and make them
feel that they arve not negleeted is one
of the most valuable gualities a store-
keeper or a clerk ean possibly possess.
Just ordinary courtesy and attentive-
ness demand very little time, and they
are far more valuable than flatteyy or
argnment in the sale of goods.

In this connection it should hd said
that flattery is a very poor crutch for the
salesman to lean upon. The average
American ecitizen 1s  generally shrewd
enough to deteet flattery and invariably
resents it. Instant and unfailing atten-
tiveness arve worth volumes of flattery
in the up-building of a good trade, and
the salesman who is always promptly at-
tentive to the customer’s needs and who
does not ‘“slop over’ is a trade-getter
and trade-keeper of the highest order.

Tell the Truth.

Perhaps it will be thought that a word
of caution with recard to the over-re-
presentation of goods is entirely super-
flous and ungracious, I wish this were
the ease, but I fear that the observa-
tion is not at all out of order. Very
often the zeal and ambition of the clerk
carries him further in this direction
than his employer would wish him to go.
Again, there are those in the merchan-
dizing business, as in every other busi-
ness, who allow their desire for gain to
impart an elastie quality to their con-
sciences, and who lose sight of the Faet
that nothine ean be more fatal to their

final success than misrepresentation, no
matteyr how wmild.

As a sheer matter of poliey, it is far
better for the merchant to understate
than to overstate the merits of his goods.
When a merchant gains a reputation in
his ¢ommunity for never misrepresent-
ing his goods he is on the high road to
suceess. He will command the trade of
his neighbors and he will hold it against
obstacles.

In seleeting his clerks every merchant
should give earefu] consideration to se-
curing those who Thave taet, pleasing
manners, and all that is included in the
term ““a good personal address.”’ At
the same tiwme, 1t will be well for him
to remembey that a clerk may have all
of these qualities and still be a comt
parative failure. Many a merchant em-
ploying quite a force of clerks has been
perplexed by the problems presented by
this matter of the personal equation.
Here is a elerk, for example, who out-
classes all his fellow-workers in personal
popularity with eustomers. His graces
of manner attract the patrons of the
store to him to a degree whieh marks
him as an exceptional tavorite. In spite
of this, the totals of his sales from week
to week fall helow several of his co-
laborers at the counter. He puts in as
many hours as they do and works as
diligently as they. Here, on the face of
things, is a eclear contradietion which is
decidedly puzzling to the merchant.
What 1s the difficulty?

In nearly all cases of this kind, and
they are so numerous as to be almost
oeneral, 1 believe the cause of the
trouble lies in the faet that the popular
clerk, who has decidedly the lead over
all his fellows, lacks in decision. Not
long ago 1 saw an interview on this very
subject in which the superintendent of
one of the big State Street retail stores,
in Chicago, hit the nail squarely on the
head as far as this point is concerned.
He related how he had been puzzled to
reconcile the faet that the most populan
clerk in the faney dress-goods depart-
ment took about third rank, so far as
the volume of his sales was concerned
The young man had a decided charm of
manner which naturally attracted eusto-
wers to him, and it was apparent to the
management that this clerk had praeti-
cally first call on a large percentage of
the customers who came to the depart-
ment to buy.

At last the superintendent decided to
give his personal attention to the solu-
tion of this very interesting and prae-
tical riddie. To this end he -stationed
himself near the faney dressgoods eount-
er and began to wateh the young man
at hisavork. A young matron came
down the aisle, passed a clerk who was
at liberty to wait on her, and went direct
to the young man in question. It so

happened that the superintendent was
acquainted with the woman, and knew.
from having waited on her himself be
fore promoted fo an exeeutive position
that she was not especially diffienlt 1.
please,

The Fatal Fault.

She handed the clerk 4 sample o
goods of which she was having a skirt
made, and told him she wished to ge!
the material for a waist which would b
appropriate to wear with the skirt. He
looked at the sample, turned around t
the shelves and started to take out .
bolt of goods, hesitated, went to anoth
er, and then to still another. Then he
drew out two or three bolts, looked a!
them and finally shoved them back int
place. After making several false mo
tions of this kind, he at length returned
to the first hoit of goods which his hand
had touched, drew 1t out and displayed
it. on the counter.

To the keen eyes ol the watchiul su
perintendent it was gpparent that the
indecision of the clerk had communicat
eq itseli to his customer, and, after ex
amining the goods in a somewhat indif
ferent way, she asked if he had not
something else more attractive. Then
he took down the bolts which he had
glanced at in his hesitating pilgrimage
along’ the shelves, showed them to his
customer and discussed with her thei
relative merits. Stiil, she was appal
ently unsatisfied, and he once more
ranged the shelves!and brought down
other patterns. There was more con
versation and further comparison of
goods, and for the third time he turned
about and began to forage in a some
what hopeless and hesitating way along
the shelves.

More than once the customer seemed
to be on the very point of decision, but
finally she offiered an apology, and, say
g that she would come again, she leit
the counter without buying.

In the meantime, the clerk whom she
had passed by had waited upon three
customers and sold toevery one of them
His manner of work was this: He gave
very careful attention to the description
of the goods wanted by his customer,
and in each case asked one or. two ques-
tions to bring out more clearly the de-
sires of his patron. But in each ,in
stance after he had learned this he turn
ed round and his hand went unhesitat-
ingly to just the right goods. There was
decision in his manner, and he placed
the bolt of cloth upon the counter with
the remark: “I think this is just what
vou wish.” The watchiul eye of the
superintendent had taken in his move-
ments as well as tlose of the populal
clerk, and he was convinced of two
things: first, that the taste or judgment
of the clerk who made the three sales
was no better than that of the populai
clerk who failed to make his sales:
second, that the decision with which the
less popular clerk acted was the secre!
of His success.

The conclusions of this superintenden!
were, to my mind, entirely correct. Hi
founda out why the man who attracted
the fewer cusiomers was able to mak
the greater number of sales. Incidental
ly it may be added that the popula:
clerk remained at the fancy dress-good
counter while the other was promoted 1«
the head of the department.

Closing a Bargain.

Time and again, in my own experi

ence, I have seen this incident parallel
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in my own experi
s incident parallel

ed. The gift of closing a bargain is by
no means a conmon one, and it is left
out of the composition of many clerks
who are otherwise well equipped. And
right here it should be added that with-
out this gift all others are of no avail
No matter how skilliully the negotia-
tions may be conducted up to the “‘stick-
ing point,”” unless they go beyond that
point they are useless. Though indecis-
jon on the part of the salesman is the
besetting sin which generally causes his
failure, there are other elements which
contribute to this undesirable end

One of these is the inability to shut
out other matters from the conversation
of the moment. Only the unskillful
salesman will allow his customer to
drag him into general conversation when
he is actively engaged in displaying
soods and attempting to get his pa-
tron’s decision. This does not mean
that it is not wise to chat pleasantly
with customers about social and per-
sonal matters, but it does mean that
this - should not be done when once
the business of selling is really in hand.
Anvthing that distracts the mind of the
customer from the vital point at issue
is always to be avoided. Let all the
“visiting” be done before the display of
soods has begun.

Before leaving the subject of what the
storekeeper should consider in the selec-
tion of his help, let me say that, as a
general thing, the employment of rela-
tives is to be avoided. It is not an
over-statement of the case, 1 think, to
say that traveling salesmen are well
agreed upon the fact that when they
tind a storekeeper whose force is made
up of his sons, daughters, nieces and
nephews, he is considered as struggling
under a distinct  handicap, and his pro-
gress is watched with especial care
This is, perhaps, only another way of
saying that the man who selects his as-
sistants because thev are relatives is
not at liberty to make the selection on
the broader line of their real qualifica-
tions for the work in hand.

CANNED MEATS TURN.

British groeers moving to recover
their trade.

Grocers in Great Britain are now
bent upon getting back their trade
i canned meats, at a meeting last
month in Manchester of the Northern
t'ouneil of the Groeer’s Association one
speaker said: ‘“that at Bolton, aeting on
instruetions from the Loeal Government
Board, an inspeetor had visited 324 gro-
cers’ shops in the distriet, and had
taken 63 tins of goods which he con-
sidered a little doubtful. Samples of
them had been analysed, and the result
was that there was not a single trace
of preservative or ptomaine in any of
them, Considering that sueh allega-
tions had been made regarding the ean-
ned goods trade, he thought such a re-
sult was highly creditable, and proved
that if the publiec wanted pure food the
safest things to eat were canned goods.
lf grocers would press upon the author-
ities to take samples, and then publish
the result of the analyses in the loecal
press, it would reassure the publie, and
prove that the food was pure and whole-
some,”’

Fred. Ramsay, manager of F. E. Ram-
say & Co., wholesale coffee dealers, To-
ronto, had two fincers so badly erushed
in an eleetrie eoffee grinder last week
that amputation was necessary.

A. Smith, Campbellevoft, is offering
his general store business for sale. Mr.
Smith has made a fortune in about
twenty-two years, and wishes to retire.
His store is situated across the road
from Garden Hill Station.

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TARIFFS AND COMMISSIONS.

The United States government is send
ing a commission of expertsto Ger-
many to arrange terms by which the
States will enjoy the minimum German
tarifi. Next to Great DBritain, Ger-
many is the United States largest cus-
tomer. Trade between the two countr-
ies last year totalled nearly $370,000,-
000 of which the States sold nearly
$235,000,000.

Less than a year ago Germany enact-
ed a tariff law which provides for two
rates of duty, one a general rate and
the other a conventional rate, which
is enjoyed by those countries with which
Germany enters into commercial agree-
ments. Upon representations made by
the American government the time for
the higher rates of duty to become op-
erative against American importations
was postponed until July 1, 1907, and
in turn the President extended to Ger-
man importers, the provisions of sect-
ion three of the Dingley law.

Large American exporters to Germany
have been stirring themselves to hasten
government action which would prevent
the operation of the maximum tariff
against American goods next July.
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Germany’s complaint against the United
States tariff is in regard to rules and
regulations rather than the weight of
duty and no doubt is entertained that
the ecommission will be successful.

(Canada’s trade relations with Ger-
many are on a different basis. Since
the absorption of Great Britain several
vears ago of the favored nation treaty
according to Germany equal rights with
the Mother Country in colonial mark-
ets, thie Fatherland has been distinctly
unfriendly. Ot course the new maxi-
mum tariff is imposed against us. Be-
fore the unpleasantness arose the trade
was increasing gaily, eight millions in
1901, thirteen millions in 1902, fourteen
millions in 1903 last year it was down
to seven millions.

Germany has got the most of it. In
1903 our imports from Germany were
over twelve millions and our exports
thither just above two millions. Last
year our imports were over six and a
half millions and our exports eleven
hundred thousand German trade lost
nearly six millions; Canadian less than
a million. There have been indications
that trade interests would like to re-
cover the lost ground. Germany’s total
importations are over a billion five
hundred millions. Canada wants a
share of it and is not likely to stand in
its own light. We must, however, main-
tain our right to give whole British
preference we please without consulting
our foreign customers.

Parliament sits.on Nov. 22 to give us
a new tariffi Mr. Fielding has promised
it will be of the latest fashion, with
minimum, maximum and general sche-
dules. Doubtless the maximum will be
imposed against American goods in view
of the high American tarfi against us.
When Uncle Sam gets busy to save his
trade with us, in 1905, a hundred and
fifty-five millions, we may witness the
interesting development of a tarifi com-
mission coming our way.

CANADA’S TRADE WITH FRANCE.
(‘anada’s trade with IFrance is not
what it ought to be and might be made.
The Dominion government pays a con-
siderable subsidy for a direct line of
steamships between (anada and France.
The Department of Trade and Com-
merce maintains a ("anadian Commere-
ial Agent at Paris. The British Cham-
ber of Commerce in Paris has establish-
ed a Canadian branch. The economie,
journal France-Canada of Montreal has
recently opened an office in Paris.

All these things indicate an awaken-
ing of interest in Franco-Canadian
trade but Canada does not appear to be
reaping any of the fruits as yet. The
volume of trade is increasing but accor-
ding to the latest returns issued Cana-

da's share grows smaller and France's
larger.

The total trade with France -in 190]
was $7,084,000; Canada buying $5,-
503,000 and selling $1,581,000. Last
year the total trade was $8,712,000 .
(anada buying $7.201,000 and selling
$1,511,000. That means an increase in
(‘anada’s purchases of $1,700,000 and 4
decrease in her sales of $70,000.

France's total importations for con
sumption in 1904 were about $750,000,
000. Her purchases in (‘anada were g
little ovér a million and a half. One
article, canned lobster, composed consid
erably more than half the total. In the
evidences of awakening interest and the
wide room for expansion there is hope
for a great development in the Franco
(‘anadian trade especially from this
end.

BY-LAW QUASHED.

By the action of the courts in Mon
treal, the by-law regarding early clos
ing of the stores, which was adopted by
the city in 1905, becomes null and void
Under the recent by-law all stores, with
the exception of fruit, tobacco, liquor
and such stores, were forced to close
their doors on Wednesdays and Thurs
days each week at seven o’clock.

At the time it became law, most of
the retail merchants in the city were
in favor of it, but some, did not appear
to be of the same way of thinking, for
they remained open the nights on which
the law said they should be closed and
action was taken against them. One of
the protesting firms took action against
the city, declaring that the by-law was
unconstitutional. It was showed by
them, through their attorneys, that the
by-law was null and void, because the
enabling aect, 57 Viet. c¢h. 50 was ultra
vires of the powers of the Provincial
Legislature, as an infringement of the
duties of the Federal power to regulate
trade and commerce of the Dominion.
Further, the by-law exceeded the power
conferred by the said enabling act.

The contention of the city was to the
effect that the by-law was enacted for
the benefit of public order and morality
The right rests with the provinces to
regulate taverns, and to adept regula
tions which will preserve public order
and decency and prevent drunkeness.
The court held, however, that there wa-
no such question in the present ecase
It was not an instance where there
would be any justification for interfer
ance on the part of the Legislature, and
besides this, the by-law adopted by the
city was in excess of the powers con
ferred. Consequently, as the case'stands
now, it is not against the law for the
retail trade to keep open after seven
o’clock on the evenings mentioned.
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ANILINE JUBILEE.

Aniline dyes in their relation to food
stuffis have been much discussed of late
and unusual interest attaches to the
visit to America of Sir William Henry
Perkin, the discoverer of the first of
them—mauve. Ile came as the guest of
the chemists of the United States to
celebrate the jubilee of the discovery of
mauve. Sir William was knighted by
King Edward this Summer in recogni-
tion of his services to science and in-
lustry.

Since the dav fifty years ago when the
ighteen-year-old youth saw a wondrous
olor shade come out of a dense black
esidue scores of perfumes and countless
heautiful colors have evolved from the
original discovery: Nearly twenty chem-
ical firms throughout the world have
made an exclusive husiness of coal-ta
products, and in America alone it is es-
timated that $100,000,000 is invested in
Sir William’s discoveries.

Sir William telling a New York news
paperman of his discovery said : “‘I was
in the laboratory of the German chemist
iloimann when I discovered mauve. |
was then eighteen. While in an experi-
ment to find quinine 1 failed, and was
sbout to throw a certain black residue
away when I thought it might be inter-
esting. The solution of it resulted in a
strangely beautiful color. You know the
q'bt.”

The controversy because of the United
States’ new pure food law regarding
wmiline dyes in food was explained to the
cminent chemist. ‘I weuld not like to
ake sides in that matter,” he said. “‘It

probable that there have been abuses

i the uses of aniline dyes in food stufls;
n fact, I know there have been. But
his is certain. The amount of aniline
lye necessary to color a food is so
pinute that if the same quantity of
trychnine were used it would be equally
armless.”’

DRIED FRUITS. _
As there never was such a dried fruit
cason as this it is not remarkable il
he trade finds it hard to accommodate
tselfi to the situation. But it might
ow be said that the facts were all in,
ince, no matter what happened in prim-
oy markets, it would be practically im-
ossible for a wholesaler to order fruit
ow and deliver it to the retailer_ in
ime for Christmas.
The first price made Valencia raisins
as about normal. Last year the open-
ng was on about the same basis, and
rices steadily declined to two-thirds
he opening price. With that experience
tll fresh in memory it is not to be
vondered at if the trade as a whole
ought hesitatingly.
The first estimate of the crop was that
it would be about two-thirds of an
average, which for ten years has been
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about 2,100,000 boxes. KFach succeeding
estimate was lower until it got down to
one-fifth an average.

Currants have been much more difli-
cult to gauge. Efforts of the Greek
Legislature other years to maintain
currants at a facetitious price have fail-
ed. Similar results were looked fo1
this year. The watchers have been dis-
appointed. With occasional rests by the
way the price has plodded upward until
it is a third to a half higher than the
opening. Récently the market has been
further disturbed by the failure of a
large Gree¥ house with heavy commit-
ments in Canada and the States, and
jobbers depending upon the firm had to
scurry for goods to cover their own con-
tracts.

Of course the abunoraal situation in
dried fruits generally helped currants.
An aggressive advertlising in Great Bri-
tain has had results, and a report vre-
cently received states that consumption
in the Old Countrv is 50 per cenl.
greater than last year.

Sultana raisins are a poor crop, oo,
and the prices have soared, but it is
claimed for this fruit that the price is
partially the result of manipulation and
some look for a decline, but the report
given in another column is not encourag-
ing. Some packers are trylng now tlo
evade their contracts and some whole-
salers are likely to find themselves the
victims of a speculative attempt to skin
the market. The market is 150 per cent
higher than offerings when the trees
were in blossom.

The Malaga table raisin crop recently
sufiered seriously by storm, hall the
crop while on the vines having been de-
stroyed, it is said.

In California the dried fruit trade 1is
the victim of a combination of untoward
circumstances. The Oregon crop, which
about evenly shares with Santa Clara
the Canadian trade, is turning out con-
siderably smaller thaia expected, and is
grading smal'. There won't be any 20-
30 or 30-40 at all, and the supply of 10-
50 will be limited.  The result is a con-
siderable advance in the large sizes ol
both Oregon and Californian fruit

But the rebuilding of San Francisco
has taken most of the available labor
and lumber in California, and the lack
of help and scarcity of box wood and
other materials has been Keenly felt in
the fruit trade. To crown the difficul-
culties has come the car shortage and a
freight blockade, making anything like
prompt delivery almost impossible.
However, the heavy consumption of
prunes does not start till January.

FIGHT FOR SUGAR PROFITS.

It will interest the grocery trade in
Canada, wholesale and retail, to watch
the contest about to be begun in the
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States between National Wholesale
Groceer's Association and the sugar
refineries The wholesalers are taking
the initiative and the plan is simply to
make the refineries declare themselves in
favor of doing either a wholesale or re
tail business and the method to be ad
opted by the wholesalers is simply to
throw all their business to retailers who
will deal exclusively with wholesalers.
The line, however, is not to be drawn
fine and the retailers are to be allowed
to supply large retail houses now buying
direct, but a minimum order for di
rect retail buying is to be fixed and 100
barrels is said to have been agreed upon

As far as sugar prices go the whole
country is ‘““wide open’’ and the com
petition among refiners is very keen
At present prices they are refining and
handling for §c¢. a pound.

A New England retailer recently ad
vertised that on and after a certain
date he would sell sugar “‘at less than
cost.”” The lowest he could buy it for
was $4.80 and his advertisement offered
25-lb. sacks of granulated at ¥1.20
and 100-lb. sacks at $4.80, in other
words the New York wholesale spot
price, adding nothing for freight charg
es. While he would deliver only when
ordered with other goods he invited buy
ers to come to the store and “‘cart it
away as fast as you like

In Canada the present sugar arrange
ment assures the wholesaler 4 per cent
and cutting by retailers is discouraged
Not long since in a small Ontario town
one man started cutting sugar as an ad
vertisement. Other merchants complain
ed to the wholesaler from whom ‘‘cut
ter'’’ was buying and his account was
promptly closed. The chief advantage
of the sugar arrangement is stability
The retailer knows his neighbor is pay-
ing the same price he is. The grocery
traveler now wastes no time selling su
gar and that is an important consider
ation.

The wholesaler's 4 per cent. does not
pay for handling the goods, but when
he looks back a few years he knows he
might be worse off. One of them speak
ing of the situation recalled an aneedote
with which Sir .John A. Maedonald il
lustrated the political situation toward
the close of the MacKenzie administra
tion. The people hdad voted out the
Conservatives and were tired of those
they had voted in. He said :

“It reminds me of one time I was go
ing through a cemetery and 1 saw this
inseription ‘1 was well, 1 would be bet
ter, now ['m here.”

IRSatesne

The Governor of Jamaiea's 1eport for
the fisecal vear of 1905 shows that in
1903 the United States took 150 times
as much sugar as Canada. Now Can-
ada takes 34 times as much as the Unit-
ed States. This is one result of Can-
ada’s preferential tariff.

That top line
though is a little too crowded, but the
advertisement is a plainj talk in plain
type and is the Kkind of thing people
wili read.

This ad. and the methods it indicates
are worthy the consideration of grocers
every where.

People want to know what you have
to sell, and how good it is, and what
vou charge Ior it.

Generally speaking, every ad should
quote a price, or a few prices. But a
price means little unless the goods are
described.

Don’t try to embellish your ads with
big words or flowery sentences. The
great majority of your customers are
plain, ordinary people, who can best
understand plain, simple, concise lan-
zuage.

There has been a great deal of con-
troversy over the question of long or
short ads.

Some say an ad should be short, ot
people won’t take the time to read it.

Others say it should be long, in or-
der to make a big impression.

It's about as senseless as the ‘‘mar-
riage is a failure”’ question.

Some marriages are bad failures.

Some are decudedly otherwise.

Some ads should be short.

Some should be iong.

It depends on what vou have to say.

Most advertisers make a mistake by
trying to fill a large space when they
have but little to say.

Many will make their ads too brief.
They will spoil a powerful argument in
order to get the matter into a dollar’s
worth of space.

There are so many more ways to do a
thing wrong than right that the care-
less man usually does 11 wrong.

[t is best to make most ads compara-
tively short, but it is never wise to
weaken a good argument for the sake of
hrevity.

It would be better to have a dozen
people read a long ad and be convinced
of something, than to have a thousand
people read a short ad that tells ng-
thing.

People will read long ads if they are
worth reading; that is, the people who
are interested

The best advertiser is the man who
has the best common sense, and
makes use of it. :

le velies upon his judgment and not
upon advertising rules set forth by some
successful man whose circumstances were
greatly difierent.

You should mnever say anything in an
ad that you would not say personally
1o a customer.

If a_woman were to enter your store,
vou wouldn’'t say to her, ‘‘This gigan-
ti¢ emporium abounds mlh an unmatch-
able and resplendant array of startling
and stupendous bargains, at slaughter
prices.”’

And yet a great deal of valuable
space, in newspapers, is filled with that
kind of twaddle.

Just recall what you said to the last
half dozen customers you waited upon,
and you will almost invariably rvecall
good material for an ad.

Don’t tell what your competitors
can’t do.

THE CANADIAN GROCEHMN

TRADE AT THE PACIFIC COAST

Flour Mill Operated by Electricity—T rade Envoy from New Zealand to In-
crease Business Between the Colonies— G. T. P. Terminus—Market Notes.

(Special Correspondence of 1he Canagian Girocer )

Vauncouver, Oet. 31, 1906.

The pioneer flour mill of the coast,
operated at Eburne by the Easterbrook
Milling Company, is run by electric mo-
tive power, perhaps the first in Canada
to be electrically equipped. The pre-
sent capacity of the millis 50 barrels
per day, and some additions to the pre-
sent machinery are eontemplated, which
will bring it up to 100 bariels daily.
The wheat ground is principally Alberta
Red, though a small quantity of local-
ly grown wheat (soft varieties) has been
made into flour. This latter is said to
be specially adapted for pastry flour, but
the quantity grown is so limited and
likely to continue so, that it will not be
an important faetor in the produet of
this or any other wmill on the eoast. The
Eburne mill is but six miles from Van-
couver on an eleetrie road, and freight
is transhipped by eleetric train at low
cost, so that the plant is praetically on
the same basis as if operated in the city.
The ‘‘Imperial’’ is the brand given to
the flour produced by this mill,

New Zealand.

An interesting eolleetion of exhibits is
at present to be seen at the Badminton
Hotel, where the official trade represen-
tative of the New Zealand Goveinment,
Mr. J. Graham Gow is now staying. Mr.
Gow is on an extensive tour undertaken
to promote trade between his colony and
the Dominion, the desirability of in-
creased trade being the greater now that
the Alley line of steamers makes a di-
reet eonneetion between the two mem-
bers of the Empire. For the next fort-
night, Mr. Gow will be in the ecity, and
his colleetion of New Zealand produects
and manufactures will be on exhibition
during that time. It is his intention to
seek interviews with the wholesale trade
of the provinee, and possibly also inter-
view the Board of Trade in the interests
of his eampaign of trade promotion.
After leaving here, Mr. Gow will proeeed
to Winnipeg, thence to Ottawa, where
he will present his eredentials from his
Government to Premier Laurier and the
(‘abinet, in the interests of trade ex-
pansion. It is his hope also that Cana-
dian merchants and manufacturers will
take up actively the question of promot-
ing export of Canadian produets suitable
for use in New Zealand. He expresses

. the hope that ultimately, the direet line

of steamers will have full cargoes each
way, to the mutual benefit of his colony
and Canada,

Activity in northern coast waters is
inereasing, and with it indieations that
the G. T. P. is taking more than a pater-
nal interest in the industrial possibili-
ties of the northern coast, with especial
reference to their proposed terminps. As
well known, a saw mill has been estab-
lished at Kaien Island for some time,
and as announeed a week or so ago, the

25

first big commereial venture will be
lloated very shoitly with prominent peo-
ple in elose touch with the G. T. P. at
its head. In addition, there is now
made the statement that the fisheries of
northern waters are to be exploited on
a large scale by a company with large
capital behind it, which has secured the
cannery on Prince of Wales Island.
This cannery was idle for some sea-
sons, but was purchased recently by F.
T. Churehill, who was interested in the
Yormation of the Paecifie-American
Fisheries eompany, a few vears azo. The
cannery is but four hours run from
Kaien Island, where the city of Prinee
]\'ul:\‘ll is said to be located. and well
sitnated to reach not only salmon waters
but the halibut banks of Queen Char-
lotte Sound. The roek eod of northern
waters will also be exploited, so that
a large fish-euring industry in eonnec-
tion with eanning operations, will be
carrvied on.

Shipments of potatoes to New Zea-
land as wel] as Australia eontinue, ow-
ing to tbe high prices at present pre-
vailing in  the antipodean colonies.
From New Westminster, Ladner, and
other Fraser river points consignwments
of the tubers are being got ready for
the next sailing of the steamer for New
Zealand. The price current in that
country at present is up to $40 per ton,
while $15 is a good figure for the loeal
lower mainland produet at present, with
a large erop to draw on for all demands.

This week, in the produce markets,
higher prices of eggs are noted. The
supply of loeal fresh eggs is diminish-
ing, and demand is very keen. At New
Westminster the wholesale buyers,
could not get any this week or last week,
retail demand at 50e. per doz. being
so keen. The price is always high in
the winter months, but seldom commen-
ces to run up so keenly until nearer
Christmas holidavs.

Loeal fresh butter is still in demand,
and all offerings are taken up readily.
Loeal dairy supplies are limited, but
creamery make it fairly plentiful. Price
runs at 30e. wholesale for ereamery,
and from 27 to 30c. for dairy. East-
ern and N. W. T. dairy is very searee,
while ereamery brings about 27e. per 1b.

Apples are in keen demand for ship-
ment to Alberta and other prairie
points. Last year third and second grade
apples sold loeally at 50e. per box, while
this ear, 75¢. is the ruling price. Okan-
agan apples are now quoted wholesale
at $1.25 to $1.75. Winter pears are
searce and bringing $1.25 and $1.50 per
box. Grapes are $1.85 to $2.00 per
crate. TLate Valeenia oranges, $5.00 per
case. Lemons, $8.50 per case. Pine-
apples recently received ex Auastralian
steamer Moana, are quoted at $4.50 per
case of half-a-dozen.

A good average Fall trade is heing
done in gl'ul'('l‘i(‘.\.

Sugay is rather quiet under the recent
decline, although in sowe quarters there
is talk of an advance before another
decline oceurs. The late deliveries of
canned goods are now being made.

There
bas been an advanee in Ceylon green
teas, but otherwise the market is prac-
fically unchanged since last report. The
feature of interest in dried fruits is the
fact that the sceond direet steamer is
now due in Monireal. Sultana raisins
are very high in price. Valenelas are
easier. Californian seeded have again
advanced.  Currants are also  higher.
There is nothing new to report in eoffees
and spices, while peels are still firm.
Maple sugar has been advanced. Evap-
orated apples are firm, and hicher prices
would not surprise the trade, Lower
figures are expected in heans.

CANNED GOODS-—The last deliver-
ies are now heing made by the canners,
jobbers receiving their remaining stoeks,
orders for whieh were placed long ago.
Although the wound iz neariv closed,
there s still heard complaint around the
trade regarding the action of the can-
ners in asking hioh prices for the goods
this season. ““There is no exense for
the canners,”” said one jobber to The
Grocer, ““in makine the ]ll'it't',‘ so hieh.
We all know the tomato situation: we
know the conditions in peas. Examples
of the apparently unwarranted high
prices are not lacking. Take pumpkins,
which are costing 90¢. and 92 1-2¢. Why
should the price have been made so
high? There was plenty of profit for
eveivhody at the old ficure, SO¢, If the
canners desired high prices they might
have worked up to them zradually, but
T do not think they were warranted in
asking the opening figures right from
the beginning.’’

NOVA SCOTIA MARKETS
Halifax, N.S., Nov. 6, 1906.

The grocery trade is good in the
Maritime Provinces, business heing re-
ported as satisfactory in all quarters.
Prices are pretty steady, the only not-
able change since last report being a
drop of ten eents per hundred )mun(L
in the price of sugar. This reduection is
in sympathy with the recent decrease in
all grades on the New York market.
The quotations in Halifax follow:

THE MARKETS

Granulated, $4.40; cut loaf (50 pound
boxes), $5.05; Austrian granulated,
$4.30; bright yellow, $4.20; and No. 1
vellow, $3.90. The reduetion had been
looked for here for some time.

The Thompson liner, ‘“Jacona,”’ with
a big ecargo of fruit, arrived here last
week from  Mediterranean ports, and
discharged the following here: 8,505
packages of raisins, 280 packages of
curtants, 232 crates of onions, 10 hoxes
of almonds, 15 quarter easks, 5 hogs-
heads, and one butt of wine. The steam-
er, after loading 300 barrels of herring
here, proceeded to Montreal.

FISH—The fish markets are now
quite improved both abroad and at
home, and there is a good demand for
first-class stock. The fishermen on the
western shore of Halifax county have
héen reaping a harvest the past week.
Mackerel have struek in in good quan-
tities, and the fishermen have so far
met with good success. Three men se-
cured 51,000 fish off Bear Cove which
netted them a handsome return, the
large fish being disposed of for 12 cents
each, and the smaller run at 8 cents.
Besides these, thousands of fish have
heen taken in smaller quantities, Most
of these fish are iced and shipped from
Halifax to the Boston market, where
the large fish sell for 25 cents, medium
17 cents, and small 9 cents. Salt mack-
erel sold in Boston last week at $35 per
barrel for large, and $22 for small
Large shore cod are quoted in Boston
at £7.50 to $8. including $4.25 to $4.50,
and dry bank (large) at 6. 50 to $7.50,
medium $5 to $3.50. Nova Scotia large
pickled herring are quoted $5.50 per
harrel, and medinm at $4.50. There is
a good demand for Nova Seotia prime
Jaree cod in Trinidad, where the price
«||n‘u|('<l is #29 to $30 for drums. New-
foundland cod 1s quoted at to $23
on the same market. On the Barbadoes
market cod is quoted $21 to $24 per
cask, with the probability of the price
inereasing.

FRUIT—The fruit markets are very
aetive, and with the mildness of the
weather there is quite a lot of stuff
moving. Apple picking and the gather-
ine of all kinds of vegetables throngh-
out the Annapolis and Cornwallis val-
Jevs is about eompleted, and everything
has turned out pretty well with the ex-
ception of potatoes. Heavy shipments
of apples are heing made to the London
market, and also to South Afriea, the
Elder- l)vm] ster liner ‘“Melville,”” which
sailed from here last week, taking sev-
eral thousand. Good gravensteins are
now hecoming searce, and those now on
the mairket are quoted at $3.50 for No.
1’s: kings and blenheims range from
$3 to $3.50, and No. 1 Bishop Pippins
$2.50.

VEGETABLES—There is a good de-
wand for potatoes, and large shipments
are being made to the foreign markets,
principally  Havana. The schooner
““Rescue’’ loaded 4,100 barrels at Can-
ning and has proceeded to Havana.
There is a light erop of potatoes in most
sections of the eountry this vear. Some
attribute this to the faet that almost all
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the varieties of potatoes in the Anna
polis and Cornwallis valleys have ru
out. The farmers are now introduein:
new varieties, prineipally imported fion
Scotland.  They are said to be of su
perior quality and great yielders, especi
ally one of the varieties known as Puri
tan. Nova Secotia potatoes are quote
here at 60e. per bushel, and Prine
Edward Island 50e.

BUTTER AND EGGS—There is
good demwand for both, choice dair:

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CHEESE AND BUTTER BULLETIN.

Sinee our last issue there has been a
very marked change ir the situation of
the eheese market. Whatever the cause
may have been, it is not due to a sud-
den inereased demand from aeross the
Atlantie, but the reeent country markets
all showed substantial advances in
prices and, naturally, holders of cheese
in  Montreal advaneed their ideas of
values aecordingly.

Conservative estimates of available
supplies and a probable consumption
during the Winter months leave us a
shortage of about 200,000 boxes of
cheese, and this shortage ean only be
evercome by advaneing priees to such a
point, where the eonsumption will be
lessened, if Australian and other meats,
bacon, ete., ean attract sufficient eon-
sumption from cheese by being cheaper,
our supplies may hold out until the new
season’s make appears on the market
next year, but only high " prices for
cheese will bring this about, as hog pro-
ducts are also dear this year.

l.ast week’s country markets praeti-
cally disposed of the entire Oetober
make. Many factories are now elosed
for the season, and those still running
have mostly turned to making butter.
Last year large quantities of cheese were
stored at eountry points. This year the
country is practieallly bare, and stocks
in Montreal are also considerably less
than a year ago,

The produetion of milk has been very
mueh lighter this season than last year
on aceount of weather eonditions. Con-
sidering reeeipts in Montreal, it would
seem as though there had been a larger
make of cheese and a mueh decreased
make of butter, but it seems now that
where cheese were held baeck at country
points last year, they were sent forward
this year so closely, that the make, even
of cheese, may prove to be considerably
less than a year ago.

Receipts in Montreal were last week
(19,248 hoxes of cheese and 8,049 pack-
ages of butter, against 62,666 boxes of
cheese and 12,622 packages of butter
for the same week of last year, or a
total since May 1 of 2,170,468 boxes of
cheese and 560,660 packages of butter,
as compared with 2,124,149 boxes of
cheese and 714,463 packages of butter
for the eorresponding period of last
vear.

Our exports were last week 71,058
hoxes of cheese and 1,686 packages of
hutter, against 84,748 hoxes of cheese
and 10,323 packages of butter for the
same week of last year, or a total since
May 1 of 2,050,579 boxes of cheese and
359,930 packages of butter, as compared
with 1,957,793 hoxes of cheese and 549,-
507 packages of butter, for the eorres-
ponding period of last year.

These figures show eclearly a very
large falling off in the produetion of
milk this vear. When we consider that

our receipts of cheese show an inerease
of only 46 319 boxes, while our receipts
of butter decreased 153,803 packages,
and, eonsidering further as before men-
tioned, that cheese has been shipped into
Montreal more eclosely than last year,
the decline in the produetion of milk is
mueh greater than even the above fig-
ures would indicate.

Butter is still in a state of doubt as
far as future priees are econcerned.
Late- country markets were - slightly
higher than the week previons. Fine
butter is undoubtedly wanted for the
home consumption, but, as there is no
export outlet now, the question is
whether our loeal eonsumption will be
suffieient to absorb present supplies and
what may be produced in the near
future.

The eold weather now prevailing is
still further eurtailing the flow of milk.
(‘ows ean only be kept up by extra
feeding, and feed is very dear this year,
so that farmers feel rather disposed to
let*their stock run dry and give them
a rest at the same time, and we would
venture the opinion that, while prices
may be slightly higher later on, and we
may have no decline, there will not be
much chanege either way for some time
to ecome. Meanwhile we depend entirely
on the home consumption, which is, of
course, limited, and future prices de-
pend largely on supply and demand

OUR OLD COUNTRY LETTER.

88 Fleet Street, London, E.C.
Oetober 27, 1906.

The eondition of the London provision
markets during the past week has been
quiet, and for butter, cheese and bacon
transactions have been on a somewhat
limited seale.

Sellers are still finding it diffieult to
induece customers to come in and buy.
In faet, a very eautious policy has been
pursued throughout the whole week.
Butter does not move easily, and prices
are showing a drooping tendency. Large
supplies of Siberian are on hand, and
these are changing hands well, for the
quality “is excellent. «Choicest pareels
make as much as 106s., the lowest grade
making 92s. Some new Australian but-
ter has ecome to hand, but is not going
very rapidly into eonsumption. Far this
the top price is 114s., which, by the way,
is 2s. below what is being asked for
choicest Canadian. Canadian dairies do
not move well, although the lowest price
stands at 90s.

The cheese market remains dull. For-
tunately there appears an inclination, to
judge from cable advieces, in Canada to
reduce the price. This seems a wise
move, for buyers here are not partien-
larly eager, and stocks in depot are get-
ting uncomfortably high. Something
like 246,500 hoxes are now held in store.
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Buyers, knowing this, are evidently ex-
pecting lower prices to rule before long,
and are therefore holding off for a while.

It is untortunate that ore should have
to report that a bitter feeling exists
along Tooley St. because of the nnsatis-
faetory quality of Canadian butter. Sueh,
however, is the case. As was mentioned
hefore in this letter, not only have hold-
ers the greatest difficulty in disposing
of their stocks of Canadian butter, but
they are doing so, in many eases, at a
dead less. Last year, when quality was
fair, they made no complaint, beyond
the usual growl, at high prices and a
very small margin of profit;: but now,
with mouldy butter eoming in in large
quantities and prices away up beyond
what the produce is worth, they are
something wore than dissatisfied.

Canada’s reputation in London for
uniformity of quality is not what it
should be, and it is not improbable that
next season Canadian facetories will find
this a very cautious market indeed. At
present sellers in London (at any rate, a
number of them) are losing anything in
the neighborhood of 14s. on every ton
that passes through their hands,

It may well be believed that, were
there a better feeling in favor of de-
fensive combination and a little less
jealousy amongst the importing houses
on this side, Canada would have to pay
dearly for the shortecomings of some of
its factories. As it is, next season will
find many firms over here, having been
bitten this year, considerably less eager
with their dealings with the Dominion.

The truth seems to be that Canadian
sellers are paying too little attention to
the future. Because they find them-
selves just mow in a strong position,
they think to have their own way. No
doubt they will do so, at any rate at
home. But, in their dealings with this
market, where other sources of supply
can be drawn upon, such a poliey is a
shortsighted one.

PROVISION SITUATION.

A month or more ago the present
course of the market was outlined in the
Groeer. It is pretty safe to say now that
things will continue well as they are
until January nears a elose. Of course,
produets mayv go lower, but the main
features fanly free deliveries of hogs
and very moderate demand for produets
will eontinue.

Packers are paying for hogs, this
week, f.o.b. ecountry points, $5.40 to
$5.50, and deliveries are rather light.
Last week the deliveries weve fair, but
the packers have an idea the lower prices
have induced the farmer to hold on a
little. Just what the supply of hogs in
the eountry is, ecannot be definitely
stated. Some sections report many,
others few. The impression prevailg that
present receipts will about continue
Davies & Co. are not running/ their
factory full ecapaeity by any means.

This does not in any
way affect the Toronto firm of Ruther-
ford, Marshall & Co., which will be eon
tinued as heretofore hy Mr. Marshall.

What 1s said to be one of the bhest
equipped abattoirs in Americea has just
heen opened at the Union Stockyards,
Toronto Junetion. Besides vn.nl\m‘z pro-
vision for the business of the Levack
Dressed Beef Co., Limited, one depari-
ment of the plant has been arranged as
a publie abattoir, giving accommodation
for all loecal butchers needing abattoir
facilities and eold storage. The floor
space is 87,000 square feet, and the eold
storage chambers have a capacity of
5,000 cattle, 4,000 sheep, and 3,000 hogs
per week.

Quiet Grain Markets still Prevail— Wheat is lower—All producing Countr-
ies Contributing to the World’s Nee ds—Situation in the Argentine

All grain markets have been quiet fol
another week. Wheat is lower. All ex-
porting countries seem to be doing
pretty well. The opinion that Russia’s
wheat production would be so far crip-
pled by the disorders within the lm-
pire, as to preclude the possibility of ex-
ports this year and the wheat plains of
the Slav are contributing not as much
as usual, but liberally to the world’s
consumptive demand. The Argentine is
within about a month of the new crop.
The wheat bulls jn America when they
plan a bulge issue reports to the ehect
that in the Argentine they are raising
locusts instead ot wheat, but the con-
tradiction always cowmes to the efiect
that the prospects for a good crop ale
cxcellent, “and—that the locusts are still
in Chicago. luunigrants to the Argen-
tine during the urst Lalf of this year,
totalied 90,000 and it is expected the
total in the year will be over 200,000.

In ()ulu.uo/(ars are not as scarce at
lake ports as they were. The railways
seem 1o be \Unaking a big eflort to pre-
vent a blockade, and so far they have
succeeded.

Australian wheat exports for week,
160,000; Jast week, 60,000, and none last
year; since Jan. Ist, 21} million; last
year, 204 million, and two years ago
295 million. Weeks exports of wheat
from New York, 910,U00; 159,000 corn,
24,060  oats, 22,000 barley, 37,750 flax-
seed, 4,400 buckwheat and 18,300 flour.

More than hali the receipts of wheat
at—Minncapolis and Duluth in October
were durum. In soie sections a very
important consideration is that the dur-
um plant will not only exist but actual-
ly thitve with a degree of .noistare so
scant as lo prove destructive to the
milling variety. The plant is «i Rua-
slan origin and is growing in fa'ci in
both the Canadian and American North-
west. The durum yield this year is var-
lously estimated at 35 to 45 milligns.

FRUITS, VEGETABLES AND FISH

Trial Shipment of Dominion Fruit Arrives in Toronto—Domestic Vegetables
Replaced by Imported—Scarcity of Fish Reported.

Montreal reports state that orrivals
of bananas are much lighter than last
week. The Toronto market, on the
other hand, is well supplied, some heavy
shipments having come in during the
week. The Mexican oranges expected in
Toronto have begun to arrive. Despatch-
es state that shipping of naval oranges
from Northern California started on
Noveinber 1st. Southern navals will not
be in condition to move much before
December 1st. Nova Scotia cranberries
are quoted on the DMontreal market.
Cape Cods are still on the rise.

The trial shipment of Dominican
oranges, sweel limes and grape fruit,
which reached Toronto this week gives
promise of great things. The orange is
close-grained, and remarkably sweet and
juicy, with very thin skin, and is of
good size and color. A sweet lime seems
an anomalv, but samples prove that the
name is appropriate. In shape the sweet
lime is similar to the bitter orange, be-
ing tlattened at the top and bottom; it
is .ll\() similar in size. The Dominican
fruit is not yet listed, but it is thought
that considerable importations will soon
hegin.

Canadian importers have received
news of damage to the grape crop in
Spain caused by recent heavy rains
there, but the weather is now favorable
and even better shipments than have so
far arrived are expected shortly.

Fred. Barker gives the following
figures regarding the apple export trade
for the week ending November 3rd.:
Shipments from Canadian ports, 58,918
barrels; from United States ports, 91,-
557, total, 150,505 bairels. The total
for the same week of 1905 amounted to
123,297 barrels. This year’s -exports to
date amount to 748,667 barrels, com-
pared with 975,217 barrels for the same

r1od last yvear. Among the shipments
from Halifax last wees were 1,200 bar-
rels to Capetown, South Africa.

In the vegetable market most of the
domestic lines are being replaced by im-
ported goods. The scarcity of peppers
is somewhat curious.

Scarcity of fish is generally apparent.
Oysters especially  show marked ad-
Jances as a result.

CARD WRITING.
It is not such a difficult matier to
rite show cards, but many grocers have
ver made the attempt which might
jow them that they were capable of
oducing a really respectable card by
cans of the pen or brush. Some mer-
wts hardly use cards at all, others
ly upon the rubber-stamp outfit.
lerks who might eventually develop
eat ability in the show-card line are
unpered by the instruction of employ-
s who cling to old ideas and fail to
¢ the possibilities of new ones. Then
ere are the men who attempt the work

profession in itself, but the proper way
to make a card, no matter how plain o1
simple it is. It is impossible in one
lesson to teach show-card writing, but a
few primary suggestions may be help-
ful.

One of the first causes of poor work is
a failure to appreciate the value of sim-
plicity. In almost every case the plain
card is the best, and it is the first which
should be studied. But so-called ‘‘fancy”
lettering, and scrolls and furbelows have
a facination for some people, and as pro-
duced by them they are an abomination
to others. They cannot be read at a
