■: A beef ring is usually composed of 
about twenty members. A beef is cut 
into twenty pieces, ten on a side. Each 
member of the club furnishes a beef, 
usually a two-year-old heifer.

The pieces are cut by the 
butcher, weighed and numbered from 
one to twenty.

The 
heart, liver and tongue should go to the 
owner of the beef.

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BRITAIN’S NEW PREMIER lege, from which so many men of mark 
hove graduated, became one of its most 
brilliant lights, one of the bright par­
ticular stars of Dr. Jo welt, its famous 
master, achieving a degree of prestige 
among hb fellow students which led 
to their eventually electing him presi­
dent of the celebrated debating club- 
known as the Union.

Having thus made his mark at Ox­
ford, he proceeded to study for the bar, 
to which he was called in 1876, and was, 
thanks to the name which tie had won 
for himself at the university,, success­
ful from the outset in obtaining brtofe; 
so much so that in the following year 
tie was enabled to resign his Oxford 
fellowship, which assured him an in­
come of $2,000 a year, in order to marry 
the daughter of Frank Melland, of Ox­
ford, and, from a social point of view, 
remained for a number of years wholly 
unknown to the great world of London.
GAINED GLADSTONE’S GOOD WILL.
Asquith had already previusly 

mended himself to the good will of 
Gladstone by preparing for his private 
information a clear and convenient 
statement of the law in the Charles 
Bradlaugh controversy, and was there­
fore welcomed by him when he secured 

«election to Parliament as a member of 
the Liberal party, after the latter’s 
memorable defeat on the Home Rule 
bill some 20 years ago. It was in the 
House of Commons, even more than at 
the bar, that he showed lus cleverness. 
He spoke seldom, but when he spoke it 
was always to the point with a mas­
terful command of his subject.

So well did he do that when the 
Unionist Government was defeated in 
1802 lie was put up by Gladstone to 
movo its rejection from ofT^e. Hte 

main point of attack was Joseph Cham­
berlain. It was a wonderfully able 
attack and a crushing indictment; not 
a word too much, and, withal, char­
acterized by a certain indefinite mod­
esty. It was the speech of his life end 
fulfilled all the expectations of the 
grand old man, who, on forming Ws 
Cabinet, rewarded him by confiding to" 
him the portfolio of Secretary of State 
for the Home Department.

AT THE HOME OFFICE.
Though new to office he proved a 

great success, and displayed not only 
much skill but also an altogether un­
suspected amount of tact In dealing 
with the labor troubles, the Trafalgar 
souare meetings, and the cab strikes, 
which had been keeping London on a 
ferment for a number of years. More­
over, he Inaugurated some remarkable 
and effective factory legislation tend­
ing to the Improvement of the working 
classes, at the same time reorganizing 
the entire system of factory inspec­
tion. Indeed, his administration of the 
Home Office remains on record as the 
most successful in every respect of any 
during the last 30 or 40 years.

On the formation of the Adminis­
tration by Sir Henry Campbell- 
Bannerman, Asquith was appointed 
Chancellor of the Exchequer. As­
quith Is Sir Henry's natural succes­
sor, and, while there are plenty of men 
among the members of his party who 
have no fondness for him personally, 
yet one and all are compelled to ad­
mit his superior qualifications for 
the post, qualificatons whch commend 
him alike to his Sovereign and to" all 
factions of the Liberal camp.

HIS OUTWARD APPEARANCE.
Asquith is not good-looking. Ifis face 

has been justly described as hard and 
parchmenty; the face of one who might 
have been fed upon the calf binding of 
Blackstone or Coke, mingled with 
ragouts made up of blue books. His 
figure Is stiff and stocky. Nor does he 
improve his appearance by the display 
of any care In dress. In fact, he is 
justly reputed as one of the shabbiest 
garbed men in Parliament—this, too, In 
spite of the efforts of Mrs. Asquith to 
keep him well groomed.

« HIS MAJESTY’S 6UEST” TIMBER LAND OF CANADA.

Now Estimated in the Neighborhood of 
tti.MM.OM Acres.

Three hundred million (300,000,000) 
acres is the latest estimate ol the forest 
area of Canada. This was given recently 
by Dr. B. E. Fernow. Dean of the Faculty .8TBIJ0DB 188(18 ft TODIO ID 8pHH£ 
of Forestry in the University of Toronto.*
Dr. Fernow was for years head of the 
forestry work of the United Stales, and 
is regarded as one ol the best authorities 
<-n forestry and timber on tills continent.
Dr. Fernow said: “If we look at-thls vast 
forest area from the manufacturer's point 
of view, from the standpoint of supplies 
tor the arts and industries, ol its com­
mercial value, and study merely the 
geography and nature of the country in 
the light of the reports on the more or 
less outlying parts of the same, we will 
come to the conclusion that three hun­
dred million acres, and perhaps less, will 
cover fully the commercially valuble tim- 
berland area, actual and potential, or not 
much more than one-half of the com­
mercial forest area of the United States."

At one time eight hundred million acres 
was the generally accepted estimate of 
the timber land of Canada. Mr. R.. H.
Campbell, Superintendent of Forestry for 
the Dominion Government, was not quite 
so pessimistic. In a recent estimate.
Speaking at a forestry convention held 
in Yarmouth, N.S., he calculated the for­
est area of the Dominion at about 535,- 
000,000 acres, divided as follows:

Mr. Herbert H. Asquith, who has been 
called by the King to succeed Sir 
Henry Campbell-Bannerman ee Pre­
mier of Great Britain, has been char­
acterized by Sir Charles Dilke, assur­
edly by no mean judge in such matters, 
os the greatest Parliamentarian in the 
United Kingdom.

No man in English public life has a 
«older manner or a kinder heart. He 
*s wholly lacking in cordiality, nor has 
he any trace of that personal magnet­
ism which some consider, and wrongly 
so, as indispensable to a political lead­
er. But he impresses one by his extra­
ordinary lucidity of utterance and of 
Intellect.
