THE EXODUS OF THE LOYALISTS
FROM PENOBSCOT AND THE
LOYALIST SETTLEMENTS
AT PASSAMAQUODDY

LN
N September, 1778, the British govern-
ment ordered General Clinton at New
York to secure a post on' the Penobscot

River in Maine, for the purpose of erect-
ing a province to which loyal adherents
of the Crown might repair. An earlier
post, Fort Pownall, which had occupied
the bold, rocky promontory at Cape Jelli-
son, at the mouth of the Penobscot, was
no longer in existence, having been dis-
mantled and burned by the militia under
Colonel James Cargill, in July, 1774. For
eleven years previous to its destruction,
the old colonial fort had been under the
command of Colunel Thomas Goldthwait,
who by his compliance with an order from
General Gage permitted a detachment
greatly outnumbering his own meagre
garrison to carry off the cannon and
spare arms of the fort, and thus incurred
the censure of the Provincial Congress of
Massachusetts Bay, the loss of his com-
mand, and virtual banishment. Colonel
Goldthwait deserves a word of more ex-
tended notice on account of the impdttant
part he took in settling and developing the
Penobscot Valley. While in command of
Fort Pownall, he was appointed agent for
a vast tract of land belonging to the
Waldo h irs in that region. Later incon-
junction with Sir Francis Bernard, then
governor of the province of Massachusetts
Bay, he purchased a pan of the Waldo
Patent irorg.G_gquaLJ mlw
appears to have been a'ne y instrumental
in scttling the Penobscot country with a
population which he estimated at “
than 2,400 able men.”

Colonel Goldthwait did not participate
in establishing the new post at Penobscot,
but remained in retirement there, or at
Castine, until July, 1779, when he went
aboard one of the frigates of the British
fleet that entered Penobscot Bay to lay
siege to Bagaduce. Taking passage on
this vessel for New York after the success
of the British expedition, he had the satis-
faction of being borne to his destination
by the ship that carried the good tidings
to Clinton. It may be added that Mr.
Goldthwait’s stay in New York City lasted
only from the early part of September to
December 23, when he took his departure
to England, there to remain during the
rest of his life.

The project of planting a British force
on the coast of Maine had long been
cherished by William Knox, a Georgia
loyalist, who was under-secretary in the
Colonial Office in London. Knox argued
that it would serve to distract the atten-
tion of the Americans from operations in
other quarters, that as a military and
naval base it would protect the country
to the east from attacks by land and sea,
and last, but not least, that it would form
the centre and bulwark for a new province
for the friends of government, who were
leaving the Colonies in ever increasing
numbers, and were already flooding the
home authorities with insistent claims for
compensation. Lord Germain, Knox’s
superior officer, became convinced of the
advantage of the project for the reasons
-stated in his letter to General Clinton.
He afterwards wrote to Governor Haldi-
mand at Quebec, April 16, 1779, that if
the Kennebec, or even the Penobscot,
Wwere secured, it would keep open direct
communication between the Canadian

moie

ters, to be sure, and the advice that
proved conclusive in regard to them came,
strangely enough, from a carpenter of
Cambridge. Massachusetts, who, having
arrived in England in the fall of 1777, had
succeeded in ingratiaiing himself with
Under-Secretary Knox. This carpenter
of surprising career was John Nutting,
who rendered valuable service in his
trade to the British in Boston before the
evacuation, and in Halifax afterward. In
the latter place, especially, he had found
opportunity to display his Yankee re-
sourcefulness and ability as “Master
Carpenter and Superintendent of Mechan-
ics,” and, despite the lack of skilled work-
men, had performed the feat of erecting
within a limited time “no less than ten
large block-houses, each mounting sixteen
guns.” In England, by direct application
to Lord North, he secured the appoint-
ment as overseer to the King’s works at
Landguard Fort in East Anglia. His
isolation at this rather remote point on
the coast of the North Sea did not prevent
his visiting London occasionally, or keep-
ing himself in the recollection and esteem
of his patron of the Colonial Office. So it
came about that he was called into con-
sultatlon coricerning the proposed expedi-
tion to the Maine coast. As Mr. Nutting
had invested-some years before in shere
lots in what is now Castine across Penob-
scot Bay, and up the Bagaduce River, he
must have been aware of the natural
strength and well yecognized strategic
advantages of thatlocality. When, there-
fore, he suggested Penobscot as the best
site for the new post, his quality of

" uncommon Loyalty,” for which IF {ud
received deserved commendation ia” Hali-
fax, was not being sacrificed to his self-
interest, although the happy blend of the
two must have pleased him in no small
degree. His suggestion was adopted by
the King’s ministers, and Nutting was
ordered to London to carry Germain's
dispatches to Clinton at New York, and
acecordingly set sail early in September,
1778. A fortnight out, his vessel, the
government mail packet Harrief, was
overtaken by an American privateer, the
Vengeance, and Nutting, rid of his dis-
patches, which he sunk in the sea, but
wounded in four places, as he later testi-
fied, was taken prisoner with the other
people on his ship. In less than two
months, however, the King’s messenger
was again in London, having had the good
fortune to be exchanged.

Undaunted, Mr. Nutting undertook a
second voyage in January of the next year,
and after fourteen weeks on the ocean
was able to hand detailed instructions to
Clinton. In compliance with these orders,
the latter directed Brigadier General Mc-
Lean at Halifax to carry into effect the
plan of fortifying @ post on Penobscot
River, and instructed him to prepare
materials for a respectable work capable
of accommodating three hundred or four
hundred men. McLean was unable to
comply fully with Clinton’s instructions
concerning the troops to be taken, but he
made such substitutions as were neces-
sary, and set out on the expedition early
in June, 1779. He was accompanied by
four hundred and forty men of the 74th
Regiment under Lieutenant Campbell, and
two hundred of the 82nd under Major
Craig, his convoy comprising four men-of-
war under Captain Andrew Barkley and
the flagship Albany under Captain Henry
Mowatt. He also took with him stores
for nine hundred men, which would be
the total number when the engineers
hould be included. Nutting, who was to

Meanwhile, Knox was anticipating with
evident zest the success of an expedition
yet to move against the coast of Maine by
arranging the details of the province that
Wwas intended to reach from the Penobscot
River to the St. Croix, and to become the
Canaan of the refugee loyalists. " Lying
between New England and * New Scotland’
(Nova Scotia), it was to be christened
New Ireland, perhaps,” as Batchelder
suggests in his illuminating study of the
subject, “ in delicate reference to Knox’s
OWn nationality.” ~With manifest appro-
Priateness, all of the officials of the-pro-
Posed province were to be loyalists of
high repute, if not in every case of ex-
perience in administrative matters: thus,
Thomas Hutchinson was to be governor,’
Daniel Leonard, chief justice, Dr. John
Caleff, one of the leading tories of Penob-
Scot, clerk of the council, and the
Reverend Henry Caner, formerly of King’s
Chapel, Boston, bishop. Although Hutch-
inson was named as one of the benefici-
aries of the s&.heme he wrote -from
London that it was a * most preposterous
Mmeasure,” and that but few people there
thought well of it.

However, as the measure already had
the necessary official approval, it only.re-
Mmained to decide where the post should
be located, and send out the expedition to
establish it, These were important

On June
13, the expedition arrived at the mouth of
the Penobscot, and after reconnoitering
the river for several days, the troops were
disembarked on the little neck of Tand
which had been chosen for the fort.

That the Premier of the Province, who
is one of the representatives of Charlotte
County in the Legislative Assembly, and
whose native place is St. Andrews, is like-
ly to take any action with a view to
ameliorating the unfortunate condition
which prevails, will hardly be expected by
those who are familiar with his life-long
attitude of laissez faire. His constituents
sympathise with him in his condition of
ill health ; but other men bgfore him hate
resigned positions which they found it
impossible adequately to fill. The proper
supervision of the adminstration of public
affairs should not be held in suspense be-
cause of the temporary indisposition of
any individual ; and it is the extreme of
egotism and selfishness for a man to cling
to office when his usefullness is impaired
in any way. But when the indifference
and inaction of a Government imperil the
proper enforcement of the Law and the
due administration of justice, it is time
for the people to take the matter in hand,
and demand and enforce the needed re-
forms.

Fortunately Charlotte County is, in the
main, a law-abiding community singularly
free from litigation ; and it is for this very
reason that the people desire that the
lawless element—of which no community
is absolutely free—should be dealt with
as the law requires and as the safety of
a community demands.

In the Eastern campaign there was
some activity on the whole front, but the
fiercest fighting in great force took place
southeast of Lemberg, where the Russians
made substantial gains from their Teu-
tonic foes. The Russians and Rumanians
also made further gains in the Carpathians.
The Rumanians were forced to withdraw
from Hermanstadt, in Transylvania, but
were elsewhere successful against the
Teutons in that Province.

No changes were reported in the Cau-
casian campaign ; and the week was with-
out news of the campaigns in Mesopota-
mia, Egypt, and German East Africa.

The Balkan campaign was prosecuted
with great vigor on all fronts, and every-
where with substantial success for._ the
Entente Allies. In the Province of Dob-
rudja the R and Russi suc-
ceeded in repelling the Bulgars, Turks

Danube west of Silistria; and Russian
gunboats were patrolling the river. On
the southern front, in Albania and Mace-
donia, the Italians, Serbs, French, and
British successfully engaged the Bulgars
and their Teuton allies and made substan-
tial gains, the most notable being those of
the Serbs south of Monastir, these people
at last being fighting again on their own
soil. ‘The extraordinary political situa-
tion in Greece continued to give special
interest to the Balkan campaign, but the
King of the Hellenes had not formally
declared war against Bulgaria, though
the majority of his people had done so in
effect.

The Austro-Italian campaign furnished
little news of special importance, but
some gains for the Italians were reported.
* Another zeppelin raid was made on
England, ten enemy airships being engag-
ed, one of which was brought down in
flames north of London, the zeppelin be-
ing completely destroyed and its crew
charred beyond recognition. Two other
airships of the fleet were driven off; and
the damage inflicted by .all of them ap-
pears to have been only slight.

The week witnessed great activity on
the part of German submarines, which
secured many victims among British,
French, Italian, and neutral merchant
vessels. The disasters reported are given
in " News of the Sea.”

fl‘HE question of the hour, all other
questions being only of minor-im-
portance, is that of recruits. In Canada
as a whole there has been a slackening in
gecruiting, the National Service Board
having been too recently appointed “to
make its effectiveness apparent. Major
L. P. D. Tilley has been appointed organ-
izer for New Brunswick under the Board,
and it is probable that registration will
soom begin in New Brunswick and through- i
éut Canada. We are a long way short of
our 500,000 men, and present recruiting
does not equal wastage. The theatrical
“ Kiltie ” campaign can hardly be said* to
be producing the result its promoters and
the people of the Province generally hoped
for. Volunteers are becoming scarce.
There is only one alternative. The
causes of the war, the sacred purpose for
which we are fighting, the need of men
and more men, have been proclaimed
throughout the land in pulpit and in press,
have been. shouted from the housetops,
and have been discussed at innumerable
gatherings ; and if these methods of beat-
ing up recruits are finally found.to be in-
completely effective, then those who are

" fit and have refused to respond to their
countries call to arms must be dealt with
as this crisis in the country’s affairs de-
mands. The rotten political squabbles
which occupy so much space in the part-
isan press should cease, for they only
serve to weaken the force of the patriotic
appeals to the manhood of the country;
and those leaders who are harranguing
multitudes about what they are going to
do after the war, should " get busy” and
see that the men are forthcoming to bring
the war to a successful conclusion. Then,

ARTIFICIAL LiMBs HAVE THEIR
LIMITATIONS

A Government Commission has recently
been established in France to adopt plans
and specifications for the artificial appli-
ances provided by the State for disabled
soldiers. Many elaborate artificial limbs
may be seen advertised from time to time.
They are ingenious and wonderful, and it
is boasted t hat they are practically auto-
matic. But too often, they are a delusion
and a snare.

It is fomund that unless an artificial arm
or hand is an accessory or aid to what
remains of muscular control in its owner,
unless it depends upon him rather than
he upon it, it will serve no purpose but to
dishearten the man, who could have got
considerable service from a much simpler
and more submissive tool.

In those heroic men who, with half an
arm or none, are trying to fit themselves
again for manual work, the marvel is not
the artificial limb or other mechanical
appliance given them, but their own cour-
age and resourcefulness and the respons-
ive power that can be found and develop-
ed in the stump. Itis the man himself
that holds, and gives life to, the artificial
limb.

Itis upon this foundation, the man him-
self, that the best brains of France are
working in their endeavor to restore to
him the very thing he suffered for—inde-
pendence.

In the same way, it is the man himself,
and not the instruction given him in a
convalescent hospital, that is going to win
success when he goes out and rejoins the
honorable ranks of self-supporting citizen-
ship.

He may be keen, taking full advantage
of that instruction and resolved to " get
on when he getsout ” into civilian life. If
he is a real man, he does. And by doing
so he is only acting consistently, He
showed himself a real man by joining the
army, and he will not want to go back on
himself by playing less than a man's part
now.

John Costigan was born of Irish parents
at St. Nicholas, Quz.,on Feb. 1, 1835. He
was educated at St. Anne’s College. He
was at one time registrar of deeds for
Victoria county and a judge of the infer-
ior court of common pleas. -

Mr. Costigan was elected to the legis-
lature for Victoria county in 1861, and sat
in that house until 1866. At Confeder-

| ation he was elected to the house of com-

mons for Victoria, and was continuously
a member of parliament up to 1904. He
became a senator of Canada in 1907.

He became a member of Sir John Mac-
donald’s government in May, 1882, as
minister of inland revenue, holding that
portfolio until December, 1892, when he
became secretary of state in the admin-
istration of Sir John Thompson. After
the death of Sir J. Thompson, Hon. Mr,
Costigan became minister of marine and
fisheries in the Bowell government, and
continued to hold that office in the Tup-
per regime, resigning with the other mem-
bers of the government in July, 1896,
after the Liberals came into power.

In political life Mr. Costigan always
| was a strong advocate of the position of
Roman Catholics in reference to seperate
schools, and he was prominent in oppos-
ing the New Brunswick school act. He

Frank Loring was tried on Monday last
before Judge Carleton, under the Speedy
[rials Act, on the charges of having as-
si ted soldiers to desert. These charges
were laid by Officers of the Fourth Pioneer|
Battalion, and Loring was committed for
trial, on three charges. He orginally de-
cided to be tried by a Jury, but sub-
sequently accepted a Speedy Trial, which
took place the day before the Court sat,
at which his trial by jury would have
taken place. .
Loring was acquitted and dismissed on
all three charges, by Judge Carleton.
Two young boys, named respectively
Black and White, were also tried by
Speedy Trial on the same day, on the
charge of having broken into the store of
J. D. Grimmer and stolen goods therefrom.
Each pleaded guilty, and young Black,
who is twelve years old, was liberated, and
young White was let go on suspended
sentence.
On Tuesday last, the regular October
sitting of the Circuit Court, presided over
by the newly appointed Judge, Hon. W. B.
Chandler, opened at the Court House on
afternoon. Judge Carleton at his Speedy
Trials Court, on the day previously, hav-
ing cleared the ctiminal docket, and there
being no civil causes to try, Judge Chand-
ler’s duties were very light. Before ad-
journment of the Court the Clerk read
and presented him with an address on be-
half of the Barristers of the County, which

b FTER the war,” “ back to the land.”

L The two have again and again
gone together, alike in politics and poetry.
The very ruin and roar of the battle seem
somehow to suggest the delights of sett-
ling down upon and enjoying peacefully
the fruits of the soil. In the stress of
conflict and devastation, the poetry, the
pictures, of peace float before the eyes of
the statesman and the soldier alike. And
the most immediate way of repairing war’s
ravages is-obviously the turning of the
disbanded soldier to the tillage of the soil.
This certainly was the ancient idea, ex-
pressed in many a passage, sacred and
secular. “They shall beat their swords
into plow-shares and their spears into
pruning-hooks: nation shall not lift up
sword against nation, neither shall they
learn war any more.” It is the vision of
the Hebrew prophets. It is the vision of
Virgil, who appears in some strange way,
“ by a secret echo,” as has been beautifully
said, to respond to the note struck far off
by these Semitic seers. Butit was not
mere vision or mirage in either. It had a
very practical side. This is the secret of
the Georgics, the most famous of all poems
that sing of

* Wheat and woodland,
Tilth and vineyard, hive and horse and
herd.”

If the Eclogues are partly mirage, the
Georgics very largely “mean business.”
* After the war,” “back to the land,” ex-
actly describes both their history and
their philosophy.

It is, then, a good time to turn to them
once more and welcome a new translation,
such as that put into our hands by an
American poet-pastor, Mr. Theodore
Chickering Williams, and his friend and
editor, Mr. George Herbert Palmer (Lon-
don: Humphrey Milford; 4s. 6d. net.)
Mr. Williams, asthat editor tells us in a
touching biography, was a Harvard man,
who alternately “ taught school ” and did
duty as a Unitarian minister, sadly inter-
rupted in both tasks by delicate health.
His version of the Georgics and Eclogues—
he had translated the .Aeneid before—is,
if not remarkable, and in truth a little
monotonous in rhythm, smooth and read-
able. And his preface, while a shade
patronizing, on the whole shows a very
just conception of this aim of Virgil in
writing the Georgics. As to this, Mr. Pal-
mer seems to think that the conception
was his friend’s origihal discovery. Itwas
of course nothing of the kind. It was
stated very fully some fifty years ago by
Conington, and even then it was not
original, igf, Conington, as he generously
says, took it from Dean Merivale's History
of - the. ﬂ;ﬁmﬁ the Ewmpire. “'To
comprehend the moral grandeur of the
Ceorgics,” says that fine writer in an ad-
mirable passage, “in point of mere style
the most perfect piece of Roman literature,
we must regard it as the Glorification of
Labor.” But it is of the essence of truth
to be rediscovered, and to benefit by being
constantly reaffirmed. And if the con-
ception is not a new one,, Mr. Williams,
this latest American lover of Virgil, as
edited by his friend, presents it very well,
and it is strikingly appropriate to this day
and hour. For this is the truth about the
Georgics and about Virgil. Written in
time of war and the making of an Empire,
the Georgics are poetry of " after the war,’,
and also, if less so than the Aeneid, poetry
of the Empire. In Virgil’s lifetime, as in
our own, the whole known world was in-
volved in wars, culminating in one general
convulsion of Europe, Asia, and Africa.
Fghting during those years of struggle
went on upen the Thames and the Seine,
the Aisne; the Marne, the Rhine, the Dan-
ube, the Nile, the Euphrates, in Mesopo-
tamia and Spain, in Belgium and Switzer-
land, m Tunis and Egypt and Arabia.

“ Hinc thovet Euphrates, illinc Germania
bellum.”
And again:—
“ Aut conjurato descendens Dacas ab
Istro.”
How up-to-date and natural these lines
sound! The sea-war was decided not far
from Corfu, and the land-war between
Salonika and Kavala. The contest, it is
.true, was a civil one: but it became a
struggle of East and West, in which Ger-
mania and the East, as the lines just
quoted remind us, made common cause,
and of conflicting ideals of free citizenship,
though under a monarch, and Oriental
tyranny. The subsequent rapid degener-
acy of the Caesars must not conceal from
us this fact, which is to be read, writ large,
not only in Virgil, but in the Acts of the
Apostles. And the ideals of Virgil were
those of the first two Caesars, and especi-
ally of Augustus—the spread of the fran-
chise to the Empire, and the regeneraiion
of the world by the restoration of the
simple life, ot honest husbandry and hum-
ble faith. Virgil sincerely dreamed, if the
* crafty nephew of Julius” only half be-
lieved in them, of
* nobler modes of life,
With sweeter manners, purer laws.”
It was the irony of history that Virgil's
own family suffered in this process of
“ back to the land.”- To-day the appro-
priation of the soil to the disbanded sol-
dier spoken of by our legislators is,-of
course, to be by purchase or willing gift,
and we see in consequence different
regions vying with each other in seeking
for a share in the allotment. In Virgil's
day it was forcible, and he himself nearly
Jost not only his lanids but his life, at the
hands of the intruded veterans. But for
him the mistake was soon rectified, and

he was able to advocate whole-heartedly
the policy of “ back to the land.” This
he certainly did, and in the most glorious
and ul manner. Every one knows

_his " purple passages,” the most splendid-

aud lasting ornament which the " purple
Caesars ’ - ever wore: the laudation of
{lbor and of the happy husbandman’s
ot—

“Oh all oo fortunate, did they know their

The tillers'ef the soil!”—
praise of Ifaly—

the picturesque romance of her hill-towns
and “rivers gliding under ancient walls " ;

* They'll try your feet anon and tie your

tongue.”

Afforestation, too, it should be noted, Vir-
gil eulogizes as one of the chief parts of
his “after the war” programme. He
sings of the keen joy of planting a whole
mountain thickly with the vine, or cloth-
ing its bare flanks with a grey-green
mantle of olives, or the delight of gazing
on a rolling landscape, one sea of waving
box, or of resinous firs and pines. " The
glory of Lebanon shall come unto thee,
the fir tree, the pine tree, and the box to-
gether.”

To refresh the love of Italy, her land
and story, to multiply her population and
military power by plantifig a sturdy peas-
antry and restoring family life, to develop
the economic resources of the Empire, to
distribute wealth more widely, to strength-
en public spirit and private virtue, and
bring back faith and justice—these were
the ideals set before Rome by the legisla-
tion of Augustus and the truly laureate
lays of Virgil and Horace. Did they fail
or did they succeed, these idealists? They
made a system which lasted almost intact
nearly half a thousand years, in some
senses a thousand more, and whose effects
are living yet. It was under this Empire
that, in the Divine order, Christianity it-
self, though it might suffer under the
wicked Nero and the wise Trajan, could
both rise and spread. Virgil, like his mod-
ern antitype Tennyson, in moods of des-
pondency, looking at the men of action of
his day, was wont to say that he had lived
an idle life and done little good in the
world. The years that saw Augustus
thundering down the Euphrates, so he
sang, found him only writing the Georgics,
* Lapped in the studies of inglorious ease,”
—studiis florentem ignobilis oti. But Virgil,
in truth, like Tennyson, and like Kipling,
did much not only to bless and blazon,
but to build, an Empire. And those who
have to-day leisure to think forward, and
dream of the future of their land, and of
its soldier sons, may do worse than read
the Georgics again, whether here or in
Canada or South Africa, in Australia or
New Zealand, whether in Latin or in
English.—HERBERTWARREN, in The Spec-
tator.

ELEMENTARY EDUCATION IN
AMERICA

——

\‘IR,—A propos of the remarks which
3 you quote from Miss Repplier’s strik-
ing comments in regard to American
elementary education being almost en-
tirely in the hands-of women, I should
like to draw the attention of your readers
to a very striking passage which appear-
ed in a series of articles by Mr. Kipling,
entitled " Egypt of the Magicians,” which
were published in magazine form in the
sumnmer of 1914, but which to the best of
my knowledge have not been reprinted.
One of these articles deals with this sub-
ject in the form of a conversation with an
American lady whom Mr. Kiplihg met
upon a Nile steamer :—

"I hinted something of this to a woman
aboard who was learned in the sermons
of either language. ‘I think,’ she began,
“that the staleness you complain of—’
—*I never said “staleness,”’ I protested.
—‘But you thought it. The staleness
you noticed is due to our men being so
largely educated by old women — old
maids. Practically till he goes to College,
and not always then, a boy can’t get away
from them.— ‘Then what happens ?’—
‘ The natural result. A man’s instinct is
to teach a boy to think for himself. If a
woman can’t make a boy think as she
thinks, she sits down and cries. A man
hasn’t any standards. He makes 'em. A
woman’s the most standardized being in
the world. She has to be. Now d’you
see ”’—‘ Not yet.’—*‘ Well, our trouble in
America is that we're being school-marm-
ed to death. You can see it in any paper
you pick up. What were those men talk-
ing about just now ?”—‘ Food adulteration,
police-reform, and beautifying waste-lots
in towns,’ I replied. She threw up her
bands. ‘I knew it!” she cried. ‘Our
great National Policy of co-educational
housekeeping! Ham-frills and pillow-
shams. Did you ever know a man get a
woman’s respect by parading around
creation with a dish-clout pinned to his
coat-taily”—*But if his woman ord—told
him to do it ?’ I suggested.— * Then she’d
despise him the more for doing it. You
needn’t laugh. You're coming to the
same sort of thing in England.” I return-
ed to the little gathering. A woman was
talking to them as one accustomed. toitalk
from birth. They listened with rigid
attention of men early trained to listen to,
but not to talk with, womerk She was, to
put it mildly, the mother of she-bores, but
when she moved on, no man ventured to
say as much. ‘That's what I mean by
being school-marmed to death,” said my
acquaintance wickedly. ‘Why, she bored
’em stiff ; but they are so well brought up,
they didn’t even know they were bored.
Some day the American Man is going to
revolt.”—‘ And what’ll the American Wo-
wan do ?’—*She’ll sit and cry—and it’ll do
her good.””

That boys had better be “ walloped ” by
men, I whole-heartedly agre€. One does
not want them to get into the habit of
looking upon women as " Beaks.” But
whatever may be the ideals that American
women put before the boys, I am perfectly
certain that we ha¥e not got—and should
not get—any trouble from English women
teachers in that respect. Their tendency
here, at any rate in the ordinary private
school, is all in the direction of manliness,
hardness, and the martial spirit—I am,
Sir, &c., Z.
