ATLANTIC OTTAWA. January 19—A resolution calling for prohibition 
of liquor in Canada for the duration of the war and a re-con­
structive period of three years thereafter, until repealed by a 
vote of the people, was passed today at a meeting of members 
of the Dominion Alliance Executive, the Senate and Commons 
and the Ottawa Committee recently organized to further the Fed­
eral prohibition movement.

The resolution, in effect, determines the wording of 
that which will be introduced in the commons later in 
the session.

At the instance of the committee on Federal prohibition, 

which is seeking to force the issue in parliament, the resolution 
was altered to ask for prohibition during the war and for a “re­
constructive period of at least three years thereafter, and until 
repealed by vote of the people."

A, W. Fraser, K. C., Ottawa, said the committee was at­
tacking liquor from the ECONOMIÇ viewpoint. They estimated 
the saving Canada would effect by total prohibition at upwards 
of $150,000 per year.

J. W. Booth, the Ottawa millionaire lumberman, pnt the pro­
hibition issue second in importance only to the prosecution of 
the war. "With liquor wiped out, Canada would be the happiest 
country in the world," he declared.

Senator King, of New Brunswick, and F. B. Carvell, M. P., 
for Carleton, N. B., expressed strong disapproval of the propos­
ed legislation.

In their progress southward 
across the-Albanian frontier the 
Austrians have taken Albania's 
principal trade city—Scutari— 
and, in addition, have occupied 
Podgoritza, Dailovrad and fcïik- 
sic, in Montenegro. The Serb­
ians forming the garrison at 
Scutario retreated southward 
without resistance. *
The Austrian official commun­

ication reasserts that the Mon­
tenegrins are throwing down 
their arms and that the popula­
tions in the towns occupied are 
receiving the invaders in a 
friendly manner.

Air raids by the aviators on 
both sides have taken place in 
various localities. The Ger­
mans again have passed over 
Dover in an aeroplane, which 

engaged by all the anti­
aircraft guns and pursued by 
British airmen. Whether bombs 
were dropped is not stated in 
the official announcement. This 
was the third venture of the 
kind in two days, in the other 
visits bombs 
dropped on the docks, barracks 
and stations at Dover and on 
the Arration sheds at Hough- 
ham, near Dover, according 
to Berlin.

Monastir, Glevgeli and other 
points held by the Teutonic Al­
lies near the Greek border were 
visited by a large French air 
squadron and violently bom­
barded, while Metz and Ger­
man positions In Belgium also 
were visited by Entente Allied 
aircraft and bombed.

Nothing new has come 
through concerning the situa­
tion on the Russian front

On the French and Austro-It- 
alian fronts, the usual bombard­
ments and sapping operations 
continue, but without great 
gains for either side.

The British, through the ex­
plosion of a mine near St Eloi, 
in the Arras region, did consid­
erable damage to German 
trenches and also silenced Ger­
man trench mortars by artil­
lery fire near Ypres.

Floods and generally bad 
weather are hampering the 
operations of theBritish against 
the Turks in Mesopotamia. The 
high water in the Tigris is pre­
venting troops from moving. 
During the lull in the fighting 
an armistice was declared for 
the burial of the dead.
In Northwest Egyt the British 

have been successful in an at­
tack on a camp of the Senussi 
tribesmen, the tribesmen being 
dispersed and their camp de­
stroyed

The military Service Bill has 
passed its third reading in the 
British House of Commons by a 
vote of 383 to 36. It has been sent 
to the House of Lords, which 
chamber is expected to pass the 
measure quickly The amend­
ments to the original bill, as 
adopted, are said to have gone 
far towards conciliating those 
who previously opposed it.
