DEATH oF DR. STANLEY S. CORNELL

Dr. Stanley Cornell, whose illness
had been a matter of grave concern to
his friends for the last three weeks,
was considered to be progressing favor-
ably towards recovery, and was able to
be up for a short time on Sunday,
though still very weak. This cheer
ing ness became generally, known,
and everyone looked forward to his
speedy restoration to health. But it
was not to be. With pained surprise
our citizens learned on Tuesday motn-
ing that during the night he had

His
brother, Dr. C. M B. Cornell, of
Brockville, who had been attending
him from the commencement of his
illness, arrived about 9 a.m accom
panied by Dr. Judson, but the patient
was beyond any help that medical
skill could give.

The news of his passing away
spread quickly through the village,

and was everywhere met with expres-
sions of heartfelt sorrow. A sense of
personal loss saddened every heart.
Tears unbidden rose to many eyes;
for few indeed, if any, tuere were who
could not recall some word, act or
beneficence of the deceased that en-
deared his memory.

As had been his custom for several
years past, he went to New York this

year to pursue a special clinical course
of study, and while there was attacked
, with la grippe. He returned home in
anyihing bat a robust condition, and a
few days later was prostrated with a
recurrence of the disease, which his
previously weakened vitality was un-
able to withstand.

Of his life-work, thus suddenly ter-
minated, we shall write next week.
At present the hearts of all are filled
with sorrow at his death and with the
tenderest of human sympathy for his
brother, sister, his wife and three
little children.

The funeral service will be conduct-
ed in 8t Paul's Presbyterian church
to morrow (Thursday) at 10.80, by the
Rev. W. E. Reynolds.

were ably presented, and it is to be
regretted that there was not a larger
number of farmers present to hear
these addresses and take part in the
discussion that was invited at the close
of each address. Mr. William Neilson,
president of the Institute, of Lyn, and
Mr. R. H. Field, secretary, of Addison,
accompanied the delegation.

At the evening meeting, held in the
high school hall, the subjects were ot a
different character. The chair was
occupied by the president of the asso
ciation, Mr. Wm. Neilson, of Lyn,
who opened the meeting with a few
bright, interesting remarks. The first
speaker was Dr. Reed, who took for
his subject, “Some reasons why the
boy should stay on the farm,” and
dealt with it in a clear, concise and
business-like manner. Among other
things, be said that there was a ten-
dency for the boy to leave the farm to
enter some of the trades or genteel pro-
fessions. He.said they shonld not do
this, for, if they did get better pay in
these callings, they had greater ex-
penses, and were not always sare of
employment. Changing conditions of
trade often threw them out of work.
With the farmer it was different. Tle

_people had to be fed and there was no

other way to do it than through the
farm ; hence, no matter what changes
occurred in other trades, the farmer
could hold bis job. He said the trades-
men and professional men did not bene-
fit the country as do the farmers. If
they succeed in their calling, somebody
else was pinched because of it. The
farmer bad the satisfaction of knowing
that every dollar he put in his pocket
was produced from the soil. He said
that if one msenufacturer possessed
some means whereby he could increase

his profits, he did not tell his competi-

ary, and invited all young wen to take
it in.

The chairman here called upon Mr.
Field, secretary of the Institute, for a
short address. - Mr. Field said that if
farme:s took ss much trouble to edu-
cate themselves for their profession as
did other men for theirs, they would
get along better. It farmers would

hours a day instead of drudging for
rixteen they would have better success,
He spoke at some length on the Farm-
ers’ Institute meetings, giving some
statistics as to the attendance last year,
and urged the farmers to turn out to
the meetings more. He invited those
present to join, explaining what each
member received 1n the course of the
yvear, and met with a very liberal re-
sponse in his canvass of the audience.

Mr. Somerville, the next speaker,
looked upon farming as one of the most
honorable professions in the world.
He favored a good education for farm-
ers’ sons and liberal supply of good lit-
erature for the home. If the farmer
was unable to buy it for his children
let them earn it themeelves by davelop-
ing some negle. ted branch of farm in-
dustrr.  Some farmers made their
boys drudge, never giving them a
moment for themselyes, and thus help-
ed to sicken them of ferm life. He
He said that years ago the dull boys
were kept on the farm and the smart
ones-sent to college ; now it should be
the other way, as all the smart boys
are needed on the farm. He said that
the boys were not allowed to enjoy the
comforts of home enough. Some farm-
ers built a palatial home, furnished it
beautifully, with three or four spare
bedroums, turned the key in the front
door, pulled down blinds, and made the
boy sleep over and live in alittle dingy

CURSE OF ABSINTHE,
First a Medicine Tt—‘llas Come to Do
Great Injury.

Statistics show that alcoholism in
France is steadily increasing and
that the use of absinthe and of other
deleterious liquors is rapidly un-
dermining Frenchmen's constitu-’
tions, and is one of the main fac-
tors in the decrease of the French
population every year.

Absinthe is prepared by pounding
the leaves and flowers of various
kinds of wormwood, the root of an-
gelica, sweet flagroot, Cretan dit-
tany, star anise fruit and other
aromatics, and macerating them in
atcolivi. ‘The compound soaks for
eight days, and is then Jdistilled,
yielding an emerald-colored liquid,
to which a proportion of oil—oil' of
anjse usually—is added. This is the
pure absicthe; but little of it is
now sold in Frauce, for the adul-
terations are innumerable.

In the adulterated drink the
green color is produced by turmeric
and indigo; but blue vitiiol (or, as
its truc name is, cupric sulphate) is
often used as a coloring ingredi-
ent. 1t is impossible to estimate
the amount of absinthe distilled
every year in France for home con-
sumption, but the amount import-
er from Switzerland (where a great
denl of absiathe is manufactured in
the canton of Neuchatel) has not
been less than thiee to four mil-
lion gallons evesy year, says the
London Mail.

First a Medicine.

Oldly eacugh, absinthe first came
into use as a mcdicament. During the
war in Algiers frocm 18441 te 1817
the Irencl soldiers were advised by
regimental doctors to mix a little

| absinthe with theie wine as a febri-

fuge . Oa their return to France they
brought the habit of absinthe drink-
ing with them, and the custom has
now become so widely diszeminated
throughout all classes ¢f soclicty as
to have bhecome a grave national
evil.

It is the effect rather than the
taste of absinthe which is responsi-
ble for ity high favor with the
French. Its taste is not niee, and
only the hardened absinthe drinkers
take it neat. The usual addendum is
either syrup (gomme as the French
call it), or loaf sugar, which is placed
upon a perforated spoon across the
glass and melted slowly into the
drink by pouring water, drop by drop,
on to it.

Even with these additions absinthe
always has the medicinal taste of
cough mixture or paregoric, and it
leaves an after taste upon the tongue.
But its effect Is immediate, and
counteracts the disagreeable taste
entirely.

Strange Exaltation

In £le unaccustomed drinker, ab-
sinthe preduces a feeling of strange
exaltation. The absinthe drinker,
after his first or second glass, il he
bo a beginner, or il an inured con-
sumer, immediately after the absorp-
tion of his usual limit, displays great
brilliancy of thought, and for a time
fs, to use tho I'rench expression,
“raised above himself.”

As with thn use of most drugs,
ho is compellad from time to time

fucrease his daily dose so as to
this fceling, and the in-

The Reporter Hunt Club’s Annu-
al Outing in the Highlands
of Ontario—Written by the .

Twenty-one years ago the Scribe of
the Reporter, in company with a small
party of hunters, made his first trip to
the woods in seaich of game and the
glory of bringing home some of -he big
game of the forest. Since then he has
seen and +xperienced much of the hard
work, langhable incidents and exciting

l

scencs that go to make up a deer-hunt
ing trip.

For eizhteen successive falls be has
endeavored in » feeble way to give to
the readers of the Reporter an account
of the main incidents and adventures
of the members of the club, and as this
is probably the last time that he will
wiite the “Story of the Hunt,” he
would like to make it as interesting as
possible.

With thi. by way of introduction,
we give the personnel of the party for
1902 :— .

The party did not all go together,
as-Cossitt went on a week ahead to
Niagara, and Seiger and Stagg went
via Toronto on business, the day before
the rest of the party. They all ren-
dezvoued at Burk’s Falls, reaching
there over the Grand Trunk Railway
at 12 15 on the morning of the 28th
Octnber.

We propose to digress here to say a
few words about one or two of the
towns and villages on the line of travel
in reaching the bhunting grounds,
Leaving the main line of the Grand
Travk Railway at Port Hope, the
party passed through the thriying towns
of Lindsay, Orillia, Gravenhurst,
Hunteville, to Burk’s Falls. The last
town stands on the banks of the main
Magnetawan, at the head of steambcat
navigation, and about half a mile below
the forks of the river where the two
great branches join. The Graud Trunk
bas, during the past season, built a
spur line from the main Jine, connect-
ing it with the line of steamboats
on the Magunetawan river.

The Mugnetawan river is said to
drain an avea of 4,000 square miles,
and from this some idea can be obtain-
ed of its great magoitude and ot the
possibilities of the huntsman or tourist
in having a vast territory openel up
for his benefit, where he can find,
easily accessible, the best hunting and
fishing, while the eye is fascinated by
the fresh and unsullied wildness of Its
forest haunts,

Leaving Burk’s Falls in the early
morniog, the party took the steamer
Wenonah for the village of Magneta-
wan, For fifteen miles the river is
fullowed, winding to and fro as all
Muskoka rivers seem to do. Lake
Cecebe forms the next link for ten
miles, at the toot of which is the village
ot Magnetawan. Here one lock drops
the steamer down about fifteen feet
into a small bay, around which is clus-
tered the mills, shops and dwellings of
the village. Before reaching the vil-
lage it began to rain, and fairly poured
all the atternoon and evening. .As the
party had decided to take a new route
into camp with the baggage and sup-
plies, it was thought advisable to not
start out over an unknown trail so late
in the day, but as two of the boats and
all the cooking utensils, including the
stove, werg left at the settler’s who
took the party into and out of camp
the fall previous, it was decided that
four of the party would go out there,
notwithstanding the inclemency of the
day, and be ready to start at daylight
for camp over the old route. Loading
an old Peterborough canoe into a lum-
ber wagon, four of the party put on
their water-proofs und started out for a
n:ue mile drive through the ruin and
mud, tre remaining four stopping all
night at the Klondyke House.

DAIRY INSTRUCTORS

The experiment made last year of
syndicating certain cheese factories and
have an structor visit them has un
questionably been a success.

One of the largest cheese exportes in
Canada, in a report to G. C. Creelman,
Superintendent of Dairy Instruction,
in speaking of Mr. Barr’s work says:
“We have been through the district
several times in which Mr. Barr bas
been located during the past season.
and we want to say that he has done
immense good in that section, and ali
the factorymen to whom we have been
speaking have spoken .in the highest
terms of Mr. Barr's work. Our ‘own
experience is that we have never had
finer cheese from that section” than - we
have had this year, and we think it is
alost entirely due to the work of Mr.
Barr. We hope the Government will
be able to still extend the work, as we
feel that they can do it much better
than it can be done in any otbher way.”

Another letter from a cheesemaker
in Eastern Ontario, in speaking of Mr.
Publow's work says: “I have been a
cheese-maker for a number of years,
and poor help, poor equipment and un
suitable surroundings had pretty nearly
compelled me to give up the business.
I was still laboring on when Mr. Pub
low came o my assistance and took my
factory into his syndicate, for which I
can hardly find words to express my
gratitude. After Mr. Poblow had vis
ited my factory a couple of times, and
had taken in the milk, an improvement
was apparent. He aleo stayed and
made cheese one morning on account
of the bad flavor of the milk. Al
though I had received a good dairy
school training, I learned more that
day about the bad flavor I had to deal
with than I could have in aoy other
way. This confirne my beliet that in
the factory is the proper ‘place for in-
struction regarding the troubles that
are constantly cropping up. Mr. Pub-
low afterwards held a meeting of the
patrons, which did a great deal of good.
One patron, who was sending a stable.
flavored milk, immediately whitewash-
ed his stable and had evervthing clean
ed up in connection with the dairy.
We could then see a marked improve-
ment in his work. He is now a strong
advocate of this improvement and in-
tends bringing it up at our annual
meeting. The season’s work has heen
closely observed by many of the lead
ing farmers, many of whom bhave ex-
pressed themselves as being in favor of
this system of instruction.

“Regarding the financial benefit de-
rived. There are three factories sur-
rounding me that are not in the syndi-
dicate. They manufacture for 1c per
pound, while I receive 1}c per pound.
In May we paid 39 cents more per ton
for milk. The amount paid over other
factories has gradually increased until
for the last payment, September, the
statement stood thus :—

“QOur factory.... 5
“Factory A..... Siisaisn s
“Factory B........... Siantcinh
“Factory C

“We are hoping for a continuaunce of
the good work began.”

The Sun says: The m-tter will be
thoroughly discussed at the next an-
nual meeting of the Dairymen’s Asso,
ciations, to be huvld in January }/t
Brantford and Ottawa, It seemsto be
the general opinion of the Dairymen’s
Associations, and also that of most of
members, thut the Department of Ag-
riculture can materially help the dairy
industry of Ontario by carrying out
this instruction work on a larger scale
next year. In fact, it is'generally be-
lieyed that the Department ought to
take over the instruction work entirely
and relieve the associations of all de-
tail work in connection therewith.

If the tactories would agree to pay a
small sum towards first-class instruc-
tion the Department of Agriculture
would supplement this sufficiently to
engage a good man and place him in
permanent. charge of the syndicate.

Coal Strike Commission Adjourns’
in Interests of Amity.

Chairman Gray Says Commissioners Are
Not a Party to Any Outside Agree-
ment, But Hopes All Interested Will
Now Get Together—Hope That by Dec.
3, Agreement, Which May Be Ratified
by C: issi May Be Reached

Scranton, Nov. —The anthracite
coal strike commission adjourned
Saturday to meet Dec. 8, and it is
the hope and expectation of all
parties to the controversy that when
the arbitrators again meet an agree-
ment on all the points in dispute will
be ready for submission to and to
be approved of by the commission-
ers. The commission was in session
only 20 minutes Saturday.

After the meeting a statement was
given out as' follows:

‘“It appears that there is some
misunderstanding or some lack of
understanding in connection with the
steps taken by the commission, and
the suggestion in that connection,
that possibly the complainants might.
be able to agree upon some of the im-
portant points involved.

‘“The recess was desired by counsel
for both sides, because guthoritative
statements of 'hours and wages
which are being prepared are not as
yet ready.

‘“The suggestion was made that
perhaps some agreement might be
reached between the principals which
would simplify the problem and ag-
sist im reaching proper conclusions.
The chairman, speaking for the com-
mission, stated that the commission
would gladly co-operate as far as
could be consistently done in further-
ing an effort to reach an understand-
ing through conciliatory means and
methods.

‘“The idea has gone out in some
quarters that the matter is to be
settled without further effort or re-
sponsibility on the part of the com-
mission. This idea is entirely wrong.
The commission will, as announced,
cheerfully encourage conciliatory
spirit, ‘'and acting between the par-
ties to the controversy, but the com-
mission has not surrendered, and will
not surrender jurisdiction of any of
the matters which have. been referred
to it, nor responsibility for the con-
clusion reached. No adjustment can
be made which does not by its terms,
commend itself strongly and secure
the approval of the commission and
its co-operation in the award. .

“With a view and for the purpose
of removing any misunderstanding
which might exist, the sub-commit-
tee of the commission invited such of
the counsel representing the several
interests involved as could be reach-
ed to meet this afternoon.’’

There were informal conferences
among the attorneys during the day.
but nothing definite was reached. The
rough basis on which the parties in
interest will work is a 10 per cent.
increase, a nine-hour day, and yearly
agreements between the men and the
company which employs them. The
matter of yearly agreements with the
men, and not with the United Mine
Workers’ organization, will possibly
be left to the commission to arbi-
trats.

Washington, ind., Nov. - —Sym-
pathy for the mules that toil in the
coal mines caused all the men em-
ployed in mines Nos. 2 and 3 to go
on a strike yesterday. Nearly 300
men are involved. The men claim
that, for some time, the company
has not been properly caring for the
dumb’ animals, that the mules are
often put to work without having
been curried, fed or watered. This
was the condition of affairs yester-
day, and all the men laid down their
picks and walked out. They have
notified the company that they will
not return to work until the operat-

In the course of ten
year9 the sons married Moabitish
women, and both sons and Elimeclech
their father, died in the land of Moab,
leaving tho three women widows.
The widowed Naomi, poor, in dis-
tress, amoag strangers, became home
sick for her native land, her kin-
dred, the people of Gad, and the reli-
gious aids and consolations of her
youth. The famine is over, ac-
cordingly she sets out on her return
home.—Pelouebt.

Wholesale trade at Montreal has
been of [air volume this week. There
is a big demand for holiday goods
and farm produce has beén in good
request, with prices firm in most
eases. Mild weather and bad roads
in the country have kept the whole-
sale trade at Toronto in a normal
condition the past week. There are
not many American cottons offer-
ing, but more Britisht than formerly.

At Quebee during the past week
there has been little change to
note over ‘that of the preceding
one, which is attributed to weath-
er conditions.

In Winnipeg the congested state
of the grain trade, through che
lack of elevator room and scarcity
of cars, has prevented the expan-
sion in trade that would otherwise
have been experienced at this cime.

The fall of snow in the
country has created a better in-
quiry for heavy goods, and t{he
demand for holiday goods has con-
tributed to the increased activity.

Pay-
ments have been very fair for this
season. Later on they are expeet-
ed to. improve.

London jobbers report a good
movement in winter goods.

Ia the sced laboratory these sam-
ples were subjicted to two examina-
tionp for

Purity and Vitality.
In making these examinations the
ruies adopled by the Association of
American Agricultural Colleges and
Experiment Stations wern followed in
detail.

Evidence of wilful adulteration
was found in a few instances. One
szmple of alsike obtained from
Prince Edward Island contained 26
pounds of colored sand per 100
pounds of seed. From 10 to 20 per
cent. by weight of sand was fre-
quently found in samples of alsike
and fimothy seed. Oh the whole,
there has not been serious caus-
for complaint because of low vital-
ity. It is the large quantities and
Noxious Nature of the Weced seeds
found in most of the samples that
render the evils connected with the
trade in grass and clover seeds of
more than ordinary importance to
agriculture. The number of weed
seeds per pound of seeds as mar-

.

keted, ranged with timothy from O
to 237,680; alsike from 90  to
180,450; and red clover from 0 to
45,505. The approximate pumber of
seeds in a pound of timothy seeds
is 1,850,000; alsike 750,000; and
red clover, 300,000. The weed seeds
named in the order in which they
most frequently occurred consist-
d of Foxtail, Ribgrass, Lamb's

_Quarter, White Cockle, Sheep Sor-

rel, Curled Dock, False i'lax, Pep-
per Grass, Mayweed, Canada ‘This-
tle, Common Flantain, Lady’s Thumb,
Pigweed, Black Medick, Ragweed,
Charlock, or Wild Mustard = and
Perennial- Sow Thistle.

‘The trade in red clover and al-
sike is, undoubtedly, the most frait-
ful medium for the dissemination
of weed pests. The steadily in-
creasing demands for these seeds
for both' the home and the export
trade has encouraged their pro-
ductior on farms that are foul
with weeds. Canada exports an-
nually large quantities® of. alsike
and red clover seed to European
countries, where a thorough sys-
tem of seed control has become es-
tablished, and where
Only the Best Re-cleaned Stocks
can find a market. The screenings
from these imported seeds are muchi
in demand on our home marketa
and are retailed by local dealers.

There are few agricultural mer-
caniile articles the real value of
which is so diflicult to judgo from
appearance as grass, clover and
other small seeds. Competition isg
szid 1o bo the life of trade, but fair
competition in the seed trade Is pos-
€ibl> only when the seeds is sold ac-
cording to fixed standards of qual-
ity, or undcr a definite guarantee
based uwpon a standard method of
analysis. The seed trade in Can-
ada has been paseing from the hands
of rolinble seed houses into the
hands of incompetent and irraspon-
#ible loral denlers whose main business
is of ar cntirely different character.
There are far {

Two Many Jobbers Dabbling
in the seed business and the resuit is
that competition has been conlined
to prices adone. Unfortunately most
farmers as well as seed merchants
aro not acquainted with the impuri-
ties that commonly occur in grass
and clover sceds, and when making
their purchases are content to.
ecrow gown the price and trust to
luck. As long as there is a demand
for cheap sced, a worthless low,
grade article will be offered; and
until Canadian farmers have come
to know that the highest obtainable
quality of sced is always the cheap-
est, the best qualily of our home
grown sceds will be exported to
countri~n where the seed trade is
condicted on a more business-like
basis. '
