The grass plunt is very
vigorous and will endure a great deal
of neglect, or even of opposition,

since the hay crop was secured has
made it impossible to get barley into
a good healthy growing condition.
We have at Jifferent times during
July and August putin four sowings
where early crops were removed, but
up to the 1Tth of August there was
hardly moisture enough in the soil to
sprout bariey seed on any ordinary
upland fields, and where the seed did
sprout, the young shoots have fallen
down in a few days and died for want
of water enough to keep them alive.
On two fields, millet was sown with
the barley, and even this hot weather
plant has rolled its leaves like corn
under the burning sun, and utterly
refused to grow. A considerable num-
ber have aimed to make the experi-
ment this fall, of growing barley for
a late soiling crop, for the first time,
and we fear that their efforts will not
ounly be unsuccesstul, but that they
will be so discouraged by this year’s
failure as to neglect making othor
similar experiments in the future.
With us the drought has been very
Corn has wilted
till its lower leaves have died, and
they now hang yellow and britile
against the stalks. Grass in the pas-
tures and mowing fields, except on
low land, has not only stopped grow-
ing, but what had grown is 4s dead
as hay. Strawberry runners bave
retused to throw down new roots, and
weeds of “all kinds have been kept
greatly in check.

In 1877 it covered an extent of
1,614,654 acres. Behind these coreals
came buckwheat, with a crop of about
12,000,000 bushels 1878. Potatoes
form another article of food produced
in the States to an enormous extent;
and, in short, the whole of the statis
tics of agrieultural production suggest
huge regions of country covered with
a thriving population of cultivators.
Improvements are eagerly sought in
every direction of agricultural opera-
tions in order to increase profit and
yield. From ploughing, sowing, and
reaping to the rearing of cattle and
manufacture of dairy produce, we find
innovations at work and a great spirit
of progress prevailing, which is a
good sign for the time to come.
Hitherto the great area of the States,
and the abounding fertility of the
land brought under cultivation, has
averted the calamitous misery which
haunts so many of the population of
these islands; butin looking at the
great prosperity which this has in-
duced, 1t must not ke forgotten that
the stimulus given from Kurope in
recent yeurs has been due to the un-
fortunate harvests to which we have
had to submit. A cycle of good har-
vests in Kurope would probably, at
the very least, convert the American
agriculturists to free trade.— English
Payer.

Foals Lost after Weaning

A correspondent of the North British
Agriculturist, who bhas of late years
lost several foals after weaning, hav-
ing written for advice as to kcup. and
general treatment most likely to keep
them thriving, received the following
answer :—

Sudden changes of food are gpt to
prove very trying at any period of
life, and are especially so. in young
animals. The milk contains an
easily digestible form all the elements
of nutrition admirably blended, and
constituting the type of a perfect
The foal when weaned is
often expected to pass suddenly from
this digestible concentrated food to
somethfng entirely ditferent, and often
greatly inferior, both in digestiblity
and nutritive value. 1f it be late in
the season, the chiet food consists
usually of a few cold wet roots, and a
sérvice of hay, which is dry and often
distastetul to the young creature; and
enough of the dry food is not eaten
properly to sustain health and vigor.
KEven if grass clover or vetches are
still obtainable, they ure not, especi-
ally in late autumn, a sufficient sub-
stitute tor the milk. To bridge over
successfully the critical weaning time,
the obvious plan is to accustom the
toal for several weeks previous to its
sepuration frem the dam to eat con-
centrated food, such as a mixture of
about - equal parts of crushed oats,
bran, and tinely ground linseed cake.
Ounly a few ounces of this will at first
be eaten, but soon the foal will learn
to pick a pound, and when weaned
his allowance may be two to three
pounds night and morning. The
shelter as well as the feeding of the
weaning foals should be looked to.
If left at night in the fields, they
ought to have access to a comfortuble

Even steam and
science have fought against the tarmer
by bringing over-inereasing quuanti-
ties of foreign meat. It has become

Sheep on Every rarm.

A writer on sheep husbandry in
the south, says: To utilize the mea-
dow and pasture, sheep can_be more
profitably used than any other stock,
Saeep cultuce has advantages over
cattle rawsing. Iv gives annual divi-
dends in the fleece. Indeed, Lhe ewe
gives Lwo dividends—her fleeces and
her lambs. The beef-praducing ani-
mals give no dividends, and the
grower must go on adding his ex-
penses to the end of their lives, when
he must find his compensation (if he
can) in one gross sum. The capital
required for the purchase of sheep—

enough stock forr a fair trial—is
small. Large flocks are not re-
quired.

Sheep growing is alsa commended
by ather considerations, apparently
slight, but too important to be over-
looked. Wool never bhas to seek a
purchaser. Poor or good it is emi-
nently the cash article on the farm.
The littie addition from this source
to the resources of the farm affords
a satistaction to which every wool-
growing furmer will testify.

The effects of a Cotswold eross to
the Spani-h Merino, in firmness and
softness ot fivre, density of fleece and
strength of staple, remains tor many
generations. I cull my ewes annual-
ly, at shearing time marking all that
are dolicient in form or fleece, or that
are becoming aged, and set them
apart with the wethers for mutton,
which zre sold the following spring,
of bringing a better price than ordi-
ary shecp, becuause thoy grow less
and are better mutton.

Bees ou the Farm,

At last, with improved hives and
methods of handling, almost every-
body begins to want a few bees, as
they don’t take the trouble of feeding
and watering every day, but gather
for us what would be wasted. They
are a wise provision of nature for the
happiness of man, and they may be
profitably maintained in almost every
home in the town or village, or upon
the farm where the flowers are in
variety and within easy reach. From
the general experience of bee keepers
we give the following suggestions for
the ameteur just commencing with a
few stands :

Your bees should be in impmvéd
hives with frames and honey boxes—
not now patented. Set it out in the
open space, with a slight shade during
the afternoon; set the hive level, only
sligh.tly‘ tipped forward. Gravel
or sawdust around the hive, keeps
down the grass and weeds that often
trip heavy laden bees. Set the hives
six or eight feet apart, and six or
eight inches up from the ground,
with lightning board sloping down
for the tired, heavy laden bees to
crawl up when they fall before reach-
ing the entrance. Two or more
colonies in hives with same sized
frames are more easily managed, the
weak swarms are strengthened by
putting in a frame of brood from the
stronger hive, and swarming may
thus be prevented. In working with
your use bee veil of wire
gause or netting, then with a smoke
you readily control your bees without
any fear of being stung. Be gentle
and quiet always in working with
them. Then you will want to Italian-
ize them by putting in an Italian
queen. Clip her wing so’she cannot
leave the hive with a swarm. A
young, weak or discontented swarm
is easily set to work by giving them
acard of brood from another hive.
Put on the houney boxes and give
them vontilation, if they are inclined
to clustor outside.— Western Agricul-
turist.

Keeping Potatoes,

A correspondent of the (ountry Gene
tleman, who has had fifteen years ex-
perience, writes on the way to keep
potatoes as follows :—

All farmers I have kunown have
granaries or core cribs with lath floor
and sides, just the thing to put fresh
dug potatoes into. All kinds of fruits,
grain and vegetables give off a certain
amount of moisture after gathering,
and it they are permitted to lie in
heaps on the floor in cellar or any-
where out of a circulation of air, will
keep wet, which tends to produce de-
cay. My practice is to dig potatoes
when the ground s dry ; pick them
up as dug; keep them covered by a
blunket, from the sun while in wagon
and place them on the lath in my
corn bin, about 18 inches thick, and
leave them there until fear of freezing
when they are placed in bins in the
cellar. The air coming up from be-
neath keeps them perfectly dry. One
fall it was late when I dug them and
1 thought it was so near the time to
put them in the cellar I would take
them there directly. In a few days 1
found they were decaying; I took
them out, and put them in the corn
crib and they dried off und did not rot
afterwards,

Harvest in Scotland.

An idea of the effect of the cold,
wet, backward weather in Scotland,
may be gathered from the following
paragraph under heading of  Wea-
ther and Rural Affairs,” in the Nurth
British Agriculturist.

In m-dlinury years we have to sub-
stitute the word ““ harvest '’ for *‘ rural
affairs ”’ in the above heading by the
third week of August. This year,
alas! no such alteration can appro-
priately be made before the last week
of September or first of October. In
other words, the crops are between
five and six weeks later than usual.
Last year, for example, reaping was
half-tinished in all the early districts
of Scotlund by the 22d of August;
while this year only the earliest fields
of barley are yot beginning to change
colour a little in the straw. Indeed,

Training Colts.

Very many colts are spoiled by the
treatment they receive, and from
being confined too early to hard work.
The following are very sensible hints
as to proper training :

The younger the education of any
animal commences the easier will its
training be, and its habits more cer-
tainly fixed. A horse learns the
greater part of his good or evil habits
before he is three years old; for thie
reason, he should be well broken be-
fore he arrives at that age. At the
age of one month puton a leather
or web halter, without the hitching
strap and let it remain on, and you
can have control over him when you
wish to handle bim. To lead or tie
him, have a leather strap with a
buckle or clasp on one end, to fasten
in the halter ring. A rope shouald
never be tied around the neck. After
becoming somewhat accusltomed to
the halter and being led, etc., tie him
beside the dam at feeding time, ob-
serving him to prevent him pulling
back at the halter. By kind firm
treatment, you can accomplish more
than by abuse of any kind to either
dam or colt.

In the future training of the colt to
fit him for usefulness, the same au.
thority above quoted says: * By
frequently putting on the harness or
saddle and bridle, and letting them
remain for half an hour the colt gets
accustomed to them. It is better to
train him to use without blinders on
the bridle, and without check-rein.
At the age of three the colt may be
trained to light work for & few hours
a day, though it is better to waita
few months longer. The subsequent
training depends upon the use the
horse is intended for; many colts are
spoilt in breaking, that is they are
not half subdued, hence they come up
unsafe for the family and should be
placed in the army, or some place
where they cannot play off their
pranks on the unsuspecting farmer or
his family.” Two of the most com-
mon mistakes of our system are
wrong treatment and too early con-
tinement to hard work.
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FreQuent Mivkisg.—The benefits
of frequent milking are summed up
by a French dairy paper, as quoted in
the 7Tribune, showing a marked ad-
vantage over the practice of milking
but twice daily. It appears that, “ in
an experiment with three milkings a
day, for eleven days a cow gave 170
quarts of milk,  With two milkinga
the same cow gave only 146 quarts in
the sume number of days. Moreover,
analysis showed that the milk in the
first case was richer in butter globu-
les than that in the second case in the
proportion of 4.1 t0 3.5.”  Observa-
tions with similar results have often
been made in this country. The fact
is well @stablished that the shorter the
time the milk remains in the udder
the greater the quantity and the richer
in butter, the wasting away of fats
being less and the aggregate secre-
tions more copious. The owner of
¢he Whitestown herd of Holsteins
finds it a paying practice to milk
three times a day.

Tribune, says gypsum (plaster) put on
currant worms at noon, does them
neither good or harm. But the case
is different if it is sprinkled on betore
they wake in the morning. The dew
falls with the gypsum upon them and
hardens in two minutes so that when
they wake they tind themselves in &
sarcophagus from which they cannot
vscape.

The Deadlock in Quebec.

The quarrel between the majority of the
Legislative Assembly and Legislative Coun-
cil of Quebec has resulted in a complete
deadlock. The Legislative Council refused
to have any conference with the Assembly
with the view of coming to some amicable
settlement. The Conservative majority of
the Council having got Mr. Joly in a tight
place, imagined that he would be compelled
to resign, but he was determined that he
would not be forced out in that summary
wmanner, and so the Legislature instead of
being dissolved, has been adjourned until the
28th of October, in order that in the interim
public opinion may-have time to express
itself on the action of the Legislative Coun-
cil. %

Public opimion generally throughout the
Dominion, will probably condemn the action
of the Legislative Council. The Legislative
Council in all the Provinces where they ob-
tain, are, it may be said, upon their trial.
There is a strong growing opinion that they
are effete bodies, and might very well be
dispensed with without injury to the local
constitution or loss to the public service.
Such obtrusive action as that which the
Legislative Council of Quebec has perpetrat-
ed 1s calculated to draw unfavorable atten-
tion upon them.

There is no doubt that the Quebec Legis-
lative Council violated the spirit of the con-
stitution 1n rejecting the Supply Bill. In
all constitutional difficulties in any of the
Provinces of Canada, reference is

always
made to the parent constitution of the
Mether Country, if we may so speak. The

Conservative supporters of the Council point
to precedents in the action of the British
touse of Lords, and assert, in a general sort
of way, that the Lords have, time and again,
rejected the supplies. But fact, usage, and
the opinion of constitutional writers of ac-
knowledged authority are agasinst them. In
one sense, it has been remarked, it is true,
that the Lords had a right to reject a money
bill, but this barren right really amounts to
nothing, as it cannot be exercised without
withholding supplies from the Crown, “an
act,” says May * of which the Lords were not
to be suspected.” Rather- than appear to re-
fuse the supplies the Lords, however, much
they may have objected to the wisdom or
proportion of certain imposts, have passed all
‘money bills, with the exception of the Paper
Duty in 1860. It may be remembered what
& storm the rejection of the paper bill roused.
May, the great constitutional writer, says,
“ Never until now had the Lords rejected a
bill for imposing or repealing a tax raised
solely for the purposes of revenue, and in-
volving the supplies and the ways and
means of the year. Never had they assumed
the right of reviewing the calculations of the
Commons regarding revenue and expendi-
ture. In principle, all previous invasions of
the cherished rights of the Commons had
been trifling compared to this.” In their
dispute with the Lords the €ommons vindi-
cated their sole right to grant aid and sup-
plies to the Crown, in a series of resolutions
(proposed by, Lord Palmerston and unani-
mously adopted) the clinching clause to which
was their avowed determination to carry the
Supply Bill whether the Lords pleased or
not.

But the Quebec Legislative Council re-
jected the Supply Bill, not because they did
not approve of itin itself, or because they
objected to the various appropriations, but
because they thought it the most effective
way of showing their hostility to, embarass-
ing and ousting, the Joly Government. The
majority of the Council accuse the Govern-
ment of having been unable to carry out all
the measures promised in the speech at the
opgning of the Legislature, of being surround-
ed by rings and corrupt influences, of being
in short, weak, dishonest and incapable, but
such accusations can always be, by bitter
enemies brought against any Government-
They cannot get over the fact, that the Joly
Government has & majority, howsver small
in the Lower Iouse, that it has the sole right
of the Lower House to grant .ﬂupplie*:nmlwall
Money Bills, and that according to all sound
constitutional usuage, the Upper House must
pass the supplies as sent up.

Probably the result of the deadlock wlll be
a dissolution some time in early winter if
Mr. Joly thinks, that, the current of public
opinion is running strongly in his favor when
he may hope to come back with a strong
majority,  Evidently, it is impossible, in the
present temper of political parties in Quebec,
to bring about, as has been suggested, an
understanding between the Liberal and Con-
servative leaders and form a coalition Gov-
ernment,

The British Farmer.

Who knows what will be the issue in Ing
land of the agricultural depression, now
greatly aggravated by the certainty of defi-
cient haryests, and of the increasing foreign
competition in corn and cattle.

and the pinch of distress long centinued

at least possible that the agitation might cul-
minate in revolution. But the proverbial
good sense, moderation of all classes of the
English people, will, it may be confidently
hoped, keep them from adventuring on ex-
treme paths.

In this country where land is so cheap and
ensily obtained, people generally have little
conception of the difficulties in the way of ac-
quiring land in England, and of the onerous
conditions under which the British farmers
cultivate the soil. The greater part of the
land is in the possession of a comparatively
few territorial maznates, and is cultivated
by a tenant farmer class, who pay high rents,
whose leases are often clogged - with con-
ditions which prevent them making the best
out of the land, and who have little incen-

{

to employ expensive labor. ’
There is no class in England like the pea- |
sant proprietor class in France, who number
five millions, independent, frugal, self-re-
specting, or like the farmers, on this conti-
nent, who possess the land which’ they culti-
vate, and who do not acknowledgé any titled |
or untitled territorial magnate, as landlord or |
master.

In France, for a large part, and in Ame-
rica, there is only one class to be supported
In

by the land, the proprietors who till it.
England the land has to support three classe:
the lord or owner, the tenant and the laborer.

The owner of a large estate occupies a
great position, receives the richest part of
the fraits of the labor, and the toil of the
other two classes, and his proprietorship is
fenced around by a system of laws, primo-
geniture entail, &c., framed to preserve it in
his family in perpetual possession, and which
even seem to be permeated by a leaven of
the spirit of the fendal system. The laborer
who never can hope to possess a portion of
the soil, sufficient for the sustenance of him-
self and family, who has nothing when ill-
ness, disease, old age havegincapacitated him
for labor, to look forward to, but support
from the poor rates, might be, and has been
called the slave of the soil. Ile is no serf as
his forefathers were, for he can change his
masters or emigrate and make a home which
he can truly call his own, in countries where
land is free, and calls for eultivation, but
practically the great body of English agricul-
tural laborers are bound to the soil. Be-
tween the lord and laborer comes the tenant
farmer, the occupier, and he is forced to cul-
tivate the land by the most costly of methods
He has to pay rent, tithe, and poor rates.
He (as has been said) has to recover the in-
terest of his capital, and the value of his
time, and this off land, which the nature of
his tenure prohibits him from improving.
All this has to be done with hired labor,
which compared with that of his foreign
competitors is neither eflicient or cheap, nor
likely to become either more eflicient or less
costly. What wonder is there that the ten-
ant farmer with all the loads he has to carry,
after a run of bad seasons, finding himself, in
this unpropitious and gloomy year, confront-
ed by certain and great deficiency in his crops
should be beginning to lose somethiug of his
great patient heart, that he should look for
some sympathy and some aid from his land-
lord, some abatement of his rent, that many
should be looking for a way of escape from
the land, and turning their eyes to this con-
vinent, ” what wonder again, it may be asked,
that the relations between landlord and ten-
ant, and the land system generally, should be
growing to be serious questions, which will
have to be grappled witlf, and which it will
be unwise for territorial magnates to treat
cavalierly, or in a bard unconceding spirit.

If the agricultural depression in England
had been caused only by a succession of bad
seasons, it would recover in a cycle of good
seasons. But competition both from Kurope
and America has done much to produce it,
and that cause is more likely to grow in
~trength, than to become weaker.

The minor produce—potatoes, vegetables,
Iruits, eggs, poultry, cheese, butter &c., is in
a very large proportion of the consumption
i England, supplied by foreign importers,
and the English farmer has almost abandoned
competition as hopeless.

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The Greek Frontier Question,

Until the Greek frontier’question is settled
there is danger of the re-opening of the
troubles in the East. Both Turks and Greeks
appear to be ready to go to extremities, and
take each other by the throat, unless

some
stronger power intervene, and compel them
to settle their differences amicably.

A despatch from London September 1st

says, that the second meeting of the commis-
sion appointed for the rectification of the
Turkish Grecian frontier was held that day.

“The Turkish commissioners informed
their colleagues that the Sultan had instract-
ed them to say that with respect to Greece
he could not allow any pressure affecling his
personal dignity and that of his empire to be
laid upon him. e was convinced that his
anthority and rights in this respect, had the
support of more than one European power,
It is understood one of the powers referred
to is Russia. It will be remembered that the
Russian members of the congress of Berlin
wade the warmest declarations in favor of
Turkey, and that all the other powers ex-
pressed themselves in favor to some extent
of the Grecian claims with the exception of
England, who felt herself compelled to de-
fend the integrity of the Turkish empire. It
was well understood, however, at the con-
gress that the powers did not espouse the
cause of (ireece from any affection for any
Athenian Government.  The thirteenth pro-
tocol of the treaty of Berlin providing for the
appointment of the present commission and
prescribing to a certain extent the declination
of the new frontier was inserted by reason
of general and high political motives, and it
was these motives which induced Prince Bis-
marck to give his consent to the insertion of
this protocol. In the “session of to-day the
Turkish Commissionars ‘accepted with cer-
(ain reservations this protocol as the basis of
the negotiations which are now to be carried
on. An eminent Turkish member of the
Commission has stated that the desire of the
Cowmmission, as well as of the Sultan, and of
his present advisers, is a settlement of the
frontier (uestion as soon as possible to satisfy
Europe, and then they will devote themselyes
entirely to the ministration of ‘home affairs,
and to make themselves forgotten by the rest
of Europe.”
