The mob
which battered down the doors of
the convent in the Rue Do Quelhas
was led by fanatics and a gang of.
ruffians who, seized the occcasion
to destroy everything in sight.

Images and statues were wrench-
ed from the niches in the chapels,
altars were wreeked, furniture
broken and the vestments were
earried off by the rioters. Later
the police recovered the greater
varty of the vestments. The dis-
trict in which are located Santos
Church and the French legation,
was startled by the crack of rifles
and at once a report was started
that the religionists were firing
from the windows of their church.
The erowd flocked to the scene,
but the military arrived in time to
protect the ehurch an1 the legation
from possible violence.

Barcelona. Spain, Oct. 10—A
state of increasing excitement
reigns in Barcelona.

There was the greatest animation
in the streets today. ‘The people
pretend not to notice the patrole
and civil guard which are being
strengthened gradually in prepara-
tion for eventualities on October
13, the anniversary of the execu-
tion of Prof. Francisco Ferrer, the
director of the wmodern sehool of
Barcelona, who was convicted of
having incilted last year's revolu-
tionary movement.

General Weyler, captain general
of Catalonia. adwits that the strike
of miners here is taking on a re-
volutionary character, he says
that his erders are to suppress any
active disloyalty with a firm hand.

Ten thousand stern faced miners
marehed to the cemetery in the
suburbs yesterday and placed
wreaths upon the tombs of Ferrer
and the revolutionist Mara, who
were executed in consequence of
what has become known as “bloody
week.” :

Institute Was Held Here
inst,, Pres. B. P.

The 33rd session of the North-
umberland Co. Teachers’ Institute
was held here on the 6th and 7th
inst., Pres. B. P. Steeves in the
chair. TInspecter Mersereau was
present, delivered an able address
and discussed each paper, giving
many helpful suggestions to the
teachers present.

81 TEACHERS ENROLLED

President Steeves, after extend-
ing a welcome to the teachers,
pointed out that there were two
movements above all others con-
spicuous in American schools. (1)
Tendency to emphasize study of
“practical” subjects and (2) Tend-
ency to give language the most
prominent place 1n all grades. Mr.
Steeves treated the matters and
at the close introduced Inspector
Mersereau.

Inspector Geo. W. Mersereau,
M. A., complimented and agreed
with Mr. Steeves. Practical sub-
jects are best. The coarse of in-
struction is getting overloaded.
Many subjects must be co-related.
There is an undue tendency to
make the country teacher do High
school work. With 50 pupils in
5 grades she should not be com-
pelled to do extra work. Many
break down under the strain.
Candidates for Normal school and
college should go to High schools.
Farmers are able to pay for send-
ing their children there for higher

The and Duke Michael dis-
dained the world at large. He hLad
but little in common with anything
that moved beyond the confines of his
narrow domalin. ITis court was sleepy,
lackadaisical, unemotional, impregna-
ble to the taunts of progression. Ilis
people were thrifty, stolid and abso-
lutely stationary in their loyalty to the
ancient traditions of the duchy. His
army was a mere matter of t 1tion
and not a thing of pomp or necessity.

Thke precise location of the grand
duchy in the map of the world has lit-
tle or nothing to do with this narra-
tive. Indeed, were it not for the fact
that the grand duke possessed a
charming and most desirable daughter
the Thorberg dynasty would not be
mentioned at all, The grand duke’s
peace of mind had been severely dis-
turbed—so severcly, in fact, that he |
was transferring his troubles to the
emperor, who, in turn, felt obliged to
communicate with the United States
ambassador, who, in his turn, had
no other alternative than to take sum-
mary action in respect to the indiscre-
tions of a fellow countryman. Chase's
conscience was even and serene, and
he was resigning his post with rhe
confidence that he had performed his
obligations as an American gtwllvm:tu
should, even though the performance
had created an extraordinary commo-
tion.

THE FUR SEAL,
A 8ea Animal With Heart, Liver and
Kidneys Like a Sheep.

The fur seal is a land animal of per
verted tastes, who, lving at sea, has
8ad /his paws changed into flippers
very like the long black kid gloves of
& woman. His heart, liver and kidneys
are exactly the same as those of a
sheep and just as good to eat, but his
flesh, although just like fat mutton to
look at, is rank and distasteful from
his habit of eating fish. The whole
package is put up ip a parcel of thick
white fat to keep the body warm,
while from the skin grows a heavy
crop of beautiful brown fur, protected
with large flat oll bearing hairs, mak-
Ing a glossy sarface which slides
through the water without friction.

Perfectly feurless, overflowing with
fun, a perfect little athlete, marvelous-
Iy strong, the fur seal is the most de-
lightful of all wild creatures. But, al-
though they live at sea, the seals, be-
ing heavily clothed in fat, skin and
hair, find the temperate latitudes much
too warm for camfort during the sum-
mer montis. Stmce they cannot shed
their garments like ourselves, they
migrate to a subarctic climate, gather-
ing in rmmense multitudes where there
are fisheries to support them. Their
ration is fifty pounds of cod every
day, which for a creature the size of o
fheep is considerable.—Exchange.

At Bermondsey, some time ago, a
poster was issued by a clergyman
which read thus:

“Are you going. to be married?
Then we invite you to favor your own
beautiful church of 8t. Crispin. It
is the prettiest church for a wedding.
It is to your advantage to come.”

It was not so very long ago when
the vicar of a little Scottish church
issued a poster setting forth the fact
that he was willing to unite loving
couples at half the usual rates. As
a further inducement he stated that
he was prepared to accept the fees
in weekly instalments from those in
straitened circumstances. It appear-
ed that the decrease in the marriage
rate was felt rather severely in the
vicar’s parish, which is a poor one,
and he resorted to advertisement in
order to cope with the situation.

A most remarkable scheme for
drawing people to church was con-
ceived and carried through by one
clergyman. This gentleman had ad-
vertisements inserted in several news-
papers stating that a wealthy man
had handed him a large sum of
money on condition that he distri-
bute it among the people who attend-
ed morning service at the church.
The result was that huge crowds
gathered outside the place of worship,
and a score of police had to be en-
gaged to keep order.

Each year the oldest unmarried lady
is rewarded with the sum of 5s. for
going to church every Sunday, while
the prettiest girl, who also shows her
piety by attending chureh regularly,
is given the interest on a sum of
money left to the town by the Rev.
Thomas Meyrick many years ago.
Hunton, in Kent, Eng., was left a
sum of money nearly a ceantury and
a half ago by a Bishop of London,
who was formerly a rector of its
church, on condition that the inter-
est thereon should be awgrded to
the oldest inhabitants who were the
most regular attendants at divine
service. Every year several unds
are divided among the inhabitants
who are eligible to benefit by the
charity.
