Best System For
A Municipality

(Financial- Past)

While the members of the Can-
adian Club of DMontreal were ap-
plauding an address in favor of a
Commission form of Gyverument and
a civic manager the city council was
overthrowing a motion for the tem-
porary suspension of the functions of
ike council, while tho civic Adminis-
tration still remained in offtice.
Meanwhiie the civic Commission will
continue in . ffice for two years more,
sharing to some extent the powers of
civic government with thé City Coun-
cil.

The address in support of the City
Manager plan was delivered by Clin-
ton Rogers Woodruff, secretary  of
tme National Municipal League of
Philadelphia, who declared that this
foim of municipal government was in
force in in the United
States, and not one of those who had
aaopted it had given it up. He be-
iieved it was certain to sprcad to a
large number of others. In associa-
tion with the city manager would be
an elective commission of five c¢r sev-
en men as legislators whose will
would be carried out by an efficient
manager. Germany had secured a
certain efficiency in' municipal gov-
ernment, but not democratic govern-
ment of the municipality. The work
of the city manager in association
was a very remarkable contribution
towards the developement of muni-
cipal democracy. The managers were
chosen because they had demonstra-
ted their efriciency and ability to car-
ry on municipal affairs. There had
always been a recognition of special-
ization in the professions, why not
in the highly important matter of
governing the lives and welfare of
the citizens? Now men were being
developed who were as secure in
their tenure of this municipal pro-

Vice-president Thomas Marshall in
the report of the executive referred to
the immense strides made by the
prohibition movement in Ontario,
Quebec and the United States since
the conventicn held in last December.

The reference in the report to the
legalizing of issuing of prescriptions
|for liquor by physicians caused con-

This
matter was left to the committee on
resolutions.

Rev. Mr. Marshall said that the de-
crease in drunkenness had been so ap-
parent that the result of the freferen-
dum on prohibition could be plainly
seen.

Objection to Course

The report also stated that in sever-
al localities there were magistrates
who did not seem to be willing to co-
operate with prohibition officials. In
some cases deposits of $200 were
accepted from those accused of vio-
lating the law and forfeited on non-
appearance.

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Forcing Bulbs In
The House

Bulbs when properly forced make
eplendid % vse plants an' come into
bloom during two of the winter
months which most need the bright-
ening effects of their rich colours.
“Bulbs” is a general term which in-
cludes Narcissi, Early Tulips and the
more recent Darwin Twips noted for
their elegance of form and range of
rich colours.

After bulbs have been potted

the next essential is to induce an
abundance of root growth as quickly
as possible. Jhe proper root develop
ment will determine the subsequent
size, vigor and lasting qualities of
the flowers. Explicit advice in this
connection is, first, choose as the
storage place for the pots the coolest,
darkest and dampest ‘part of the cel-
lar—or the vegetable storage room
is very suitabley Second, provide
a condition which approximates as
nearly as possible the condition they
would have if planted in the ground
outside. One thorough watering at
the time of potting may be sufticient,
but in most cases it is not, therefore
water regularly as often as the top
soil shows signs of dryness. Another
method is to plunge the pots into
damp sand and keep the sand moist.
Provided the place is not too cold,
or they are not kept exceptionally
wet, rcoting will proceed satisfactor-
ily, and towards the end of Dacember
the roots should begin to fill the pots.
Third, after two months or ten weeks
has elapsed bring the pots into a
lighter. place and water even more
regularly and frequently. Allow
them to make about three inches of
gncwth ‘and the growth to change
to a good green colour then bring
some of the pots into the full light
and warmth. Very rapid and healthy
growth should soon result.
i A few words of advice as to what
not to do. First, do not on any oc-
casion place the pots too near the
furnace or near the hot air outlets;
dry, warm air is disastrous to healthy
plant growth. It drys out the solil
and hardens the roots; it stunts the
foliage and shrivels up the blossoms.
Second, do not over-water at any
period; the soil should be kept al-
ways moist but never soggy and cold,
and do not allow the pots to stand in
pans of water.

Third, do not allow the plants to
experience too violent temperature
changes. At the timo of rooting the
temperature may range from 35 to
45 and after the plants are brought
into the light it should range from
50 to 70 Higher temperatures during
the day, due to combined furnace and

-sun heat, may not hurt the plants
but they are apt to be materially in-
jured if forced to experience several
hours to dry, high temperature during
the evening when they should enjoy
the resting period always provided for
them under natural conditions

Flowers with little or no stem and
plants with a stunted growth are due
to improper forcing methods. Bulbs
appreciate the sunshine and when in
the flowering stage also respond to
and should have abundance of water.

Fainting

Fainting is a sudden weakness or
loss of consciousness owing to a
transitory failiry in the circulation of
the blood aad the consequent anaemia
of the brain. For some unexplained
reason, fainting is not so common as
it used- to be in the early Victorian
and mid-Victorian era. It may be be-
cause it is the fashion at present to
wear corsets that do not greatly con-
strict the waist, or because young
women live much morg in the open
air than they used to.

In an attack of fainting the person
becomes dizzy and sometimes nau-
seated, his sight fails, his face is pale
and often covered with a ocold per-
spiration, his pulse is rapid and very
teeble, and finally the snfferer falls
and loses .on + (u.ness, In a few mun
utes oonseclousness gradually returns,
and, after a brief moment of confu-
sion, full consciousness and strength
return and recovery is complete. Be-
cause a young woman does not fall
heavily but chooses a “soft spot” and
sinks gently into it is no reason for
believing that she is shamming,—
feinting instead of fainting, -—for
there are always premonitory symp-
toms  that a person who has once
fainted recognizes as a warning.

(When fainting occurs in young
adults it is not necessarily cause for
alarm, unless the person is known to
have disease of the heart or unless
the attacks recur with great frequen-
cy. In the latter case there is a pos-
sibility or even probability that the
person is suffering from the mild
form of epilepsy known as petit mal.

Since the faint is owing to lack of
blcod in the brain, the first thing to
do is to place the sufferer at full
length with his head lower than his
body if possible, and then to loosen
the clothing about his waist and
neck in order to allow for free circu-
lation. Sprinkling his face with cold
water and bathing the temples with
eau de Cologne or brandy will often
help. If the patient is able to swal-
low, you may give him half a tea-
poonful f aromatic spirits of am-
monia in half a glass of water, or a
cupful of hot black coffee. The win-
dows should be opened and air
brought to the patient by fanning.
Smelling salts should be used very
cautiously, as too strong a whiff would
be far from beneficial. If those mea-
sures do not prevail in a short time,
vou should summon a physician, for
the condition may prove to be some-
thing much more serious than a faint

Emergency Seed Supply

The consolidated balance - sheat,
covering the operations of the Can-
adian Government Secd Purchasing
Commission for the past three years.
has been audited and found correct.
The total sums advanced by the De-
partmeat of Finance for the purchase

* seed supplies, on requisition from
the Dominion Seed Commissioner,
amounted to $11,896,5640.96; and
the total of refunds to the Receiver-
Genecral from the proceeds of sales
was $11,903,437.76. Net assets in-
cluding sesd grain in storage are val-
ued at $37,888.85. The salaries and
~~penses of the experienced Seed

nch officers comprising the staff
of the Commission were not chargad
against the cost of the seed. The
order-in-council which established the
Seed Purchasing Commission directed
that the seed supplies should be pur-
chased, stored, cleaned sacked where
necessary, and soid at the net cost
18 nearly as might be determined.

The business of th> Commission
covers the period beginning October
1916 and ending September 1919. It
includes the purchase and sale of
seed wheat, oats, barley, rye, corn peas
and beans, subject always to inspec-
tion as to the established grades for
eed grain which were provided under
the Seed Control Act. Inspection
was administered by the Seed In-
spection Division of the Seed Branch.
Every car lot of seed purchased or
sold was examined by seed inspec-
tors, and samples were submitted for
tests as to purity and germination by
the Dominfon Seed Laboratories at
Ottawa, Winnipeg or Calgary. De-
livery consisted of bill of lading, li-
cemsed weighman's centificate, seed
certificate and sight draft.

This system of meeting emergency
seed situations was adopted on the
recommendation of the Seed Commis-
sioner. It is based on the establish-
ment of official seed grades for grain,
and on the principle that municipal
governing bodies supported by their
Provincial Government are in the
best prsition to deal with the exten-
sion of credits to needy farmers.

New Game
Officer Appointed

Mr. R. W. Tufts, of Wolfville, Nova
Scotia, has recently been appointed
by the Civil Service Commission to
the position of Game Officer in charge
of a administration of the Migratory
Birds Convention Act in the Mari-
time Provincee.

Under this Act the open seasons
for migratory game birds and limited
to a period of three and one-half
months, and insectivorous birds and
many birds are protected throughout
the year. In addition, many of the
species of shorebirds and the elder
ducks are protected throughout the
year.

Any person having theso protec‘tod'
birds in their possession s liable to
a heavy penalty, and any equipment
used in capturing them illegally may
be confiscatod.

As Mr. Tufts will be supported
by an able staff of deputy officers,
any person who goes afield with a
gun should bé sure of the provisions
of this federal law.

The Migratory Birds Convention !
Act is administered for all Canada by
the Dominion Parks Branch of the
Department of the Interior, and fur-
ther information may be obtzined by
addressing the Commissioner of that
branch at Ottawa.

Biggest Seizure
of Liquor Ever
Made In St. John

What is easily the biggest seizure of
liquor that ever has been made in St.
John since prohibition came into force
and is said by authorities to be one of
the largest and most important ever
pulled off in the province was brought
about yesterday by Inspectors Robert
McAinsh and C. H. Kerr when they
visited the premises of William Web-
ber, 71 Orange street. Besides the ex-
ceptionally  large array of many
brands of liquor, the inspectors seized
a paraphernalia that gives evidence
of home manufacturing of liquor. The
labelling of the bottles, the corking
and the contents, according to the in-
spectors, shows evidence of “moon
shine” activities, and the inspectors
are of the belief that in the visit to
the premises they have cleaned up
what they say is an illegal manufac-
turing plant of illicit wet goods. It
took several large sloven loads, with
the assistance of the local inspectors,
the police and some additional hired
help, to pack the goods and the im-
plements snugly away in the govern-
ment rooms in Prince William street.

A survey of the haul shows that
there is, in all, about 683 full bottles,
a cask of alcohol, two casks of rum,
two casks of Scotch whiskey, several
large demijohns, more or less full,
and about seven jugs containing wvar-

Coal Famine In The

U.S. Draws Nearer

Washington, Nov. 19—Prospects of
a coal famine drew nearer tonight
with negotiations between operators
and miners apparently at a standstill.

A sub-committee of the joint wage
scale committee was in session three
hours but it was announced after the
meeting that only the general situa-
tion was discussed and that the opera-
tors did not submit counter-proposals
to the miners’ demands. The confer-
ence will continue tomorrow.

“No progress was made. The oper-
ators submitted no proposals. We are
still in a respective mood,” said John
L. Lewis, acting president of the Unit-
ed Mine Workers, as he came out of
the hotel room where the conference
was held.

The oporators committee remained
in session an hour longer. At the end
of that time Thomas T. Brewster,
chairman of the opeifdtors committee
in the central competifive field, spoke
optimistically declaring that this was
the first attempt at real negotiations
since the miners and operators met at
Buffalo. For that reason he said only
general matters were discussed.

The decision of the join wages scale
conference to tontinue its negotiations
through a smaller group, in accord-
ance with the usual custom in making
the wage agreements, came after the
owners and workers had heard from
Fuel Administrator Garfield said that
as long as the government stands “the
people of the United States must
have and will have coal, and they will

not be prevented by anything the op-
"eralm':; and miners may do.”

It
would but lead to further demands as
regards both hours and rates of wages
As a matter of fact the men who are
leading the miners are out to control
industry in the good old Bolshevik st-
yle, and it remains for the United
States Government to counteract this
movement and keep the wheels turn-
ing and the fires alight as of old.

Followed to its logical conclusions
“the right to strike” among those who
handle public utilities and public ser-
vices would eventually imperil our
very civilization. Take, for instance,
the strike of the police force of Bos-
ton. Or, again, Toronto's strike of
electrical workers whQ in Septcmber
last threw to the dogs in the early
evening a street car service on which
some two or three hundred thousand
people depended, and all because the
head of this electrical union, one J.
T. Gunn, lost his temper because he
could not immediately get into telep-
honic communication with the head of
the Toronto Railway Company. In
Boston the police force went out with-
out just cause, and for days, or until
the military were placed in charge,
the city was at the mercy of bandits
and gangsters.
