board the steamer Tonkin. The
Bishop bas been thirty-nine years
in China, and  is, therefore, an
anthority concerfing the present
orisis. In Mgr. Favier's opinion,
Prince Tuan is at the bottom of all
the mischief.

The
Boxers, in his opinion, were merely
thieves and sssassing, and there was
no religions war, but a rising of
bandits, Moreover, the Empress
of China could not be held respon-
sible for these events, to which she
was ocompletely foreign. Mgr.
Favier declared that it was the
Empress who granted the various
conoessions acquired by Europeans,
and she could not have seen the
work she had caused to be oarried
out destroyed with a light heart.

THE Summerside Journal of the
16th inst. contains an article under
the caption, “A word with thé
Patriot,” most remarkable for its
halting logic and inconsequent

onclusions. The article in ques-
tion refers to the Summerside-
Cape Tormentine route, and pur-
ports to be a reply to some re-
marks of the Patriot on that ques-
tion ; but among other evidence
of its want of unity it contains the
following: “Both the Patrio
and the Herald—which is in the
same box—should wake up to a
knowledge of the conditions that
exist here, and cease to insult the
intelligence of their western read.-
ers by sneering at and trying to
belittle a winter route, the superi-
ority of which has been demon-
strated even by the half-hesrted
experiment recently made.” In
the first place we may be per-
mitted to remark that the article
under review, judged by its tone
and composition, is not such as
would lead anyone to believe that
its writer possessed such a mon-
opoly of knowledgé’ghat he can
afford to throw out such insinua-
tions as the above extract contains.
Nor is it calculated to leave the
impression that the writer thereo
possesses any remarkable degree
of dialectical skill. So far as the
Herald is concerned it never pass-
ed any opinion on the feasibility
of the Summerside-Cape Tormen-
tine winter route. Whatever re-
marks we made anent the matte
were in condemnation of the
bungling indulged in by the auth-
orities in sending the Stanley to
run on that route without giving
her anything to do in the way of
arrying mails or freight, and in
ontinning this useless business
while she could have béen advan
tageously engaged in removing the
reight congestion and bringing
us more frequent mails, if not by
that route, by some other.
