The Storm and its
Effects.

The terrific snow storm which
set in on Wednesday evening of
last week and continued all day
Thursday was one of the worst
experienced here for some years.
It was a north-eastern blizzard.
The snow drifts resulting are tre-
mendous, and traffic has been ren-
dered most difficult. In this city
the snow banked up on some of
the sidewalks to remarkable
heights, and the clearances made
in order to render pedestrian
movements possible resemble can-
als in many instances, the perpen-
dicular walls of snow standing in
many places as high as six or eight
feet. The country roads are in a
most wretched condition and
traffic is practically suspended.
The railway was blocked up.
There were no trains moving on
Thursday except the train from
Georgetown, which left there in
the morning and made good pro-
gress, arriving at Charlottetown
not very much behind timte. A
peculiar accident happened to the
train from Tignish on Wednes-
day evening. Somewhere be-
tween Miscouche and St. Elean-
or’s, as the heavy train with its
snow plough was fighting its way
along, the passenger coach at the
rear became detached, and the oc-
currence was not noticed by the
driver or train hands until Som-
merside was reached. Conductor
Dan. McKenna happened to be in
the passenger coach at the time,
and he and his fellow passengers,
several of them women, found
themselves stalled on the track in
the midst of the snow. -When the
train reached Summerside and the
accident was discovered, prepara-
tions were made to go to the
rescue. But it took some time to
take in coal and water and for the
hands to partake of something to
eat. When all this was attended
to a start was made ; but the snow
had so filled in the cuttings. that
they were unable to reach the mis-
sing car and the attempt had to
be abandoned. Those in the stall-
ed car made the best of the situa-
tion. They had sufficient coal but
Next morning the
lady passecgers were removed to
miscouche and provisions were
obtained from the near by farm
houses. These matters having
been arranged Conductor Dan and
the male passengers started for
Summerside along the track.
They reached their destination in
the afternoon, pretty well fagged
out. At 11 o'clock Friday the
car had been brought to Summer-
side, and a start was made for
Charlottetown. The fight was
& hard one,and many heavy banks
were encountered. Hunter River
was reached at 11 o'clock Friday
night. Here they were delayed
until 6.30 Saturday morning to
await the train which left Ch’
town Friday, which had stalled on
the way and did not reach Hunter
River till the hour named, Satur
day morning. Trainson all other
sactions of the road were also out
on Friday and all got through, so
that on Saturday the line was all
clear.

The piling up of snow drifts, the
blocking of highways and the
stalling of trains were not the only
inconvenient and disagreeable ef-
fects of the storm so far as this
Province It
also very seriously interfered with

is concerned. has
our winter navigation, cut us from
the mainland and practically isol-
ated the Province. On Wednes-
day, both steamers started in the
morning, the Stanley from George-
town and the Minto from Pictou ;
but both were obliged to return
to their respective ports, where
they have both since remained.
On Saturday, and again on Mon-
day, the Stanley inade a start from
Georgetown ; but on' both days
she was obliged to return after
going & short distance. Meantime
the mails had been transferred to
the Capes route. On Wednesday
night the special to Cape Traverse
with the mail reached there late
in corseqnence of the storm. On
Thursday crossing at the Capes
was out of the question. Friday
was equally unfavorable. On
Saturday a crossing was made and
a letter mail reached here about
530. On Sunday another mail,
letters, was brought over. On
Monday a crossing was made from
Cape Traverse, but the boats that
left Cape Tormentine 1n the morn-
ing were obliged to return. That
left us without any foreign mail
for that day. Yesterday morning
four of the boats left Tormentine
at 7.30 o'clock with 31 bags of
mail. At 9.10 o'clock four more
boats left the same place with 44
bags of mail. The first boats
reached this side at 1,40 p. m, and
landed their mail at Carleton
Point. This mail was not brought
to Charlottetown because the

storm that had arisen blocked the

railway track anc the train did
not attempt to move from Cape
Traverse. Meantime the boats
which  left Tormentine at 9.10
were caught in the storm which
raged in the Straits. They had
got within three miles of the Is-
land side late in the afternoon,
when they came to a large sheet
of open water, which with the in-
creasing wind was altogether too
rough to attempt with open boats,
Grave fears were entertained for
their safety as it was thought
they were doomed to spend the
night in the Straits. ~But the
very welcome intelligence was re-
ceived here before seven o'clock
that they had returned to the
mainland and succeeded in land-
ing at a quarter past six. The
mails brought over yesterday may
reach here to night some time.

The storm of yesterday was
very severe and almost completely
demoralized traffic. The cuttings
along the railway line were all
filled in again and trains were
stalled all over the line. The only
train, of those leaving Charlotte-
town in the afternoon to get to
its destination, was the train to
Georgetown. The train for Souris
was hung up at Mount Stewart;
the train for Tignish reached
Summerside and remained there,
and the train from Tiguish ‘in-
wards only got as far as Summer
side, where it remained for the
night. The snow fighting is going
on to day, and we may have trains
moving somewhat regularly to-
morrow.

The storm and snow blockade
are not peculiar to this Province.
The people of the mainland are
equal sufferers. Halifax is almost
buried snow and trains are
stalled in all directions. Trains
between Halifax and Sydney were
at a standstill yesterday.

The Situation in Russia

London, Jan. 30.—A despatch to the
Graphic from Sebsstopol, says: ‘‘In
conséquence of the gravity of the
situation here, the Government has
invested the naval and military com-
mandergs with full powers to repress
disorders. Over one hundred arrests
have been made.

London, Jan. 30.—Rioting and pillage
are in progress in Warsaw, in spite of
the presence of large numbers of troope.

The influence
of Grand Duke Serguis, foremost of the
reactionary party it is alleged has
governed the Emperor Nicholas ever
since the strike trouble began, and that
members of the Imperial family are
represented to be determined on
drastic measures for the suppression of
all :giln!ﬁu for economic or political
reform. sports continue rife that the
terrorists are prepared to resnme their
activity. Kather Gopon, the leader of
the 8t. Petersburg workmen, is reported
to be called, to the Stockholm Holy
Synod which has denounced him ss a
“ criminal priest ” and betrayer of his
sacred office.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 30.—New com-
plications between Great Britain and
Russis are feared on account of an at-
tack on the British Consul at Warsaw
comiong on the heels of placards posted
by the Police chief at Moscow, charging
(Great Britain with creating a revol-
ation io Russia. The Warsaw iocident
is likely to canse an outbreak in Eng-
land which may strain the relatiocs of
the two conntries Sir Charles Hard-
inge vigorously protested to the Russian
government, and Major Napier has gone

to Warsaw to get a full report of the
affair.

FOUR FAMOUS ARTISTS.

The Foglish artist, George Fred—
erick Watte, is described by his bi-
ographers as the simplest and wwiost
bumble of men., His personsal hu.
mility and self-effacement formed o
striking contrast to the loftiness of
his aims and the passionale strength
of his couvictions,

_ His dasily actions were a liging
illustration of bis belief 1n the old
Germsn motto which the Quee of
Roumanis, * Curmen Sylvs,” sag-
gested to him as the text of one of
his most toucking pictures: ‘ What
I spent, I bed ; what I eaved, I lost;
what I gave, I have.”

“ Qar little life,” he wrote, “ie
poor indeed if bounded by our pers
gonal wants and fancied require-
ments,”

Among countless instances of his
gerero:ity is one which he often re-
called bceause of its conneotion with
his picture, “Love and Life,” now
hanging in the Whbite House ip
Washir gton, a work which he con-
sidered his mcst important message
to the world,

A poor artist’s wife, whom he bad
pever scen before, came to hisstudio
in sore distress ove day, and begged
for a losn of a few pounds to enable
her to jin ber busbard, who luy
dapgerou:ly illin New York. Watte
gave Ler ell, acd more than all, she
asked, srd she left bim with tears of
gratitude in ber eyee, promising to
come and see bim.on her re'urn.
Two yew 8 afterward she sppesred
accompanied by hLer husband, who
was rcs'ored to health and bad found
work in Amecrice, and repaid ibe
money which Watts bad lent ber.

Sir Waslter Scott was in London
when the “ Cat’s Paw’’ was exhibited,
and he was 8o pleased with the pic-
ture that he scught out the young
paioter and invited bim to go bome
with bim, Sir Walter’s well-known
love cf dogs was the foundation for
tbe intimate affection which grew up
between himself and Landseer.

The great French artist, Gerome,
was one of the most kind-hearted of
men, altbough eccentriv to a degree.
Among the anecdotes that his death
has made current, nove illustrates
better his essential kindness than the
following :

A onumber of years ago a poverty-
stricken painter, now famous and
prosperous, went to Paris from a
country village and entered the
studio of Gerome at the Enole des
B:aux=~Arte, The new student's
first day chanoced to be ‘‘oriticism
day,” and the clder students, finding
themselves cheated out of their ouns-
tomary boisterous hazing by this cire
cumstance, resclved to have their
fun in sn indirect fashion.

Accordingly, they took the novice
dgide and impressed upor him, in the
most friendly and confidential way
imaginsable, that he was under the
obligation of giving a tip to the pro-
fessor when he oritic’zed his work.
Incredulous at first, the callow youth
let bimeelf be convinoced, and prom-—
ised to do the proper thing. His
means were 80 ¢émall that he awaited
bis tarn with an ill-concealed anx-
iety which those in the plot relished
keenly.
