sticks—from which they have first eaten
the bark —stones, and mud, which they
urr{ between the chin and fere-paws, a
work of incessant labor, as may be su
posed, with generally but one pair to do
it, as only one family resides in a lake,
unless it be a very large and natural one,
Although each family has a dam, a lake
and a house (they frequently build a new
house every summer) to itself, yet they
are te0 often found yery closs together,
the surface-water from omne dam falling

When the beavers have dissap .
and the works are destroyed, the drained
lnk9 is called a “beaver-meadow,” on
which grows the wild hay, atone time
the sole fodder used by lumberers for
their hard-working ‘‘teams.” 1t is, how-
ovea" coarse, and only fit for cattlo or
ing.
The hovses are formed of the same
material as the dams, being conical, and
measaring at the very base from ten to
fourteen feet in diameter, by about seven
or eight feot high. They appear much
smaller than this, as the greater portion
is under the water ; this is probably to
circumvent bears. wolvilk, lynxes, ete.,
which could casily master them were
they t» build on dry land. The entrance
is under water, and is a wide hole, nar-
rowing toward tho inside of the house.
The inside of the honse is not very large,

the flooris dry except near the mouth
of the hole, so that they can takea
“header” straight from their beds, as
well as float in sticks for food.

" They have very strong tecth and jaws;

water. Should the log be stuck, they|
erect a temporary dam and float it off]
the obstruction ; they then break away
the dam, and steer tge log downward,

tarnal, coming out to feed about suun-
down, and returring at sunrise. When
alarmed, they strike the water with
their broad tails, producing a sound like
throwing a large stone into the water.
This action appears t» send their heads
under water, as they always take a dive
of a few feet after making it. It is not
true, assome suppose, that they use
their tails as trowels ; they are, - how-
ever, of material use in quick diving, a
beaver not having to raise itself aut of
the water to oyercome the resistance as
is the case with a seal or otter.

Their mode of eating is to cut a small
tree, which they generally drag to the
water, then sitting on their haunches,
they hold the stick horizontally to their
mouths, turning it quickly between the
foro-gmu; in this way the bark is peel-
ed; the stick, if required, being used in
their works. Creek-beavers have usual-
ly a summer and winter residence in
dgﬂ'erem lakes, the reason of which it is
difficult to conjecture; they have also
holes in the banks, to which they some-
times retreat in time of alarm.  There
18 & variety of beaver called ‘‘hank-
beaver,” generally of a reddish hue,
which live altogether in holes, and these
are more easily trappad than their more
acientific brethren.

Beavers have their young abont the
first of June, and breed once a year;

old beavers having but one or two at a

time, They are pretty little thin
about the size of & rat, and are easily
tamed, but on acconnt of their mischiey-
ous ities, are mot favorite pets.
One pair of young ones that I know of

The word ‘‘Occupant’ shall signify a
person bona fide occupying property,
otherwise than as owuer or tenant,either
in his own right or the right of his wife,
not being in possession of such property
and enjoying the revenues and profits
arisihg there from to his own use; and
the word “Tenant” shall include any
person who, instead of paying vent
money, is bound to render to the owner
any portion of the produce of sach pro-
perty.

The Act relative to Elections assented
to-23rd May, 1873, declares;

Sec. 18. No candidate at any electio -
shall, directly or indirectly, employ any
means of corruption by giving any sam
of money, office, place, employment,
gratuity, reward or any bond, bill or
note or conyeyance of laud, or any
promise of the same, nor shall he either
by himself, or anthorized agent for . that
purpose threaten any elector with losing
any oflice, salary, income or adyantage
withZintent to corrupt or bribe angglec-
tor to vore for such candidate, or to
keep back any clector from voting for
any other candidate; nor shall he open
and support at his charges, any house
of public entertainment for the accomo-
dation of the clectors.,  And if any, re-
presentative returned to the House of
Commons, is found guilty before the
proper tribunal, of using any of the
above means to procure his election, his
clection shall be therbby declared void
and he shall be ircapable of being a can-
dXdate, or being elected or returaed dur-
ing that Parliament.

By the Act for the trial of Comtro-
verted Elections, assented-to the 23rd
May, 1873, it is enacted that ‘‘Corrupt
Practices” or “‘Corrupt Practice” shall
mean bribery and undue influence, treat-
ing, personation, and other illegal and
prohibited acts in reference to electors,
or any of such offences as defined by Act
of Parlioment by Canada.
Chapter 6. Con, Stat.
acts as follows :

54. The Deputy Returning Officer,
at any clection of a member of the Leg-
islative Cauncil cr Assembly in any part
of this Province, shall receive the vote
of any person whose name he finds in
the proper list of voters furnished to him,
or in his possession as aforesaid—pro-
vided that such person shall, if required
by any candidate or the agent of any
candidate, or by afirmation, which such
Deputy Returning Oflicer, is hereby em.
