Our Qld Pioneers have a Grand
Banquet.

and go over thelr Battics in the Bruce
Wilderness - A very Mlappy Gataeriag.
From the Bruce Keporter,
A short time ago » number of tho old
pioneers of this sectivn of the County of
Bruce decided to have a gathering of th.
sturdy, noble hearts, though it might
be weakened frames, of those who were
the first to clear the then wilderness of
Bruce, and through thei labors secure «
veritable garden of luxuriance wherw
less than thirty years agn was an alnost
impenetrable forest. Capt. C. R. Bar-
ker was chosen president and Alex.
Campbell secretary, for the purpose of
carrying the scheme through. A large
number of invitations had been sent vut,
and on Thursday evening of list week,
the banquet was held in the spacivus
dining-room of Mr. McKinney’s Royal
hotel, Kincardine. The banquet was au
axcellent spread, and reflected credit on
the hotel. Some of the cld men made
comparis.n of the fare before them, with
the starvation tables which often sta~ed
them in the fuce, wheu the nearest grist
mill to Kincardine was at Goderich.
However the appotities appeared to be
just as keen as they were after a hard
day’s legging, or a tramp of ten miles
with a hundced weight of flour ‘on their
backs.

Capt. C. R. Barker presided, and
Reeve Henderscn occupied the t of
vice chair. Theblessing of the Almighty
was invoked by Mr. Maller, sr., of iﬂil-
larton, After all had eaten heartily the
tables wore cleared, and toasts were pro-
posed and responded tn,inhl;'pemd with
some grand songs by 8. H. Marshall.

Secretary Canipbell informed the com-
pany, that regret had been expressel by
a number of old pioneers at their inabil-
ity to be present. Among those were,
David McKendrick, Elder McLennan
and Major Daniels

During the eveuing o Liige numiber of
‘‘old timers” spoke, and from the many
interesting, reminiscences we select a
few, which will give our readers some
idea of the good old times in this dis-
triot. goms, "7 oms, "

Thos. Blair narrated some of the hR
ships which were endured by the set-
tlers between '48 and '66. The packin
of pork and flour from Goderich, :\n§
then carrying a hundred-weight on vne'’s
back for ten or fifteen miles, was not the
least of the tasks. The speaker lsnded
at Pine River on the 14th of April, 1848,
a fearful snow storm prevailing at the
time, and came on to Kincardine. 8o
denso was the forest, that the speaker
remembered ‘losing his way within the
town plot. The young men of those
days were old now, and the children had
arrived to the age of manhood.

Jas Henry gave his experience in

ooming from the neighborhood of Port |’

Hope to Kincardine. His trip from
Geoderich, most of the way un foot, with
«n occasional wade through water t his
Yyaist, was described. Reaching Pine
Ruver he stovped at Walden’s tavein and
sampled the whiskey. That night :. per-
son engaged in surveving the township,
with his enain bearer, came fn. During
the evening an altercation occurred be-
tween the landlord and surveyor, sud
the former produced pistols and insisted
upon a fight ar five paces or an apology.
The apology was gisen. After reaching
Kincardine and speading a week here,
he determined to leave the place and
never return. He afterwards went out
a8 far 40 line on the Durhamn which inade
him change his mind, as the clearances
were beginning to make a good appear-
ance. After settling in Kincardine, he
believed he was made first assessor, first
collector, and first tavern inspector. He
had seen Kincardine grow from four or
five houses to what it is ncw.

Geo. Daniels claimed to be net only a
pioneer of Bruce, but of Ontario as well,
13 he came to this country in 1838, and
sottled in Waterloo, He described his
boyhood, being called vpon to  wield an
axe as suon as he was able, and only re-
ceived some six weeks schooling in all.
[n those days schools were few and far
hetween. In cowming to this country, his
brother, the major, having already pre-
ceded him some time, it took him four
days to drive his oxen from Goderich to
Port Albert.

William McCush spoke briefly, narra-
ting in a very interesting manner his ex-
perience of a bush life His trip up
here by way of Hayaville, Clinton, and
Goderich, with his brothers, was over
terribly bad roads, and the labor was not
only prolonged but arduons. Five bar-
rels of flour that were purchased in Gode-
rich had to be carricd from the beach
back to where they were living. But
after all the enjoyment at the uld-time
logging bees and raisings, when every
person was anxious to yive a helpin,
hand to his neighbor, was quite equa
to any festivitics held at the present
t.me.

John Morrison, Treasurer of Huron
township, said that people might talk
about the North-west, and go in to ecsta-
eies over the productiveness of other

antries but he believed that this coun-
ty was vquas to the best of thew.

OUT IN THE WEST.

What Mr.Jas, The moa Tiluis of a Pake- |
ta Winter--Semethiag abewt the Land |
of Bilzzards. . !

The following deseriptiun of a Dakota |
winter, from the pen of an old Gudoriohu’
man, will doubtless proveof interest to
many of our readers :
Drayton, Feb, 6th, 1883.

My Dear Bro.,—It is long tume since
we had a letter from you. I ean assure
you we miss your comimunications very
much, so you must try and send usa
letter ut least once a month. We are
having a very cold, stormy winter ; I be-
l.eve the average for the month of Janu-
ary has been 18° Yelow zero ; dast it was
only } below on the average, s® you see
it has been nearly 18 degrees colder this
winter than last; and it has been stormy,
80 much so, that some of those living on
the prairie this year will try and make
arrangements to live elsewhere during
the winters. I have serious inclinations
that w:{ m{udl. I enjoyed last winter,
and I like the summers, but this winter
has been too much for me. I have had
nose, fingers, toes, heels and ears froz=n.
George ﬁn had his nuse, cheeks and
fingers frozen. However, we are ver
comfertable in the house, and the stoc
are all warm and comfortable; but
gﬂ ‘ting the hay in from the stack isa

ig job when it blows, and that is nearly
always. If we had a stable with a good
loft that would contain about ten tons
of hay, and a well in the stable, it would
not be 80 bad, At present it is hard on
the cattle coming for water ; sometimes
they refuse to come at all. When they
come out of the warm stable and meet
an atmosphere 20° or 30° below zero,
with a strong wind, they put right back.

It is
then you catch jt; tite wind whirls around
the stable and betwesn the stacks,
enough to take away your orsath; in
fact, you can’t breat(x till you get under
shelter and even under two pairs of
mitts and one of them buekskin your
fingers are apt to freeze. Our stables,
what with manure and snow, are buried
almnost out of sight, with a pretty steep
path- down to the door, but the horses
and cattle get used to it and they slide
right down. I expect it to be much
worse yet, as we may expect heavy sncw
storms this and next month. We had
some very cold trips oud o St. Thomas
with our wheat, but we got the bulk of
it out beford the stormy weather came.
Then we commenced to draw wood from
the river, we have got enough up to last
us for six months. but we must get up a
few more loads yet. I have not gone
out much this winter sizee we got
through drawing our wheat. Herb not
being home this wiater it threw more
work on me ; I take care of the cattle
and QGeorge the horses, with that
and cuotting wood it keeps e a3
busy as I want to be. We don’t get up
very esrly. The fire is lighted, uenerally
about 9, T get up between that and ten,
tometimes later, then go and feed the
cattle and milk two cows,then breakfast.
It is then about eleven. ;After breakfast
clean the stables, and cut wood if the
day is not too stormy, then feed again
about dark, then have dinner and supper
in one dish. When it is very cold we
light a fire in the bexatove upatairs, and
we go up there as it is nice and cosy and
warmn. While I write it is comparative-
ly mild, so we are all down stairz; mam -
ma is busy knitting ; Oscar has juost
finiched writing a letter to his playmate
the cat, and George is giving usa solo
on his violin. Wae have to thank you
very much for the (lobes you have sont
us so regularly; [ don't know what we
should have done without them, they
have been a source of great comfort to
us.
