Few at the present day
can form a just conception of the almost
insuperable ditliculties that beset the
rath of the missionary in those early

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EARLY SEEKING. |

Rev. Mr. McCoy, of Egmondville,
Preaches to the Young.

A Chlldren’s Service in Knox Chureh,
Gederich -What, Why, How and When
%o Beck Wisdom.

The following is a condensed report of
4he sermon preached to the children of
EKnox church, Gederich, on Sunday last,
by Rev. Mr. McCoy, of Egmondville,
epecially taken for THE SiGNAL :—

Mr McCoy began by saying that his
text was a short one, one appropriate for
children to learn, and one all would be
able to remember :

“I love them that love me, and thoee that
geck me early shall find me.”- Prov. viiy, 17,

The text always reminded him of a
game he played when a boy—*‘Hide and
Seek.” In dealing with the text, he
woulé first ssk some questions, and
then answer them.

I. Who is it sauys “‘I love them that
love me f”  Many people have asked that
question.  Scme good men have thought
the whole chapter was a description of
Jesus Christ, the son of God, under the
name of Wisdom. Jesus had been given
many pames in the Bible. He had been
called the Word,. What is a word, but
that we ourselves know—that by which
we reveal our thoughtsand feelings. In
Luke, Jesus is also spoken of under the
name of Wiedom. Jesus does love chil-
dren, and is seeking them. Others
answer the question by saving that it
means the quality or grace of Wisdom
represented as a person. Wae sometimes
represent things without life as persons ,
and one of these figures is given in the
chapter : Wisdoln Yeing made a per-
son and speaking. Tn the word of God
we find many things represented as
speaking. The Psalmist represents the
Sea as seeking what God did : “‘The
Sea saw it ana fled, Jordan was driven
back.” He also calls upon the sua and
the moon and the stars and the little
hille to praise God. Heavenly wisdom
is here meant. Nt mere shrewdness as
possessed by human beings, in re
ference to the things of this world, but
the wisdom which God possesses and
will give to those that seek Him. 1f a
pereon is led by Heavenly wisdom he
will be led to God the Father through
Jesus Christ.

IL 1t may be asked, TVhat is the use

of xeeking this divine wisdom, or What is |

Wisdom worth ¥ That is a very practi
cal and a very proper question, This is
a practical aze, aud nearly everything
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a book or a toy we know how to go and {
sook for it. Bnt Wisdom, which we cau-
not touch, or see, or hear, this mere
quality, how can we aeek it? Well, as
we seck health, by putting ourselves in
those conditions that are healthful, that
we may get strong again. And that is
what wisdom means in the text. We
need to put ourselves in the way of it, in
the conditions and surroundings that will
ba helpful to us in gaining wisdom. ‘‘He
that walketh with wise men shall be wise,
but the companien of fools shall be de-
stroyed.” That is one way to get wis-
dom. Another way is to apply to the
great source of all wisdom. in the epis-
tle of James he says : “*If any of you lack
wisdom, let him ask of Ged, that giveth
to all men liberally and upbraideth not,
and it shall be given unto him.” 1f we
are =arnest in seeking forit we will pray
for it. The 119th Psalm tells us : *‘The
statutes of the Lord are just, making
wise the simple,” and again, ‘‘The en-
trance of thy words giveth light, it giv-
understanding unto the simple.” Jesus
also says: ‘‘Search the seriptures.”
There is in these daye a tendency
to put too much dependence on
lesson helps in  Sunday Schools.
Daent substitute the lesson helps for the
world itself. Study the word as care-
fully as you can. Compsre all the
parallel passages, and whea you have
spent some time at it and found out by
yourself as much as you can, then take
hold of your help’s and you will get
side-lights and be able to focus them,znd
in that way get mnch knowledge.

V. When are we te begin to search
Jor divine wisdomf Yeung and old
should 1ook at this text, ‘‘Those that
scek me early shall find me.” What
does that mean ¥ Well it meaus early
in the morning.” Job ‘‘rose early in
the morning,” and offered sacrifices for
his family lest they should have gone
wrong. And David said ‘‘early in the
morning” he would praise God. But we
must seek him not only early in the
morning and all day long, but esrly in
the day cf life, for all cur life lovg is
represented as a day. Samuel sought
God early, and.so did David ; Obadiah
feared the Lord from his youtk, and he
was a splendid man, Timcthy, too, was
taught the scriptures from Lis chidbood.
Thepreacher did not think there ever was
a man who sought God in his youth and
served him diligently who did nct grow
up to be a noble wan. But early also

Solar System.

Sups Beyond Compuintion- Militons of
Miles and Milltons of Niars -Comets

and Meteors.

When we look up into the dark vault
of the midnight sky, with its multitude
of glittering stars, and the broad, bright
moon sailing throagh them, like the true
queen of the heavens, cur natural imi-
pression is that these stars are no farth
er away than the moon, and of much
smaller size. But to the nsironomer the
skies tell a different story. He beholds
the starry specks gliding away into in-
terminable depths of space. He mea-
sures them, and finds that each of them
is larger than millions of mo ms, and
some much larger than even our great
sun. We may gain some faint idea of
its nearer regious, but soon find our-
selves lost in seeking to trace its vast ex-
panae.

Little is known to general readers of
the grand dimensions with which the
astronomer habitually deals, and a rapid
survey of these dimensions may not ke
withous interest. We propose, there-
fore, to devote this article to some of the
figures of astronomy, and seek to pro
duce a faint conception of the imwensi-
ty of space.

After the minutes of the previous eon-
uention had been read and adopted, a
committee, Dr, Worthington, chairman,
was appointed te resolutions, ete.

M. C. Cameron, Q C., who was receiv-
ed with loud and prolonged oheenng,
was called wpon for a speech.

My Cameron 08 coming forward was

greeted with leud applavee. He caid he

bl to see 80 wany tatives
from the eonstituency of West Huron.
The presence of so a gumber of

delegates from the outside munieipali-
tiea showed that Reform was by uo
means dead in West Huron. (Applause.)
He had run as the Reform candidate
for the constiteency apd bad been de-
feated, but his defeat had not been
accomplished by honorable means.. All
ths powers of an unsorupulous and cor-
rupt Government had been utilized to
turn the vote of the constituency
against him, and bribery, intimidation,
abduction, personation, snd misrepre-
sentation hagl been used against him by
the emissarieh of the Uabinet Ministers
whom he had expesed at Ottawa. Men
from no knew where, had gone up
and down the strests of the towns and
along the concession lines of the tewn.
ships seeking for weak-kneed ones whom
they could tempt, and the sequel show-
od that the nefarious work had succeed-
ed temporarily, But though defeated
we were not dismayed, though beaten at
the polls by the aatifices named we were
not without hope of redeeming the con-
stituency. He was looking into the
faces of earnest men, and be koew
that shonld an opportunity arise for a
new election, earnest work, and success-
ful work ocould be expected in the
Reform  interest. He took sat-
isfaction out of the fact that though de-
feated he had lougrl:‘.n honorbtbl;.gght,
and though conspired agaiust be re-
sorted togv.lu illegal ast. Hebad teld his
friends that if one dollar would pnreh.n
s vote, and that vete would elect him
member for West Huron that dollar
should not be paid, and he had run the
entire ccntest on that line, (Loud
applause.) In 1882 we kad to fight the

errymander in West Huron, and in the
recent elestton tho Gerrymandar had
still to be fought, backed up by the in-
famous Franchise Act, (Hear, hear.)
In West Huron alone the ravisien of the
list under the working of that Act had
cost the Reformers some $800, and that
smount had been principally expended
im endeavoring to clear the list of bogus
Tory votee. Never during the term of
his political life had the Liberals appear-
ed more alive te their work than dunng
the campaign just closed, and until the
Saturday or Sunday before election day,
prospects for the Liberal party im the
riding never seemed brighter. After
that time the Boodler was abroad in the
Tory interest, and the constituency was
bought out by the agents of a corrupt
government. During the past chirty
years ke had practized his profession in
this section, and of necessity had been
compelled to take activn inst even
some of the Reform friends, but it was a

satisfaction for him to koow that, dur-

electors who had personal feeling
against hims, with a few exceptions that
he could count on the fingers of one
haod, had sunk personal feeling in the
interest of party. He gave all honor to
these wen, and he would npever forget
their disinterested acti in behalf
of the Liberal cause. (Applause.)
He had never sought the nomination for
West Hurvn, and on more than one
occasion during his political career he
had refused nomination. There was
nothing for him to gain personally by
remaining in public life ; and, were his
own feelings consalted and m

counsideration an object with him, noth-
ing could induce him to again offer as a
candidate for political position. But he
believed the heart of West Huron was
sound to the core for Libe:il!:sm._ de-
spite the present temporary defection ;
snd when he remembered the sight in
the Grand Opera House on the might of
election when the aunouncement was
made that Teryism had carried the rid:\
ing, and when he observed the sorrow-
ing look upon the faces and moistuore in
the eyes of strong men, which could not
have been extractad by physical pain,
he felt nerved to sink all personal feel-
ing, and publicly stand by the Reform-
ers of the riding. (Applauze ) Of the
nature of the causes that had ooutribut.
ed te his defeat emough was already
known to void a dozen elections, and if
this convention decided to bring the
matter before the courts nothing was
surer than tkat the present member
would be unseated. (Hear, hear.) In
that event another election would re-

sult, beyond E] question, 1n the oonsti-

tuency being returned to the side of
Reform by a majority. (Applause.)
And shounld it so hsppen that when the
election of the present member was
voided, as voided it would be, then if no
other candidate were selected by the
Reformers of West Haron, they could
depend that the position would be taken
by M. C. Cameron. (Luvud and pro-
longed cheers. )

The cenvention then adjourned wntil
1:30, at which ti:ne the proceedings were
reopened. The resclutions offered were
all unanimously and enthasiastically
carried

Moved Ly A. H. Manning, seconded
by Robert McGowan, that the Reform-
ers of West Huron, in convention as-
sembled desire to express in the most
emphatic manner cur high sppreciation
of the eminent aud patriotic services
rerdered, not only to the Reform party,
but also to the people of this Dominion
bv Hon. Edward Blake, cur honored
lender. aud Mr M. C. Cimeron, our late
able representative. We desire to con-
vey ¢ them an expression of our entire
confidence in them as our leaders,
and approval of the course which they
bave pursued. .

I speaking to the motion Mr Man-
ning said he hoped to make such an ex
plauation as would euabie the conven-
tion to have a better opimion of the
town of Clinton than it a red to have
from the remarks let fall by delegates.
Perhaps they did deserve some blame,
but in the election before they elected
Mr Cameron, and no thanks to the rest
of the riding. This resolution called
upon the meeting in the first place to

Aa the delegates
were leaving Clinton ia the morning a
Conservative called out, *‘What about
the funeral 7' They would discover all
that in the not far future, and find that
the candidate of the Liberal y was
the liveliest corpse they ever saw. The
Conservative majority would soon be
removed from Clinton. (A voice—
You ounly slipped a cog.) And it would
again u{e its place as the banner Re-
foom town of West HMuron. (A
plause.) They had not been beaten in
Clinton by a fair contest. The Con-
servatives, if the reports received by
the Reform committee are correct,
had won by means which would not
bear the light of day, and could pot
stand the test of the law courts. Clin-
ton gave Col. Ross 17 in the recent lecal
electiun, and the prospects were that they
would d» something like thatfor Mr Cam-
eron. All the best Liveral workers in
Clinton, thought with himself, that the
town would at least give 15 of a Liberal
majority. Up to the Saturday evening
previous to that fatal Tuesday he be-
lieved his party had a right to expect a
majority.

of our leaders—Mr Cameron and Mr
Blake, (Cheers.) We were beaten be-
cause our candidate had made himself
eo obnoxious to the corrupt Gov-
ernment at Ottawa, who could not
stand his criticisms of their corrupt and
injcrious pulicy. (Cheers.) But although
Mr Cameron had been defeated, he had
not lost prestige in his.party or the coun-
try. He was desirous that every Re-
form member should sit in the House by
ae unpurchased vote. No money had
been improperly spent in Goderich or
any other part of the riding in the inter-
est of Mr Cameron. (Cheers.) But
during the election certain men were
found on the other side who were travel-
ling through the tewnships and along
the back streets of the tewns
with plenty of money, who have
been ordinarily in the habit of dodging
the payment of their debts on judgment
summonses. The speaker clwsed by

.quoting the words of the wounded bor-

der chief as nﬂ)hublo to the state of at-
faire in West Huron :—
*Fight on, fight on, my merry men all,
Fight on right bravely ;
Fight on, nlg t on, my merry men all,
And think ye not of me.
For though I have been wounded
Yet I am not slain ;
But lay me down 0 rest a while
And I'll rise and fight again.”

Joseph Griffo, resve of Ashfield, se-
conded the resolution in a fitting man-
ner.

Mr Farran, of Clinton, also thought
it was the duty of the Liberal party te
contest the election in the courts. Mr
Cameron should be returned to. Parlia-
ment as soon as possible ; but the bur-
den of protesting West Huren should be
borne by the entire party in the riding,
and with that view they should look to
the ways and means. (Applause.) It
was proper that they should spend their
money in thic matter ; it was in the
cause of right, and was quite legitimate
There has already been a lot of expense
in this election, and Mr Cameron shounld
not be allowed to pay all the expense of
a contest in the courts. (Applause.)
Every municipality sheuld do its duty.
(applause.)

Brief addresses were also given at this
point by D. Camming and Thos. McGil-
licnddy.
