Unpopularity 
' of the Morris 

Government.
A feeling of disgust prevails 

throughout the country on account of 
the serious breaking of the promises 
made previous to last election. It is 
felt that no trust can be placed even 
in the pledges adhered to as they 
are mainly sops to supporters, intend­
ed merely to influence the electorate.

To-day the people at large are ask­
ing in what way Premier Morris has 
fulfilled his main pledge to make it 
easier for folks to live, or done one 
thing which is a source of earning 
power and lasting benefit to the 
country. They can easily point to in­
numerable sops to party heelers. 
They know much about salaries to 
agricultural commissioners to teach 
them how to sow a few potatoes or 
an ounce of turnip seed. They heard 
a lot about cutting the flour barrel in 
two four years ago, and find they have 
to use more flour than ever to-day. 
They sum up the Morris Agricultural 
Policy as a pure farce, which is 
wasting the revenue of the people, 
and supplying jobs to a few hangers 
on in the various districts of the 
country. Money which could well be 
spent on roads, bridges, wharves and 
ferries, has been fritted away useless­
ly. They can see big contracts award­
ed to members of the party. They 
note big sums of money paid away to 
railway arbitrators. They find the 
debt piling up enormously every year. 
They know of Morris promising to 
pay for all the branch lines of railway 
on the first loan of 1910. and then go­
ing into the money market again to 
raise another loan and they fear the 
country will not get out of the railway I 
branch building without a third loan. 
The future they see before them is 
debt piling up on debt but no relief 
from the increasing burden of taxa­
tion and to-day more money is being 
wrung out of the toilers than ever 
before in the history of the Colony. 
Food stuffs have gone up, clothing and 
all kinds of textiles have increased in 
price, coal is dearer to-day than it 
ever was. and on most of these im­
ports, more money is being exacted 
in taxes than ever before. Most of 
our taxes are reckoned on the invoice 
value of the imports, and if the in­
voice value is doubled the tax is 
doubled. ' The Goevrnment boast of 
increased revenue. But that increase 
is largely wrung out of the taxpayers 
by reason of the increased price of 
goods. Not only have the people to 
pay more on account of the economic 
Increase in price, but they have to pay 
the extra taxes on the increased 
price. All this is occurring in face 
of the solemn pledge of Sir Edward 
Morris to place on the free list the 
prime necessaries of life. ^This prom­
ise he has not even attempted to ful­
fil, although never before in the his­
tory of the Colony were the oppor­
tunities of doing it so favourable, and 
the reason he does not attempt it Is 
.because he la using increased revenues 
to pay the Railway Contractors for 
railway building and wasting what is 
left in sops to supporters and in 
scattering public monies broadcast in 
useless public services in the hope of 
influencing the next election. To 
sum up, the government is intensely 
unpopular and doomed. The people 
are sick of the Picnic Party and are 
waiting for the opportunity to turn 
them out and put in better men.

Labrador.

Special Evening Telegram.
NEW YORK. To-day.

A telegram giving the first news of 
Henry G. D. Bryant’s exploring trip to 
Labrador has been received. Bryant 
Lift here on June 22nd last and arriv­
ed at St. Augustine. Labrador, on July 
12th for a reconnaissance of a part 
of the Labrador, never before travelled 
by white men. Bryant returned to 
St. Augustine on Saturday and the 
telegram says the expedition was fair­
ly successful and was the first to ex­
plore and map St. Augustine River 
from sea to its source, a distance of 
14'. miles. “We travelled a region 
fairly timbered, but unsettled as to 
agriculture. The scenery of the cen­
tral plateau of Labrador is surpassing 
beautiful. The Indians deserted after 
four days, but we successfully covered 
two thirds of the distance to Hamilton 
Inlet. We were obliged to return 
owing to the serious condition of one 
of the Newfoundland canocmen. who 
had injured his leg while running. The 
topographical results are important 
= nd will eventually change the maps 
>f rivers. Entomological and other 
specimens and photographs reconcile 
ne to the disappointment that I was 
unable to cross the south eastern part 
of the Labrador peninsula.” Bryant's 
expedition included canoemen from 
Newfoundland and Indian guides.

We sometimes doubt the ab­
solute veracity of what it claims, but 
we never doubt the dead certainty of 
the man who signs his name to it. 
either to make good what he claims or 
cheerfully to give us back or cash.

They say this is a day when no man 
can succeed without advertising, but 
it is even more than that, ft is a day

I will tell Morris and his gang they 
have only another year to let things 
carry as they have gone on, In the : 
past.

My second remark is about road j 
work. When there is work on the ' 
roads, some men are sent after to go | 
to work, and more cannot get any. [ 
Men that were at work a month ago ' 
are not paid for it yet. I know of one . 
man in particular who is asking some 
of its chairmen of the roads. The cry ! 
is there is no money. If the picnic 
parties were stopped and all that is 
wasted other ways saved, there would 
he lots of money to pay the poor men 
who work on the roads. I have also 
been told that there were 15 or 16 men ,

asking the members for Ferryland to 
give them a government pump for a 
well they have in their neighborhood, 
which is somewhere about 19 or 20 ft. 
deep. They haven't got it yet, although 
it was early in the summer when they 
asked for it.

What can we expect from the Morris 
gang? After 1913 we shall have a 
good government, for we are sick of 
the one we have now.
