The ship’s officers saw 
oil rise to the surface of the sea. This

We have fur­
ther evidence in hand that the belli ­
gerent. governments would not be op­
posed to a conference of neutral na­
tions. Ford stated that the expedi­
tion expects to stop first at Christi­
ania in Norway. From there it will 
proceed to Stockholm, Copenhagen 
and the Hague.

We have dozens of 
such small bills on our books and they 
are the bane ofe qur existence We do 
not want to be discourteous and de­
mand payment in advance. Just now 
we are nearing the close of our busi­
ness year and want to have these 
small accounts, some of which have 
been standing two years, wiped off 
our books. Will our friends who have 
had accounts rendered to them kindly 
help us in this matter? We know it 
is only carelessness or neglect that 
has led to deferred payments, and a 
word in season should be sufficient. 
We do not like to air those, personal 
matters in the pewspaper columns, 
and we are only doing it to give our 
readers an inside glimpse of our busi­
ness and to show how important it is 
that these small bills should be paid 
without putting additional 'labor on 
our staff and compelling us to pay 
additional war tax. On one account 
for just forty-five cents we have al­
ready paid twelve cents in war stamps, 
and the friend who §ot tjie bill is in 
receipt of a good income. It would 

]haVe " paid us in ttie”flrst instance to 
have sent him a receipted account. 
It was a “want ad.” we took in per­
sonally over the ’phone. There was 
our time in .writing it. Then came the 
compositor’s" time in setting it up. 
Then we had to' pay for the proof­
reading. Then the accountant charg­
ed it. Four bills, four envelopes and 
twelve cents postage have been spent 
on the account. If a newspaper is a 
kind of philanthropic company we 
want to know it;- but if it is a busi­
ness organization the cold cash should 
accompany the advertisement.

The Evening Telegram sympathises 
with the “News.” We have had the 
same experience in connection with 
small advertisements.

Watchful Waiting 
Nets Him 91 Turks.

Australian Sniper Makes Record at
Dardanelles—Sits For Hours in the
Trenches with a Telescope.

Sydney, Australia, Nov. 1.—Let­
ters from the Gallipoli Peninsula say 
that a Queensland cavalryman named 
Sing holds the record among the Aus- 
trailian troops as a sniper. Up to 
September 1, Sing had shot ninety-one 
Turks, of whom at least fifty were 
killed -outright. Sing was a crack 
marksman before the war and had 
won prizes for shooting at Brisbane 
and at Sydney. Since engaging in 
systematic sniping in the Dardanelles 
operations he has rarely missed one 
ot his tinman targets.

Day after day and night after night 
he settles down comfortably In some 
pet position and awaits with inexhaus­
tible patience for his chance. He sits" 
for hours with a telescope as an old 
watching the Turkish tracks over the 
hills or the lengths of the Turkish 
trenches until sooner or later a Turk 
shows himself.

If the Turk is wary and quickly 
bobs up and down again Sing does not 
fire. He proceeds on the principle 
that, emboldened by fanciçd security, 
the Turk will gradually risk first his 
head, then his shoulders, and finally 
the upper half of his body. At this 
stage Sing's rjfle cracks and the Turk 
is seen to fall. A notch, is made by 
Sing in a stick which he keeps by the 
way of a record. Sing’s sniping per-' 
formances are said to be beyond ques­
tion, for every telling shot by him has 
been checked by some officer.

Graver.
The situation in the Near 
East is becoming acuter

18521553 as the days 80 by. Yes-1 terday we pointed out
that there Vas no real 

expectation that Roumania would in­
tervene on the side of the Entente, 
unless some aggression was made by 
the Huns or Bulgars on Roumania. 
The reported arrangements for the 
surrender of Monastir wifi strength­
en the pro-German Court party in 
Greece. The result of such a surrender 
will be that the western half of the 
southern frontier of Serbia, which 
borders on Greece will fall into the 
hands of the Bulgars and Huns: It 
will also give them possession of the 
Serbian terminus of the railway be­
tween Monastir and Serbia, the re­
mainder of the railway is in Greece. 
Should soldiers who have been de­
fending this section of Serbia retreat 
into Greek territory, the question of 
their internment will immediately 
arise. It will be otherwise if they 
are able to withdraw into Albania. 
The situation, however, of the French 
and British troops who are along the 
Vardar Valley will be a difficult one, 
and they may have to retreat along 
the valley of the Vardar in • Greece 
through which they advanced. Very 
soon the Greek King will have to 
elect whether he will offend the Ger-' 
mans and Bulgars by allowing this 
retreat or face war with the Entente 
by attempting to intern them. The 
French and British are probably now 
in sufficient force to hold this line 
for purposes of concentrating in the 
neighbourhood of Saloniki, and they 
will have the advantage of the fleet 
in the harbour of Saloniki to back 
them with their guns. The fall of 
Monastir will mean that the Central 
Powers can threaten Greece from that 
neighbourhood, while the Entente can 
bring pressure to bear from the Var­
dar Valley, but more particularly by 
the fleet all along the shore of the 
mainland and on the numerous islands 
within the territory of Greece. A 
crisis is fast approaching and the 
ultimatum to Greece, mentioned as 
expected in the despatches, is indeed 
ver.y probable.

The procrastinations of the Greek

King cannot be continued much long­
er. He must soon decide for or 
against the Entente. The interven­
tion of Italy may have much influence 
on Constantine’s decision.

Seaman Drowned.
Clement Hudson, of Pouch Cove, a 

seaman of the Gloucester schooner 
Flirtation, was drowned at Cape 
Broyle on Wednesday night last while 
drawing a bucket of water over the 
side of the ship. The body 
has been recovered and will be for­
warded to Pouch Cove for interment. 
The deceased was about 25 years old 
unmarried, and is survived by a 
widowed mother and three ’brothers 
who reside at Pouch Cove. He was a 
splendid type of seaman and had fish­
ed out of Gloucester for the past few 
years. The Flirtation was command­
ed by Capt. Charles Daley, and was on 
the way to Green Bay to load herring.

The Japanese home is an excellent

Children 
are not allowed, in Japan, to go to 
school until the March or September 
after they are six, but when that im­
portant event takes place they are 
already disciplined little human • be­
ings, with great respect for learning 
and some thirst for knowledge. They 
have already done some small share 
of the work of the home, they have 
been taught something of the history 
and literature and religion of their 
country, they are expert in manners, 
and are keen little patriots. All this 
education has been given them in 
their home. A true conception of a 
Japanese home is necessary for any 
clear knowledge of the Japanese na­
tion, and explains many things, e.g., 
the fact that workhouses, old age pen­
sions, school attendance officers, a 
cane in the schoolroom, and a truant 
school are unnecessary and inexplic­
able to the Japanese peaple.—E. P.

Water By The Boatful.
How the Soldiers in Gallipoli arc Sup­

plied w ith Water.
Every drop of water consumed by 

the men fighting in the Dardanelles 
has to be brought to the peninsula in 
water-boats. There are, of course, 
many old Turkish wells on the penin­
sula, but they are nearly all dry, and 
the small supply obtainable from them 
is not even enough for the transport 
horse and mules.

A huge fleet of tank-ships and water 
barges works continually bringing 
water to Gallipoli, and French Army 
engineers have built several big under 
ground cisterns, each holding many 
thousand gallons, so that there is al­
ways a supply of water in reserve. 
These cisterns are roofed with bomb­
proof coverings, made of a thick layer 
of cement, a six-inch network of thick, 
pliable olive- tree branches, and then 
some six or eight feet of stone and 
sand.

On the whole, the water is handled 
in the crudest manner. There are no 
pipe lin,es through which the water 
may be pumped ashore. When the sea 
is calm the small lifeboats of ordinary 
merchant ships are scrupulously 
cleaned and towed alongside the wat­
er barges. They are then filled to the 
gunwales and towed ashore. The 
water is afterwards baled out with 
buckets and carried to the ashore 
tanks in giant Greek wine casks lash­
ed to carts drawn by four mules.

The 67th anniversary of the acces­
sion of Emperor Franz Joseph to the 
throne was celebrated throughout 
the Austro-Hungarian monarchy to­
day with a solemn service in the 
churches, and patriotic meetings for 
the benefit of relief funds.

EXCHANGE OF PRISONERS. _
BERHNE, To-day.- 

With the arrival here to-day of a 
hospital train from Constance, Ger­
many, 370 wounded and invalided 
French soldiers, there began between 
France and Germany a new exchange 
of men incapacitated for future fight­
ing. The repatriation 20,000 of 
French civilians who evacuated the 
northern departments of France will 
begin soon. Swiss committees intend 
to provide all these 20,000 persons, 
who are mostly poor women and 
children, with fresh linen and under­
wear.

KITCHENER BACK AT WORK.
LONDON, To-day.

Earl Kitchener, British Secretary of 
War, did not visit King George to-day, 
having paid the customary respects 
of a Cabinet minister returning from 
a trip yesterday. Kitchener to-day 
attended a meeting of the War Coun­
cil and afterwards was present at 
a Cabinet meeting, at which he 
doubtless made a report of his trip to 
the Near East, Rome and Paris.

GERMAN BIVOUAC SURPRISED.
PETROGRAD, To-day 

(Official.—An enemy bivouac was 
reported on the left bank of the 
Dvina, near Sonnenhoff arm between 
Fredrichtadt and Jacobstadt, and 
was subjected to a heavy fire by our 
artillery. The Germans were com­
pletely surprised and fled leaving be­
hind a hundred killed or wounded. 
On the left bank of the Styr the en­
emy was driven Back towards the 
southwest of Khriask. The rest of the 
front is without change.

VERDICT OF GUILTY AGAINST 
HUN OFFICIALS IN UNITED 
STATES.

NEW YORK, To-day. 
The United States District Court, 

to-night returned a verdict of guilty 
against four officials of the Hamburg- 
American Line. They are charged 
with conspiracy to deceive the United 
States Government by obtaining 
clearances for relief ships laden with 
coal and other supplies, sailing from 
American ports for German cruisers 
in the Atlantic early in the war.

MONASTIR NOT FALLEN.
LONDON, To-day.

The Serbs still hold Monastir, but 
their position is almost hopeless. The 
Bulgarians have cut communication 
between that city and the Greek 
frontier, and the Serb troops still 
there must like the army of the North 
retreat into Albania, when the pres­
sure becomes strong. The report that 
the Russians have crossed the Rou­
manian border and are marching 
through that country to Bulgaria is, 
however, lacking confirmation. Such 
a movement is hardly likely to oc­
cur unless Roumania gave her con­
sent which would be tantamount to

BULGARIAN REPORT.
SOFIA, Via London, To-day.

On September 14 to the occupa­
tion of Prisrend, Nov. 29, we captured 
50,000 prisoners, 265 guns, 136 cannon, 
about one hundred thousand rifles, 
thirty six thousand grenades, three 
million cartridges, 2350 railway car­
riages, 63 locomotives. After the 
capture of Kichevo and Krushevo we 
occupied the Brodion road between 
Kichevo and Pripop. On the front 
occupied by the Anglo-French troops 
there is no change.

CONSPIRATORS NOT YET SEN- 
TENCED.
NEW YORK, To-day.

Three high officials and subordin­
ate officers of the American Line 
were found guilty last night in the 
Federal District Court of having 
violated the laws of the United States 
in sending coal and other supplies to 
German cruisers in the. South Atlantic 
in the first few months of the war. 
The specific charges against the de­
fendants was conspiracy to deceive 
and defraud the United States. The 
maximum penalty for each indict­
ment Is two years imprisonment, ten 
thousand dollars fine; the sentence 
was not imposed last night.

1.00 P. M.
TRADING WITH ENEMY.

LONDON, To-day.
Edward Weinacht, formerly Euro­

pean Manager of Adams Express Co., 
who later assisted in the organization 
of the Southerland Internatianal with 
offices in New York and London, was 
committed for trial to-day charged 
with trading with the enemy.

GENERAL JOFFRE’S NEW AP- 
POINTMENT.

PARIS, To-day.
General Joffre has been appointed 

Commander-in-Chief of all French 
armies, except those in North Africa, 
including Morocco.

STATE HORSE BREEDING.
LONDON, To-day.

Col. William Hall Walker, member 
of parliament, presented the nation 
with his famous breeding farm for 
race horses at Tully, Kildare, and his 
training stables at Russley Parks, 
Wiltshire. The Government is un­
dertaking to purchase tl^e land at its 
own valuation. The acceptance by 
the Government means it intends to 
initiate State horse breeding as is 
done by the Government of France, 
Russia and Germany.

GUNBOAT SUNK.
LONDON, To-day.

A despatch to the Daily Telegraph 
from Athens says a British coast de­
fence gunboat was sunk by a German 
submarine. y

OIL FOR GERMANY.
LONDON, To-day.

Lord Robert Cecil, .Under Secre­
tary for Foreign Affairs, admitted in 
the Qommons this afternoon that 
there have been large increases in 
the export of oil from England to 
Holland, but claimed since the for­
mation of the Coalition Government 
no linseed oil has been exported from 
this country. The question was .rais­
ed by Sir Henry Dalziel, who urged 
the Government to declare oil con­
traband, and said that much, especial­
ly linseed oil from which glycerine 
for explosives could be made, was 
reaching Germany through neutral 
countries. The whole question of ex­
porting oil producing substances to 
Holland, the Under Secretary said, 
was a very serious matter, and the 
Government is taking it up rapidly. 
It was necessary for England to get 
sufficient supply of margerine at reas­
onable prices. To do this it was ne­
cessary to let Holland import the oil 
needed in its manufacture. To pre­
vent this oil from reaching Germany 
arrangements were being made fob 
periodical examination by British ac­
countants of margarine factories, for 
the strengthening of the Netherlands 
Overseas Trust, and for preventing 
of smuggling from Holland to Ger­
many. By these means it is hoped 
to prevent the fate of oils from being 
sent to Germany, to obtain necessary 
supplies of margarine for this coun­
try, and to secure for Holland her 
rights in neutral trade to which she 
was entitled. The Foreign Office en­
deavored, the Under Secretary con­
tinued, to secure the country’s rights 
without getting into dangerous dis­
putes with neutrals. The Govern­
ment’s policy would be to deprive the 
Germans of essential articles, but they 
could not hold up articles, unless 
there was evidence that they were 
destined for the enemy country. With 
regard to - exports from Germany to 
America, with the exception of goods 
contracted for before March 1st, there 
was no evidence that this country 
had lightened the blockades. This 
question of exports was "a vital one, 
said Lord Robert, for if the Govern­
ment could stop the export they auto­
matically stopped imports, for the 
Germans would have nothing with 
which to pay for them. He believed 
the Government's success in doing 
this had been very great indeed. By 
successful diplomacy the Foreign Of­
fice and navy had been enabled to 
carry ‘out a blockade successfully 
without getting the country into any 
serious trouble with any neutral 
country.

1.40 P. M.
“WAR TO END SOONER THAN MOST 

PEOPLE BELIEYE.”
LONDON, To-Day. 

Redmond in a speech at Waterford 
yesterday recounted talks he had with 
Kitchener at the beginning of the war. 
Kitchener said to Redmond: “Can 
you guarantee me 5,000 men from Ire­

land? If you can I will say thank 
you. If you can guarantee 12,000 fe 
will say I am deeply obliged.” Red­
mond added, amid ringing cheers, “It 
is not 5,000 or 12,000, but 1,000,000 that 
have been sent from- Ireland, a per­
fectly amazing performance when one 
considers the past history of the coun­
try and how it has been drained by 
emigration. I am convinced,” con­
tinued Redmond, “that so far as the 
western front is concerned we have 
got the upper hand definitely. I mn 
also convinced that the war will come 
to an end sooner than most people be­
lieve.”

LARGE CAPTURE OF RIFLES.
PARIS, To-Day.

Two thousand Bulgarian rifles were 
found in a trench taken Wednesday 
by French troops, according to a de­
spatch from Saloniki. The French are 
strongly entrenched before Krivolak, 
150 yards from the Bulgarian advance 
posts. British troops are also well 
dug in in their sector.

GREECE IS SILENT.
PARIS, To-Day.

The prolonged silence of the Greek 
Government respecting the demands of 
the Entente Allies has again aroused 
suspicion in the French press. Ofae 
paper goes so far as to assert that 
Greece has concluded, or is about to 
conclude, a treaty with Bulgaria, by 
the terms of which Monastir and Var- 
dar Valley in Serbia are “ceded” to 
Greece in return for aid against the 
Anglo-French expeditionary forces. 
French correspondent at Saloniki in­
dicate that the Bulgarians, notwith­
standing promises made by the Ger­
mans that the Bulgars would not en­
ter Monastir, have resolved to take 
that city, which is their real objective, 
realizing that the Germans are not in 
a position to stop them.

BRITISH STEAMER SUNK.
LONDON, To-Day.

The British steamship Langton Hall 
is sunk and part of her crew reached 
land. The Langton Hall, evidently an 
other victim of the submarine cam­
paign in the Mediterranean, left Cal­
cutta Oct. 28th for Philadelphia and 
New York, and was reported at the 
Suez on Nov. 29. She was owned by 
the Hall Line of Liverpool.

BRITISH PAPERS EXULTANT.
LONDON, To-Day.

The British papers, led by the D^ily 
Telegraph, exult this morning over 
Baron Sonnino’s solemn declaration 
that Italy will adhere to the compact 
of London and not make peace until 
the Central Empires are beaten into 
the dust.

2.30 P.M.
RUSSIANS ENTER BULGARIA.

LONDON, To-Day.
The news that the Russians have 

entered Bulgaria has aroused intense 
interest and there is much specula­
tion as to-the next.development. Reu­
ter’s correspondent at Saloniki tele­
graphs: It is expected this move will 
have a far-reaching effect on the in­
ternal situation of Bulgaria and will 
modify the whoje aspect of affairs in 
the Balkans.

FORD’S PEACE EXPEDITION.
NEW YORK, To-day.

The Scandanivian-American line 
steamer Oscar 2nd, wfcich Henry Ford 
has taken passage for his peace ex­
pedition to the Hague, will leave New 
York to-morrow afternoon.

Booker T. Washington.
(The Wesleyan.)

The name of this great leader of the 
Negro race is familiar throughout the 
continent of North America and even 
across the seas. Born a slave at 
Hale’s Ford, Va., in 1858, he early 
showed a strong desire for an educa­
tion and manifested the qualities of 
leadership. Having studied at Hamp­
ton Industrial Institute and Wayland 
Seminary, he became an instructor at 
Hampton, and later a teacher in the 
public schools of West Virginia.

His monumental work was the 
founding of the Tuskegee Normal and 
Industrial Institute in Alabama, for 
the practical education ,of colored 
youth. Mr. Washington by untiring 
zeal and great executive ability, col­
lected or earned by his lectures and 
writings, all the funds necessary to 
organize and equip this great institu­
tion. He insisted upon a practical 
and technical education for the neg­
roes that they may devote them­
selves particularly to some branch 
if industrial life and his efforts in 
this direction were attended with 
great sûccess.

He was a speaker of great tact and 
his practical, common sense views 
with reference to the best interests of 
his race, and of the country in them, 
so commended themselves to the phil­
anthropic and wealthy public that 
very liberal contributions were made 
to his work.
He was a prominent figure in the life 

of the United States and his decrease 
leaves a vacancy in the leadership of 
his race which it will be most diffi­
cult to fill. He died at Tuskegee, Al­
bania, Nov. 14th, of Bright's disease, 
aged 57 years.

ACTIVITY WITH ARTILLERY AND 
MINING.

LONDON, To-day.
Official last evening. During the 

past four days successful bombard­
ments of hostile trenches, strong 
points and gun positions have been 
carried out.

Artillery 
response to our fire is weak. On Nov. 
30 we sprung two mines opposite 
Givenchy.

The same 
day twenty of our aeroplanes bom- 
larded an important German supply 
depot at Miramount, causing consid­
erable damage to stores, buildings and 
railway line.

EXCHANGE OF PRISONERS.
BERHNE, To-day.- 

With the arrival here to-day of a 
hospital train from Constance, Ger­
many, 370 wounded and invalided 
French soldiers, there began between 
France and Germany a new exchange 
of men incapacitated for future fight­
ing. The repatriation 20,000 of 
French civilians who evacuated the 
northern departments of France will 
begin soon. Swiss committees intend 
to provide all these 20,000 persons, 
who are mostly poor women and 
children, with fresh linen and under­
wear.

KITCHENER BACK AT WORK.
LONDON, To-day.

Earl Kitchener, British Secretary of 
War, did not visit King George to-day, 
having paid the customary respects 
of a Cabinet minister returning from 
a trip yesterday. Kitchener to-day 
attended a meeting of the War Coun­
cil and afterwards was present at 
a Cabinet meeting, at which he 
doubtless made a report of his trip to 
the Near East, Rome and Paris.

ITALY WILL AID SERBIA.
LONDON, To-day.

Ilalv, through her Foreign Minis­
ter. liaron SomOins, announced her 
adherence to the treaty of London, 
whereby the Allied powers undertake 
rot to conclude a separate peace, and 
at the same time declared the inten­
tion of sending help to the Serbian 
army in the Balkans. This news is 
the most important for some days. It 
is believed here it will go far to clear 
the situation, especially when nego­
tiations are still proceeding between 
King Constantine and the Ministers of 
the Quadruple Entente. These' nego­
tiations have been protracted, owing 
to Greece’s unwillingness to allow the 
Allies the free use of railways and the 
fight to police Greêk waters against 
submarines. They are not yet com­
pleted, but the latest advices indi­
cate that they are likely to end in 
completed satisfaction to the Entente 
Powers. The assurance of Italy as 
well as Britain, France and Russia is 
to give military support to Serbians 
in their effort to regain their lost ter- 
fitory making a case for the Greeks.

GERMAN BIVOUAC SURPRISED.
PETROGRAD, To-day 

(Official.—An enemy bivouac was 
reported on the left bank of the 
Dvina, near Sonnenhoff arm between 
Fredrichtadt and Jacobstadt, and 
was subjected to a heavy fire by our 
artillery. The Germans were com­
pletely surprised and fled leaving be­
hind a hundred killed or wounded. 
On the left bank of the Styr the en­
emy was driven back towards the 
southwest of Khriask. The rest of the 
front is without change.

YERDICT OF GUILTY AGAINST
HUN OFFICIALS IN UNITED
STATES.

NEW YORK, To-day.
The United States District Court, 

to-night returned a verdict of guilty 
against four officials of the Hamburg- 
American Line. They are charged 
with conspiracy to deceive the United 
States Government by obtaining 
clearances for relief ships laden with 
coal and other supplies, sailing from 
American ports for German cruisers 
in the Atlantic early in the war.

MONASTIR NOT FALLEN.
LONDON, To-day.

The Serbs still hold Monastir, but 
their position is almost hopeless. The 
Bulgarians have cut communication 
between that city and the Greek 
frontier, and the * Serb troops still 
there must like the army of the North 
retreat into Albania, when the pres­
sure becomes strong. The report that 
the Russians have crossed the Rou­
manian border and are marching 
through that country to Bulgaria is, 
however, lacking confirmation. Such 
a movement is hardly likely to oc­
cur unless Roumania gave her con­
sent, which would be tantamount to 
joining the Allies. Another report 
credits the Russians with diverting 
their Bessarabian army toward Gali­
cia where a big offensive is being 
undertaken. This likewise Is un­
confirmed. On the other fronts Ital­
ian French and Russian bombard­
ments are the order of the day. Brit­
ish French and Belgian guns have 
been particularly active and also air­
men in Flanders. German positions 
have been given rather a severe bat­
tering British monitors took part in 
these operations, suggesting this may 
be preliminary to an advance to be 
undertaken. There is still a good deal 
of talk in neutral press about peace, 
based on reports from Germany of the 
activity of Socialists, and from Aus­
tria’s dissatisfaction there with the al­

leged German attempts to take con­
trol of international administration, 
as has been the case with military af­
fairs. . It is considered significant that 
the new Austrian members are men 
with German learning, which is 
thought to mean the German party has 
been successful.

BULGARIAN REPORT.
SOFIA, Via London, To-day.

(Official).—Our troops continued 
the offensive beyond Prisrend since 
the beginning of the war against Ser­
bia. On September 14 to the occupa­
tion of Prisrend, Nov. 29, we captured 
50,000 prisoners, 265 guns, 136 cannon, 
about one hundred thousand rifles, 
thirty six thousand grenades, three 
million cartridges, 2350 railway car­
riages, 63 locomotives. After the 
capture of Kichevo and Krushevo we 
occupied the Brodion road between 
Kichevo and Pripop. On the front 
occupied by the Anglo-French troops 
there is no change.

CONSPIRATORS NOT YET SEN­
TENCED.
NEW YORK, To-day.

Three high officials and subordin 
ate officers of the American Line 
were found guilty last night in the 
Federal District Court of having 
violated the laws of the United States 
in sending coal and other supplies to 
German cruisers in the. South Atlantic 
in the first few months of the war. 
The specific charges against the de­
fendants was conspiracy to deceive 
and defraud the United States. The 
maximum penalty for each indict­
ment to two years imprisonment, ten 
thousand dollars fine ; the sentence 
was not imposed last night.

1.00 P.M.
TRADING WITH ENEMY.

LONDON, To-day.
Edward Weinacht, formerly Euro 

pean Manager of Adams Express Co., 
who later assisted in the organization 
of the Southerland Internatianal with 
offices in New York and London, was 
committed for trial to-day charged 
with trading with the enemy.

GENERAL JOFFRE’S NEW AP­
POINTMENT.

PARIS, To-day.
General Joffre has been appointed 

Commander-in-chief of all French 
armies, except those in North Africa, 
including Morocco.

STATE HORSE BREEDING.
LONDON, To-day.

Col. William Hall Walker, member 
of parliament, presented the nation 
with his famous breeding farm for 
race horses at Tully, Kildare, and his 
training stables 'at Russley Parks, 
Wiltshire. The Government is un­
dertaking to purchase th& land at its 
own valuation. The acceptance by 
the Government means it intends to 
initiate State horse breeding as is 
done by the Government of France, 
Russia and Germany.

GUNBOAT SUNK.
LONDON, To-day.

A despatch to the Daily Telegraph 
from Athens says a British coast de­
fence gunboat was sunk by a German 
submarine. y

OIL FOR GERMANY.
LONDON, To-day.

Lord Robert Cecil, .Under Secre­
tary for Foreign Affairs, admitted in 
the Qommons this afternoon that 
there have been large increases in 
the export of oil from England to 
Holland, but claimed since the for­
mation of the Coalition Government 
no linseed oil has been exported from 
this country. The question was rais­
ed by Sir Henry Dalziel, who urged 
the Government to declare oil con­
traband, and said that much, especial­
ly linseed oil from which glycerine 
for explosives could be made, was 
reaching Germany through neutral 
countries. The whole question of ex­
porting oil producing substances to 
Holland, the Under Secretary said, 
was a very serious matter, and the 
Government is taking it up rapidly. 
It was necessary for England to get 
sufficient supply of margerine at reas­
onable prices. To do this it was ne­
cessary to let Holland import the oil 
needed in its manufacture. To pre­
vent this oil from reaching Germany 
arrangements were being made for 
periodical examination by British ac­
countants of margarine factories, for 
the strengthening of the Netherlands 
Overseas Trust, and for preventing 
of smuggling from Holland to Ger­
many. By these means it is hoped 
to prevent the fate of oils from being 
sent to Germany, to obtain necessary 
supplies of margarine for this coun­
try, and to secure for Holland her 
rights in neutral trade to which she 
was entitled. The Foreign Office en­
deavored, the Under Secretary con­
tinued, to secure the country’s rights 
without getting into dangerous dis­
putes with neutrals. The Govern­
ment’s policy would be to deprive the 
Germans of essential articles, but they 
could not hold up. articles, unless 
there was evidence that they were 
destined for the enemy country. With 
regard to exports from Germany to 
America, with the exception of goods 
contracted for before March 1st, there 
was no evidence that this country 
had lightened the blockades. This 
question of exports was a vital one, 
said Lord Robert, for if the Govern­
ment could stop the export they auto­
matically stopped imports, for the 
Germans would have nothing with 
which to pay for them. He believed 
the Government’s success in doing 
this had been very great indeed. By 
successful diplomacy the Foreign Of­
fice and navy had been enabled to 
carry ‘out a blockade successfully 
without getting the country into any 
serious trouble with any neutral 
country.

“WAR TO END SOONER THAN jilOST 

PEOPLE BELIEVE.”
LONDON, To-Day.

Redmond in a speech at Waterford 
yesterday recounted talks he had with 
Kitchener at the beginning of the war. 
Kitchener said to Redmond: "Can 
you guarantee me 5,000 men from Ire­

land? If you can I will say thank 
you. If you can guarantee 12,000 fe 
will say I am deeply obliged.” Red­
mond added, amid ringing cheers, "It 
is not 5,000 or 12,000, but 1,000,000 that 
have been sent from- Ireland, a per­
fectly amazing performance when one 
considers the past history of the coun­
try and how it has been drained by 
emigration. I am convinced,” con­
tinued Redmond, “that so far as the 
western front is concerned we have 
got the upper. hand definitely. I 'am 
also convinced that the war will come 
to an end sooner than most people be­
lieve.”

LARGE CAPTURE OF RIFLES.
PARIS, To-Day.

Two thousand Bulgarian rifles were 
found in a trench taken Wednesday 
by French troops, according to a de­
spatch from Saloniki. The French are 
strongly entrenched before Krivolak, 
150 yards from the Bulgarian advance 
posts. British troops are also well 
dug in in their sector.

GREECE IS SILENT.
PARIS, To-Day.

The prolonged silence of the Greek 
Government respecting the demands of 
the Entente Allies has again aroused 
suspicion in the French press. Ohe 
paper goes so far as to assert that 
Greece has concluded, or is about to 
conclude, a treaty with Bulgaria, by 
the terms of which Monastir and Var- 
dar Valley in Serbia are “ceded” to 
Greece in return for aid against the 
Anglo-French expeditionary forces. 
French correspondent at Saloniki in 
dicate that the Bulgarians, notwith­
standing promises made by the Ger 
mans that the Bui gars would not en 
ter Monastir, have resolved to take 
that city, which is their real objective, 
realizing that the Germans are not in 
a position to stop them.

BRITISH STEAMER SUNK.
LONDON, To-Day.

The British steamship Langton Hall 
is sunk and part of her crew reached 
land. The Langton Hall, evidently an­
other victim of the submarine cam­
paign in the Mediterranean, left Cal­
cutta Oct. 28th for Philadelphia and 
New York, and was reported at the 
Suez on Nov. 29. She was owned by 
the Hall Line of Liverpool.

BRITISH PAPERS EXULTANT.
LONDON, To-Day.

The British papers, led by the D,aily 
Telegraph, exult this mSfcnmg over 
Barbn Sonnino’s solemn 'declaration 
that Italy will adhere to the compact 
of London and not make peace until 
the Central Empires are beaten into 
the dust.

RUSSIANS ENTER BULGARIA.

LONDON, To-Day.
The news that the Russians have 

entered Bulgaria has aroused intense 
interest and there is much specula­
tion as to'the next.development. Reu­
ter’s correspondent at Saloniki tele­
graphs: It is expected this move will 
have a far-reaching effect on the in­
ternal situation of Bulgaria and will 
modify the whole aspect of affairs in 
the Balkans.

FORD’S PEACE EXPEDITION.
NEW YORK, To-day.

The Scandanivian-American line 
steamer Oscar 2nd, which Henry Ford 
has taken passage for his peace ex­
pedition to the Hague, will leave New 
York to-morrow afternoon.

Booker T. Washington.
. (The Wesleyan.)

The name of this great leader of the 
Negro race to familiar throughout the 
continent of North America and even 
across the seas. Born a slave at 
Hale’s Ford, Va., in 1858, he early 
showed a strong desire for an educa­
tion and manifested the qualities of 
leadership. Having studied at Hamp­
ton Industrial Institute and Wayland 
Seminary, he became an instructor at 
Hampton, and later a teacher in the 
public schools of West Virginia.

His monumental work was the 
founding of the Tuskegee Normal and 
Industrial Institute in Alabama, for 
the practical education ,of colored 
youth. Mr. Washington by untiring 
zeal and great executive ability, col­
lected or earned by his lectures and 
writings, all the funds necessary to 
organize and equip this great institu­
tion. He insisted upon a practical 
and technical education for the neg­
roes that they may devote them­
selves particularly to some branch 
if industrial life and his efforts in 
this direction were attended with 
great success.

He was a speaker of great tact and 
his practical, common sense views 
with reference to the best interests of 
bis race, and of the country in them, 
so commended themselves to the phil­
anthropic and wealthy public that 
very liberal contributions were made 
to his work.
He was a prominent figure in the life 

of the United States and his decrease 
leaves a vacancy in the leadership of 
his race which it will be most diffi­
cult to fill. He died at Tuskegee, Al­
bania, Nov. 14th, of Bright’s disease, 
aged 57 years.

The Recount.
Proceedings for the recount and 

resumming of the votes polled in the 
Prohibition Election were begun be­
fore Mr. Justice Johnson at the Court 
House yesterday afternoon1. Messrs. 
Furlong, K. C. and Kent, K. C., re­
presented the applicants and Messrs. 
Hunt and Dunfield appeared for the 
Prohibition cause.

Mr. Fred M. Stirling, of the Colonial 
Secretary’s Department attended with 
the ballot boxes, excepting those of 
St. Barbe which have not yet been re­
turned to the Department.

The afternoon was occupied prin­
cipally in the hearing of the prelim­
inary objections to the recount, as 
advanced by Mr. Dunfield, whose con­
tentions were:—

(a) That the affidavit of Mr. Vin- 
nicombe upon which the order for 
the recount was granted, was insuf­
ficient on the ground that it did not 
state that any definite returning offi­
cer had miscounted, but referred to 
St. John’s only, and that St. John’s, 
itself is divided into two districts;

(b) That the affidavit did not show 
any real ground for the alleged be­
lief that there had been any mis­
counting;

(c) That insofar as the affidavit ap­
plied to any district outside St. 
John’s, it did not show any miscount­
ing or any belief that there had been 
miscounting and that, therefore, the 
order should be rescinded insofar as 
it applied to districts o.utside St. 
John’s;

(d) That Mr. Vinnicombe had no 
status to object to the count in any 
district, where he did not reside, or 
at which count he was not present;

(e) That the application was put in 
after the time limit for same had ex­
pired ;

(f) That there was no ground for 
departing from the procedure under 
the Election Act, 1913, which pro­
vides that voting and counting must 
be by electoral districts, and that the 
said Act must be followed as far as 
possible.

Mr. Furlong, K.C., contended that 
the application was for one election 
extending over the whole country, 
and that the recount must be for the 
country as a whole and that therefore 
the affidavit was sufficient and that 
the application for a recount was put 
in within the time prescribed.

Mr. Justice Johnson said thgt he 
would consider the various points 
raised by the counsel. An adjourn­
ment was taken until this afternoon 
at 3 p.m. . ■

Jewelled Books.
Bibliophilists will tell you" that the 

book-binding of the ancients has nev­
er been equalled, let alone surpassed. 
They will extol the beauties of the 
bindings of the Byzantine period 
when books had covers of gold, silver, 
and copper, studded with jewels, the 
massive tomes being carried in im­
perial processions.

The books produced in the Middle 
Ages were of remarkable beauty;,. in­
wardly and outwardly. Religious 
manuscripts were enrished with il 
lumination themselves, while their 
covers were of silver, gold, W enamel 
eicFusted with gems. These books 
were generally bestowed" as splendid 
gifts by bishops and prices on mon­
astic houses and churches, where they 
were laid on the altar or chained to 
a desk.

The Dukes of Burgundy were re­
nowned for their libraries. The “Boc- 
cacçio” of Charles the Bold was 
bound in red velvet set with'five large 
rubies. Another Burgundian book 
was velvet bound and set with fifty- 
eight pearls of great size.

The library of Philip the Good of 
Burgundy surpassed all other book 
collections of the time. It contained 
nearly 10,000 volumes, all richly il­
luminated on vellum, with bindings of 
damask, satin, and velvt, encrusted 
with jewels, with clasps of gold and

Lightning is a natural phenomenon 

for which man is not responsible and 
over which he has little control. It 
is swift and terrible to look at, like 
that qther great natural phenomenon, 
T. Roosevelt, and Is a fluid which 
travels from place to place producing 
terrific disturbances. Mr. Roosevelt 
is a sqlid, but otherwise in the re­
sultant* business lightning has very 
little on him.

Lightning inhabits the sky and, like 
an aeroplane, is harmless as long as 
it stays there. It is only when it de­
scends to eatth that it becomes fatal 
to man. A man who takes hold of an 
adult lightning bolt by the tail may 
look a trifle better afterwards than 
the man who tries to fry a stick of 
dynamite, but he is of no more use 
to society. The man who can sur­
vive the kick of a jagged streak -of 
lightning would be hardy enough to 
vote the Republican ticket in Missis­
sippi again and again.

Lightning is composed of millions of 
volts of electricity, complicated with 
amperes and ohms. It travels 1J?5,000 
miles à second and yet the longest 
distance a lightning bolt usually 
travels is about a mile. Thus it has 
plenty of time on its way to travel 
down a chimney, rip up the shingles, 
shuffle the fireplace bricks, rear­
range the plumbing, change the lock 
on the front door, tie tXé kitchen pok­
er into a bow knot, hang a pair of 
shoes on the chandelier, singe the 
sat, call up centra) on the téléphoné, 
pull a dozen teeth out of the guest­
room comb and bïondine the cook's 
hair.
