New Books.
Three English Statesmen.—This is 

the title of a book just published by

Erin Township Council.
The Municipal Council of the township 

of Erin met at the Town Hall, Erin vil­
lage on the 15th instant—members all 
present, the Reeve in the chair. An ac­
count of Mr Cooper's was referred to the 
Finance Committee. Three claims for 
damages done to sheep were presented to 
the Council. It was moved by Mr Berry 
sec. by Mr McMillan, that the claims of 
John Close, Jeremiah Warden, and Jas. 
Summerville, for damage done to sheep 
by dogs, be paid.—Carried. The sum of 
$2.67 was ordered to be paid to Mr T W 
Cooper, for survey of the watercourse be­
tween Wm Teeter and Alex Laird’s, as a 
proportionate share of the expense. Leave 
was granted to introduce a by-law offer­
ing a bounty for the destruction of wolves 
Within this township, which was read a 
first and second time. The sum of $3.24 
was refunded to Mrs Wheeler, being an 
overcharge of taxes ; also the taxes of Mrs 
Dohl and Mrs Burgess, for 1867. The 
committee appointed to examine the hill 
between lots 27 and 28 in the 5th con., 
report, that they have examined the hill 
above referred to, and consider that the 
county surveyor should be called upon to 
determine which will be the easiest way 
to make a road, on the present road or 
round on James Summerville’s lot. All 
which is respectfully submitted. George 
Martin, Chairman. Report adopted. Mr 
Arch McArthur and Mr Edwd. Bonesteel 
were refunded $1 each of dog-tax, they 
being erroneously assessed for dogs. The 
Clerk was directed to notify the Trustees 
of those school sections interested in the 
application now before the Council for the 
formation of a now school section, to at­
tend the next meeting of Council. Moved 
by Mr McMillan, sec. by Mr McKinnon, 
that this Council receive from Isaac Green 
$67 in lull for back taxes on Lot 29 in the 
4th con., the Council on examination 
having found an overcharge of $16.91 of 
back taxes against said lot. The sum of 
$3 was granted to repair a bridge on the 
sideline between Lots 5 and 6, in the 11th 
con. Angus McLellan was refunded 50c 
as an overcharge on taxes. A by-law 
was introduced to * repeal the by-law 
granting a bounty for killing Lynx in 
the township, which was read a first and 
second time. The Council went into 
committee of the whole and repealed the 
above by-law. The Council resumed and 
the by-law was read a third time and 
passed. A by-law was introduced provi 
ding a bounty for the destruction of 
Lynx, which embraces—that any justice 
of the peace of this township may exam­
ine the party applying for the bounty and 
give a certificate for the payment of the 
same ; it was read a first and second time. 
The Finance Committee met and report 
ed as follows :—Your committee had un­

Accident to Dr. Boomer.—We learn 
from the Reformer that the Rev. Dr. 
Boomer of Trinity Church, Galt, met with 
a very serious accident on Thursday even­
ing last, which nearly proved fatal to him. 
He was returning from Berlin by the 
Blair Road, having in the carriage with 
him Mrs Boomer and Mr James David­
son. Dr Boomer and Mr Davidson were 
on the front seat, the Dr driving, and 
when about a mile and a half from Galt 
the right front wheel of the carriage ran 
over the side of a culvert on the road.— 
The sudden jolt threw the Dr. out of the 
carriage, and his legs becoming entang­
led in the reins he was dragged about 
one hundred yards along the road. Very 
fortunately one of the reins broke and Mr 
Jas Davidson managed to stop the horses 
by turning them to the side of the road 
with the other, otherwise a still more 
serious accident might have occurred, as 
the horses had become restive and some­
what inclined to run away, in which case 
the other inmates of the carriage would 
have been in jeopardy of their lives. The 
night was dark, which added to the dan­
ger and anxiety of the party. The Dr’s 
injuries were very painful, his legs and 
back being badly bruised, but we are 
happy to learn that they are not danger­
ous, although he will be confined to his 
room for some time.

Challenge Rifle Match.—Colonel 
Hawley and Colonel Harence of the 60th 
Rifles and 53rd Regt., now lyingin Lon­
don, having challenged the Western 
District and 7th Batt., to pit 25 picked 
shots from the' two regiments against 25 
volunteers, to shoot for the sum of $150, 
the match was to have come off yesterday 
(Wednesday). Corporal Macdonald and 
private Smith, of the Eramosa Rifle Com-

mend the payment of the same ; also that 
Mrs Dohl, Mrs Burgess and Mrs Johnston 
each receive $3. Geo. Martin, Chairman. 
The report was accepted and payments 
ordered. The Clerk was instructed to 
give E. W. Attwood a Store License to 
sell liquor in Hillsburg, by paying the 
sum of $12 for the balance of the year 
and complying with the by-laws. A by­
law authorizing the payment of monej 
for the Drill Shed, was read and passed 
A by-law to divide the township into 
Electoral Divisions was introduced, read 
and passed. The Council resolved into 
committee of the whole on the by-law 
granting a bounty for the destruction of 
wolves, and filled up blank by granting 
a bounty of $12 to anv person killing a 
wolf within this township ; parties to ap­
ply to any Justice of the Peace of this 
township. The by-law was read a third 
time and passed. David Hans was re­
funded the sum of $10 of amount paid by 
him for tavern license, having quit keep­
ing tavern about the end of July. The 
Clerk was instructed to get 300 copies of 
the minutes of Council of the present year 
printed in pamphlet form at the Mercury 
Office. The Council then adjourned till 
Monday, 9th December.

Grand Rifle Competition.
The promised rifle match between 25 of 

the 60th Rifles, and an equal number of 
our District Volunteers came off at Lon­
don on Wednesday last, and after splend­
id firing on both sides resulted in favour of 
the 60th. But two men from the Wel­
lington Battallion were among the com­
petitors, These were Sergt. McDonald 
and Private Smith, of the Earamoea 
company, the former of whom made 35 
points and the latter 32. The highest 
number of points made in the match was 
49. The men of the 60th scored 910, and 
the voluntetih 885 according to the Free 
Press, thus itlaking the fodds 25, but a 
gentleman who was present assures us, 
that the score of the volunteers was 898, 
thus making the number of points in 
favor of the 60th only 12. But it is cred­
itable to the volunteers that they should 
come within even 25 points of equalling 
such crack shots as their opponents. The

Poetattteform.
In the course of an article on this sub­

ject, which is absorbing much more pub­
lic interéet than the question why John 
A. Macdonald and Cartier had not equal 
measures of Royal favor meted out to 
them, the Dumfries Reformer has the 
following :

“With reference to newspaper postage 
we think it would be better-to abolish it 
altogether. The amount which it yields 
to the general revenue cannot be a very 
large sum. By statistics furnished by 
the Post Office authorities we ascertain 
that the number of newspapers passing 
through the Post Offices of Ontario and 
Quebec for the year ending 30th J une, 
1867, amounted to fourteen millions.— 
Out of tliis number eight m : lions onlv 
were « anadian, the remaining six mil­
lion-’ being from Europe and the United 
State The postage on thé eight mil­
lions of Canadian journals at 4 cent each 
would yield to the revenue only $40,000. 
Would not the great benefits derived by 
the community from the free circulation 
of newspapers more than counterbalance 
the loss the country would sustain by the 
abolition of this source of revenue ? Most 
assuredly ! Instead of the circulation ot 
the press being hindered and trammelled 
by the imposition of heavy rates of pos­
tage, its onward progress should be en­
couraged by freeing it from every clog 
that would impede its triumphant march. 
Upon the press we depend for circulating 
a knowledge of our resources, our insti­
tutions, and the numerous advantages 
this country offers to the down trodden 
and toiling masses of the old world.— 
The intelligence and the education ot our 
own people would also be largely pro­
moted by the free circulation of the press 
throughout the Dominion, and in a thou­
sand and one other ways would the peo­
ple and the country be benefitted by the 
removal of all imposts that hinder the 
free circulation of the newspapers of the 
Dominion.

Another useful measure which the gov­
ernment propose carrying out is the es­
tablishment of Savings Banks in connec­
tion with the Money Order department of 
the Post Office. Such ah institution has 
long been desired by the people, and we 
are rejoiced that the Government have 
turned their attention towards the matter. 
This plân of Savings Banks has been 
highly successful in the mother country, 
where it was inaugurated in the year 
1861. In Britain deposits not less than 
25 cents may be made at any money order 
office throughout the country, or at any 
other post office the Postmaster General 
may appoint. A deposit book is provided 
for each depositor, in which the amount 
he puts into the Bank is entered and at­
tested by the clerk receiving the same 
and by the dated stamp of the office. 
Each depositor receives an acknowledg­
ment from the Postmaster General of the 
sum deposited, which is conclusive evi­
dence of his claim to repayment of the 
sum with interest. The depositor can 
withdraw his deposit by making a de­
mand in a particular form at any of the 
Post Offices within ten days after sending 
the demand. Interest at the rate of 2£

Çir cent is allowed on deposits over £1.
he largest sum one person can deposit 

in a year is $30. This system has proved 
a great success in Britain, affording a safe 
and sure investment to the poorer classes 
of the community. On the 31st of March, 
1864, only three years after the inaugu­
ration of the system, the number of de­
positors amounted to 372,955, and the 
accumulated deposits and interest reached 
£4,097,492. It is likaly that the plan 
adopted in Canada will be somewhat 
similar to that of the mother country. 
What has worked so well and so success­
fully there cannot foil to accomplish a 
like result here, if the flame care be be­
stowed upon its organization and man­
agement.

London, Nov. 19—Parliament opened 

to-day. The Queen was not present, and 
a Royal Commission read the speech from 
the throne, in substance as follows—King 
Theodore having rejected allthe demands 
of Great Britain for the release of her 
subjects, cruelly and withoni just cause 
imprisoned by him, Her Majesty had no 
alternative but to send a military expedi­
tion to Abyssinia, and reference is made 
to the supply bills needful to defray the 
expenses of the war. The invasion of 
the Papal Territory is now over ; the Pope 
has expressed that Napoleon will soon 

! withdraw his forces from Italy, and thus 
avert unfriendly relations with Victor 
Emmanuel. Fenianism suppressed in 
Ireland has taken the form of organized 
societies for murder, and this must also 
be suppressed by the firm fulfilment of 
the law and by the loyalty of the people. 
The speech concludes with the promise 
that her Majesty’s government will bring 
before Parliament Reform Bills for Ire­
land and Scotland, and other domestic 
measures of an important character. In 
the House of Commons, the address to the 
Queen was moved by Sir Wm. Hartdyke, 
and was seconded by Col. James Hogg, » 
member for Bath. The address in the 
House of Lords was proposed by Earl of 
Brownlow, and seconded by Lord Hylton. 
Both addressee were carried.

London, Nov. 19th—In the House of 
Commons, this evening, Lord Stanley 
made some explanations in connection 
with recent events on the continent. He 
said England had been invited to join a 
general European conference,but had de­
clined to do so unless a distinct plan of 
action was first presented. Lord Stanley 
thought that participation in such con­
gress would only add to the responsibili­
ties of England without doing any good. 
Nearly all the members who spoke to­
night took occasion, in the course of their 
remarks, to condemn the recent action of 
France in sending a military expedition 
to Italy.

Chicago, Nov. 20.—The fight between 
Duffy and Bossy for $1000 «aide came off 
this afternoon. About 2000 persons wit­
nessed the fight. 135 rounds were 
fought in 5 hours and 42 minutes. Bussy 
was the winner.

London, Nov. 20.—The Queen’s speech 
to Parliament and the pacific address Of 
Napoleon to the French Chambers have 
had a tranquilizing effect upon Europe, 
and tend to restore confidence at all the 
principal political and financial centres.

Manchester, Nov. 20.—As the day far 
the execution of Fenians approaches the 
government redoubles its precautions 
against any outbreak or attempt at » 
rescue. Regular troops have been pour­
ing in here by railway for two or three 
days past, and the city is now crowded 
with soldiers.

Manchester, Nov. 20, evening.—In ad­
dition to the large military force here the 
municipal authorities have provided for 
the security of the peace by swearing in 
over 2000 citizens as special policemen.

London. Nov. 20, evening.—No official 
information of the reported calamity at ;

London, Nov. 20, evening.—A despatch ■ 
from Constantinople states that the Sultan. :

Paris, Nov. 20, evening.—It is reported 
the American minister Gen. Dix has pro­
posed to Napoleon that the United States 
be represented in the coming general con­
ference, and that the Emperor approves 
of their admission into the Congress as 
one of the great powers.

Florence, Nov. 20.—The Bank of Italy 
is about to issue notes of the denomina­
tion of one franc each, to supply the defi­
ciency in the smaller metalic currency.
The speech of the Emperor Napoleon at 
the opening of the French Chambers L«xi 
a good effect here. It pleases the Italians 
who believe that the ultimate gratifica­
tion of the wishes of Italy is implied in the 
words of the Emperor if not actually 
promised.

The Emperor Francis Joseph when in 
Paris, found time to take what may be 
called the royal promenade of Paris—the 
walk in the sewers.

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NAPOLEON’S SPEECH.
The Senate and Corps Législatif? of 

France, melon the 18th tost., and the
Emperor was pleased to address them. 
There is but little in the speech that 
we were not aware of before, and what 
little we did not know we might easi­
ly have guessed. Like the King . -f 
Prussia before the Reichstag the 
other day, the Emperor endeavored 
with much earnestness to convince 
his auditory andf the world, that the 
•live of peace was blooming on the 
soil of France, and there was no cause 
to apprehend that it would soon with­
er, or give place to the laurels of war. 
He admits to the very outset, and 
gives it as one of his reasons for hav­
ing'called Parliament together some­
what earlier than usual, “that a vague 
disquietude has arisen to affect the 
public mind of Europe, and restrict 
the movements of industry and com­
mercial transactions in all quarters,” 
and all this notwithstanding that the 
Universal Exhibition “has shone, not 
onljrwith a momentary brilliancy, but 
has destroyed the barriers between 
the different peoples, as well as the 
different classes of international ha­
treds,” and notwithstanding, more­
over, the pacific declarations of 
both France and Prussia. The Em­
peror is at a loss to comprehend why 
people should imagine on such slight 
grounds as they can now can take 
hold of as the base of their belief, that 
war is impending. But we doubt 
very much if even the strong assur­
ances of Napoleon will have the effect 
of changing the prevalent impression, 
for it is evident from the tone of the 
address, that while he would wish to 
allay any popular agitation which the 
knowledge of an approaching war 
might produce, he also wishes to add 
to the strength of his present effective 
military force. His Government, he 
says, will propose some simple modifi­
cations in virtue of which the strength 
of the army can be reduced during 
peace, and increased in the event of 
war, for it is a patriotic idea, that 
the stronger a nation is the better as­
sured are its prospects of undisturbed 
tranquility. And so the Emperor de­
signs that the inhabitants of France 
shall be comforted, and their ardour 
restrained by an old maxim, while he 
orders the manufacture of some thou­
sands of Chassepot rifles, makes ex­
periments with terribly destructive 
cannon, and probably on the Prussian 
model, drills every Frenchman who 
has attained a certain age.

His Majesty touches the Italian 
question briefly and lightly, and tells, 
almost ruefully, one would imagine, 
that peace for a moment seemed in 
danger, by reason of a revolutionary 
agitation which threatened the Papal 
States, whither he had been compelled 
to send troops. He was happy to an­
nounce that the spirit evinced by the 
European Powers on the Eastern 
question was such as enabled them to 
agree on two very important points, 
namely, on maintaining the integrity 
of the Ottoman Empire, and amelior­
ating the condition of the Christian 
eubjects of Turkey. He was delighted 
during a journey he had made in com­
pany with the Empress to the north 
and east of France with manifesta­
tions of the popular sympathy, and 
with the affection that the people 
evinced towards him and his dynasty 
He announces what the people know 
and have unfortunately felt, that the 
harvest has not been good, and that 
high prices are inevitable, and sug­
gests free trade as a remedy for the 
calamity if the requirements of the 
budget will permit. The conclusion 
of a speech, very plausible and very 
Napoleonic all through, is most father­
ly and philanthropic, and if it fail not 
in its design will convince the French 
people, that peace, and sufficiency, 
and the comforts of liberty shall here­
after flourish while Napoleon holds 
the reins of empire.

Supposed Murder Case.—TheWater- 
loo Chronicle says Considerable excite­
ment has prevailed in these parts during 
the past few days occasioned by the ar 
rest and imprisonment on Friday last of 
» German named John Meier, of Lexing 
ton Village, and his wife Dorothea Meier, 
charged with the supposed murder of one 
John Kleinhause. It appears that Klein- 
hause, who was a peddler of jewelry and 
gnmll wares, was in the habit of staying 
at the houeé of theprisohers from whence 
he disappeared about two years ago. 
Many suspected that there was foul play 
used to get him out of the way, and, hear­
ing of such reports, Mr. Klippert, the 
County Constable, “ worked up” the case 
and arrested the prisoners, on a warrant 
which be had obtained from John Hoff­
man Esq. On Monday last a Magistrates’ 
Court precided over by John Hoffinan and 
Moses Springer, J. P.’s, was held. A
large number of witnesses was called and
examined but the evidence was regarded 
insufficient for the commitment of the sad 
pàrttee who were accordingly liberated.

Cartier floundered for an hour and 
a half in his usual screeching style 
to belittle the question. However, 
its gravity became apparent to every 
one as the debate advanced, and this 
view was finally accepted by Sir John 
A. Madonald, when he begged Mr. 
Holton to allow him to take the ques­
tion into his hands,promising that the 
Government would deal with it. This 
was made more manifest when he 
moved the adjournment of the House 
at six o’clock, in order, as he stated, 
to allow the Government to consult 
on the question. The question 
will be resumed to-morrow by the 
Goverment. There are various sur­
mises, as to what the Government 
plan will be to settle it. If they refer 
it to the Committee on privileges and 
elections, the Government will still be 
responsible for the recommendation 
of the committee as it is composed of a 
large majority of their supporters.

As we noticed before Mr. King of 
the Montreal Bank had been sent for, 
and on Wednesday had communica­
tion with some of the Cabinet mem­
bers, Mr. Rose, the new Finance 
Minister was at his post in the morn­
ing. Mr. Walter Shanley is to intro­
duce the Grand Trunk Bill in con­
sequence of the action of the prefer­
ence bondholders in England. The 
idea of consolidating that stock into 
debentures is abandoned. The Bill, 
it is said, will be a permissive Bill 
to enable the Company to issue 
second equipment bonds for £500.- 
000. The committee on bankrupt­
cy and insolvency met, and it was 
resolved to transmit a series of ques 
tions to the Judges, to the boards of 
Trade and to official Assignees, i n 
order to acquire information as re­
gards the working of the law.

Farewell Dinner to Diekens.

Charles Dickens was entertained by 
a number of his friends at a farewell 
dinner in London in the early part of 
this month. Five hundred gentlemen 
sat down to the table, but thousands 
of tickets could have been sold had 
the room afforded accommodation. 
The correspondent of the New York 
Tribune says, that “ nothing like it 
has ever before occurred in London.’’ 
Lord Lytton presided, and proposed 
the various toasts of the evening in 
the forcible and dignified diction 
which it is in his power to wield, and 
which he does wield whenever be 
speaks or writes. He paid a glowing 
tribute to the famous guest, and one 
in which not even the keenest observ­
er can discover the slightest trace of 
jealousy on the part of the eulogiser, 
against the eulogised for having spo­
ken to the heart and secured a place 
in the affections of the world, while 
the more ponderous, more philosophi­
cal appealed to the head, and won 
merely the admiration and a more cir­
cumscribed popularity. And when 
Dickens with an utterance, choked at 
first, responded, the enthusiasm was 
something approaching to riot. Men 
forgot not only dignity and decorum, 
but almost prudence, and leaped on 
the chairs and swung glasses and de­
canters and champagne bottles around 
their heads, wildly cheering the while. 
The popular novelist made a graceful 
reply, giving the reasons why he had 
resolved to visit America for the se­
cond time.whieh were the solicitations 
of Americans, his own curiosity, and a 
desire to lay a third cable of inter­
communication and alliance between 
the Old World and the New. The 
foremost men in the ranks of litera­
ture and the fine arts in England, 
were present, and each seemed to vie 
with the other in doing homage to the 
man whom even the satirized Ameri­
cans delight to honor.

OBOROB JEFFREY,
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NAPOLEON’S SPEECH.
The, Senate and Corps Legislatiff of 

France, meton the 18th inst., and the 
Emperor was pleased to address them. 
There is but little in the speech that 
we were not aware of before, and what 
little we did not know we might easi­
ly have guessed. Like the King i* 
Prussia before the Reichstag the 
other day, the Emperor endeavored 
with much earnestness to convince 
his auditory andf the world, that the 
olive of peace was blooming on the 
soil of France, and there was no cause 
to apprehend that it would soon with­
er, or give place to the laurels of war. 
He admits in the very outset, and 
gives it as one of his reasons for hav­
ing called Parliament together some­
what earlier than usual, “that a vague 
disquietude has arisen to affect the 
public mind of Europe, and restrict 
the movements of industry and com­
mercial transactions in all quarters,’" 
and all this notwithstanding that the 
Universal Exhibition “has shone, not 
only with a momentary brilliancy, but 
has destroyed the barriers between 
the different peoples, as well as the 
different classes of international ha­
treds,” and notwithstanding, more­
over, the pacific declarations of 
both France and Prussia. Tli Em­
peror is at a loss to comprehend why 
people should imagine on such slight 
grounds as they can now can take 
hold of as the base of their belief, that 
war is impending. But we doubt 
very much if even the strong assur­
ances of Napoleon will have the effect 
of changing the prevalent impression, 
for it is evident from the tone of the 
address, that while he would wish to 
allay any popular agitation which the 
knowledge of an approaching war 
might produce, he also wishes to add 
to the strength of his present effective 
military force. His Government, lie 
says, will propose some simple modifi­
cations in virtue of which the strength 
of the army can be reduced during 
peace, and increased in the event of 
war, for it is a patriotic idea, that 
the stronger a nation is the better as- j 
sured arc its prospects of undisturbed 
tranquility. And so the Emperor de­
signs that the inhabitants of France, 
shall'be comforted, and their ardour 
restrained by an old maxim, while he 
orders the manufacture of some thou­
sands of Chassepot rifles, makes ex­
periments with terribly destructive 
cannon, and probably on the Prussian 
model, drills every Frenchman who 
has attained a certain age.

His Majesty touches the Italian 
question briefly and lightly, and tells, 
almost ruefully, one would imagine, 
that peace for a moment seemed in 
danger, by reason of a revolutionary 
agitation which threatened the Papal 
States, whither he had been compelled 
to send troops. He was happy to an­
nounce that the spirit evinced by the 
European Powers on the Eastern 
question was such as enabled them to 
agree on two very important points, 
namely, on maintaining the integrity 
of the Ottoman Empire, and amelior­
ating the condition of the Christian 
subjects of Turkey. He was delighted 
during a journey he had made in com­
pany with the Empress to the north 
and east of France with manifesta­
tions of the popular sympathy, and 
with the affection that the people 
evinced towards him and his dynasty. 
He announces what the people know 
and have unfortunately felt, that the 
harvest has not been good, and that 
high prices are inevitable, and sug­
gests free trade as a remedy for the 
calamity if the requirements of the 
budget will permit. The conclusion 
of a speech, very plausible and very 
Napoleonic all through, is most father­
ly and philanthropic, and if it fail not 
in its design will convince the French 
people, that peace, and sufficiency, 
and the comforts of liberty shall here­
after flourish while Napoleon holds 
the reins of empire.

Supposed Murder Case.—The Water­
loo Chronicle says:—Considerable excite­
ment has prevailed in these parts during 
the past tew days occasioned by the ar 
rest and imprisonment on Friday last of 
a German named John Meier, of I>exing- 
ton Village, and his wife Dorothea Meier, 
charged with the supposed murder of one 
John Kleinliause. It apjiearsthat Klein- 
hause, who was a peddler of jewelry and 
small wares, was in the habit of staying 
at the house of the prisoners from whence 
he disappeared about two years ago. 
Many suspected that there was foul play 
used to get him out of the way, and, hear­
ing of such reports, Mr. Klippert, the 
County Constable, “ worked up" the case 
and arrested the prisoners, on a warrant 
which he had obtained from John Hoff­
man Esq. On Monday last a Magistrates’ 
Court precided over by John Hoffinan and 
Moses Springer, J. P.’s, was held. A 
large number of witnesses was called and 
examined but the evidence was regarded 
insufficient for the commitment of the sad 
parries who were accordingly liberated.

Enlightenment in New Zealand. 
New Zealand has resolved to found a 
university. Meetings have been held in 
Dunedin, the capital, and the legislature 
has been petitoned on the subject. In 
the mean while,as a contemporary expects, 
scholarships are to be founded, which 
will be open to all young men resident 
within the colony, and obtained by pub­
lic competition, to enable the successful 
candidates to complete their education at 
one of the universities of established re­
putation, the selection to be made by the 
parents or guardians of the scholars.

Riots in England.—The recent riots 
in England are pointed to by Conserva­
tives as a proof of the danger of extend­
ing the franchise, and it must be con­
fessed that, coming immediately after a 
great extension of the suffrage, they have 
a particularly bad appearance- But two 
orthreeconsiderations will sbowjthat they 
have no connection with that measure 
Iu the first place, the rioters are mainly, 
if n-.i wholly, of the class that is still 
disfranchised ; in the second, they were 
all trained under the old system, which 
kept the masses out of power and almost 
entirely neglected their education ; and, 
in the third place, the riots grew out of. 
dear bread and want of work, or, in 
other words, starvation.—a matter that 
has nothing to do with the Reform Bill.

This terrible power 
his already been exercised in this diocese 
With remorseless rigor, so that in a county 
where the Roman Catholic population 
largely preponderates, the denomination­
al proportions in the schools are reversed 
and the Protestant children avail them­
selves of the advantages of the national 
system to more than double the extent 
that the Roman Catholics do. It appears 
by the last report of the commissioners, 
that the number of pupils on the rolls in 
the schools of the county of Limerick was 
068, of whom 381 were members of the 
Established Church, 134 were Roman 
Catholics, 80 Presbyterians, and 71 be­
longed to other denominations.
