They demand that
Duke de Montpensier be divested of his
rank of Marshal of Spain, and accused the
Provisional Government of endeavouring
to smuggle him into the country for the
purpose of placing him on the throne.
Gen. Prim replied that the Duke could
not, with justice, be deprived of his title
of Marshal. Admiral Topete, the Min-
ister of Marine, amid great excitement
declared that a Kingdom, with Mont-
pensier on the throne,would be preferable
to a-Republic. Marshal Serrano madea
calm and dignified speech, defending the
Provigional Government from the attacks
of the Republicans; asserting the
sovereign authority of the Cortes, and
insisting that the determination of &
form of (tovernment for Spain, and the
choice of her future rualer, should be left
to the Constituent Cortes alone. He
deprecated the violent pressure brought
to bear upon the Cortes by the Republi-
can party impolite and unair. Inthe
course of the session, Senor Figelerola,
Minister of Finance, expressed himself in
favor of free trade, and advocated
immediate but grddual reform i» the
Customs by the adoption to the com-
promise tariff.
