Caution to Inventors.

London, Nov. 19.—The dismissal of 
the members of the London police force 
yesterday for insubordination has served 
to increase the trouble in the organiza­
tion. Many of the remaining policeman 
manifested in strong terms their indigna­
tion at the discharge of their brethren, 
and this morning 200 more were suspend­
ed. The insubordination has now spread 
throughout the entire force, and further 
suspensions are looked for. There is 
great excitement in the city over the 
prospect of the streets being left un­
guarded. At 11 o’clock this morning not 
a policeman was to be seen on the Strand.

Paris, Nov. 19.—It is probable that in 
consequence of the small majority in the 
National Assembly, yesterday, on the ad­
option of the vote of confidence demand­
ed by President Thiers, he will ask for 
another vote.

Paris, Nov. 19.—President Thiers is 
much agitated over yesterday’s proceed­
ings in the Assembly, and passed a sleep­
less night. He declares he will resign, 
unless the resolution of confidence re­
ceives the full vote. A large majority of 
deputies of the Left held a meeting to-day 
and voted to send a delegation to the Pre­
sident to dissuade him from his purpose. 
The deputation waited upon the President 
this afternoon. President Thiers' told 
them he was still inclined to tender his 
resignation. His health had been affect­
ed, and the course of the Right rendered 
it impossible for him to conduct the Go­
vernment. The army was faithful, and 
would ensure orderly transmission of 
power to his successor. The delegation 
assured the President that the left would 
introduce constitutional projects in har­
mony with his views to-morrow or Thurs­
day, the passage of which would be fully 
equivalent to a vote of confidence.

Salt Lake City, Nov. 19.—On Sunday 
night, at the American Fork, one Green 
attacked James Robbins, stabbing him 
three times in the neck and breast, inflict­
ing probably fatal injuries'. An old feud 
existed between the parties.

Topeka, Kb., Nov. 19.—Despatches 
from the end of the Atchison, Topeka 
& Santa Fee R. R., on the western line 
of this State say that buffaloes are so 
plentiful there that trains cannot be run 
with safety.

New York, Nov. 20.—The Tribune, in 
speaking of Greeley’s health says he has 
been seriously unwell sisce his wife’s 
death from nervous prostration, resulting 
mainly from the severe strain upon his 
nervous system through want of rest and 
sleep during the last month of her illness.

Hall on Tuesday night. Mr. Stirtdn, M.P. 
Convener, in the chair, Mr. Lemon acting 
as Secretary. Mr. George Elliott was ap­
pointed Chairman of the Board, Mr John 
Horsman Vice-chairman, Mr. Charles 
Raymond Treasurer, and Mr. Andrew

ed Trustees of the Hospital for the current

The annual report of the Ottawa Val­
ley Immigration Society shows a large 
increase of arrivals in this district this 
last year. They propose prosecuting 
their work more earnestly than ever 
daring the coming season.

Ireland has more than her fair share 
of representation. Taking even popula­
tion alone, she is more largely represent­
ed than Scotland ; and according to pro­
perty and all other sources of income, 
she forms only one-sixteenth part of the 
United Kingdom, whilst she has nearly 
one-sixth of the representation ; and 
with less than £26,000,000 of income,she 
has 105 members ; while Scotl&nd, .with 
nearly £39,000,000 of income, has only 
sixty members.—Scotsman.

A new test of sobriety has been invent­
ed in England, owing to the fact that the 
law against supplying intoxicating liquors 
to persons who have already taken too 
much. It consists of a card with the 
words “ Truly Rural” printed thereon. 
Whenever the tavern keeper suspects that 
his customer has imbibed too freely he 
takes down the card and requests his 
man to read it. If he passes the ordeal 
without calling it “.Tooral looral,” he 
may imbibe freely till his articulation 
fails him.

Terrible Accident. — The London 
Advertiser says an employee of the Mo- 
Clary Manufacturing Co., in that city 
met with a terriblè accident on Saturday. 
He was conveying a ladle full of molten 
iron from the •furnace to one of the 
moulds, and tripped and fell between 
two of the boxes in such a maimer that 
be lost all control of the ladle, which fell 
upon one of the boxes and emptied the 
burning liquid upon the unfortunate 
man’s body from his breast downward. 
Help was instantly at hand, and as quick 
as thought the poor, fellow was turned 
over and the clothes torn. from him, but 
not before the great befit had pierced 
through and in many places actually 
cooked the^flesh. His sufferings were of 
the most ‘ excruciating character, yet, 
spite of the terrible nature of the acci­
dent, he is expected to arvive.

Narrowing the Gauge.—Along the 
line of the Grand Trunk Railway from 
Sarnia to Buffalo, and from London to 
St. Mary's, busy scenes presented them­
selves everywhere on Saturday. Prepar­
ations for narrowing the gauge were in 
progress at every station. All the cars 
had to be emptied of their contents by 
noon for removal east of Stratford on the 
main lino, that nothing should he pres­
ent to prevent the c msummation of the 
great work of narrowing the gauge of the 
railway in one day. The work had to be 
completed by sundown on Sunday even­
ing, after which locomotives and cars, 
with narrow-gauge trunks, lying at 
Brantford, were distributed along the 
line in time to commence the regular 
running of trains on Monday morning. 
By the time specified the work was ac­
complished, and the gauge on a line of 
road 200 miles in length was changed 
from 5 ft. 6 in. to 4 ft. 8J in. On Mon­

PRICE ONE PENNY
Swindle.

(From the St. Thomas Home Journal.)
We have several times in these col­

umns referred to the swindle known as 
the “ Canadian Oil Works Corporation.'* 
That swindle has now ran its course, and 
the English capitalists who were taken in 
by it have had their eyes opened. An 
article we copy from the Monetary Tinté* 
shows how the concern has been man­
aged, and how scandalously Englishmen 
have been victimized by the crafty pro­
jectors. The capital stock of the cor­
poration, we may state, was fixed at 
£340,000 sterling, in shares of £25 each. 
It appears that 9400,000, of this amount 
went to pay the vendor of the property, 
and, to secure working capital, 1,600 first 
mortgage debentures of £100 each were 
issued and disposed of at par. These 
bonds were to bear interest at the rate of 
twelve per cent, per annum, and were to 
be paid off in five years. The prospectus 
stated that the property was yielding an 
annual profit of £100,000 sterling under 
the old management. Under the direc­
tion of the company, and with their ca­
pacity for pushing and extending the 
works, the prospectus estimated that 
“ the sums available for dividends for 
the five ÿears until the complete re­
demption of the bonds, would range from 
16 to 20 per annum, and after that 
period to 40 per cent, and upwards. The 
first annual meeting of the shareholders 
has been held, and not a single shilling 
has been realized. Thousands of pounds 
have been paid out ; thousands are now 
due, and the total amount to the credit 
of the company in the hands of its 
bankers is £91 Under these circum­
stances, is it any wonder that the share­
holders should look upon themselves as 
a swindled lot ? It only remains to add 
that the men who carried out this fleec­
ing process in Canada—the committee of 
management—are (we quote from the 

rospeotus) “ The Hon. John Monroe, M. 
'. for West Elgin, Wardsville, Ontario ; 

The Hon. Rufus Stephenson, M. P. for 
Kent County, Chatham, Ontario ; and 
Henry Prince, Esq., Petrolia, Ontario !” 
A viler or more bare-faced swindle has 
never been perpetrated in the country.

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The Contest in Welland.
Mr. Thompson Victorious !

The keen contest in Welland has 
terminated in the triumphant election 
of Mr Thompson over theJTory candi­
date, Dr. King, by a very respectable 
majority of 68. The contest on both 
sides was conducted with great spirit, 
and both candidates exerted their ut­
most up to the last moment. The 
battle was fairly pitched, openly 
fought, and now it has been honestly 
won by the Opposition candidate, who 
if he has not come out as a very 
strong party man, is, nevertheless,op­
posed to the present Government, and 
will throw in his influence with the 
Opposition.

The Government brought every 
conceivable influence to bear on this 
election. They fixed the election to 
suit their own time ; they sent four 
members of the Government specially 
{o work and speak in behalf of the 
Ministerial candidate ; they sent up 
their < pimp James Cotton with his 
pockets full of money to bribe the 
electors if possible ; they ordered their 
man-of-all-work William Macdougnll 
into the field to do missionary ser­
vice for Dr. King ; they sent some of 
their most unscrupulous followers, 
like Rufus Stevenson, who canvassed 
the County trying to cajole and bribe 
and buy votes'. But all these agencies 
failed, Dr. King has been defeated, 
and the Government have been bea­
ten out of their old stronghold, which 
in July last returned the late Mr. 
Street by a majority of over 500 
against the Reform candidate.

This reaction is extraordinary," and 
can only be accounted for by the re­
vulsion of feeling which has taken 
2>lacc in the minds of the electors, in 
conjunction with Mr. Thompson s 
popularity. The Government and 
their supporters expected and hoped 
for Dr. King's election, which would 
have been a renewal of confidence in 
the administration. But he lias fail­
ed, and Mr. Thompson’s election is 
therefore, on the part of the electors, 
n virtual condemnation of their policy, 
and an endorsation of the principles 
and policy of the1 Opposition. The 
result of this election is a terrible 
blow to the Government,audits moral 
effect, even more than the want of a 
vote, will be felt by them when the 
House meets.

Editorial Items.

-New Brunswick is waking up to the 
importance of having its unoccupied 
lands settled, and its extensive for­
ests transferred, in to homesteads for 
the industrious emigrant. To this 
end the Government has decided 
that whenever ten intending u-_*ttlers 
on new land, whether natives or 
otherwise, may select 100 acre lots of 
land and cut down and burntwo acres 
each, the lots shall be granted them; 
$15 in cash given to each of them, 
and roads constructed to their loca­
tion. This liberal measure will give 
quite a stimulus to the settlement of 
waste land in that Province, and will 
more than tenfold pay the Govern­
ment and the country for the trifling 
expenditure.

We are told by the Dunnville Gaz­
ette that, it is the intention of the 
Government to deepen the feeder of 
the Welland Canal first, during the 
fall and winter, the whole length 
so that the largest class of 
vessels can use it during the next 
spring when Port Colborne Harbour 
cannot be entered, and while the 
work of enlarging the main canal is 
in progress. It will have a uniform 
depth of 13 feet, and as soon as poss­
ible one of the banks will be moved 
back for some distance in order to 
widen the channel to the necessary 
depth. After the feeder is finished 
the work on the canal will be pro­
ceeded with.

The Toronto Leader, that most il­
liberal of all illiberal papers, contains 
the following about Scotch liberalism. 
The millennium must be near at 
hand:—M It is a striking fact that 
Scotland returns, almost to a man, 
‘Liberal’ representatives to the House 
of Commons. As in education the 
masses of her people have been in 
advance of those of England, so, in 
politics, the Scotch have always been 
progressive. Toryism—that is tb say 
the obstructive, illiberal and unreas­
oning Toryism which obtained in 
England during the early part of the 
present century—had little or no 
ho'd on Scotland, and in philosphy, 
politics and general ideas the Scotch 
of the present day are among the 
most cosmopolitan people on the 
face of the earth."

At last, we bave the secret of the 
burning of the steamship Missouri.

essness and lack of foresight which 
seems criminal.

The Quebec Government are not 
at all comfortable, and an adjourn­
ment on Tuesday gave them a brief 
exemption from the embarrassment 
caused by the energetic demands of 
the Opposition for a full and strict 
enquiry into the management of the 
Crown Lands, and especially the sale 
of timber limits.

Queen's Counsel—The Tories of 
Ontario have had a back-set on the 
question of appointment off.

Counsel by the Provincial Govern­
ments. They have for some time 
been chuckling over a decision given 
by certain law lords in England that 
in the Dominion Government only 
was vested the right of appointing 
Queen’s Counsel. IJow to their 
chagrin they find thafc the highest 
legal authority in Quebec coincides 
with Mr. Blake in the opinion that it 
lies within the power of the Local 
Governments to make these appoint­
ments. The Attorney-General of 
Quebec stated in the Legislature of 
that Provicce a few days ago that his 
Government believed it always had 
the right to name Queen’s Counsel, 
but owing to certain doubts arising 
upon the question they did not make 
any new appointments since 1867. 
He believed the Government had the 
exclusive right to name Queen’s 
Counsel tor the Province of Quebec. 
So we have the two Provinces, along 
with Nova Scotia, in accord in this 
matter, and arrayed against them Sir 
John and two lawyers in England 
whom he employed to give an opinion 
on the case.

North Oxford Election.—The writ 
for t/he election of a representative 
for this Riding in the Legislature of 
Ontario, vacant by the resignation of 
Mr. Perry, was received by Sheriff 
Ross on Tuesday. He has appointed 
Friday, the 29tb, as the day or Nomi­
nation, and the following Friday for 
the polling, should there be any op­
position to Mm Mowat. No one, how­
ever, expects there will be.

It will be the first ever carried to 
aea in a whaler lor these purposes.

The Ancients.—Julius Cresar fought 
five hundred pitched battles, and killed 
one million and a-half of men. Manlius, 
who threw down the Gauls fropi the 
Capitol, had received twenty-three 
wounds and taken two spoils before he 
was seventeen years of age. Denatus 
ought one hundred and twenty battles, 
was eighty time victorious in single com­
bat, and received forty-five wounds in 
front. He had among his trophies seven­
ty belts ; • eight mural, three obaidonial. 
and fourteen civic crowns. Câto pleaded 
four hundred causes and gained them all. 
Cyrus knew the names of all the soldiers 
in hie army ; Lucius Soipio, it is said, of 
the Roman poeple. . Chaimides could re­
late all that he had ever heard in the 
same words. Mithridates spoke to the 
ambassadors of twenty-two different na­
tion» without an interpreter.

facBEABK or amounts in England.— 
Suicides have increased of late in Eng- 
land. In the six years 1868-64, the an­
nual average was a little over 66 to every 
1,000,000 of population ; but in the six 
years 1865-70, the latest period to which 
detailed returns extend, the annual aver­
age was nearer 68 than 67 in 61,000,000 
of the population: In the first eix years 
the suicides of a year only once reached 
70 per 1,000,000 of population ; in the 
last three years, 1868,.*69, *70, the rates 
were 70, 73 and 70 per 1,000,000. The 
range in the twelve years from 62 per 
1,000,000 in 1897 to 78 in 1870. Com- 
paring the last period of six years with 
the first, we find that the suicides by 
drowning bear a larger proportion to the 
whole number of suicides than they did; 
but there is a smaller proportion of sui­
cides by hanging than formerly, though 
that is the most frequent mode of self- 
destruction.

The Essex- Recorder says : There are 
nine locomotives and construction1 trains 
now employed on the line of -the^Canada 
Southern Railway, and within a month 
the road will permit of the running 
of through trains from one end to the 
other. It will be open fortravel probably 
by the middle of January.
