Her Hope of Home Bule Far
from Realization.

Evictions by the Hundred.

Coercion Likely to be Re-estab-
lished with Gen. Wolseley as
- “Raler of the Country--
Famine and Crime
Again at Large.

Nzw York, Jan. 17.—The World’s
cablegram says: The great bulk of the
English people, snd a great number of
both British political parties, are literally
howling for the renewal of the coercion
act in Ireland, for the suppression of the
national league as a body of conppirators,
and for the punish t.of the leaders as
trait: our correspondent has had an
interview with Mr. Gladstone, Mr. Cham-
berlain, Sir Oharles Dilke, Lord Harting-
ton, Mr. George Otto Trevelyan, and a
majority of the other liberal and radical
leaders, and while he has found that there
is a wide divergence between the views
entertained by the average liberals and
radicals, he is convinced that the leaders
believe that British public opinion will
deménd the renewal of coercion in Ire-
land, and the ruthless stamping out of
the nationsl spirit.

The Army and Navy Gazette demounces
the project of employing the military in
any Irish land war. It says that ‘“‘officers
pow on service in Iféland are disgusted
with the work of enforcing legal processes
with the bayonet.”

You will perhaps be surprised to learn
that one of the bitterest letter-writers
against the Parnellite movement is youe
countryman, Henry M. Stanley. He pub-
lishes a letter over his own name in which
he expresses his horror st Parnellism in
the words: ‘‘Had we of the North listened
to the South as England now listens to
Irish separatists, wherp would the Ameri-
can Union be?
