What difference precisely these two great
changes in the circumstances of the Great
Western might have made in its fortunes
nobody can now say, but it would be a safe
guess that the two coming together would
have been enough to make the change from
adversity to prosperity. But, by a strange
fatality, and with a fatuity equally strange,
a8 we must add, Great Western proprietors
surrendered just at the very nick of time
when relief from all their troubles was at
hand. Ifever the inside history of this
surrender comes out, the public will, we
venture {o suggest, be entertained with
revelations of a very deep and cunning
game played on one side, there being at
the same time on the other side such aston-
ishing, such’ childlike simplicity, on the
part of wealthy, hard-headed TLondon
railway men, thatwe almost look npon it
as too exaggerated and unnatural to be
real.

The Tribune’s reason, found on the de-
sirability of sending freight eastward from
the head of lake Ontario by & Canadian
rather than by an American route, would
be a good one were the circumstances dif-
ferent. But it falls to the ground when
it is shown that, had Great Western pro-
prietors enly stood firm for ““no surren-
der,” they would very soon have been en-
joying the benefits of the desired new con-
nection by the Quebec and Ontario road.
More than this, the country also would
have been enjoying benefit incalculable
from the change,through having three com-
peting lines to the sex instead of two only.
But, just when forfune was within reach
of the Great Western, the, capitulation was
made. We doubt whether there be such
another instance in all the railway history
that has yet been written.

The Tribune makes - this point- in
favor of fusion, that it gives the great
Western a Canadian connection through to
the seaboard, thus relieving it from the
position of being an enforced tributary to
an Amorican road and an American seaport,
from the bridge eastwards. “The argument
would be unanswerable but for certain

ANOTHER VIEW OF THE FUSION QUEBSTION.
The Canadian Manufacturer, in its issue

" of the 18th inst., at the close of a lengthy

article on the recent railway fusion, makes
suggestion thus of a certain view of the
question which may possibly come up for
consideration :

¢There is only one tenable ground upon
which the present fusion can be defended,
from the point of view of the Cangdian pub-
lic. It-may be said that, since the acces-
sion of the Pacific Railway Syndicate to
the position of gigantic power and import-
ance which it now holds, it has become ab-
solutely necessary to find some rival rail-
way power as & competiter and countep-
poise. And, further, that in the aggran-
disement of the Grand Trunk the only pos-
sible plan for securing and establishing a
sufficient counterpoising power was adopted.
But, enough for the present ; we do not
now enter upon the discussion of this par-
ticular view of the matter, which will
doubtless receive its share of public atten-
tion in time to come.”

It so happened that the Toronto Tribune
of the same date, after endeavoring to
show, in an article on the same subject,
that fusion will be a good thing for the
country after all, wound up as follows :

“In another light,that of having a strong
competitor with the Canadian Pacific com-
pany, we think there cannot be two opin-
jons as to the fact that the strengthening
of the Grand Trunk company is a positive
national gain, The syndicate’s monopoly
in the Northwest will not last forever, It
is very doubtful indeed that it can run its
allotted span of twenty years against the
superior constitutional rights of the pro-
vince of Manitoba, and henze the value of
the Grand Trunk, with its own and
the late Great Western’s PAmerican
connection, as a most powerful competitor
with the Canada Pacific for the future
trade of the Northwest. The Grand Truuk
always has keen more of a Canadian railway
than the Great Western, and now that it
controls the trade of the latter road it will
be to its interest to direct that trade more
towards Canadian channels. In this view
there is another incidental advantage to

-the dominion, even if ‘it be a slight one,

for we know that railroads are not run fer
patriotic but for commercial reasons. DBut
it will pay the Grand Tiunk to turn a por-
tion of the Great Western’s trade eastward
through Canada, which it paid the Great
Western to carry southward and drop at
the Suspension Bridge.”

With regard to the turning of the Great
Western’s traffic eastward by a Canadian
route all the way to the sea, we have to
mention a fact or two which the Tribune
leaves out of sight. Different attempts

have been made in years past to secure a-

new line between Torontoand Montreal, to
work in connection with the Great Western
and in compstition with the Grand Trunk.’
On one occasion Sir Hugh Allan took up
the scheme, came west to Toronto, saw a
number of influential men here, including
the late Hon. George Brown, and either
wrote or telegrapbed to a friend that he had
*“made it all right with the (ilobe”—a
phrase which caught the public attention
pretty strongly when it came out in print,
and is not yet forgotten. But that and all
other attempts fell through, for this reason
principally, that Grand Trunk influence was
so powerful in London that no company
got up to compete with it east of Teronto
could float their bonds in that market. In
more recent time we had the Tor-
onto and Ottawa scheme, which, after
Temaining some years in a state of suspend-
ed animation, was gobbled up by the Grand
Trunk. At last the Quebec and Ontario
s ‘heme turned up, and here was undoubted-
ly a splendid opportunity for securing the
long desired eastern connection, which
would give the Great Western an outleét to
the sea all the way over Canadian soil.
Had Great Western proprietors at this lat-
ter critical time stood to their guns like
men, instead of being bullied and frightened
into surrender by the Grand Trunk, this
is what would have happened. They
would have seen the terrible war of rates,
which gave them such a scare, and by
which they had for some time back been
Josing half a million dollars per annum 1

circumst , which spoil it altogether
It rests upon a suppressed minor premise,
which is false, and hence the whole con-
clusion is false too, It is assumed and
taken for granted that the only way of
securing for the Great Western the Canadian
seaboard connection referred to was by
fusion with the Grand Trunk. But the
Quebec and Ontario road offered the iden-
tieal independent Canadian connection so
long desired : and it was precisely because
the success of this proposed new connection
for the Great Western was imminent, that
Grand Truok influence was at the oritical
momefit stretched to its utmost limit
to prevent a consummation most desirable
in the interest of the Canadian public.
We are now to have two great through
lines on Canadian soil—the Grand Trunk
and Canadian Pacific — had the Great West-
ern preserved its indepemdence we should
have had three. The gain that would
have accrued to the country from having
that one more through line is simply incal-
culable. But the opportunity is now gone,
and in time to come people will wonder
how it ever happened that our public men
were so blinded that they had no eyes to
see what was going on, and thus supinely
and stupidly allowed the Grand Trumk
power to decree that there should be two
lines only, instead of three as might easily
have been secured.  The Tribune’s major
premise—that transportation over Canadian
lines is more for the country’s good than
transportation over American lines—is one
of the soundest and strongest bits of
national policy ever enunciated; we are
only astonished that it should be made
use of in a free trade paper. :

Irish loyalty. Another exchange considers
it an exhibition of the want of tact and
common sense of the English in their treat-
ment of Irishmen and Irish affairs,

It is certainly strange that the English
government should, at a most critical
junccure, when the Itish nation was re-
joicing in the centenary of its legislative
independence, have undertaken to turn re-
joicing into hatred and add additional
fuel to the flames of animosity which
are already burning deep and strong
in many an Irish breast. The
action as a stroke of policy is de-
cidedly a failure, as it can neither in-
timidate nor conciliate those for whom it
was intended as an example, As for just-
ice it is hardly worthy of the name. The real
offender—Mr. O’Brien, from whose pen the
offensive epistle came—¢has been allowed to
go free while he, the secondary offender both
at law and in justice bears, the brunt of the
punishment. Granting. the publication of
the article to be an indictable offence, it is
nevertheless undeniable that it was no
justification of the harsh and uncivilized
measures which were instituted against
him.

For a free citizen to be denied the almost
sacred right of representation by counsel is
monstrous enough for the darkest days of
the Tudors or Stuarts,
denied the meanest criminal ought to rouse
the feelings of a nation against the tribunal
t?ut would thus dare to trample upon
rights whose possession to the people have
been sealed in blood.

It is quite prohable moreover that the
alleged cause of arrest is only a cloak
to hide, or at all events a mere appendix
to the real reason, viz., the loyal speech

“ Lot us trust that at no distant date
this monument will look down upon a scene
of triumph and rejoicing before which the
popular pagesnt of to-dsy will pale its in-
effectual fires. Let us trust that the day is
not far distant when the people will clus-
ter in delighted thoussnds around this
monument, and when thaadering plaudits
will announce that the good old cause for
which O'Connell lived and labored, has
triumphed at last, and that an Irish parlia-
ment will agsin re-assemble in this Irish
capital.”’

These are words which might well.alarm
a government inclined fo be suspicious,
They are the outpourings of a loyal spirit
and might work up mischief for the con-
sideration of the home authorities which
it might not be an easy matter to settle.
But their sentiment is too noble and lofty
to serve as a pretext in this enlightened
age for the arrest of their author. So that
what could not be done open-handedly had
of necessity to be done by a resort to ‘‘ways
that are dark” and thé subversion of the
fundamental principles of justice.

PRACTIOE ECONOMY.

Le Monde of Montreal is out in favor of
reducing the allowance of members of the
Quebec legislature from $800 to $600 =
year, thereby saving $17,800-a year. It
does not look well to see the legislators of
a poor province voting themselves more
pay than the members of & neighboring and
wealthy one.

But we venture the opinien that the
legislative indemnities all over Canada,
whether provincial or dominion are too
high. There are also too many men draw-
ing them, The governor,general’s salary is
too large; so is that of the lieutenant gov-
ernors; our dominion senate as constituted
is a useless burden; so are the legislative
councilsin the provinzes that retain them;
one strong provincial administration
modelled  somewhat like that of
Ontario would govern the thres maritime
provinces better than those that now
do it. There are too many cocked hats,
too m speakers, too many sergeants-of
arms, many aides-de-camp, too many
guards of honor, too many clerks, too many
sessional writers, too many queen’s print-
ers, too many official gazettes, too many
houses of parliament, too many fires to be
kept going, too many stationery bills to be
paid, too many cog-wheels altogether on the
machinery of legislation in Canada.

No wonder people are beginning to ad-
vocate legislative union, We are in favor
of the federal principle with strong local
governments, But all encumbrances
should be removed. We want the federal
principle applied in its simplicity.

Extravagance is wanton in every depart-
ment of the administration, whether local
or federal.

Let us get out the pruning hook.

OHRONIQUES.

About forty years ago barter was a com-
mon mode of exchange in Upper Canada.
We read in Bunnycastle’s *‘ Canada” that
newspapers about Christmas -time usually
intimated to their subscribers * that wood
for warming the printer will be very ac-
ceptable.” In these days any editor who
gets David Blain’s letters has no need for
other fuel.

For the same reason no valid
titles can be given by either the dominion
or the Ontario government, and it would
be well, therefore, for any persons inclined
to buy out claims to bear in mind the risk
they are running.

The Canal Question.
From the Winnipeg Sun.

The canal convention held at Dauluth,
Miun,, yesterday endorsed the scheme for
constructing forty miles of canal, whereby
the waters of the Red River and Lake
Superior will be joined and steam naviga-
tion be made possible far inta the interior
of the Northwest. The country tributary
to this waterway will be equal to the area
of the Middle and Eastern States, Geor-
gian Bay canal will form a complement to
this water way, and preserve the carrying
trade for Canada. Many people think the
day for canals is passed. As a matter of
fact-the usefulness of canals is only now
beginning to be appreciated. For the
carrying of dead freight they can always
underbid railways.

The Symptomatology of Bright's Disease.
From the Lancet,

M. Dieulafoy lately called attention to
certaitraymptoms of Bright’s disease (paren-
chymatods snd mixed nephritis), of which
too little notice has, he thinks, been taken.
The most important of them is frequency
of micturition a symptom  which
although frequently associated with
polyuris, may exist independently
of any increase in the quantity

of urine, Insome cases the symptom is
very troublesome ; the bladder has to be
emptied twelve or fifteen times a night,and

twenty or twenty-five times in each twenty-
four hours, and this . although the total
qmntitg‘ of urine may not amount to a
pint. This symptom Dieulafoy proposes to
term pollakuria, and it may be nian-
ifested in three forms :

1. An early form may attend the com-
mencement of the renal disease, of which it
may be indeed the earliest manifestation’
and of considerable diagnostic significance.

2. A late form, which attends the chron-
ic stage of the disease.which has coramenced
acutely.

8. A form ip which the symptom is at-
tended with great pain and distress, and is
lccqmpanlgﬂ by tenesmus and spasm ef the
sphincter, and lasting from three to eight
minutes.

Another symptom . is irritation of the
skin, M. Dieulafoy asserts that it is met
with in one-third of the persons suffering
from ‘‘ albuminous nephritis,” whether in-
terstitial, parenchymatous, or mixed, and
that it is especially frequent in women,
This symptom is also met with in different
forms. Sometimes it has the character ot
ordinary puritus, and may be thus the
initial symptom of Bright's” disease, pre-
ceding for raonths any other inconvemience.
It has been explained by uramia, and has
been attributed to an excretion of urea. by
the skin, but in one of his cases the symp-
tom was not present, although a large
amount of urea was excreted by the skin,
In other cases the itching is much slighter,
and is described as resembling the sensa-
tion prpduced by the contact of & hair with
the skin.

J Blackett Robinson (Torouto), 1st vice,-
president; G Patullo (Woodstock), 2d vice.-
president: W C Climie (Bowmanville), sec-
retary, The party, which numbered 115
ladies and gentlemen, then proceeded to
the Union station and took a special train
on the Credit Vulley railway for Manitobs,
to which province the annual excursion is
being held.

THE PRESIDENTAL ADDRESS.

To
its already imposing list of 565, at the last
meeting, 28 new publications had been
added, showing that in numbers, at least,
they were certainly equal to the capabilities

COURT OF FORESTERS.

The High Chief Ranger’s Address—Report
of the Executive Committee—Changes
in the General Law.

The Subsidiary high court of Canada of
the ancient order of Foresters assembled
for its annual session in the Canadian Odd-
fellows hall at Yonge and Alice streets
yesterday forenoon. There were about
thirty-six delegates present, representing
courts in St. Marys, Owen Sound, Chat-
ham, Stratford, Windsor, Barrie, York-
yille, Meaford, Guelph, Oshawa, Hamilton,
Galt, Brantford, Dundas, Preston, Wood-
stock, Bowmanville, Mitchell, London,
Ingersoll, Pt. Edward, 8t. Thomas, Kin-
cardine, Seaforth and Toronto. High
Chief Ranger Lucas, of Toronto, presided,
and in his welcoming address said that the
order had made gratifying progress since
the formation of the high court. Al
though but one new court had heen opened
the membership had increased by 400. In
a few months the Montreal courts would be
affilisted with them. The success of -the
subsidiary high court was now assured, it
baving so far accomplished all that
had been hoped for.- Following
the chief ranger, came & report from the
executive committee which stated in detail
the general business of the order since
the formation of the high court. Since the
last meeting the Windsor district, with
162 members, and Toronto district with 640
members, had dissolved and registered
their members in the funeral fun A
colonization company having beem formed
in London, in connection with the Inde-
pendent order of Foresters, but using the
name of their order, a circular was issued
to the courts, and to the minister of thein-
terior, repudiating all connection with is,
The sick and funeral fund was composed of
the three courts lately forming the Windsor
and Chatham district, and a court opened at
Barrie in February, Money was raised by
loan from the courts, and goods necessary
for the demand of the order kept in stock.
The endowment fund was in a prosperous
condition, the amount generally applied
for being $1000. Some alterations in the
rules governing the fund were proposed.
The Ancient Forester had been taken in
charge by the council, and its issue continu-
ed as the organ of the order.
Several additions to the ritual of the
order were proposed. This closed the bus-
iness of the foreuoon.

The afternoon and night sessions were
devoted to the consideration of changes in
the general law. A long debate ensued on
the question as to whether the local courts
or the subsidiary high court should defray
the expenses of ?oleptel to the high court,

The question was finally referred
to the committee on mileage
and per diem. The Montreal districts

were altered as follows : London, Kincar-
cine and St. Thomas to form one district ;
Woodstock and Ingersoll to form a district;
Hamilton, Dundas, Brantford, Galt and
Preston to be a district; Stratford, St.
Marys and Guelph to be a district; Meaford
and Mitchell to be a district ; Wind-
sor, Chatham and Buckthorne to
be a district; Toronto and York-
ville ‘to be a district ; and Oshawa and
Bowmanyille to be a district. An order
was passed that the Jistrict chief ranger be
elected by the repfesentatives from the
courts in the respective districts, instead of
being wnoince(?.:y the high chief ranger
as heretofors, The above were the main
changes made in the general law.

pany have no power to take the material or
land in question. A writ of prohibition
will therefore issue, unless an appeal, as is
possible, can be sucpessfully maintained.

From a Station to a Wareh

The increase in imports at this port has
been so great recently that the custom offi-
cials have experienced no little difficulty in
storing goods in the limited bonded ware-
h use at the Great Western station, foot of
Yonge street. To prevent an entire block-
ade in the receipt of gouds Collector Patton

was obliged to take advantage of
an order from the commissioner of
customs to clear the warehouse

once a week instead of fortnightly, as here.
tofore. Several merchants thought this
was pretty sharp practice, but Mr. Patton
had to get the goods out of bond, else there
would be no room for the new shipments

that weie comstantly arriving,. Even
with a weekly delivery it re-
quired to work overtime and extra

help to keep pace with the state of afliirs
and to avoid a blockade, Either the accom-
modation at the Great Western sheds should
be enlarged or the weekly delivery must
continue, despite the protest of some of the
city merchants. This was the condition of
things when Mr. Hickson and d&he
other leading officials of the Grand
Trunk, who now have the management
of the Geat Western came into tocwn., Mr.
Patton yesterday called on Mr. Hickson
and represented to him the difficulties
which the custom house officials experi-
enced on' account of the inadequate bonded
accommodation at the Great Western sta-
tion. On invitation of the -collect-
or Mr. Hickson and other head
officials of the Grand -Trunk visited the
premises, and as a result it is understood
that he promised if no unforseen circum-
stance happened to convert the whole Great
Western station premises into a bonded
warehnuee, which means that after things
are fixed no more trains will run from
Yonge street. This will relieve the custom
house -people of a difficulty and the mer-
chants of a grievance,
