HOW TO Float BARBARIANS. THE BOSPHORE ESTfTIEH.A BATTLE ! A VICTORY FOB IB1LAID; planned with a view of effecting a juncture 

; with-Col. Otter's column, now about twenty 
miles distant The Indians are scattering in 
a 1 directions. Col. Herchmer's advance is 
regarded as a masterly piece of work. The 
garrison is in ecstasies at their delivery. 
When «Col. Herchmer appeared in eight 
women and children wept and the men 
shouted their welcome with a tiro that mus* 
have rather paralysed the few redskins about. 
At. any rate they speedily made themselves 
scarce.

Col. Herchmer reached the crossing at 
Battle river three miles away last night and 
camped there, not thinking it wise to cross 
during the darkness. A detachment from the 
garrison went down to the ferry and kept 
gngrd. The force was large enongh to frigh 
ten away the hostiles who were prowling 
around last night The approach to the town 
was gained without opposition.

Unfortunately the joy over our succor is not 
unmarred, for within the last day or two the 
Indians have commit tad more outrages in this 
district About a dozen of them rode in last 
evening and fired Judge Rouleau's house, in­
dulging in peculiarly fantastic dances in the 
light of the fiâmes* Another Hudson bay 
warehouse has also been fired.

Frank Smart the young man who wa8 
killed while on picket duty Wednesday night, 
was buried with military honors to-day. The 
body was conveyed to the grave on a gun 
carriage, the home guard forming an escort* 
Smart was about 27 years of age and came 
from Glengarry, Ont He leaves a wife and 
child in the barracks here. He was shot in 
the back by an Indian while doing outpost 
duty about 3 lies out He was a grain mer­
chant **

A scout just in says Col. Otter's column was 
expected to camp on the south side of Battle 
river to-night and cross in the morning.

Four scouts had a skirmish yesterday with 
20 Indians, but beat them off. A large party 
of mounted Indians were riding about the 
hills south of here last night Signal fires are 
seen in all directions. Tne garrison was kept 
under arms all last night.

Inspector Dickens reports a tough trip down 
the river from Fort Pitt He states that Factor 
McLean, Hudson's Bay company, went to the 
camp to talk with the Indians, but was made 
prisoner. Under the penalty of death he wa8 
required to take all the civilians out of th 
fort when the police were to be massacred. 
Over thirty, of all ages, went to the camp, and 
it appearing that the capture of the fort would 
cost too many lives thé Indians compromised, 
lettin? the police and the arms free for the 
surrender of the fort

girls of the district to be taught in a pleasant 
and practical way household duties, inch as 
building fires, bread and bed making, my <ng 
table, laundry processes, sweeping, dusting 
and the arranging of rooms, etc. In other 
words to teach them to become useful ser­
vants and so fit them to be good wives and 
mothers. Miss Huntington, tne lady who con­
ceived the idea, was quick to carry it into 
effect. It proved to be exceedingly taking, it 
has already been largely adopted in the prin­
cipal cities of Knglaud and the east. Thou­
sands of girls have in this way been lifted out 
of the gutter and made capable of earning a 
respectable living asservants.

The Northern W. C. T. U. of Toronto are 
about to start aa institution of this nature. A 
skilful lady teacher from New York has been 
engaged to teach the system and inaugurate 
the garden. Two things are imperatively 
needed : First, at least twenty four well-bred 
and earnest young ladies who will give the r 
services ns teachers, they to he taught by this 
lady frtm New York; secondly, money suffi­
cient to pay the ladioi* expense» and purchase 
materipli for t^e garden. All who are willing 
to lend a hand by time or mon-^y can communi­
cate wii n the president, Mrs. Clark, Huntley 
street, or th3 corresponding ie:retary, Miss J.

London, April 24.—-In the house of com. 
mons this afternoon Gladstone anmuaced 
that the French charge d’affaires left Cairo to­
day. A subsequent cablegram says that Mr. 
Gladstone’s statement was erroneous.

A Cairo despatch, however, states definitely 
that the French charge d'affaires in Egypt 
there, has received orders to suspend all 
official relations witn Egypt and to declare 
that France declines to sanction the Egyptian 
financial convention, and reserves to herself 
complete liberty of action. The affair has 
created the greatest excitement all over 
Europe and in Egypt and is taken as a sure 
indication that * ranee has a secret under­
standing With Russia.

The charge d’affaires has delayed his depar­
ture from Cairo. It is stated that Egypt offers to 
compromise with France oy makingan apology 
end admitting that her officials violated the 
rights of domicile of the publishers of the 
Bosphore Eg> ptien, the apology, however, to 
contain no allusion to tho seizure of the

A Stormy Scene In Parliament over the 
Irish Registration BUI — The Severn- 

tent take* time to Consider the Matter*
London, April 24.—There was a stormy dis­

cussion in the commons this evening over the 
bill for the registration of voters in Ireland. 
Mr. Nolan, home ruler, moved an amendment 
providing that tho charges for registration be 
provide 1 for by the general government in­
stead of locally. Mr. Gladstone* vigorously 
opposed the amendment. Mr. Childers im­
plored the Irish members to have patience, 
and claimed that their proposal would cause 
an additional burden upon the taxpayers of 
£130.000. Mr. Nolan was obdurate, and the 
amendment was carried by 62 to 5X After 
the announcement of the vote Mr. Gladstone 
adjourned the debate in order that the govern­
ment might consider the question.

There was much excitement in the house 
over the government's defeat. Before the di­
vision Mr. Gladstone stated that the govern­
ment reserved freedom of action if the 
amendment carried.

Mr. Gladstone repiled^that 
never during the present correspondence with 
Russia, or the discussion of the ser ous ques* 
tiens at present before parliament, had thegov* 
eminent said anything to the prejudice of the 
idea advanced by the questioners. As, how­
ever, every answer made by the govern men1 
in the commons was announced to Russia, 
the government had decided that it was 
neither advisable nor convenient to make 
declarations through parliament.

St. Petersburg, April 24.—It is reported 

that Russian troops are advancing u non Ti; pul.
The government is having thousands of 

Whitehead torpedoes manufactured for the 
protection of the northern coast. An extra­
ordinary credit of of 250,000,000 roubles for the 
navy is about to be granted. Naval circles 
are at fever h°at over the reported presence 
of a British ironelad at Vladivostok, a Rus­
sian port on the sea of Japan.

Bosphore Bgvptien.
In the lobbies of the commons this afternoon 

it was said Mr. Gladstone, pale and a g.Uted, 
made an almost pathetic appeal to 
members of parliament not to press 
upon the government questions concerning 
th* situation! n Egypt < r the condition of cor­
respondence with Russia. Mr. Gladstone was 
evidently much disturbed over the rupture by 
trance in her rtlirions with Egypt.

Diplomatic relations between Etfypt and 
France have not been broken. The French 
charge d’affaires have been instructed to go to 
Alexandria to-morrow and if Egypt fails to 
make a satisfactory rjply he will leave 
Alexandria to-morrow eveniner. In the event 
of a rupture the interests of France will be 
confided to the Russian consulate.

Three French transports with 4000 troops 
now in the Suez canal have been ordered to 
remain there for the present.

It is believed here that France and Russia 
are concertina against England.

Karl Granville has telegraphed Sir Evelyn 
Baring, the British minister to Etrypt, to sup­
port Nubar Pasha to tie utmost extremity in 
his refusal to make apologies or reparation 
for the suppre- s on o* the Bosphore Egyptien.

Cairo, April 24.—The French flag at ihe 
consulate has been hauled down Nub*r 
Pasha gives no sign of yielding.

Tho moustache had been removed by 
the murderer, the body had been concealed 
for days in the trunk, yet Mr. Fraser recog­
nized the identity. He there is now no doubt 
that Dr, Maxwell killed Preller and left hie 
body in the trunk in the St. Louis hotel.

The most plausible theory is that Preller 
was a member of a secret society with Max­
well; that th- latter murdered him 
he suspected him of being a spy, and tnat the 
society was probably a European anarohastic 
one.

Northwest, the same general considerations 
hold good. We should; not be obliged to 
seek the eavagee on their own ground. 
They, if they want to 'fight, should have 
to come to ue, not we to them. Bat the 
one drawback to this il the existence of 
far back and detached settlement». Let it 
be recognized that we have eavagee to deal 
with, and act accordingly. At convenient 
points let there be forte «uffioiently gar­
risoned, each one of them wr.fl shot and 
shell enough to blow ten thousand Indiana 
off the ground in an hour. And what then 
would happen ! This, simply, that the 
savages would not make any attack at all. 
They would let ui alone, and there would 
be nobody killed at all.

Why should not Russia, too, be dealt 
with as a barbarian power ? Let Britain’s 
maritime power be used to shut her up in 
the Baltic and the Black eea, and let her 
help herself. Russia would soon fry in 
her own grease if Germany did not oome to 
her aid, whioh is always a contingency to 
be dreaded, for the tympathies of Berlin 
are rather more with-the east than with 
the west of Europe. But Britain needs to 
■end no army to invade Russia, no such 
thing has ever been thought of. Napo- 
leon'i invasion is not likely to be repested, 
but if he had in his time armed Poland 
and Hungary he might have driven 
the Tartar back to hit native wilds. 
Britein’s proper course would be now to 
treat Russia as a barbaric power, with 
whom treaties are valueless. Let us 
realise that we have barbarians to dea^ 
with and act accordingly. To treat Rnssi, 
as a civilized power has been a profound 
mistake all through. Her statesmen do 
write diplomatic notes, in French, bat her 
Cossack officers do as they please in Central 
Asia. We have to deal with savages 
wearing a thin disguise of civilization, 
Mr. Gladstone’s mistaken friendship for 
the great robber power of Europe will yet 
cost England dear.

A prominent Winnipeg gentleman when

A McCharles, who represents the Manitoba 

and Northwestern railway in " this city, re­
ceived the following characteristic letter from 
a farmer rear Portage La Praiile this week, 
which accurately describes the way most of 
the settle râ there regard the Riel trouble:

“We do not ta&e much stock in the rebellion 
here. We are not loyal enough to be very 
anxious to volunteer in such a doubtful cause, 
and not quite exasperated enough over our 
wrongs to join tine rebels.

Cream Cakes for Dessert.

Dish 
with the ham cut in strips and laid about the 
edge of the dish. Strain the gravy, season, 
thicken with browned flour, and serve in a 
boat.

Boston Cream Cakes—According to Marion 
Harland should be made as follows: Take one- 
half pound of butter, three-fourths of a pound 
of flavor, six eggs and a pint of warm, not 
scalding milk. Stir the butter into the warm 
water and heat slowly to a boil. Then put in 
the flour, boil and stir one minute, and empty 
into a dish to get cold. Beat the eggs light 
and whip, first the yolks, then the whites, into 
the cooled paste. Drop in great spoonfuls 
upon buttered paper, not letting them touch 
each other, and bake in a quick oven for ten 
minutes. They should puff up to four times 
their original siz \ Pass a sharp knife lightly 
around each split, and fill with the cream.

Filling for Cream Cakes.— One quart of 
milk, four tablespoonfuls of corn starch, two 
eggs, two cups of sugar, one teaspoonful of 
butter and vanilla to season. Heat three cups 
of milk and stir in the corn starch wet wuh 
the other cupful. Beat the eggs and sugar to­
gether and add the boiling mixture by 

Put in the butter, mix well and cool 
before adding the vanilla.
