Scattered throughout the chamber was
a large number of leading citizens, In the
southwest corner of the room were gath-
erad the two principal candidates and their

friends. Mr. Howland was seated between |

Mr. Henry O'Brien and Mr. Edward Gur-
ney, while Mr. Hugh Blain and Mr. W. R,
Brock were in close #ttendance upon Mayor
Maoning. Mr. James French, contrary to
all previcus custom, was conspicuous by
his ab The ting throughout was
fairly orderly, barring the presence of the
usual quota of “*disturbers” that find their

_ way into all public gatherings. Mr. Den~
json and Mr. Defoe, in gracvious speeches,
withdrew from thegcontest, The movers
and seconders of these géntlemen made
brief speeches,

Mr. E. Gurney, as the mover of Mr,
Howland, spoke at length in advocacy of
that gentleman’s candidacy. Mr. Gurney
saw much that needed reforming in our
city. We wanted clean streets, good water
and a proper administration of the law, If
the mayor and aldermen who had served
the city in the past had neglected these
important matters they could not go back,
He believed his friend Mr. Howland had
the ‘pluck and ability to rectify many of
the errors and wrongs under which the
city labored, and be hoped to see him
elected. [Applause.]

Dr. W. W, Ogden had the most implicit
faith in Mr. Howland’s ability to fill the
mayor's chair. He scented the presence of.
*“rings” and jobbery in the council. The
people paid he?y taxes, notwithstanding
that they also paid for their own |
improvements, In :the face of this fact
the taxes should not exceed 14 or 14} mills |
fn-the dollar,

Mr, W. R. Brock did not see the logioc of
such statements. It was an easy matter
to talk aboust “‘rings” and high taxes on
nomination day. *“Why,” he asked, ‘‘did
not these gentlemen advance their pratests
earlier in the day ?”

Mr. David ™~ Blain contended .for the
ﬁrincip]e‘that a mayor who had served the
city faithfully, as his friend, Mayor Man-
ping, had done, was entitled $0 -a second
term. It was now a recognized rule, and
he did not see why it should be departed
from now. Mr, Blain did not consider our
taxos were excessive when the growing
demands ot the city were taken into con-
sideration, -

The candida'es were the last two
speakers, Both of them made stirring
addresses, Mr, Howlsnd said the present
condition of the city was & critical one.
Toronto had now over 100,000 inhabitants,
The histories of American cities who had
reached this number all went to show that

wnless the people stepped in and took a firm |-

control, we, like them, would disgrace our
gelves and become enthralled in & municipal
system that is universally despised.  Our
most pressing needswereincreased attention
“to the health of the city, both morally and
physically ; a careful supervision of our
taxes and the expenditure of public money ;
and the many dangers that surrounded
the Esplanade removed. Mr. Howland
explained at length how all the evils he had
enumerated could be remedied—viz.. by
returning him as the next mayor. [Ap-
planse]. He specially referred to the
existence of unlicensed drinking shops in
the city, and in a measure blamed Mayor
Manning and the police for not stamping
them out.

Mayor Manning then took up the cudgels
in his own defence, He verily believed
that during the past twelve months he
had discharged the duties of the chief
magistrate in & conscientious, straightfor-
ward manner, and he challenged = Mr,
Howland or any of his friends to find to the
contrary, He had too much stake in
Toronto to . sacrifice her interests for
_any paltry consideration. ‘If  the
taxes were high he attributed it
to the rapid growth of the ocity
and the - many improvements that
had been made. As to the presence of un-
licensed liquor dens in the city, if they
exiated it was the duty of the license com-
missioners and their inspectors to look
after them. The police had rendered
valuable aid in assisting to suppress these
places. As for the high taxes, when he
took office he found a deficiency of $105,~
000, which had to be paid. He thought
that with those deficiences paid up and.
the improved ocondition of things, the
taxes would go back to 15 mills. Speak-
ing of the drainage of the city, his wor-
ship said : “We have been charged with
never having had prepared any plans for the
construction of a trunk sewer, Y ears ago
such plans were prepared by the late Mr.
Shanly and could now be seen in the
city engineer’s office.. I do not profess to
know more than others, but my plan for a
trunk sewer would be something like this :
A large sewer should be constructed along
Queen street to the Don, which would
carry off the drainage from the water shed
as far north as Bloor street; then a smnlh'ar
sewer on Front street which would drain
the land between it and the other end,
emptying the sewage into the first. .I
would have a _third that would drain
Yorkville, and carry ali down by a canal
beyond Norway, thence to Ashbridge’s
bay, where it could: not be brought back
by & storm to injure the health of the
city, . I would oover over the canal
and make a drive.” Mr. Manning con-
eluded by boping that he 'would be re—

tarned by a handsome majority.

Climate in dAncient Rome,

Climate, the Lancet points out, was fully
appreciated by the Roman physicians of
the early ages as a remedy or prophylactic.
Thus in the terrible plague that swept
Italy in 188, the Emperor Commodus, at
the instance of his medioal ~advisers,
quitted Rome, where the mortality was
heaviest, for Laurentum, on the Latin
ghore. The dense laurel groves, from
which the place took its name, emitted an
oaor which seemed to antagonize the pes-
tilence, and suggested to the Roman
physicians the inhalation aromatic
essonces as a preventive for those who
could not leave the city, The passage in
Herodian (1., 12) from which these facts
are taken is of much interest to the histo-
rian of medicine,

Sounding the Liberails.

LoxpoN, Dec. 28.—A circular was re=
cently sent to all liberal members of the
new parliament, asking them to state their
opinions on the Irish bome rule question.
In their replies most - members avoid
explicit statements, but the majority of
those who exprees definite opinions are
opposed to giving to an Irish parliament
the control of matters of police, and favor
confining the legislatize powers of such a
parliament to matters of local government.
A number of members insist that
the unity of the empire must overtop
all efforts ‘to ‘conciliate the Irish
tenantry. On the whole the replies show
it is hopeless to expect from the liberals
any ooncession acceptable to the Parnell-
ites.

Mr, Gladstone and his colleagues in the
late cabinet continue to exchange views on
the Irish question.

The Pail Mall Gazette, reviewing the
sitnation, predicts that the Salisbury gove
ernment. will be given an extemsion of
power, and says it is po-sible that the
government may make an attempt to sup-
press Ireland with high hended coercion.
The cabinet will meet on Thursday to
settle the program of the coming session.

ALLEGED IMPIOUS PICIURES.

Austria and Hungary Excited Over the
Works of a Russian Artist. 3

LoxpoN, Deo. 28,—The authorities of
Austria and Hungary are determined to
punish M, Vereschagen, the Russian artist,
for painting sand exhibiting his impious
pictures “entitled The Resurrection and
The Heoly Family, These compositions
are very realistic and are intended to
show - that Christ accomplished his
miracles by trickery and without super-
human power, The pictures have been
multiplied by phetography and are scat-
tered broadcast throughout the Austrian
and Hungarian oapitals, An expiatory
mass has been ocelebrated in Vienna to
ward off evile that the exhibition of these
pictures would otherwise bring. Cardinal
Haynald and the leading members of the
Magyar nobility bave given notice that
they will withdraw their patronage from
Budapesth, which exhibits Vereschagen’s
pictures. The government at Vienna has
ordered the prosecution of the Russian
artist’s Vienpa agent for seiling photo-
graphic ocopies of -the objectionable
pictures,

FOR WANT OF A QUORUVM

The Moribund City Council Adjourns in
the Middie of Iis Businoss.

Magor Manning;was not present at the
meeting of the city vouncil last night when
the hour to open proceedings (7.30) had
arrived and Ald. Baxter was made the
presiding officer for the evening. The ses-
sion was a dull and heavy ome, and at
10.15 the meeting broke up for want of a
quorum, As the year draws to a close
many of the alderman evinge & mania for
looking upon the council meetings as
a.piece of by-play, and as & consequence
important bylaws are rushed through
with indecent haste and the gen-
eral business of the council is con.
ducted in & Jlax manper. Among the
petitions read was one from G, S. Morphy
and eighteen other residents of the island
praying that a canal eighty feet wide and
six feet deep be constructed from & point
near the city wharf In front of Mead’s
hotel so the south shore of Kennedy’s
pond. The petitioners agreed to pay ha'f,
provided the sum was net over ;
H. A. Massey and others petitioned for a
block pavement, as a looal improvement,
in Massey street from King street to
Wellington avenue, Sixteen ratepayers
who live in the vicinity of the Rose avenue
fire hall petitioned to have a telephone put
in the hall, The petitioners said the
locality named was isolated and as several
burglaries had ocourred in tke neighbor-
hood they wanted to be within earshot of
the police. A batch. of communications,
including’ the usual amount of claims
against the oity, were read, Ald. Defoe
introduced the usual bylaw providing for
the appointment of city anditors.

The council went into committee of the
whole on a bylaw to exempt the factory
and plant of the Toronto Syrup company,
at the foot of Princess street, from taxation
for a term of ten years under the usual
conditions. The bylaw was passed
through all its stages, and the presiding
officer was ordered to sign thesame, ~Ald.
Carlyle’s bylaw to provide for flank allow-
ances on corner lots or streets where per-
manent pavements and sidewalks have
been, or shall hereaiter be, constructed,
which has been before the council for over
three months, was finally disposed of after
a lengthy discussion by passing through all
ita readings. The bylaw, however, met
with strong opposition from Ald. Hall,
Walker and Mitchell, These gentlemen
moved several amendments to the bylaw
as introduced by Ald, Carlyle, but they
were all voted down, They demanded
fuller information and an estimate of the
amount of thess allowances, It is said it
will take $300,000 to cover them.,

Bylaws respecting the opening up of De
Grasai street (St. Mathew’s ward), Harris
street (St. Matthew's ward), Hamilton
street (St. Matthew’s ward), and providing
for one ward in each case, were rushed
through and ordered to be signed.

When report No, 37 of the executive was
taken up it was found that there were only
geventeen members in the room, and the
president declared the council adjourned
for want of a quorum,

A more
primitive but more successful method was
¢mployed within the memory of living
men in a remote part of Ireland, the pati~
ent being the eldest son of the family, a fine
lad of 19. His recovery appearing hope-
less from the strong symptoms of hydro-
phobia which he exhibited, the docters
decided upon bleeding*him to death as the
only alternative to the barbarous plan of
smothering under a feather bed, which was
then common. A vein was opened and he
was locked into an outhouse and left to die,
But toward evening the milkmaid of the
honsehold, passing near the spot with her
puil, was amazed to hear the sufferer’s
volee faintly asking for ‘‘something to
drink.” Overjoyed at this unmistakable
sign of recovery, she lost no time in sum-
moning assistance, and the young man’s
life was saved, the physicians ascribing his
extraordinary esoape to the carrying off of
the poisen by the copious flow of blood.

BURKE KNOCKS OUT CLEARY.

Anr Exclting Sparring Contest at Chicago
in the Presence of Many People,

CHicaGo, Dec, 28 —Probably the most
exciting glove contest ever witnessed in
Chicago occurred here to-night, in which
Jack Burke of Chicsgo in three rounds
knocked out Mike Cleary of New York.
Fully 4000 persons assembled in Battery
D to witness the mill. A large per-
centage of the ocrowd were enthusi.
astic admirers of Burke. The proe
gram said, ‘' Marquis of Queensbury
rules,” emall gloves, six rounds. It was
nearly 10 o’clock when the lions of the
evening made their appearance, Wm.
Bradhum was referce. Prof. Tom Chand-
ler of Boston, and Capt. Dalton, appeared
a8 seconds to Cleary, while Tom Cgandlor
of Chicago and Jack Flatte performed the
same service for Burke. Both men were in
prime condition, Burke tipping the scales
at 165 pounds, and Cleary at about
the same. AS$ exactly ten o’clock the
men faced each other, sparred an instant
for an opening, and 2 moment later Cleary
went to grass from ‘a terrific back-hander
from Burke's left, which struck bim square
in the eye and brought bloed, The round
finished with someé ineffectual attempts on
Cleary’s part to get in his right on Burke's
face. The second round panned out rather
favorably for Cleary, who got in a stinging
counter with his left on Burke's cheek. He
tapped him gently twice more, and the
round closed with some oautious sparring
on both sides,

When the men stood up for the third
round Burke's pink and glowing skin
showed in strange contrast to the almost
marble whiteness of Cleary’s fina face and
pbysique. Burke’s whole aspect was elo~
quent of vigor and confidence, yet Cleary,
E:l: and supple, looked well his match,

ly in this exciting bout Cleary got what
later proved to have been the blow that
decided the contest. The New York
forced the fighting at first but Burke soon
crowded in on him impetuously, foroed
him into his cornmer, hit him two rastling
blows on the face with his left, then parry-
ing Cleary’s right with his own right glove,
struck the New Yorker heavily om the
neck. Cleary staggered and seemed dazed
for » moment, then recovered himself with
an effort and forced Burke desperately to
the opposite side of the ring. It could be
seen that the New Yorker was breething
heavily, and shook luﬁ::Iy with suppressed
excilement, while ke, perfectly cool
and oollected, watched calmly for his
chance. It came, and quick as a flash his
right arm shot out and Cleary fell like a
log. The blow caught him fairly just
beneath and bebind his left ear and knocked
him senseless.

“He's killed,” said someone, The great
crowd of spectators were silent. Burke
stepped up to his fallen adversary and as
Cleary did not move, but lay stretched at
full length on his back, stooped over and
shook him gently, his face exhibiting
genuine alarm. A little later, Cleary’s
prostrate form showed signs of life and the
crowd arose with wild ories of ‘Burke!
Burke I” It seemed as though the plate
form would be torn in pieces when the
champion climbed over the rapes and
walked to his dressing room as steady as
when he came out, Cleary’s seconds

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The Treaty of 1818,

The indications are that the old standing
fishery trouble will not be as easily settled
as has until quite recently been supposed.
Something like a bombshell has fallen, in
the shape of & memorial to congress, which
is being ocirculated by the American Fish-
ery uniom for signatures at Glouoester,
Marblehead, Rockport, Boothbay and
other places on the Massachasetts and
Maine coasts, where the interests of this
fmpertant industry oentre. The memorial
earnestly warns oongress against acoom-
plishing the decline and ruin of the Ameri-
can fisheries by referring the points in dis=
pute to an {nternational commiseion, ap~
pointed at the solicitation of Canada, and
stre to be controlled by British influence,

By the last census the amount of Ameri-
can eapital invested in the fisheries in 1850
was $37,055,349, The snnual product of
the industry was more than $43,000,000.
It gave employment to 131,426 persons,
and it gave bread and butter to not Jess
than 650,000 men, women and children.
More than half of the capital is farnished
by the New England states—Massachu~
setts and Maine together supplying nearly
$18,000,000 of the $38,000,000, Almost
one-half of the total tonnage of the induse
try belongs to those two states.

The New York Sun says that the only
fall statement yet published of the matter
i its present aspects, and of the fisher-
men’s grounde of complaint against the
polioy eaid to be contemplated by the
department of state, is afforded by the
Hon. R. 8. Spofford, of Newburyport, in
an interview published a few days ago in
the Boston Evening Traveler. Mr. Spol-
ford is & demoorat, but his eriticiem of Mr.

, Bayard’s course is very sharp ; and it gets
weight and force, so says the Sun, from
his thorough knowledge of the history of
American diplomacy on the subject i the
fisheries since the treaty of 1783.

The settlement with England at the end
of the revolutionary war was very favor-
able to American fishing interests, The
right to take fish not only on the Grand
banks and all other banks of Newfoundland
and in the Guif of St. Lawrenoce, but also
on the coasts, bays, and creeks of the Brit-
ish provinces, was recognizad and secured
$o the people of the United States without
restriction or limitation, This right was
unchallenged until after the second
war. The treaty of Ghent neglected
to mention the fisheries; Great
Britain thereupon began to insist that the
fishing rights conceded by the Treaty of
Independence no longer existed. After a
bitter controversy the United States con-
cluded with England another treaty, that

1818, far loss favorable to American
fishermen, It remounced, on the part of
the United States, the right to fish “within

“hree marine miles of any of the coasts,
baye, and harbors of his Britanvic Majes-
ty’s dominions in North Amerioa.” The
provisions of this treaty, Mr. Spofford

says, have again come into force by the |

recent termination of the fishing articles of
the Treaty of Washington.

Here we come to the present practical
point in the whole business. The treaty
of Waskington, made in 1871, has lapsed,
or as much of it as relates to the fisheries.
And the consequence is, that on and after
New Year's day the treaty of 1818 springs
back into full force and virtue. It would
have come into foree again on the 1st of
July last, but for the citcumstdnce that a
temporary arrangement had been made to
continue to American fishermen for six
months longer the privileges granted to
them by the treaty of 1871.

At this result there is raging among the
fishermen of Maine and Massachusetts;
wnd Mr, Spofford, himself a democrat,
frames & severe indictment against &
demooratic secretary of state. But, as
Boss Tweed might have said —what are

. they going to do about it? Let them
denounce as they may the treaty of
Washington and the Halifax award, the
fact remains that it is neither of these
arrangements, but the old treaty of 1818,
thet must govern the case within three
deys from this date, Will President
Cleveland and his oabinet deliberately and
formally repudiate a solemn international
treaty, now acknowledged to be in force,
on the ground that on that occasion their
predecessors made a bad bargain? Scarcely,
we should say. And it may be that a
strong belief that they must shrink from
taking this extreme course is at the bottom
of the indigeation now exhibited by the
New England fishermen and their most
conspicuous advocate.

Meanwhile it may occur to Canadians
that, if old treaties and settlements are Yo
be torn up, then we must demand that
others besides that of 1818 be overhauled.

- Por instance, that settlement of the Maine
boundary line, by which, with the aid of a
false map, designedly constructed in order
to misload, British representatives were
fooled into giving away s big section of
New Brunswick, prejecting the state of
Maine far into that province, where it
pever had any business to be. Or that
gettlamens of the bourdary west of Lake
Superior, in which our neighbors success-
fully played the grab game again, by
alleging, though they koew better, that
the Lake of the Woods belonged to the
chain of the great lakes, whose waters take
the St. Lawrence route to the sea. After~
wards, when it was too late, the imperfectly
foformed Britishers, who szeem never to
have been more at home than when giving
away Canadian territory to the Americans,
had it told to them that this lake had
nothing to do with the great lakes at all,
but drained into Hudson's Bay.” If our
neighbors will break up old arrangements,
then Canadians must insist that some
others besides that of 1818 be inciuded in
the reconstruotion,

The Brandon BDistrict,

A favorable view of the progress and
prospects of settlers throighout Manitoba
generally, and in the Brandon district in
particular, is given by Mr. Donald Me-
Ewen, who was in the city yesterday, He
was formerly a resident here, but has
shown his faith in the new country
by purchasing » section (640 acres),
about four miles from Brandon, and re-
moving his family thither. He has 200
scres odd broken up, the greater part of
which was ploughed lastfall,and is ready for
seeding when the time comes. The closing

. season of this year was a remarkably fine
one, and highly favorable for fall plough«
ing and other out-door operations,
Ia his neighborhood the ploughs were
kept going up to about the middle of No-
vember, It is not as difficuls as some
people in the east imagine to keep cattle

grass is fine, nourishing food, and puts
them in such heart that they come out in
good condition in the spring. Fowls can
be kept throngh the winter with little
trouble, and to any farmer with a fair
show of & number of aores under orop
their feed costs practically nothing. From
Mr. McEwen's remarks, and information
to the same effect from other sources, we
judge that the days are over for Manitoba
getting her supplies of butter and eggs
from Ontario, The mew country, It Is
shown, can produce several other
things besides wheat. Barley has
already become & orop of some
importance, and in the Brandon
distriot londs of oats weighing from 40 to
46 pounds to the bushel are frequently
Brought to market, The first week of
November one grain firm in Brandon
hoyght 6000 bushels of barley and 6000
Lushels of oats. Already it can be seen
that out there the rule is %o be—cheap
living for the people, in the shape of flour,
meal, potatoes, meat, eggs and dairy
products, with abundance of food for live
stock of all kinds. And, as If to supply
what would otherwise have been & much«
felt want, it is now certain that there is
abundance of coal, with easy conditions of
mining and transportation,

It may startle the most of us to hear of
its being olaimed for Brandon thas it is
already the largest farmers’ delivery grain
market in Canada,  Grain delivery com-
menced there about the middle of Ootober,
and by the 31st the total of whest received
by buyers footed up to 140,218 bushels.
The first week of November the receipts
from farmers’ wagons were 99,610 bushels;
and during the rest of the month they
ranged from 12,000 to 16,000 bushels per
dsy. All grain offered there—frosted
wheat included, though there was not very
much of it—found ready markes, and at
prices satisfactory to the farmers,
