Dr. J. K. Elliott Swears Thai We Is Sewer- 
lag Treat a Cmpllcalloa ot Diseases.

Part ot tbe argument In the rule Issued for 
Police Magistrate Denison to show cause why 
he should not receive evidence end back a 
Quebec warrant for the arrest of Mr. K. E. 
Sheppard was heard at Osgoode Hall y eater- 
day afternoon before Mr. Justice Rose, Com 
mon Pleas Division. Mr. B. B. Osler, Q.O., ap­
peared for the Magistrate, Mr. W. A. Foster, 
Q-C-, for Mr. Sheppard and Messrs. J. J. Mac- 
luron, Q.C.. and G. F. Shepley for the Montreal 
prosecutors.

The last two named argued at length to show 
thai.aa the magistrate was an ex-officio J.P. 
by virtue of bto higher office, he was bound by 
the statutes to endorse Ihe warrant, and that ft 
wua not for him to say whether the prosecution 
was malicious or not, or that Mr. Sheppard had 
id ready been once tried an the charge named 
n toe warrant, that of criminal libel An 

affidavit was put in frqm Dr. j7 E. Elliott, dated 
Nov. 18, and slating that he had attended Mr. 
Sheppard for two years; that for two months 
Mr. Sboppard hut been suffering from 
a complication of diseases resulting from 
valvular disoase of tiiojeurt; that he believes 
a Journey to Montreal Under any fatigue, ex­
citement or undue pressure would bo injurious 
to hto health and probably fatal, and that he 
had warned him against undertaking the Jour­
ney.

Mr. Osier argued at length on behalf of the 
magistrate, who. he claimed, woe not obliged 
to buck the warrant without an affidavit of 
identity of the person charged in the warrant 
S» being the person in Toronto who Is wanted.
