--The Central Committes of 300 in favorof a
Sunday car service whose names were pub-
lished by us two weeksago met on Saturday
evening in the parlor of Shaftesbury Hall
for conference and to lay out a plan of cam~
paign for this week. Representatives were
* present from every one of the ward and
branch committee rooms. The returns of
the canvassing were presented and dis-
cussed fully. The reports from every
part of the city were of & most
' gratifying character, One branch room
reported 6 to'1 ih favor of Sunday cars, an-
other had a favorable majority of 4 to 1, and
even in two small outlying sections in which
it is generally understood tbe movement is
wesakest the sreturns stowed that the sup-
porters of cars were more than holding their
own,

A canvass of women voters in part of
‘Ward Four showed a very large majority in
favor of Sunday cars.

An amusing incident was related of a can-
vasser on the antis’ side in Ward Two who
had"made a return by mistake to the oppo-
site side showing a majority of 96 for the
cars to 33 against.

If one-balf of the promises of support are
kept, Sunday cars will be carried by an
overwhelming majority.

While the antis have been holding meet-
ings and letting off steam, the organization
on the otber side have been quietly at work
locatlug the favorable voters, tickets bave
already been  printed showing each of the

lling places and these kave been widely

STREET RAILWAY EMPILOYES,
The Agreemen: With the Company Pro-
nounced Satisfactory.

A meeting of the employes of the Toronto
Railway Company was beld in Richmond
Hall at 8 o’clock Sunday afternoon to receive
the report from the committee appointed at
the meeting of the employes held last Sun-
day. Mr. J. H. Wallace again took the
chair and Mr. F. W, McCalium acted as
secretary.

After the reading and adoption of the
minutes of the last meeting the agreement
potered into between the employes’ commit-
tee and the oflicers of the Toronto Railway
Company was read by the chairman.

Each clause was discussed separately by
the men, and finally pessed and adopted
witbout one dissenting voice,

It was msved and resolved that the docu-
ment be handed over to the assistant super-
jntendent, Mr E. J. Bird, for safe-keeping on
babalf of the emiployes. i

Many addresses were made, when assur-
ances were given of the loyalty of the men to
the company.

The press, as on the former occasion, was
excluded, but 4 committee was appointed to
prepare and forward a reprt of vhe proceed-
ings to the morning press.

T0 FORM A UNION.
Etreet Cur Employes Decide To Form an
; Organization,

A meeting of street car employes was held
in,room No. 4, Richmdnd Hall, yesterdny
afternoon. -The“ineeting was a secret
ore and the door was carefully tyled.

There were about 300 of vheemployed
present, privcipally conductors, motormen
aud transfer men, with a few elegtricians.
Of those present 200 are voters and are
understood to be about equally divided on
the Sunday car question. .

‘The report of the meeting wus given to
the ' press, but The World was in-
formed last nigbht that Mr.. H
Stanley, motorman oun the bel.c line,
occupied the chair, that it was decided to
form a union to bo known as the Brotherhood
of Conductors, Motormen and Transfermen,
aud that a coustitution aud bylaws were
drafted.

The World was further informed that a
committee of six was appointed. to present
this coustitution and Lylaws to President
McK-uzie te-day. g

Chbairman Stanley stated to the meeting
that his acceptance of the chair might pos-
sibly resuit in his dismissal from the com-
peny’s service. Those present pledged
themselves that should this be the result
they. would strike in a body.

THE COMPANY’S POSITION,
A Letter ¥rom President McKenzie Which
is Self-Explanatory,
ToroNTO, Aug. 19, 1893,
To the Mayor and Corporation of the City
of Tovonto:

The company have always admitted and
hereby admit that all the conditiops of the
agreement dated 1st September, 1891, be-
tween the city and the company for the sale
and grant of the street railway franchise, or
‘privilege, to the company extend and apply
to Sunday in the same way as any otherday
of the week.

And the company will execute under seal
any document which the City Solicitor may
draw for the purpose of carrying this admis-
sivn into effect. 1

The condition for the mileage payments
was fixed 'and settled by the City Council
before the tenders were advertised for, and
the citizens might with equal justice ask the
company to change any of the other con-
ditions of the agreemens.

The company will not surrender
their legal contraet rights, upon which
they and their bondholders bave Ilaid
out .millions of money, and if a majority
of citizens think proper to vote against Sun-
day cars until the company consent to
change the agreement and to pay an addi-
tional mileage there will be no Sunday car
servige in Toronto for the next 28 years,

He wanted to see him branded before the
eyes of men, hispicture in the rogues’ gallery
and exiled from the society of deseut men.

The Rev, James Henderson, M.A. of
Carlton-street - Methodist Church preached
yesterday on Sunday cars. Hesaid he had
not intended to speak on the subject at all
He thought the people had sufficient. intelli-
gence to vote as their conscieuce directed.
He did not believe in eclerical domination,
but he did not think that there was any in
this city, in fact he believed that the people
domineered over the clergy. He would be
very sorry tosay to any man, you shall not
vote for Sunday cars. Was SOrry to say
that the Christian Church had not made
the Sabbath as pleasant as it might
bave done. He was in favor of Helping the
workingman,  People might call him a
socialist (as they bad already done) if they
wished, but bhe did not dare, for in some
seuses he was a Socialist. "He believed that
there was more depending on the Sunday
ear question than could be predicted, and as
no man could judge of that future, every
man should act in this matter as his con-
science and his judgment directed him. For
he was, indeed, but a poor man who would
vote against either. *Let us goon Saturda¥
and vote according to our conscience should
the heavens fall,” said tbe speaker. For if
every muan is true to his own eouvictions on
Saturday, the God of truth will rule every-
thing for good.

ANOTHER CLERGYMAN SPEAKS.
Rev. Mr, Albutt Says the Cars Should Run
On Sunday,

Rev, J. G. Albust, M. A., pastor of the New
Jerusalem Church, Elm-street, preached toa
large congregation last night from the text:
‘“The Sabbath was made for man.” In the

course of his sermon he thus referred to the
Sunday car agitation:

The purpose of Sunday will not be helped by
the display of any ascetic spirit. If distant
friends can be brought together for a few hours
of happy intercourse on this day, the sick visited
more conveniently, a changs of air 2nd surround-
ings more congenial be given to those who need
it, the fatigue of walking loni distance to church
be lessened, with other advantages which riding
would procure, who on the ground of genuine re-
ligion can say nay?

After referring “to the necessity of the
workers' interests belng protected Rev. Mr.
Albutt said;

But whilst pl for h itarianism on
these grounds let us not omit to entertain
humane desires ~ on the other side.
The Saturdav half-holiday is only very
partially here at present, and there are needs in
conpection with our jaded and toilworn workers
in vanous industries, employed from Monday
morning to Saturday night, at present to bé pro-
vided. The medicine of fresh air and change of
scene and associations is calculated to give tone
"to body and minrd, and to furnish a better class of
citizens than when no §such provision is forth-
coming. We must not enforce a crude idea of
rest upon those whose circumstances are very
different from our own, but give them the op-
portunity of taking the rest they feel to be such,
as needful to extend the flela of their
interests, to lift
of an otherwise almost perpetual routine,
and widen their aequaintance with men
and things, thus preparing the  way
for a more iutelligent survey of life and what re-
lates to it to be obtained by them and be an up-
lifting factor in more senses than one in their
career.

Formerly extreme Calvinism forbade smiling
o Sunday. Iltisrelated by Rev. Mr. Lyon that
a declaration was drawn up by certain Calvinistic
clergymen providing that no husband ‘shall kiss
his wife and no mother shall kiss her child on
the Sabbath Day.

Now there is a well-deserved revelt against all
such narrow interpretrations of the divine re-
quirements. We are living at the commenco-
ment of a new age, inaugurated by the establish-
ment of a new church in which clearer light from
the Word abounds, and the first day of the week
will be valued more and more as this light pre-
vails as a coeerful, happy, helpful scason in
which by brotherly kinduess io many forms dis-
played, gratitude to the Father of us all from
sincerity of heart may rise,

to partgke of a cold lunch. He claims that
in lien ot a cold lunch he was given a *‘cold
deal.” The room is over Rosenbaum’s auc-

'l‘hepman who in{'i!ed Joimntz::e to par-
take of his  hospitality, is Mr.
William Cheeseworth, a tailor. They
were accompanied “to' the . room by
Mr. Archibald | Corrigan, a traveler for
J. M. Fortier & Co., the Montreal cigar
manufacturers, and Mr. Frank Kirchmer,
ex-manager of the Academy of Music.

< A Qulat Game of Draw,

After reaching the room a game of poker
was suggested. Johnstone says he agreed to
play a 25 cent limit game. Aftera few
hands had beer dealt Johnstone -alleges he
was given a drink, after which he became
unconscious and r vered nothing until
he woke up to find that he was alone in the
room and had been touched for $170 in
billuﬁ a diamond wing and a gold-headed

ane.
* When he found his money gone he com-

. menced to raise a disturbance by crying for

the police. Proprietor Weiss of the Metro-
pole appeared ou the scene, saying he would
have no such nowise there, and bundled
Johnstone down the main entrance to
King-street. !

What Mr, Corrigan Says,

Mr. Corrigan corroborates part of
Johnstone’s story, as far as going to the
réom and the commencement of the poker
game is concerned. He did not play him-
self, and after remaining & short time he
took  his = departure, leaving . Messrs,
Kirchmer, Cheeseworth and Johnstone play-
ing. When he returned to the room he found
Johnstone alone with a stranger whom he
did not know. He describes the stranger
as a man with. a blonde mustache ang a
light pink necktie. Some of Johnstone’s
meney was scattered on the floor. = When
he (Corrigan) opened the door Johnstone
was shouting for the police. ~ And that is

[all Mr, Corrigan says. he knows about the

disappearauce of the money. He also says
Johnstone had no diamond ring.

_Regarding the mysterious stranger, John-
stone says he has a dim recollection of
meeting & man with a long coat, u blonde
mustache and a straw hat, This answers
to the description of the stranger given by
Mr. Corrigan.

The World could not get Mr. Cheese-
worth’s version of the story, as that gentle-
man left for; Buffalo Saturday evening.

Mr, Kirchmer’s Version,

Mr. Kirchmer was surprised at the turn
events had taken in connection with the
case. His story is that Mr. Cheeseworth,
who takes orders for clothes fromsamples,
invited the party to his room to look at his
patterns. He measured Mr. Corfigan for a
pair of trousers. After he had finished
Johnstone | suggested the game of poker.
The limit| was five cents. After a few
hands had been dealt Mr. Kirchmer noticed
that Mr. Johustone had dealt himself seven
cards. Mr, Kirchmer objected-to this, and
he and Mr, Corrigan left the room together.
As they were going down the stairs they
met two men going up. They did not
notice who they were. Mr., Kirchmer
transacted some business outside and re-
turned to the Metropole just as Johnstone
was calling for the police.

Mr. Weiss, the proprietor of the Metro-
pole, says the row did not take place in his
house. There is a door leading from Mr.
Cheeseworth’s room into the hotel. He had
given Mr. Cheeseworth permission to use
the passage-way. He heard> Johnstone
shouting and went upstairs and enquired
the reason for the racket. Johnstone said
he had been robbed. *‘Well, it was not in
my house,” said Mr. Weiss, “and you can-
not raise a row here.”  Johnstone ' then
smashed a .glass door with his fist and
clinched-Mr. Weiss, who ejected him from
the building.

At the Walker House last night The
World was informed that Mr. Johnstone
was not staying there at present,

8IG FIRE IN NEW YORK.

A SBaloon Wrecked Because the Owner
Refused to Receive Iire Sufferers.

New Yorg, Aug. 20. — Twenty-two
families . were made homeless yesterday
morning by a fire which destroyed several
trame dwellings in Cooper-street, Brooklyn,
and rendered uninhabitable nine others,
while seven persons were injured by jump-
ing from windows to escape. Among the
injured were the four children of Frank
Liebler, who were taken for temporary
shelter to the neighboring saloon of Charles
F. Meyers. .

The saloonkeeper, it is said, refused to
admit them. This aroused indignation,
which deepened during the day until it
culminated in & riot in the evening,
in which Meyers’ salocn was demolished, |
after much of its contents had been de-
stroyed.

A squad of deputy sheriffs and constables
arrived at the saloon in time to see the last
of the whisky barrels going out of the door;

Friday 10,000 miners marched from
Mommnouthshire and the Rhondda Valley to
Merthyr Val. twenty-two miles northwest
ot Cardiff.

Several men were maltreated
by the mob, but eventually _ after
the reading of the riot act the Yioters
marched away without having done any
considerable damage. A despatch from
Pontypridd to-night says that the troops
have been sent to Merthyr Vale, as more
trouble threatens there.

Troops Ordered Out.

Loxpox, Aug. 19.—The situation in
Sorh Wales owing to the coal strike has
not improved. The strikers made repeated
attacks on the collieries yesterday and
numbers of strikers, workers and police
were injured in the conflict. The district
was pretty excited this morning. Great
military and police precautions have been

ken, and the serionsness of the situation
¢an be judged by the fact that the coal
owners huve ukel for 2000 jufantry and
1000 cavalry to protect the collieries and
the working colliers, ~ Over 700 infantry
have left Plymouth in. trains for the

da Valley, and 500 others will pro-
ceed to-day. The desperate measures
which the men are taking in order to coerce
the coal owners were shown yesterday
when a body of strikers endeavored to stop
the work of the colliery Which alone sup-
plies the Pontypridd Gas Works,in order to
put the town in darkness; while to-da:
stones were found on the railwsy line whic
evidently had been placed there by the
strikérs. The district has the appearance
-of being in a state of siege.

Sentinels are stationed on the hill tops
and round the collieries to announce the ap-
proach of the strikers to the troops, The
police are gnrdihg the collieries, of which
less than 20 out of 204 are now working.
The working collieries are chiefly in the
Ebbwvale ' district, and the strikers an:
nounce their intention of marching there on

Maonday 50,000 strong to stop wor

Riotous scenes are expected owing to a
decision of the owners not to pay the strik-
ing haulers who originated the trouble. The
mine owners appear to be resolute in their
refusal to concede the 20 per cent. advance
of wages demanded. It is estimated that
the men have already lost £300,000 in
wages, while the output of the collieries,
which normally is 23,000,000 tons, has
fallen to 2,000,000.

§ Auti-French Riots in Rome,

RoME, Aug. 21.—The anti-French agita-
tion, started in consequence of the massacre
of Italians at Aigues, Mortes, has gained
ground rapidly since the first demonstra-
tions were made yesterday morning. La
last evening a mob attacked the Santa
Chiara Seminary. of French priests, tore
down the escutcheons from the facade,
trampled them under foot, smashed the
windows and tried to force the
doors. Further damage was prevented
by a/strong force of police, who dispersed
the mob and guarded the seminary until
late this evening. A company ef police are
stationed at the French embassy, as the
anti-French agitators have threatened to
sack it. In both Milan and Turin incen-
diaryd anti-French manifestos have been
issued.

THE RATEPAYERS A”OOIJ!ION

A public meeting of citizens was held

The mileage condition was fiwed by the
City Council before the tenders were adver-
tised for, and there is neither moral, legal
nor equitable obligation upon the company
to pay an additional mileage. .

We ask you our fellow-citizens to vote foy Sunday. cars, because by so doing . you
will uphold the principle of personal freedom, the principle of liberty of conscience.
There are many people in this city who imagine they are commissioned by God not only
to look after their own morals but to have a care over their fellow-men to see that they,
too, walk in the right path. These people start out with the assumption that there is
only one right path. “They imagine that theirs, and theirs alone, is the path of righteeus-
ness, and they feel justified in using a gad to keep you from straying from that path,
This gad used to be employed much more vigorously in days gone by than it is to-day.

To Rev. O, H. Henderson, Pastor of the
Carlton-street Methodist Church,

DEAR AND RRVERESD BIR,—Will you
pardon me this method of reaching yon?
Forget, if you can, the personality of she
writer and attend to his message. I wish
you to repeat to .your ocongregation the
apology I offered on Monday evening,
through the kindness of The World editor, to
all of those who consider a hreach of church
etiquet & greater crime against conscience
than to defend the absent and to repel cal-
umny as soon as uttered.

LICENSE LAW IN HAMILTON.

A Commission to He Appointed to Take
Evidence As to Its Administration,
|Hamilton Spectator.]
Intelligence from a trustworthy source
has hed The Spectator that the Ontario
Govergment has ordered an investigation to
be held into the administration of the liguor
license law in Hamilton. This action has
been caused by the persistent agitation of
the temperance le of the city, acting
upon tliep:hrm of ':;:P local leaders of the
Reform party, who fear that political re-
sults may follow from it which will prove
disastrous to the fortunes of the party.
That the license law has not been and is
not satisfactorily administered in Hamilton
for years is a fact which is mnotorious, and
admitted by everybody who does not enjoy
revenue trom the liquor traffic. Year after
year the Government has been urged to
take some action to ensure a better enforce-
ment of the law. Time and again the
license commissioners have been appealed
to. But petitions and threats have alike
been in vain. The voting strength of the
liquor interests was an element which the
Government trembled to tamper with.

S,

ow, howeyer, it has dawned upon Sir
Oliver and his Cabinet that systematic
truckling to .the liquor interests may be
carried too far, and may alienate other
1terests to which also is attached a certain
useful voting power. And s0, yielding to
representations from wideawake Reform-
ers in Hamilton, the Government has de-
cided that an investigation shall be held
here and will appoint a commission for that
purpose. The investigation will take place
very soon—probably within a week or two,
The whole question of the administration
of the liguor law will be gone into, evi-
dence w%l be taken and then the Govern-
ment will take the matter into its most
serious, most careful, tonsideration. It
looks like evidence of preparation for ap-
proaching elections.
