The Ripper In an Asylum.

Dr. Forbes Winslow, the most cele-
brated insanity expert in the United
Kingdom, is anthority for the state-
went thak %he famous murderer, “Jack-
the-Ripper,” been discovered, and is
still ‘alive, though in a place where it
is utterly impossible for him to commit |
any. more oi ais horrible mischief.

Dr. Forbes Winzlow is known to every
scientific man and-body throughout Eng-
iand., He the author of many works
on nervous ' di , the found and
,head physician of one of the largest
insanity hospitals in London, the con-
sulting physician of many other simi-
lar hospitals, and is altogether s house-
‘hold word- when this subjéct is under
discussion. This knowledge of Dr. Win-
slow, of course, ns any khowledge on
such a matter would be likely' to, pre-
vails among the educated and semi-edu-
cated classes, and it is_hardly to be ex-
pected that bis name would bq familiar
to the ignorant residents of White-
chapel, or to the lower class of criminals
among whom these Jaek the Ripper-mur+
ofders were committéd, This observation
ia made simply as one of m tribufary
evidénces that the real Ja®k the Ripper
was an educated and intelligent man,
who would be likely to recognige in
Dr. Winslow a scientific and highly( in-
tellectual man, the same as he would be
likely .to know the names of Charcot,
Mackengie, Zactharin of other men of
worldwide’ fame in this field. <

The application of this is found in a
letter received by Dr. Windlow before the
murders had attracted the public¢ atten-
tion they did later on, which letter was
written and signed by Jack the Ripper
previous to the time this horrible title
had otherwise been used. It thus be-
comes reasonably certain that’ Jack the
Ripper belonged- to the. edpcated or
semi-educated class. Othefwise he
would not bave been acquainted with the
existeneé of Dr. Forbes Winslow, Would
a [loreign sailor, visiting, English ports,
periodically and presumably ignorant
of English seicntific men be likely to know
of Dr. Winslow and address a letter to
him, indicating his intentiou of commit-
ting ‘these murders, or would a denizen

of the Whitechapel district be any more
likely to do so? This logic supports Dr.
Wimklow's statement very materially.

But, let Dr. Wiuslow teli his own story,
as he did to the writer of this article
in his private office near avendish-
square, .

“*One morging, opéning my mail, I 10-
eeived that letter,” said Dr. Winslow,
pointing to 'a [rpme hanging om the wall
of his office, in which was sefn hall a
sheet of ordinaury sized note paper and
an envelope, bearing a stamp and a
London postmark, addressed simply to
Dr. Forbes Winslow. The letter reads:

“You will hear of me in a few days.

. “JACK 'PHE RIPPER.”

The writing is evidepntly that of a man
who knows bow to write, but who has
disguised bis style by using his leit hand,
probably. The dodtor continued :

It Was Horribly Fultfilled.

“You kee when it is postmarked, which
was previous to the first intimation that
any such man a8 Jack the Ripper existed.
1 opened the letter and read it without
attaching the slightest importance to it.
or thinking for a mment it would ever
become in any way iiiteresting or worthy
of  preservatiofi, but us ds my rather
methodical custom [ -threw rthe letter
and its envelope with others into a draw-
ar 1 umse for thezpurpose, and gave mno
further thought to the matter until many
woeks after, when the entire city .was

= startlied by the horrible murder of a wo-
man and the discovery of a line of writ-
ing qn'the wali over where the dead body
was found, and which raad :

A L will give- myself up when I have

killed 15. Jack the Ripper.'”

“You will pemember that a stupid
policamdn rubbed this writing out, but
‘the marks that were left were sufficiently
distinet to show upou comparing it with
wmy letter they were both written by the
-same hand. At once, upon the fact being
published in the morning papers that this
murder had been done, and the singular
name of Jack the Ripper being identified
with 'it, of course recalled to my mind
the Jetter I had received, A

“l hunted up the letter and- went to
the Commissioner of Police and laid the
piatter before him, and then I went to
the scene of the last affair and made’
‘a comparison between the writing 1
pad and the hardly discernible . outlines
of that which.had been upon the wall,

“] formulated an idea of the murders;
it was sustained by later developments,
aud I asked the poli¢ce to aid mg or to
gllow me to co-operate with thém in
finding out who the guilty party was
put for some unaccountable and inex-
plicable reason they refused to do this.
They obtained from me all the details
of my idea and then refused to make use
of them, Certainly I &m not a detec-
tive, but my theory was the correct one,
and while the police themselves had no
groundﬁ wpon which to work I feit
they made a mistake in not co-operat-
fng with me.

“However, time passed along, and
more murders were committed, all . of

i upon one subject, and who ha.d
an uncontrollable impulse to commit
murder, come upon him at more or less
regular intervals. Z

The Murderer's Wife Called.

“One day I was called upon by a lady,
the wife of a physician in this city, and
who herself had,upon one or two occas-
jons been a patient of mine, The lady
was in great distress, and I saw her
nervous coudition was eerious; she was
unquestionably laboring under great
mental excitement, and could
bardly control herself. while in my
office so as to talk connectedly with
me. Mueh to my surprise, instead of
the usual conversation that transpirgs
between a physician and hia patient, this
lady at onee, wupon her being seated,
talked of the Jack the Ripper murders,
asked me whether I had studied them
at all, what my opinion was in the mat-
ter and whether I had any theory as
to the guilty party. I replied to her
questions as clearly as possible, and told
her all I had conjectured on the sub-
ject. I explained the theory that I had
formed, and then called her attention to
the letter,. which, just previous to that
time, I had lran;ed. At :{l?l sight
of this, dogument she became still more

atod, agau 1. realized there, was some-
ing. onwheét mind she wished to make
“knbwn, an&?l endeavored by gentle, and
kindlly words to encourage her to do so.

“ Finally she, after much hesitatior
and violent feeling, told me, she believed
her husband to be the man who “had
committed ‘the ‘Jack the Ripper’ mur-
ders. [

liorrified and astounded. I knew who
her huwsband was, and I knew him to
be a practitioner of supposed responsi-
bility, and so incredible did her sus-
picion appear to me that I thought she
herself had become crazed in some way
and this awful idea had taken possession
of her.

TWO CHILDREN OF JAMES 8COIT,
BEW LOWEL!I, CREMATED,

The Crazed Father Risked His Own Life
in Attempting to Rescue His Children
From the Flames, But Without Avall—
The Mother Is Prostrated and May Not
Recover.

New Lowell, Ont., Nov. 26, — The two
baby children of James Scott of Sunni-
dale Township = were burned to death
last night. 7The explosion of a coal oil
Jamp is supposed to have started the
fire. f

Shortly alter! 7 o'clock in the evening
Mrs, Scott put'the two children, aged
2 und 4, years, snugly in bed. The
clothes were tucked closely around them
with - a mother’s tender care. Then
the Inmp was turned low, and the wife
and mother went with her husband ‘to
look after the stock in a barn, about
1560 yards from the house,

They had been absent about 20 min-
ntes, when Mr. Scott noticed a glare in
the windows of the house, The whole
room where the children lay sleeping
sceined to be in flames. With quick per-
ception the father noted the fiery gleam
aud ran toward the house. ' Bursting into
the room, he was at first driven back
by the smoke and flames that gushed
forth. But the feeble cries of the little
ones imprisoned in the burning bedclothes
gave the father remewed courage, and
be dashed once more into the flames.
Blinded by smoke, his head scorched by,
the fire, he groped for the bed, and geiz-
ing t}le two tots in their blazing
nightgowns, he dashed from the build-
ing. The two children were very badly,
burned, and, although everything was
done to aid them, they died in a few
hours. Mr. Scott was severely burned
in his brave attempt% rescue his little
ones. '

There was no one in the house when
the fire started except 'the two children.
It is supposed that the lamp exploded
or else was thrown to the floor by ione
of the children. The terrible afiliction
has seriously impaired Mrs. - Scott’s
health, and she is now very ill. "~ \
