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THE PRESIDENTIAL BLEC-
TION.

Before we shall again go to press, the
great party struggle, which has agitated
the people of the United States for the
last s'ix,!on‘&i! will have culminated
in the chﬁge%ﬁﬁ President, On
no former occastopy, perhaps, have the
billowy fide of political strife risen high-
er, and been more boisterous than they
are just now, on the eve of a contest,
fraught with important interests to our
republican neighbors. For many years
the Dembocratic or Jeffersonian parly
was in the ascendant. To keep itself
in power, it was necessary to indirectly
countenance slavery, in order to secure
the support of the Southern States.
Sixteen years ago, in the presidential
election, the Democrats were Leaten
and the party now in power, by the
electoral vote, became politically omni.
potent both in Congress and in the
Executive. Almost immediately after
Lincoln’s elevation to the Chair of the
nation, the slave-holding States became
restive, and hoisted the flag -of Seces-
sion. The bloody struggle that follaw-
ed wiped the stain-spot of Negro bon-
dage from the escutcheon of the Re-
public. The cornerstone, upon which
the declaration of Independence was
based, consisted of a brief phrase, name-
Iy : “ All men are born free and equal.”
For the first time in the history of the
United States was the cardinal princi-
ple just quoted practically recognized,
when the South was thoroughlyhumbled
ed by the chastising result of the inter-
nicene war which for four years, im-
perilled the cohesion and stability  of
the nation. We mention these histori-
cal facts, preparatory {0 som@®brief re-
marks on the state and claims of parties
at the present crisis.

At the subjugation of the Southern
States, the power of the Democratic
party was apparently paralyzed forever.
Its very vitality seemed crushed out.
Its implication with slavery, and its
sympathy with the insurrectionists of
the South had rendered it “a thing of
loathing’ by the patriots of the North.
The Republican party, then, secure in
power, and without antagonism to weak-
en its congressional or administrative
efforts, might have maintained its posi
tion at the head of affairs for many
years, had it not weakened itself by the
mal-practices of the chief officials of
State, It is not our purpose in these
remarks to specify the deeds, ex-
posures and corruption, that have dis-
graced the administration of General
Grant; but to show that the Demo-
cratic party, though insigpificant in it-
self, was a nucleus, around which dis:
contented and disintegrated members
of the Republican paity (disgusted
with the policy and practices of Grant
and his co-officials at Washington)
gathered in hostility to a political com-
bination, to which they could no longer
ccnscientionslyeadbere. - ;Amoug these
honest polilicians; *hu\\:iﬁid'rew from
‘the party in“Bower, one’of the earliest
and most distinguished was the late
Horace Greeley. But for four or. five
years the discontents have rapidly in,
creased in numbers, and hz\v‘eggnlvhfh
ized the Democratic party into new life.
Thus re-vitalized, the Democrats, “Who
not long ago were on the border of ex
tinction, have become formidable in
their antagonism to the Republicans.

The strength of these hostile party
forces will be tested next Monday. It
is conceded by almost every body that
the contest will be exceedingly close.
The result is certainly doubtful, Were
it not that the sins of the Democrats
in by-gone years, which have blacken-
ed’ the history of the United States, can
pot be wholly forgotten, their success
would be inevitable. Perhaps it would
bé for the interests of these confederat
North American Provinces that they
should be the victors, on account of
their traditional policy as’ respects the
fnrestrictive systewmn in trade, to which
for many years the leading men of the

THE ARCTIC WHALING FLEET—
TWELVE VESSELS LOST IN THE
1CE,

The whaling barque ¢¢ Florence” arrived
on Saturday in Sau Francisco, Cal., from
the Arctic Ocean, with 190 men on board,
being Part of the crews of the Arctic whal-
ing fleet, twelve of which she reports were
lost in the ice, with a portion of the eréws,
The remaining survivors have gone to
Honolulu on the barque ‘¢ Three Brothers”
From accounts given by masters of the
vessels who arvived here in the « Florence”
it appears the first disaster occurred July
7th, when the barque ¢ Arctic” was crush-
ed by the ice, the crew escaping. On the
23rd of August the wind treshened from N.
W. N. and all the ships except the “ Rain-
bow” and ‘‘ Three Brothers,” who were
still anchored at Port Parrow, were sur-
rounded by drift ice. The ice pack contin-
ued increasing and on the 26th the first
officer of the ¢« Three Brothers,” with a
boat's crew,took the wife of Captain Huack-
matt, of the barque ¢ Acore Bains,” to his
ship for safety. Next day the ¢/St. George's’’
men attempted to haul the boat ashore over
the ice, but were caught in a fog ; thirteen
of them got on board the ‘* Rainbow” and
¢ Three Brothers” and the others regained
this ship, except one, who perighed on the
ice. Next day the thirteen tried to get
back to the ¢St. George'’ but never reach-
ed her, Eleven were rescued by Captain
Owen, of the “ Three Brothers,” the other
two being frozen t6 death on the ice. The
prospect now is very gloomy. The ships
arc held helplessly in the ice,and are drift-
ing rapidly northeast. August 28.—The
current shanged to east ; ships at Barrow
no longer visible ; the situation worse than
ever, the only hope being an easterly gale.
August 26 . —Found ourselves off Point Ur-
gent. The crew of the ¢‘ Marengo” attempt-
ed to get ashore, but returned unsuccessful
Next day the masters held a council and
concluded that there was no further hope
of saving the ship:, some of which are al-
ready nipped by the ice. This was only &
touch of what might be expected. The
ships altogether had about three months’
provisions, not enough to last through the
winter. After a dull discusgion, secing no
way out of the diffculty, it was decided
that the only way to save the lives of all
was to reach land before the escape became
impossible. September the 5th was chosen
for the day of starting. The ships were 20
or 30 miles from land, above the west
head of Smith’s Bay. September 5th.—
All being ready on board the -‘C. How-
land,’’ ¢ 8t. George,” ‘¢ Marengo,” ¢ Des-
mond,” ¢ James Allen,” ¢ Acors Baines,”
and “ Onward,’’ the signal for departure
was given. The boats bad been put in the
best possible condition. The baggage
consisted of about 25 days’ rations, bread
and meat, change of elothing, and a blank-
et for each man. Everything else, but
guns and ammunition, was left on board.
Tae main hope was to find open. water
enough inside the ground ice to navigate
the boats southward, and so to reach the
two ships which we supposed to he outside
The pack leftat 3 p. m. We ‘would first
carry the baggage half a mile or so ahead,
(then turn and drag the boats along the
ice, very rough in places, and many holes
which would not bear the weight of man.
Many of the men fell through and suffered
much from cold. First night camped on
the ice, about four miles from the ship.
Next morning resumed - the march in a
blinding snow-storm from the north-east ;
prospect most disconraging ; several men
deserted and returned towards the ship,
where numbers of the crew remained who
refused to face the hardships and journey
towards land, Of their fate we no nothing.
September 6th.—Reached a strip of open
water, launched the boats and pulled to-
wards land, All that day and the mext
kept working through and over the ice,
and at 8 p. m. made land two miles west of
Pt. Target, Continued working aloug the
shore. At noon, on the 6th, sighted the
¢ Three Brothers” and “ Rainbow” at Pert
Barrow, and reached them before night.
Found the ice ell solid beyond, and the
only chanee of escape was to drag the boats
overland to the open sea, about, as after-
wards proved, 130 miles. Made sleds, and
attempted the journey, but on reaching
Cape Smith found the barque ¢ Florence”
there. After consultation it was deéided
that any effort to proceed would be mad-}
ness, and preparations were commenced
for wintering as best we could at Port Bar-
row. The boats were prepared for whaling
as that was the only resource for our food,
and work commenced on the  house. On
the night of thé 13th  September  the 1ce
began to.bréak up before a stronyg east wind
and next day the ¢ Floremce’’ was able to
get under way. ‘All hands and baggage
were put on board. Ran down the coast,
and found the ¢ Clara Bell” frozen fast’ in
the ice. Her captain %aid he. would stay
by her till the 17th, when, if there was no
prospect of getting out; he would leave in
the boats for clear water; where the ““Flor-
ence” was to’ wait for hini' Made Sea
Horse Island that night. The next night
made Wainwright’s Inlet. Waited there
for the crew: of thie * Clara Bell,” and  to
get water. - On the evening  of the 18th
¢ Three Brothiers” aid ** Rainbow,” which
had escaped from Port Barrow, joined the
former, bringing the crew of the ¢ Clara
Bell,” which remained fast in the ice, with
no hopes of getting out.

Ken-
tucky grows more then half the hemp crop
of our country, California produces .nine-
tenths of onr silk cocoons. Chio contri-
butes one-fifth of all the wool produced in
thé United States, or twice as much as
California.” Néw York produces more than
one-fifth of the hay crop or nearly twice as
much as Pennsylvagia, which furnishes
the next largest figure in that line. New
York furnishes more than two-thirds of
the hop crop of the country. Fouth Caro-
lina supplies nearly half the rice produced
in the country. Georgia is next, 7,000,000
pounds ahead of Louisiana. Nearly all
the rice comes from these three States. Of
the 272,734,341 prouduced in the country,
105,305,828 pounds aregrown in Kentucky.
Virginia comes next with 38,086,364
pounds. Louisiana contributes nearly all
the sugar and . molasses from cane, and
Vermont nearly one-third of the sugar
from maple,while New York produces onc-
fonrth the sugar from maple, Ohio and
Indiana (the Iatter most) produces each
one-cight of sorghum molasacs. New York
grows one-fifth of the whole potato crop.
North Carolina produces more sweet pota-
toes than any other State, New York raises
one-fifth of the national supply of peas
and beaps. _California produces more than
one-half of the native wine.—XNew York
Bulletin.

FAILURE OF TilE CROPS IN INDIA
—THREATENED DISTRESS.

A Calcutta despatch to the ‘¢Times'’
states that the prospects for crops in Bor-
bay become daily more gloomy. The dis-
tricts of Khandeish, Nassick, Ahmendug-
gur, Poonah, Sholapore, Koladji and Dhar-
mar, containing a population of nearly six
millions, are threated with severe distress.
The Local Goyernment estimated that
over 200,000 persons must be relieved in
three districts alone. 1t is said that the
monsoon crops have entirely failed, and
the absence of rain prevents sowing of the
winter crops. The collector of Poonah re-
ports that not a blade of grass is visible for
miles. The tanks and rivers are drying
up, and cattle are dying from starvation.
The Collector at Sholapore gives a still
worse report. Government has opened re-
lief works, and is employing people in ex-
cavating tanks and making roads. Alarm-
ing Enropean telegrams of the last few
days had the effect of further depressing
the Government securities, which have
been unusually low for six months past.
Tea shares, however, are rising, owing to
favorable accounts from the Assam and
Cochar gardin. This is a remarkable good
year for tea,and the quantity exported will
greatly exceed any former year. The Cal-
cntta wheat trade has had a wonderful rise
lately. In 1870 the quantity exported was
2,000 tons ; in 1873 10,000 tons; in 1874,
8,000 ; last year 50,000 and this year al-
ready 120,000 tons have been exported from
Calcutta alone. This wheat is grown chief-
ly in the Punjaub.

SHOCKING TRAGEDY AT EDIN-
BURGH.

In Edinburgh on Saturday afternoon &
farther murdered two cf his children and
then committed suicide. Alexander Clark
Murray, of the firm of Russel and Murray.
slate and cement merchants, in Refth,
Pebbles® Sflloth, and Boslin, lived in a
house or two storeys in Roslin-street,Edin
burgh, and in the temporary absence of
his wife, and while the servant was in the
kitchen, went upstairs and struck both his
children with an axe, One of them was a
girl aged 14 months, and the other a boy
aged five'years, He then slipped out of
the house ‘without being observed, and
went to the Leith Walk branch on the
North British Railway, where he Jaid his
neck on theline before an approaching train
which passed over it and severed his head
from his body. This occnrred about three
hundred yards from the Leith Walk sta-
tion. His body was picked up and taken
to the ninin police station, but it was not
till afterwards that the murders were  dis—
covered. The servant went up stairs some
time after Murray left the house withalett r
and she then tound the boy lying on the
floor bleeding from wounds on the head,
On giscovering that Mr. Murray was not
on The prémises, ghe gave the alarm, and
somit of the neighbors came to her assist—
ance,’and the boy was put to bed. Th* in-
fant was found quite-dead in its cradle.
1t also bore marks of having been wound-
ed on-the bead: The boy died in the course
of a few hours. - A search of the house led
to the dis¢overy of an axe with which the,
blows had -be¢n 'inflicted. . Murray has
lately been in financial difficulties, and
suffered from nervousness.—JMnglish Paper.

THE TRUE

FPRINCIPLES OF PUB-
LIC CHAKITY,

In considering what measures ought to
be taken for the care and treatment of the
dependent and vicious classes, we are to
bear in mind several principles.

1. That if by investing one dollar, we
prevent an evil, the correction of which
would cost ten cents a year, we save four
“per cent.

2. That it is better to separate and dif-
fuse the dependent classes than to con-
gregate them,

3. That we ought to avail oursclves as
much as possible of these remedical agen-
cies which exist in society, the family, so-
cial influence, industrial occupations, and
the like.

- 4. That we should enlist not only the

greatest possible amount of popular sym-

pathy,but the greatest number ofindividu-‘
als and of tamilies, in the care and treat-'
ment of the dependent.

5. That we should avail ourselves of
responsible societies and organizations
which aim to reform, support or help any
class of dependents ; thus lessen the direct
agency ofthe State, and enlarging that of
the people themselves.

6. That we should build up public in-

stitutions only in the last resort.
* 7. That these should be kept as small
as is consistant with wise economy ,and ar-
‘ranged so as to turn the strength and fac-
‘ulties of the inmates to the best account.

g- That we should not retain “the in-
mates any longer than is manifestly for
their good, irrespective of their usefulness
in the institution.—Dr. 8. G. Howe.

tention of doing the show in a few days,in-
variably bestow their attention upon the
large and glaring ol of interest, while
the true gems of industry and art, which
are rarely large enough to speak for, orad-
vertise themselves, and leftin the lurch by
the sight-seers. And nowhere is this more
apparent than in the Art collection in Me-
morial Hall and Annex. Paintings like the
‘¢ Battle of Gettysburg.” ¢ Rizpah protect-
ing the bodies of her sons,” “ The German
Crown Prince,'’ are constantly surrounded
by admiring multitudes, while the small-
er art-treagures which really, viewed with
an artistic standpoint, are far superier to
those above named are usually passed over
with a mere glance. No collection at the
Centennial are richer in such gems than
the French. It is true that this depart-
ment ig* invariably more thronged with
visitors than any other, but it is also true
that, while nearly all the paintings in the
group are good ones, some of the best
being the smallest, are those that attract
the least atfention.

It would be difficult, not to say impossi~
ble to enumerate all the fine French paint-
inge'at the Centennial. ~ Almost as difficult
is it for an unprejudiced  critic to mention
some of them without omitting others that
might e quite as. worthy of praise. It miny
be said, however, by way  of compromise
that, taken as & whole, the Freach art ex-
hibit at our‘Centennial is worthy of the na-
tion that sends it, and compares favorably
with that of any other country—Austria

BE&F™ Among the foreign exhibifs ‘at the
Centenrial iv onp.of over 1500 specimens
of woods from the Philipine Islands which
is shown in the Spanish Government build-
ing. The specimens are about eight inches
square,one side. of each, being polished and
the other plain, and one _end  is' shaved
down ina level to show the “grain, The
bark is left on the bleck. Ameng the
more vaiuable of these woods'is the nama,
a reddish brown timber regembling walnut
and somctimes showing & bright color,
which variety is more highly esteemed. It
is in demand for cabinet work . A large
plank of this wood, which is 7} feet wide
and 11} feet long, is on exhibition. Very
many varieties are marked as valuable ship
timbers. Theseare tough; close-grained
woods; and oak and teah, the latter résem-
bling live oak or black walunut. ‘Ia this
collection of woods is shown a mahogony
log from Cuba, abont twenty.five feet long
and eighteen inches square. The value of
this timber for veneers may be appreciated
from the fact that the Commission has
been offered $2,000 for this stick. Other
woods from Porto Rico and Cuba are also
exhibited with that*from the Phillipine Is-
lands. The prices at which these woods
are contracted for, cut, at the Province of
Tahabas, as a principal producing centre,
are for the narra timber, 1 foot square and
30 feet long, $5 in gold, and th¢ same for
the molave timmber.—~N. W. Lunberman.

'CLEARING LAND WITH DYNAMITE.

Experiencs st clearing lands, both in re,
moving stumps and large boulders with
dynamite in Bcotland has been a success.
The following account is given of a late
trial, in an’ Edinburgh paper: “ A spade-
ful of earth was rcmoved from the side of
a stump and a hole driven in the stump
with a crow bar, Into this hole a cartridge
of dynamite was pressed by means of a
wooden ramrod, then a detonating percus-
sion cap, with a Blackford’s fuse attached
was squeezed into a small cartridge or pri-
mer of dynamite, and inserted into a  hole
in the trunk in contact with the charge.
The hole was filled up with loose earth,
about a foot length of the fuse being . left
bare. A match was néxt applied to the
fuse, and sufficient time was taken for
the powder to reach the percussion cap to
allow the operators to retire to a safe dis-
tance. When the explosion occurred the
trunk was literally blown out of the gronnd
some of the fragments, weighing nearly
twenty pounds, being thrown to a distance
of over a hundred yards. In breaking up
big boulder stones, the dynamite was sim-
ply. placed on top of the stone,covered with
wet sand, and fired with the fuse in the or-
dinary way. The result was the reduction
of the boulder to fragments the size of @
walnut. It was effectually proved by the
experiments that land can be speedily cleag-
ed of formidable obstructions to good cul-
tivation by the use of dynamite, and the
committee of the society who watch the
operations expressed themselves as highly
satisfied with the result.”—XN. Y. Olsercer.

4 GOOp WAY TO KEEP
YEAR.

Years ago, when we produced large
quantities of fruit, wealways kept apples
in excellent condition during the entire
year, At a recent agricultural convention
in Utica, N. Y., a qunantity of fair apples
were exhibited which were plamp, fresh
and of good flavor, quite as good as the
same kind of apples are ordinarily on the
approach of spring. The apples had becen
put up in refuse boxes the year provious,
and in the following manner :—A layer ot
dry sawdust was sprinkled at the botlom
of thé box, and then a layer of apples plac-
ed in so that they do not touch each other.
Upon this was placed n layer of sawdust,
and so on till the | ox was filled. The box-
es, after being packed in  this way, woere
placed on the wall in the celiar, up from
the ground, where they kept perfectly, re.
taining their freshness and flavor until
brought out.—N. ¥. Herald.

Savce Ropert.—Put two middling-sized
onions, chopped very fine, with a large
lump of geod butter, in a sauce-pan; let
them brown, continnally stirring; add
gently a tablespoonful of flour (stirring all
the while) and a water-glassful of good
stock, with salt and pepper ; when well
mixed cover this,and let cook for five min-
utes ; just before serving add a coffec-
spobnful of mare mustard and a tablespoon-
ful of vinegar. Be careful of the mustard
as toomuch spoils the whole sauce: just
enough makes this the most delicious sauce
imaginable.
