PROF. BLAIR
RETURNS HOME

Tells About Value Of Annapolis
Valley Fruit in Markets in the
Old Country

Professor Blair, superintendent of
the Experimental Station, Kentvills,
who has been on leave of absence
for three months, representing the
United Fruit Companies of Nova
Scotia, Limited, in making a survey
of market conditions and Fruit Mar-
kets in the Old Country has just re-
turned to Canada by the S. S. Sachem.

Mr. Blair states that because of
the barrel apples going to England
being practically entirely from Nova
Scotia a distribution has been pos-
sible to prevent overloading of any
particular market and prices have
remained on the whole fairly good.
Some half million boxes of Pacific
jloast apples which were placed on
the market principally during De-
cember resulted in a noticable drop
except for exceptionally good stock.
The box fruit is now pretty well out
of the way and future shipments will
not be large so that the market will
be supplied emtirely from Nova Scotia
which would indicate good prices for
all shipments now going forward if
they reach the market in good com-
dition.

Becaus¢ of the dry season much
of the Valley fruit is decidedly un-
dersize, and in many cases premature
ripening has resulted in the fruit
landing soft. Without 1 doubt every
effort possible has been made to put
up and land the fruit on the British
market in good condition, and on the
whole success has attended these ef-
forts. The system adopted through-
out seems to be such as to indicate
a desire to give the best product and

satistactory organization from grower
tc consumer, :

first. The apple however, bheing
looked upon more and more as a
necessary part of the daily fare and
the fonsumption is increasing very
rapidly. The Imperial Apple Show
added greatly in bringing to the notice
of the British consumer the value of
the apple as a daily article of food
and no form of advertisement could
have been more effective in this par-
ticular.

Nova Scotia aided in no small way
in this show, and the exhibit made
by The United Fruit Companies and
by the Nova Scotia Department of
Agriculture did much to strengthen
the market for Scotia apples.

The imrportant thing is to give the
very best attention possible to later
shipments so that the standard may
be fully maintained and our fruit
continue to hold a foremost place on
the British Market. That Nova Scotia
should have the British Market prac-
| tically to herself is guite unusual,
and it offers a fine opportunity to
show .the British consumer that our
fruit is equal to the best. '

ALERT REVIVAL IN HOG RAISING
Intersting €ount Of Grades In Gnturio
And Quebec, ‘
This winter has witnessed an alert |
revival of interest in hog raising asf
a source of steady revenue especiul]yf
for the mixed farm. This is the out-;
come of the conference called by the[
Dominion Department of Agriculture
at Ottawa and the wide publicity given
to the keen competition which must
be met on the British market’ set
chiefly by Danish exporters. Signs of
this awakened interest can be traced
in almost every report of ;armers’
gatherings frcm end to end of the
Dominion. A healthy sign is the in-
telligent way in which the producers
are seeking the facts of the new con-
ditions in our markets. If this spirit
continues those nearest the industry
state that there need be no question-
ing the ultimate success of the effort
to restore our bacon export trade to
its proper position.
One fact which, no doubt, will
greatly surprise the majority of hog
raisers is that only a little over one-

packers in Ontario and Quebec can
be graded into the desired weights
set by the Ottawa conference for se-
lect bacon Hogs. An actual count has
been kept in the last month by eleven
packing plants operating in Ontario
and Quebe¢. Classifications were made
on weights only. The records show
that farmers pay little attention to
marketing hogs at the proper v eights,
t0°say nothing of bacon quality.
