INSTETUTIONS OF PUBLEC CHARXTY
AND. PRIMARY INSTRUCTION
AT ROME: {Coatinued’)

From the * London Catholjc."

The Popes havo the honour of being the first autitos
rities in Burope who established nsylums for fouudlings,
whose not uncommon fute it had been to be thrown into
the Tiber. An establishment for this purpose was
opened by Popo Innocent in the year 1198—a decided
proof that in the soscalled dark nges tho light of civili-
zation was not absent, at least from the Holy See. A
similar hospital was opened by St. Vincent de Paul in
Paris, in-the year 1638; in London no such establish-
ment ermsted until within the last century.  Qutside the
gate of the hospital a place is prepared for the reception:
of the deserted injunt; the woment it is found it is
taken in and treated with all the necessary altentions.
A duc record 1s immediately made of the duy and hour
when the child was discovered, and if any note, or
token, or mark of any deseription, intended to be proof
of its identity, be found upen it, it is preserved with the
most religious care. A number of nurses, who are ex-
ceedingly -.ell taken caro of, are always in attendance,
in order fo supply the poor little stranger at once with
his natural food. Infauts are also sometimes sent out
:0 tho care of women, who, having lost their own chil
dren while at the breast, make application ut the estas
blishment, such applications being, at the same time,
accompanied by certificates from their cures that their
own infants have recontly died. Proper inspectors are
appointed to visit the houses in which the infants under
the protection of the asylum are placed.  Switable pay-
ments are made to these extern nurses, who keep the
child until it is seven years old, They then return him
to the hospital.  If he be a boy, and the nurse desires
to keep him, she is allowed to do so, provided she be in
circumsinnces that will allow her to take proper care of
him. The orphan thus adopted is usually as much be-
loved as it his nurse had been his own mother.

The cares of the asylum do not end with werely
bringing up the child to the age of cight or ten years,
and then bind:ng him an apprentice to some heartless
master, as is 100 often the case in London, whose chicl
object is the fee paid upon signing the indenture. At
Reme, the rule isto send him to a large agricoliural
cstablishment near the Moute Romano, where he is
waitiated in the practice of husbandry; or if, after a trial,
he be not found fit for this pursuit, he is sent to another
establishment, at Viterbo, where he is taught some trade.
Should he like to try his fortune in the world, when ke
is twenty vea=s old, he is permitted so to do, and is
fursiched with a purse of ten crowns.  Should he prefer
going into the House of Industry, or in any other pudiic
establishinent in Rome, his wishes are accomplished.
Hero is trely & system of charity, perfect in all ts
pans, which is not tobe fourd in any otirar past of the
warld.

The greu defect in the London charities, a defect
from which our own Catholic institutions are by no
means exempt, is the want of soino sale sysiem for the
provision of the chiidren after they have completed the
courso of instruction which those institutions afford.
With boys thoy have nut so much difficulty as with girls.
Tho former are usually put out to trades, nnd wo beliove
that, upon the whole, they are very well disposed of.

cullies to bo combated. They are, indeed, uniformly
well instructed in plain needle-work, which is a most
precarious, and nt best but & miserable employment for
them alter they quit tho charity, in consequénce of tha
vast compelition with which they have to struggle. In
uddition to this omployment, some:of the gitls are also
taught to do the work of cooks and houscwmaids. But,
unhappily, theso are duties to. which they vory unwil-
lingly apply after they quit their asylums.  Having been
brought up in comparative indolence, so far us bodily
exertion is concerned, and with a degree ol’ neatness
and perhaps delicacy which are not the very best prepa-
rations for the execution of menial offices, they soon get
tired of cccupations for which they certuinly are not
fitted; and are but too scldom found to give satisfuction
in the families which are disposed to employ them.

In Rome great difficulties-have been experienced upou
this point, and after the experimems that havs been
tricd, we do not know that these difficulties have been
altogethier vemoved. ‘Through ihe cxertions of Man-
signor Virgilio Spada, & wooilen and hnen manufactory
has been established, in which a certain number of the
foundling girls, as well those brought up in the asylum
as those restored by extern nurscs, ate employed. 1In
order to oxcite them to industry, they are entitled to
receive a portion of the gains realized by their labour.

At the same time, they are bound to take their turn in
performing all the houschold work of the community
into which they are formed; and a degree of Inbour is
purposely imposect upon them, with a view to inducce
them 10 seek cmployment in families in which they
would not have quite so much to do. This is so far an
excellent system. lu England, tho charity girl goes
into the service of a family from a previous condition of
almost cutire case. In Rome, she is made to work
hard before she goes outy and finding her new situation
one attended with less lakour, she casily and cheerfully
cxecutes the duties assigned to her. Wo strongly re-
commend it to the governors of our charities 1o take
this plan icte their consideration, with & view to see if
steps could not b taken to establish something like it in
this country.

Besides this matufactory, a lazge conservatory has
been appended to the asylum, in which all the depant-
meats for washing, drying, and sepairing licen have
been tormed.  Here also needle-work of the finest kinc,
embroidery, &c., arc carried on.  Unfortunately it hus
not yet paid the great cxpenses which it requires, and
absorbs out of the general income of the charity (50,000
crowns) 30,000 crowns a year.  Considerable numbers

An admirable iostiwtion, nut knuwn, wo believe,
elsewhere, exists at Rome, which was originally founded
so far back a3 the year 3364, under Pius 1. A number
of devout meu associated themselves together, originally
for the purpose of atteading with particular care to the
Chapel of the Holy Sacrument, in the Church of the
Apostles.  Being united for this object, and being, for
the most part, men of cducation and intelligence, they
resolved to extend their £ist design by adding to it prac-
tical works of charity. They weat about giving siri-
tual advice and consolation, especially to families thnt
had been reduced by misfostune from a state of comfort

to one of privation. They did not givo alins to anybody
who applicd to them, uotil they ascertained, by personal
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inspection of their condition at home, that
the applicants really stood in nced of
assistance. ‘They wont further. They
acted in the capacity of attorneys, advos
cates for the poor in all cases in which
their services could bo rendered useful.
They took under their care the infirm and
tho widow, the young maiden in danger
of being corrupted (whom they handed
over to the protection of some pious lady),
and applicd their best energies to the set-
tlement of quarrels arising amongst friends
and relatives. ‘The members of this most
excellent confeaternity wear no particular
habit ; they are all wealihy, and mostly
nobles. Their number does not exceed
fourteen, and they, according to one of
their rules, expend at least sixty crowns
a year in charity. What a contras: does
this confraternity offer to the conduct of
our young noblemen, who spend the best
doys of their early youth on the turf and
in the gambling-house, and in praciising,
whenever they can do so with ithpunity,
all the arts of seduction. Oh, that our
tourists, who find Rome such a * sink of
corruption,” would but endeavour to gain
a litle acquaintance with its real condi-
tion! They would find it, instead of the
degrade  city which they igaorantly and
presumpluously suppose it o be, an exs
ample of real charity, piety, and true
civilization which has no cqual in the
world.

Great as is the number of clergy in
Rome, they are alt careflully provided for.
There is a fund, called the *‘ecclesiastical
subsidys™ this funo is under the adminis.
tration of twelve secular clergymen, and
its Yenefits are intended for poor ccclesi-
astical students cogaged in going through
their education at the universty, Ay
Christmas, and on the festival of Si.Peter,
these students receive each from ten to
twelve or filteen crowns, according to his
merit.  Bach of the members has two or
more students under his care, whom he
wreats with the ncst paternal attentions,
directiog their moral conduct, informing
nmself as 1o the progress of their studies,
and, sbove all, watching to see 1f they
possess a real vocation for the ecclesias.

THE DEATH OF PHILOSOPHERS.

Many of those who during their lives
published volumes of blasphemics againat
religion and against God, were glad at the
hour of death to recant their mad sophisins,
and demanded anxiously the cousolatiuts
and aids of that religion which they pro
tended 10 despise. . Wo  translate with
treadoms, from the Frouch work of Abbe
Gullois, ot ** Canfession

“ Lu Meteie, 2 physician and man of
Yetters, fimous for his errors und desolating
Jottrines, tfearned ot Jast o detest the ab-
surd philosophy in which lie prided, and
which carrivd him into so many excesses,
‘Ho publicly disavowed his errors, caused
a priest to be called and showed a great
desite to leave wab the world uncquive-

cal pronfs of his repentance.  He died at
Berlin, in 17561,

The Count de Boulainvilliets, die u3-
thor of many works replete with sarcasm
and ridivulo sgainst rehgion, died on the
23d of January, 1723. But 10 lus last
moments he solicitously demanded, wnd
joyfully received the sacrament of the
Bucharist, after having made to the priest
a confession of tis sins.

Montesquicu cartied to great lengths the
freedom of private judgment on religious
subjects, wile in the full enjoyment of
life.  But when death began todraw neas,
he called for & confessor, and gave up s
last hours to seligion.  He did at Pans
10 1750,

Du Marsais, who died on the 11b of
Jund, 1736, had published many woiks
tilled with undisserbled haired againsy re-
ligion ; but he tov would havae the priest
by his bedside when death came, and 1t1s
sard that the confessor was much edified
by the lively fanh manifested by the reps
entant plidosopber i thuse last solemn
momems of his life.

Mauprriuis, a member of the academy of
sciences, and a learncd Astronomer, had
w lus + oiks tuvoured the senseless belief
of materiatists.  Butrcesng death advance
to gather Inm to the grave, he began to re-
flect upon his pride and fully, coufessed
his sins, and died at Bale in 1759, in the
arms of two Capuchin friars whose pres
sence he had solicited.

Fouteaclle, one of the founders of the
Pinlosophic sthool, died at Pans on e
1th of Januacy, 1757. Oan the first of
ihat month, finding the aymptloms of bis
discase very threatening, he had sent for a
priest and solictied the sacransents of reli-
gion which Le received in his perfect sen-
ses.

Boulanger, awthor of a mort danger-
ous and 1mpious work, entitled Antiquity
unvciled, (Antiquite devoilee™ ) on his
death-bed gave evidence of the most live-
ly remorse. He was visitedby Mr. Lam-
beit, canton of St. Hoitore, with whom he
had several conferences on the subject of
religion, giving muny cvidences of corrow
and repentance,  Lle died on the 16ih of
September, 1759.

The Marquis &’Argens, celebrated fo;
his lively but uncurbed imagination, and
his open incredulity, dicd in 1771, He was
taken sick at the housc of ane ot his sis-

ters in Provence, where e denounced the
impious seniineats and opinions which he

had hitherto helds 1o became convinced
of the truth of religion, repenied, went to
confession, and dying implored the priest
who attended him to stay by his bed sido
and supgest pious sentuments aud proycrs
while e wus travelling throngh that teri-
ble passage from lfe to eternuy. Ihs
biower, the President d*Eguilles loved 1o
recount how tlns  proud and irreligions
biother ot last humbied bunself beforoe his
God.

Toussaint, the author of the book des
Meurs winch as La Harpo says, was the
first in which o plan of notural morahty,
independent of scligion, wus proposed,ma-
nifested he greatest repentance when

filed with antichristian sentiments and
opiniuns, went to confession, and received
the other consolations of rehigion eighit
days before his death, whizh occurred in
1783,  D'Alembert, having understood
that a priest hud been with him several
times, came to inform im that rumours on
this score were citculated in the world in\‘
jurious to his character. But de Tressan
received this admonitiod wi h indignation,
und d'Alembert withdrew conflused.
