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YISION OF THE TEMPLE WATERS
EZEKIEL XLVIL 1—12,

The closing chapters of Ezekiel present to
us g vision of & temple, resembling that built
by Solomon, but far exeeding it in dimen-
sions, in magnificence, and in the services of
which it was the scene. By this is doubt-
less represented the giorious state of the
Church in New Testament times. The New
Testament writersemploy the same figure for
the same purpose, (1 Cor+ 11 16, 17; 2 Cor,
vr 16, 18), althouzh in noue of them with
the minuteness of detail, which is so charac-
teristic of this prophet. In the descriptions
here given, it is seen that this temple was to
be the special seat of the manifestations. of
the divine glory. Hence it was to be of vast
compass—holy in every part, and having
every thing conunected with it in perfect or-
der for the salvation of God’s people. With
it there arises & new and more glorious wor-
ship, an acceptable priesthood, a divine
ruler, under whom, justice and righteous-
ness should reign in the whole-community,
and altogether & new state of things, pro-
ductive of unbounded blessings to the Isracl
of God.

il But what is the aspect of this new state of
| things to the world without. Ts it to be con-
fined to ono spot of carth, and its blessings

to be monopolized by & single people? In
this passage, as in a former .ae (chap. xvir,)
it is shown that the Kingdom of God is ¢x-~
pansive in its nature,—that it is to go forth
to bless mankind—to cause the baren fac2
of nature to become clothed with verdure,
and the scenes of moral death to become in-
stinet with life.

This beautiful thought is here presented
to the prophet under a very pleasing image.
His guide leads him to the door of the tem-
ple, where he beholds a stream of twater is-
suing from benecath the threshold, and flow-
ing to the South ast. He is then brought
forth by the North, beyond the temple
grounds,-that he may witness the rapid pro-
gress of the waters and their beneficent ef-
fects. By these waters is plainly meant the
gospel.  Both the Old and New Testament
writers exhibit it under the same figure.—
(Isa. 55, 1; Zech. 14, 85 John 7, 37; Rev.
22,17.) But the particular deseription of
Ezekiel brings under our notice several spe-
cial points, which we shall now notice.

1. Their Rise. It was from beneath the
threshold of the Temple.

of Swiss battalion to protect the p\-ecincv.s
of Christianity from the intrusion of igno-
rance and folly. I haveheard of the Rev.
Mr Secomb, of Chester, the divine and
poet of Nova Scotia. I have seen the
Rev, James Munto, who for nearly half a
century preached the gospel in Britain
and America. He is still affectionately
remembered by some of the old people in
Cumberland, Windsor, and Shelburne.
He was a kind of morning star to many
of our dark settlement, and like John the
Baptist—='*The voice of one crying in the
wilderness, prepare ye the way of the
Lord.”—I have often heard the late Rev.
Dr. Cochran speak of him as 2 sound di-
vine and a man of learning. He was not
the roughest of the Scotechmen, yet with a
little more polish in his manners he would
have been more useful and acceptable. At
times he was unsparing in the use of ar-
rows against other donominations; and
the conclusions of his sermons sometimes
resembled the background of a battle field.
This kind of skirmishing has almost de-
parted from the pulpit, and a kinder feel-
ing prevails for those who travel nat with
us. The points on whick godd christians
agree are the choice gold of the sanctuary;
and the points on which they differ are
little better than the chaff.
Tne Rev. Dr. Andrew Brown was se-
lected for Halifax by Principal Baird and
Dr. Blair, of Edinburgh. Athowe he was
regarded as a star of the North British
Church, and here, as the rising sun of the
new world. Ile wasa man of superior
grade and accomplishment,—he had a fine
style of langu1ge, and great powers of elo-)
queace. [Ie could trace a prodigal from
the cradle to the grave. Ile would show
the sinner ai the gate of hell and intro-
ducing the Saviour leftehim at the gate
of heaven. His discourses were not
sprinkled with an ostentatious orthodoxy,
yet he must have been a sound divine, for'd
he carefully instructed the children of s,
charge in the doctrines of the shorter,
catechism. His departure was deeply!
lamented. Thete were few dry cheeks:

between two worlds, unfit for the duties
of the Sanctuary here, and yet not ad-
mitted to the delights of Zion ahove. But
the long night of his sorrows would end
in_a joyful morning. e left behind him
a lovely example of ehristian chagacter,
and his name gives a melancholy colour-
ing to lingering recollections in Halifax.

The Rev. Matthew Dripps preached
the gospel in Amcrica and Canada, and
was finally settled at Shelburn,  ‘The Rev
Jamzs Munro strongly recommended him
to that congregation en account of his
strong divinity and gentle manuers. ‘These
qualities were required, for there were
in Shelburne at that time upper crust
tumilies from North Britin. - A cocked
hat and powdered hair dre not now consi-
dzred necessary for the pulpit; but in the
oldcn time they were cousidered indispen-
sable, and any breach of etiquette would
have spoiled a good sermon. I have seen
Mr Dripps on duty at Shelburne on the
morning of a bhigh communion Sabbath
aitended by a noble staff of grey head-
ed elders, who would have been no dis-
eredit to John Knox's own session. From
their deep and reflecting forebeads I con-
cluded that they could be nothing less
than Calvinists. He was a man so pious
that every breath seemed to be a prayer ;
and I thought myself very ncar heaven
when in company with him. He seldom
enjoyed good health. Lights and shades
passed over him in succession. FHis last
hours were peace, and his sun set without
a cloud, indicating a fairer-day ina higher
world.

The Rev. James Rohson was appointed
to Halifax beeause of his skill in thealogy,
correct tastc and gentlemanlike manners.
He was well read and well acquainted
with books. Thave heard him saying that
he was astonished to hear ministers preach-
ing poar sermons, when they had such
treasures of knowledge within their reach,
and he thought with a little more induostry
they might have transferved the contents of
their libraries to their heads and made
them avajlable to their people. Mr Roh-
sow’s study was his paradise, and he was
{ir enaygh from those preachers who think
that anything wiil do for the pulpit, if it is
poured forth with warmth and vociferation,
-and yet if’ you deduct the heat and noise

from their discources theve isJittle lefi but
i “he ghost of an ill shaped story.  Mr Rob-
- ~on was 2 minister of retired and studiovs
;| babiits, and lacked that spirit of adventure
i arlenerprise so necessary in a young
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country, and thas pliaucy of mind suited
to all varietv of character. In some con-
gregations he would have heed a treasure,|
but the infelicity of the times defeated hisj
faithful and pious labors. 1lis peaple lis-,
tened to the song of somo evil birds who,:
under thg pretence of pramoting goed feel-
ing, scattered the sheep und destroyed thel
pasture. Ile retived to the bosom of hist
family and a tranguil death elosed a holy
lite.

The Revd. John Waddell was a man of|
a masculine understanding improved hy!
reading and a knowledge of the world. ]{
have seldom heard him preaching, but)
from a sermon that I have seen in print,
his pulpit labors must have been of a high'
order in kis better days. At times his,
pulpit resembled Mount Sinai, and the
lighing flashed against every breach of:
the moral law. At -ther times he was all
kindness and compassion. and would be-
seech the weary and heavy laden to comcl
1o Mount Calvary and leave his burden'
there. ‘There never was a preacher who|
more magnified Christ, and never one who!
insisted .more on holiness. Ile preached
the doetrine of justificaton by faith in all
its power and simplicity. He allowed
nothing te he mixed with it, but he spurn-
ed at a faith unproductive of holiness. Mr
Waddell was a man of courtesy, integri-
ty, and piety, and * '~ people were able to
appreciate those good qualities, for they
were generally well edueated, polished in
their manners, and rather in advance of
surrounding settlements; and though nat
a literary capital, yet ready to contend
with Pictou for intellectual soveveignty.
For some years before his death Mr Wad-
dell was unfit for public duty, but his peo-
ple retained their affection for him to the
last, and did what they could to render
his declining years tranguil and comfort-
able. ¢Otium cum dignitale’ In ungrate-
ful communities public servants are often
neglected in old age, and treated like an
orange from which they suck the juice,
and throw away the rind.—But the Tru-|
ro peuple never forget their early loves,!
and on the day of his'funeral,'man, woman
and child followed his mortal remains to}
the last resiing place. In the early vears
of Mr. Waddell's ministry the church at
Truro stood high, and was a kind of nurs-
ing mother to the surrcunding settlements.

John McKinlay, of Pictou,
had the gifis and graces of a christian
Pastor ;I knew him before he left his
pative Jand. Ile was considered a fit man
for promoting spiritual christianity and
enlarging the boynds of Messiah's king-
dom on this side of the water. He wasa
man of much natural sagacity aud learn
ing, and a sound divige of the old schaol
of divinity ; and who does not knowv that
in those days there were giauts ip Theol-
ogy. Iis friends copld nat claim for him
jthe highest rank as an orator, yet bis dis-
rcoutses were marked by good sense and

In the letter to me from Mr.

Isaac Archibald to which you have referr-
ed, there are some things, which, it is due
both to hiin and others, that I should com-
municate for publication in the Register.

“Your kind letter of August, 1850, came
to hand a few days ago. Also the Boxes
of goods which our dear friends in Nova
Scotia were so thoughtful and so kind as
tosend us. You will please acknowledge
the receipt of them in our name, and re-
turn our warmest thanks to the different
parties who have taken such a deep interest

casioned; yet we hope that ere this a kind

The period of Mr. A 3s leaving the mis-
sion premises was not as you have noted
it, in October 1850, but at the end of that

OLD CALABAR.
CONTINUED,

Natices ywith regard dp the schools-and
young men.—The schuols at Creek Town
and Duke Town were in a healthy and en-
couraging condition. The former has
been so from the first, and Mr Thomson
willsustain it. You had his own brief but
just view of it in alate Npmber of the Re-
cord. His madesty, nat the barrenness
of the subject, prevenied his enlarging his
teport. I'or myself, I look with the live-
liest interest and satisfaction on the pro-
aress of the children thersin—=their gene-
ral capacity, spirit, and improvement. Our
school children are like a little army of
auxiliaries preparing te maintain the con-
flict hereafter against old heathenism and
devilism in Africa, and already exercising
their youthful abilities with soch good
will on the right side, as materially to
help and eacoprage us in our warfare.
‘There is not 2 good work on which we
entered for the improvement of Calabar,
but we have had a band of the schoolboys
at Creck Town on vur right ani left hands
helping therein. The growth of many of
them in generul, and especially in serip-
tural knowledge, and of some few obvious-
1y in christian feeling and principle and
visible godliness, so as to lead us to hope
that they are nat far from the kingdom of
heaven, 1s suchas I can reflect on and
state with great pleasure. May the Lord
perfect what has been hegun.

The Duke Town school 1 do not so inti-
mately know, nor will it be expoeted that
I should report so particularly concerning
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it, as it has heen chiefly under the unre-
mitting care of our brother, Mr Anderson,
who will no deubt have informed you of
all things relating thereto. It has had for
years extraordinary difiiculties to contend
with, owing to the disorganised state of
the town, and the frequent commnotions
; among its inhabitants. During the * hall-
i year previous tomy leaving Calabar, how-
I ever, there was a laraer ard more regular
1 attendance of the children at scheol than
1 had been for years previously. . I believe
i it was usually attended by between fifty
and sixty daily, the greater part of that
ime, which might be taken to represent
nearly douhle the number on the monthly
roll. At Old Town the school had been
for two months ar threg, and perhaps still
is, susperded, owing to the wrath of the
chief of that tgwn on account of the twin
children born and saved in the mission
house there, of which youn have a brief
notice in the Regord. He had [Sgba
blown on the mission house, furbidding
any person of that town togo near it. Of
course, Mr Edgerly cannot deliver the
children and their mother to the murderous
designs of Old Willy Tom and the Abii-
diiong, his counsellors, and 1he school
there must just remain closed for a time,
11l the town’s people come to better sense.
‘ Meantime, what with visiting the Qua
villages, and printing our Calabar hooks,
and his other duties, he has enough to oc-
cupx him during the vacation.

Before passing from the subject of our
schools, I must abserve, that of the young
men who were {prmerly at them, the grea-
ter past still hold by the missionaries, and
take partwith ns, inall the great ques-
tions of sogial and moral improvement that
are agitated there, and are alsp more or
less attentive to the'means of their own
improvement. Bpme of them, indeed, are
very earcless, yet there are but few whe
have altogether lest what gopd they seem-
ed to have got, and gone back to their na-
tive condition, On the other hand, two
or three seem decided for the cause of|
Christ and theiv own salyation. These
two extremes, at present small, will be
augmented, doubtless, from time to tiwme,
from that Jarger middle class whose fecl-
ings and judgements are with us, while
the fiesh and the world yet hold thiem back
from their Lord and Saviour.

promise of saving them alive. e imme-
diately provided for the safety of mother
and children, sent her food and gave strict
charges to his head people on the farm
concerning them. All would probably
have heen insufficient, so strong was the
antipathy of all the farm people to her
and them, had not Mrs W. and Miss M.
taken the case in hand promptly. The
latter, light of foot, went off to the furm
as sonn as we got.ths news, taking need-
ful things with her, and seeing the de-
serted state of the poor mother and her
infunts, obliged the farm people to attend
to her, to bring wood and make fire, 1o
bring water and boil food for the help-
less svoman. 1 cannot &o into all details
of this interesting case. Uhimately we
got her and the children into our ow
house for their greater safety. Then
King Iyo came to the house to see them
and showed a deep interest in them. He
also brought his eldest brother Tom with
him to see them, a wise proceeding, for
Tom is head of the funily and has most
to say in all country affairs. Qur house
and schuo! boys and girls were eager to
go along with us in this measure, and did
take an uctive interest in our proceedings.
They went to the farm to see them, ac-
companied them into town, and rejoiced
over their preservation. In this case the
difficelty was at once surmounted, be-
cause we had a wise and firm ruler i
'the town. Our school is as well atiend-
ed and our house as well visited as be-;
fore, and not a few of the town’s people, l
after King Eyo’s example, come to sce
the mother and her twin children. !
The decadence of old supersitions is!
evidenced also from the diminished regard |
paid last year to the Jadok, or biennial:
purgation of Calabur from evil spirits; and |
the sport of the schoolboys made of the :

Of course, we
would not deprive children of Lealibful,
playful cxercise, or the’ time they should
spend in swudy, but teach them to work
little by little, as a child is taught at
school. In this way they nequire habits
of industry that will not forsake them
when they grow up.

Many persons who arc poeor let their
childten grow up o fuurteen or sixteen
years of age, or till they can support them
uo longer, befure they put them to lahour.
Such children, not having any idea of what
work isand having acqured habits of idle-
ness, go forth to impose upon their em-
ployers with laziness. There is a repul-
siveless iu all Jabour sct before them; and
to get itdone, no matter Low, is their only
aim. They are ambitious at play, but dull
at work. The consequence is, they do
not stick to one thing but a short time;
they rove about the world, get into mis-
chicf, and finally find their way to the
prisoa or the almshouse.
