store all things. “But I'say untoyon Elias is come already,
and they knew him-not ; but have done unto him what-
soover, they listed, -Likewise, shall also the son of Man
suffer of them. Then the disciples understood ,that he
spake ut}bo thiem of John the Baptist (Matt. xvil. 10-13).

If the question at the head of this paper were
proposed to almost any of our scribes, they
would most probably answer with an unqualified
aflirmative. Yet it is beyond doubt that many
of out best thinkets have cherished very inade-
quato notion of thut ministry,

It becomes a grave matter of inquiry, how
Jobn the Baptist restored “ all things”? And
what were the ““all things " he restored 1

Tho law had suffered many violation—and we
have reason to believe that many of its com-
mandments were lost in the rubbish of human
tradition. This is plainly taught in Mark vii,
8 13. But where these. violations of law rec-
tified by John? or did he restore any of these
lost commandments? | But until we are able to
solve these questions raised by the declaration
of Christ, we have no right to think, or sy, we
understand the ministry of John! From these
few words of Christ, in the 11th verse, we are
enabled to sce the relations of John's. ministry
to the law, of Moses, as nowhere elnc in the Loly
Seriptures, = °

The word here rendered restore, is capable of
being translated accomplisked. The law bad to be
accomplished before it.could be done away.
Jolui’s mission had much to do with this ac-
complishment. . ' :

There were some things in the law whick, if
lost, all were lost. And again, if some things
wete really accomplished and reaiized, the whole
law was established, and nothing lost.

If remissions of sins, ov puritication, were lost
from the law, all its promises conditioned on:
their nationsl purity, fall to the ground ; and all
its requirements become tedious and unprofitable
ceremonies. o ’

Henco the only way John could restore all
things to the law was to restore its orilinance
of teniissive purification. " Now let us ses it we
can’ discover this law, in the books of Moses.
For John cenld resjore nothing to Christianity
for two good.reasons: John was never.in the
kingdom of Carist while 0. earth ; =nd second,
there were then nothing lost to Christianity to
be restored. 8o, of cotirse, this restoration must
belong to the exclusively, and not io the go-pel.

By referring .to Num, xix. (to which we hopo
the reader will turn and carefully read), wo find
that in purification from any kind of defilemucut,
thé ashes of the red heifer, mingled with water,
werg sprinkled ‘upon the, uncleun. But the
l‘ea({;;r, .will please observe that although this
componnd. was. called the water of purification,
it really made every one that touched it unclean.

Even the priest who prepared the ashes had to
wash his fuce and hathe lis flesh, and be unclean
until evening. Indeed, it produced uncleanness
to touch the ashes of the red heifer, and even
the sprinkling ot this water effected, to him who
sprinkled i, a céremonial pollution. *It shall be
a perpetual statuteunto them, that hethat sprink-
eth'the 'watet of soparation shall wash his'clothes,
and he that 'touckéd the ‘v iter of separation
shall be unclean until evening” (Num.xix.21).

Hence we perceive that it is n grave mistake
in om Affusionists friends to make the sprinkl-
ing of the heifer-ashes, mingled with water, an
act of purification. It only prepured them for
the subsequent washing of their clothes and
bathing of their. bodies.

But that the;Jiuglites understood bathing to

meun immersiyy spminin fiom the, history of

Elisha’and Nagmpti  The prophet told lim to
bathe (louo)in Jordan seven times, And he
went and inmersed himself seven times. ,

Under the Jaw there wus no such thing as
puritication without the concluding Luth, This
gave validity to the preceding ceremonies, with-
out which, even the water of separution but
intensified his pollution. Vur every uvme that
touched it became unclean! ..

But after all the preparation and spriukling
of this oxpensive compound, the ceremony con-
cluded with washing of thy clothes, and the
bathing of tho body of the candidate for remis-
sive purifieation. But evsn then, this bath diud
not immedintely eventuate in u sense of puiity.
The candidate was still unclean, until the sun
went down  But in the very begiuning of the
new day, wlich Legan at sun-down, be found
himself legally puritied. ’

Just 80 was it with the rewissive baptism
which John preached. His disciples were to get
remission early in the guspel day Ly believing
in Christ, . ,

We are now prepared to inquire what it was
that John's ministry resfored ur accomplished
He restored to the law the only kind of pardon
of which it was capable —that is, a prospective
remission which could only ba realized in the
thea coming day of Chvist. It may look in-
congistent to tulk of the law as being restored.
while as yet in it there is no perfect pardon,
But wo must remerber that it was not the de-
sign of the law to make unything perfect, except
the bringing in of a better hope.

~ Immersion was a3 much an ordinance of the
law as baptism is of the gospel; and was far
more frequently used, both at the Tabernacle and
in the Tewple. than by its most devout advocates
in the Christian kingdom,

When John commenced his preaching in the
wilderuness, it created a great excitement, (o be
sure. Bat, so far as we know, no ane thought of
calling it aninovation. Many, no doubt objected

stovgly to the p'ace where his baptism was per-

furmed. But we hear of no intimation against
the rite itself! The reason of this most likely
was that Johu was of priestly lineage, and con-
sequently, had the right to administer the com-
pletory act of purification. His ministry seemed

.to say to the Jews, You have been sprinkled
with ashes and water long enough; corae now

and wash off your ceremonial preparation in this
final act of legal purification! "And when the
new day of tho kingdom begins, you will be
clean, To this view accords the prophecy of his
father, Zecharias: “And thon, child, shalt be
called the prophet of the flighest, for thou shalt
go bofore the face of the Lord to give know-
ledgo of salvation unto his people by remission
of their sins.” . .

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INVENTIONS OF A HALF CENTURY,

The number of inventions that have been
made during the past fifty vears is unprece-
dented in the history. of the world. Inventions
of benefit to the human race have been made in
all ages since man was created ; but looking
back for half a hundred years, how many more
are crowded into the past fifty than into any
other fifty since recorded history ! The perfes-
tion of the locomotive, and the now world-tra-
versing steamship, the telegraph, the tolephone,
the audiphone, the sewing-machine, the photo-
graph, chromo-lithographic printing, the cylin-
der printing press, the clovator for hotels and
other many storied buildings, the cotton gin and
the spinning jenny, the reaper and mower, tho
steam thresher, the steam fire engine, the im-
proved process for making steel, the application
of chloroform and ether to destroy sensibility iu
painful surgery cases, and so on through a Jong
catalogue. Nor are we yot done in the field of
invention and discovery, The application of
coal gus and petroleum to heating and cooking
operations is only trembling on the verge of
successful experiment ; the introcuction of the
steam from a great central reservoir to general
use for heating and cooking is foreshadowed as
among the coming events ; the artificial produe-
tion of butter has already created a consternn-
tion among dairymen ; the navigation of the air
byjsome device akin to our present balloon would
3ls0 seem to be prefigurcd, and tho propulsion
of machinery by electricity is even now clearly
indicated by the march of experiment, There

them be taught that so long us their minds aro

THE QATES OF IELL.

On the night of exploration I
found that everything was under the enchantment
of the wine cup ; that was ons of the chief attrac-
tions of the illuminsted garden 3 that staggered the
step of the patrous as they went home. The wine
cup is the instigator of all impurity, und the patron
of all uncleanliness. So far as God way help we,

are some problems we have hitherto deomed
imposs™le, but ars the mysteries of evon the
most improbuble of them more subtle to gras
than that of the ocean cable or that of the pho-
tograph or telephone? We talk by cable with
an ocean rolling between ; we speak in our own
voices to friends 100 miles or more from where
we articulate before the microphone, Under
the blazing sun of J uly wo produce ice by
chemical means, rivalling the most solid and
crystalline production of nature. Our surgeons
graft the skin from one person's arm to the faco
of another, and it adheres and becomes an in-
tegral portion of his body. We make a mile of
white printing paper and send it on & spool that
a perfecting printing press unwinds and prints
and delivers to you folded and counted, many
thousunds per hour, Ofa verity this is the age
of invention, nor has the world reached a stop-
ping place yet.—Home Journal.

READ CAREFULLY.

The annual sermon to the Sabbath school of the
Centonary Methodist Church was preached recently
by the pastor, tho Rov. Mr. Dobson, to a very
large congregation. The text was from Mark x. 14,
the latter clause of the verse, ‘ Suffer little chil-
dion to come unto Me, and forbid them not ; for
of such is the Kingdom of God.” The preacher’s
principal point wus that children were already, by
virtue of the atonement, heirs of Christ's kingdom.
At birth they were pure,‘and so long as thoy re-
mained unconscious of sin, were fit to enter into
their inheritanco ' He protested against tho ides
that children wore only saved by the ordinanco of
baptism, for which, he said, there was no warrant
in tho Scriptures. Neither did he believe that at
the moment of baptism some extraordinary regen-
eration took place, but simply that ell little chil-
drou were, by the mercy of Christ, fres from all
responsibility for sin, and had participated in the
new birth. No matter how rigidly a creed might
be drawn, our humanity revolted against the doc-
trine that infant childron wero unsavod. This
heirship of children was too commonly lost sight of
by those charyed with their instruction, and the
preacherimplored parents and teachers never, unless
a child was itself conscious of sin, to tell it that it

A Sap sight was witnessed at the police station
yesterduy, Three dirty, ragged, hungry childrenf-
one of them an infant sixtwen days old—and their
drunken, degraded, half naked mothers, have just
heen ftished out from their miserable den in‘the
north end, and brought to the station for protecting
by John Naylor, Secrotary of the 8. P, Q. The
women fought and swore like demons. The two-
thirds naked, shivering children would have })rguaht
tears to the eyes of a wooden man. Rum did it all.
Five years ago ona of the women owned property
valued av $6,000. It has all been spent in liquor,
and to-day she is a pennileas, drunken sot, and her
children hungry and naked, and thp thermometer
away down below zero. How tho sixteen days’ old
babe lived through the severe cold of Monday niuht,
neglected as it was, is a mystery, - The two women
were locked in cells, from which they poured forth
a volume of filthy language that would have shocked
a Wyoming cowhoy.

« Just like his luck ! ” half of the boys said,

when Charlie Foster won the Stato scholarship. |

They made the same remark when his name
had been sent in by the principal of the school
to the superintendent as his best scholar. In
all likelilood these same old school-follows will
keep on saying, “Just his luck!” if Charlie
ever becomes a judge or o senator, or if ho mar-
ries happily, or makes a fortune. Every step
upward is attributed by some men and boys to
that unknown quantity called “luck.” And
curiously enough, just as * Like his luck ” is
used to accouht for the success uf one's friends,
so “ Just like my luck ” is used to explain our
own failures.

It is just my Iuck! Theve was not a sin-
gle question about anything 1 knew. I had
crammed up the State, squure root and the con-
jugations ; and I was asked about mountain
runges, compound interest and the fifth declen-
sion. I always was unlucky!”

In all this talk about *“luck ” is there not a
good deal of inconsistencyt We never employ
the word to account for our own successes or
somebody else’s failures, When the said Char-
lio Foster misses a catch at baseball, or catches
a crab in a race, we do notcry, “ How unlucky
heis!” but, * What a muff that Charlie Fos-
teris!” And when we ourselves manage to
get or the roll of honor, we resent with virtu-
ous indignation any congratulationson our luck.
“ Luck, indeed!” we growl; *there was no
luck at all. It was jugt hard work, and nothing
else.”

Moreover, this talk about luck is unmanly,
not to say cowardly. Totrust to luck is a con-
fession that one can not do anything by one’s
own labor or ond’s own intellect. It is really,
my boy, an acknowledument that you have no
independence of character, no strength of will, no
patience, and no perseverance. Itisasure con-
tession of carelessuess and idleness.  “ Plistudy
this thing or that thing, and trust to luck for
the rest,” you say, and the resultis you are no-
where in the examination,

So in everything we undertake. If we
neglect to tako orﬁinury pains, if we omit
ordinary prudence, no luck ever suves us
from disaster.

Trusting in luck is a very different thing
from trusting in Providence. Providence
aids those who aid themselves, and_just in
proportion as they work honestly and consci-
entiously. Luckisakind of capricious spirit
which is expected to set at naught all the
laws of nature for our advantage, or to our
disadvantage, without the slightest aps)arcnt
reason why it should intervene at all. If

mind  Ttsaim is first to set forth what has beon
done by the Socioty ; and secondly, to outline
the work of the present year.

I. What has Ueen dane since its orgenization
in.1875.  Eleven missions have beon established
under its auspices. ‘I'hese missions are located
in England, ¥rance, Denmark, Turkey, India,
Japan, and on the Isthmus of Panama, Since
the Conventior, - Garabed Kevorkian, was sent
to Tokat, in Asia Minor.

The American people pay more for
dog tax than for the conversion of the heathen,

From cur doctrinal position we ought to lead
the world in missionary activity,. We believe,
-as no other people, that faith comes by hearing,
-and hearing by the word of God. We believe
that men can not believo in him of whom they
bave not heard ; that they can not hear without
4 preacher. With us it is & cardinal maxim
that in conversion the spirit operates through
the truth.  To be consistent we ought to sur-
pass all others in zeal and liberality. We are
not doing a tithe ot what we are ableto do. Ax
-8 people we are pot giving as the Lord has pros-
pered us. Very many are doing nothing at all,
May the day come speédily when our efforts
will be commensurate with our numbers and
resources. ‘This cause needs the hearty support
of evory member of the brotherhood.

Tuesday
passed peacefully. (n Wednesday the Orangemen
met at their hall and proceeded in procession to
tho Westend Church. On their way back from ser-
vico they were attacked by an armed mob with
guns, hatchets, and pickets, The Orangemen
halted, whereupon seven sealing guns, luaded with
heavy shot, were discharged into their ranks, Four
men fell to tho ground and expired almost instant-
ly. Eighteen were wounded—five fatally. The
Orangémcn fled and showed no fight, Two Roman
Catholics ‘were accidentally killed by their own
party.  The city is now quiet, but serious distur-
bances are £xpected at tho obsequies of the dead
Orangemen to-morrow.  Thousands of men are
arming all around Conception Bay.
