CO3MME RC[AL, PROSPECTS.
If we are not mistaken the reviews of

the " Financial and Commercial history "
of each year in the English Statist
are from the pen of Mr. Ilobert Giffn,
president of the Statistical Society, and
one of the ablest writers on such sub-
jects. His review of 1883 appeared in
the Siatist of 26th January last, and must
be briefly noticed. 'lhe year was marked
by dullness and prices at its close lower
even than the lowv level of 1882, iviile
many serions failures and collapses have
occurred. Still the niasses of the people
have not done badly, although strikes, as
a rule, were not successful. In the tex-
tile trades there is not much cause to
comuplain. There was, on the whole, a
considerable increase in the exports of
cottons in 1883, as compared with 1882.
In the woollen trade the condition was
fairly nàrmal, and the basis both broad
and sound. ')Te year 1883 was the best
for the farner for a long time, the prices
for beef and mutton having been good,
and the acreage under wheat small. The
general complaint of the wholesale mer-
chant and manufactu'er is that produc.
tion is in excess of demand, and that mar.
keta cain only be obtainefl by eaçceediingly
19W 1Y 8
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Great losses were sustained during the
year, and the failures in the grain trade at
Newcastle and Liverpool, as well as in New
York and Chicago, have been especially
marked. There lias been a complete
collapse of rings of capitalists who have
endeavored ta maintain the prices of
breadstuffs in the, face of the accumula-
tions of surplus harvests all over the
world from year to year. There is a
marked decline in the ship building in-
dustry, whici is not surprising, considering
the unprofitable business in that line of
late. The estimate of eminent ship-
builders is that the tonnage this year will
be not more than fromi å ta îths of last.

TUE PROSPECT or 184.

The prospect is not thought encourag-
ing. Apparently business bas ta go through
a more difficult tine tian it bas had ta go
throughi for some years. Low as prices
were a year ago they lad not reached
bottom, and a further and serious fail bas
taken place. The Statist anticipates a
rebound, but lolds that it is impossible
ta predict at what date it wili come,
thoughi he is inclined ta anticipate some
time in the summser. 'ie prospect is
that money will be easy, but the improve-
ment in trade is still ta be looked for in
the future, and the present circumstances,
bath of trade and of the money market
undoubtedly commsnd"U(l the greatest cau-
tion ta all concerned. Before the re-
action, vhich seems fairly in prospect,
does come there may be a very difficult
time ta go through, and those interested
should order their transactions according-
ly.

We have given a very brief summary
of the Statist review, as there can be no
doubt that Canadian business will be con-
siderably affected by the state of business
in England. Bad as things have been,
there has been nothing at all approaching
ta the fearful crises that have occurred in
past years. This is owing, no doubt, ta the
greater caution displayed by the manu-
facturers and nerchants in the Unîited
Kingdom and we hope in a great degree
by aur own, although many were carried
away by the boom, consequent on the
establishment of the protective policy,
which led ta over-production, especially
in the cotton industry,

THE.QUEBEC BUDGET.

The Han. Mr. Robertson, treasurer of
Quebec, made bis fiancial statement on
the 2nad inst., and it was certainly not one
calculated ta relieve the public mind fromi
the anxiety which has been so long feit
as ta Our position, l Mr. obertson, on

many occasions during bis speech, dwelt
on the absolute necessity of bringinag the
expenditure to' a level with the receipts,
but after a careful examination of the
very full report in the Gazette we must
own that our apprehensions as ta the
future are not at all removed. We do
not find that any important rotrenchment
can, in Mr. Robertson's opinion, ho
effected, and we find no encouragement as
ta revenue beyond what may be gained
from the Dominion treasury. Mr. Robert-
son conimenced lis speech by deprecat-
ing all reference ta the cause of the
embarrassment, taking credit for an un-
willingness ta relect on any previous
administration. At this we cannot he
surprised, for if the statements which we
propose tu copy be correct, as we feel
assured that they are, Mr. Robertson him-
self must share the responsibility with
others.

"The question, Mr. Speaker, which
should engage the serious attention of us
all .is not so much how we got into our
present financial dilliculties as the best
means ta be devised and employed ta
retrieve our position and bow we may best
bring down ourannual expenditure within
our ordinary annual revenue at the very
least, and provide for the gradual extin-

.guishment of our provincial debt. There
is no denying the fact that for several
years past our ordinary revenue, aside
from unexpected extra revenue, and, I
might say, even with unexpected revenue,
bas not been suficient ta meet the ex-
penditure made. There have been annual
delicits, larger or snaller, as the figures
were manipulated, for several years, but
beyond question deficits from $300,000 ta
$500,000 a year have occurred "

" Our entire funded debt, the in-
terest and sinking fund upon vhiclh press
sa heavily upon the treasury annually,
was contracted for railway purposes. At
the same time I might be allowed ta say
that we hâve been extravagant in our
expenditure upon other branches of the
public service, which, in view of our large
expenditure on railways, siould have
been curtailed, but which was kept up
above what our annual revenue would
warrant."

We fear that, as regards political parties
in Quebec, both must share the responsi-
bility for past extravagance, as we are
not awvare that there was any vigorous
remonstrance against the railway expen-
diture from the independent members of
the House. The great abject of all seemed
ta be ta get as large appropriations as pas-
sible for railvays in their own localities,
and if ever log rolling was practised it
was in the Quebec Legisiature during
several years. Mr. Robertson holds out
little hope of thepossibility of increasing
the revenue, except by direct taxation
and although ie mentions this as one
mode of effecting the abject it is evident
that he dare not propose it, After point.

ing out that if the country wants direct
taxation I it can be done," he adds: In
the first place I conceive it is not needed"
although bis whole speech is calculated
ta convince those who read it that it is
needed, but he procee.cs ta state that
"'our people will not consent ta it," add-
ing " 1 feel sure whenever the sense of the
country is taken as ta whether the plan
the Governuent now propose to cut off
expenditure in the meantine, it may be
on objects which deserve support to sone
extent, and which would receive it if we
had the means, or tax the people ta
furnish the money, there will be an un-
animous cry from all parts of the province
to adopt and carry out the system pro-
posed and ta carry it even farther than
has been done in the present instance if
necessary rather than resort ta direct
taxation."

The truth is that Mr. Robertson's great
reliance is on the claims still under the
consideration of the Dominion Govern-
ment, and which he bas treated at sarne
length. They are four in number, and are
stated as follows:

lst. Compensation ta the Province of
Quebec for the amount paid by the Do-
minion Governent in aid of the con-
struction of the Canada Central Railway
and for the railway from Gravenhurst ta
Callander in the Province of Ontario out
of the Dominion funds, towards which we
contributed, and government expenditure
on other railways.

2nd. An additional per capita subsidy
over the amount mentioned in the B. N.
A. Act 1867, consequent upon our in-
creased population and increased expense
connected with carrying on provincial
affairs.

3rd. The interest upon the Quebec share
of the surplus debt of the late Province.
of Canada over the 62- million of dollars
assumed by the Dominion fromn 1867 ta
1873, when the Dominion relieved the
provinces of Ontario and Quebec from said
surplus debt.

4th. That the Province of Quebec be
relieved from the cost of the administra-
tion of criminal justice-that is, the cost
of the criminal laws of the Dominion-a
cost increasing yearly as our population
increases, while the Dominion revenues
are aloie beneiited by the increased
population in the consumption of dutiable
goods.

We presume that the first of these
claims bas been disposed of by the sub-
sidies granted iast session, although it is
ta be hoped that Quebec will be able ta
secure the full $12,000 a mile on the
North Shore road, and that the second
line will be abandoned. The third clain
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lias been disposed of, we believe, by the
Act of last session. The second claim of an
additional per cajita allowance to all the
provinces of the Dominion would doubt-
less be satisfactory to all of them, with the
exception of Ontario, which believes
tait it pays much more in proportion to
population than any of the other pro-
vinces. As regards Quebec, there can
hardly be a doubt thaat tihis opinion is
correct. We doubt, however, whether
even if the Dominion Government were
inclined to increase the subsidies, it
would be safe to run the risk. A revenue
principally derived from customs duties
must always be uncertain, and Quebec
ought not to make any calculation based
on the concession of claimaî No. 2. As
regards No. d it is simply a proposal to
transfer a large item of expenditure frou
the Local to the Dominion treasury. On.
tario would be mtcl dissatislied at such a
transfer, and even the Governiient sup-

porters in that Province cainot afford- to
act in defiance of public opinion. There
is no valid reason-against relieving the Pro-
vincial treasury by transferring the ex-
penses of the administriation of justice to
the municipalities, which have always
had to bear- then in Ontario.

The vexed question of the commercial
taxes was not treated by any menus satis-
factorily by Mr. Robertson. Thie infer-
ence to be drawi froma lis renarks is that
lie doubts whetler the Privy Council
will liold then to be legal, but that, if
judgment should be in favor of the Pro-
vince, lae will be only too glad to avail
limuself of such al aid to the treasury. I t
is to e hoped tlaat the case is su fliciently .
clear to ensure success, but in thuat event
Mtr. iobertson will find himuself not, a
little emibarrassed.

We venture to think thbat Mar. Robert-
soni wvas injudicious in instituting a comîî-
parison between the financial position of
Ontario and Quebec, to the disadvantage
of the former. 'le coamparison is made
for the years 1872 and 1883, with the
view of showing that there was an
increased expenditure in On tario of nearly
a million of dollars while there was only
about three hundred tLousand dollars in
Quebec. 'l'lie interest on the Quebec
debt is of course onittec from the calcu-
lation. Mr. Robertson seemis unable to
comprehend tlat a governrent which is
free fromn debt, and in possession of a
large surplus naay expend on objects
beneficial to the people, considerable
sims of money, wlaicli it would not so
emlploy if it lad to increase the taxation
of the people. By far the largest increase
in Ontario is under the lend of "Public
Institutions," for which there is no

corresponding it-m in Quebec, althougi
there are items of Il Publie Works " and
" Charters" not in the Ontario list.
Special attention is directed-to the item
Il Civil Goveruncit," in order to show
that it is largely in excess of Quebec, but
in the very year following that of the
comparison the cost of civil governinent
in Quebec was increased from $179,234 to
$205,258, being more than Ontario in
1883. We shall let Mr. Robertson speak
for himself on this branci of the subject.

"I The increased expenditure in Quebec
in twelve years has thus been only three
hundred thousand dollars, against an
increased expenditure in Ontario of a
million dollars in the sane period. It
will be answered, doubtless, that Ontario
lias provided asylums, prisons, reforma-
tories, etc., ta a iuch greater extent than
our own province, tlat the wants of the
people are better supplied, and that
education lias been more widely dissem-
iniated, but wien it suited the politica
exigencies of the Refori party to misre-
present the financial condition of Quebec,
to slander the administration of the Cou-
servative party, noue of tliese considera-
tions were obtruded. The iteu of civil
gavernment is not unfairly deemed a fair
test of the economy of gover-nment. In
Ontario the expenditure under this head
lias augmented $88,2S5 since 1871 ; in
Quebec the increase lias been only
$50,561, or not much more than one-half
and a sinilar favorable comnparison may
be instituted of. nearly every item of
expenditure iii the tvo provinecs. It is
true that Quebec lias hiad deficits for
soae years past, and that once or tavice
t.hese have been as large as thiat of On-
ta, io last year, but tlhis fact is not in any
sense a sigi of ex travagance or misgovern-
ment. Ontario lias nao debt ; it lias
abstained fromt liberally. subsidizing rail-
ways ; it, lias contributed not a dollar to
t.he -construction of the great national
hIiglway, the Pacific lailvay, from the
provincial treasury. Quebec, on the other
land, has not only subsidized purely
local ronds to the same exteit as Ontario,
but it lias paid the wlhole cost of con-
struction and equipiment of 300 miles of
railway from Ottawa to Quebec, a national
work accruing to the advantage of the
Domiion treasury

THE RESULT OF PROFUSION.

The recurrence of several successive
short crops in Europe of late years was
attended with such an immense export
of grain from this continent, tliat people
juumped to the conclusion that hence-
forth the Old World was to depend .on the
New for its supplies in a muel larger
degree than it ever had before. As a
consequence, the wheat and corn area was
increased from 76,000,000 acres in 1877,

to 106,000,000 acres in 1883, an increase
of nearly 40 per cent in six years, or con-
siderably more than double the ratio of
increase in population. From the crop of
1878, 160 million bushels wheat were
exported, 179 millions from that of 1879,
and 180 millions fron that of 1880, and
to-day, with an average yield of wheat of
only 11 bushels per acre, the " visible
supply " of wheat in the United States is
145 per cent above what it was two years
ago. A condition has been reaclhed in

whiclh this continent is unable to dispose
of its current production, and this con-
clusion is the more to be depended uapon
because it is not predicated on extra
crops in either Europe or the United
States, but upon a year of average crop in

,foreign countries and a deficient yield at
home.

It does not appear to have been consi-
dered that short crops in Europe were the
exception and not the rule; it was over-
looked that distress and emigration among
the farmers of Europe would make
farming again profitable, and force a re-
duction in rents and wages ; and, last of
all, it lias not occurred to any one that
possibly aia increase of production might
be going on in other countries ; it vas
not deemed important to heed the dis-
position of European Governments to
discourage the importation of American
grain and provisions in order to encourage
their own farmers and save landowners
from utter ruin.

At present, the appearance of the next
crop is everywlere fiattering. In the
United States, winter wheat is said te be
doing well, and the sowing of spring wheat
lias been done under the most favorable
conditions; not a complaint is heard any
where,- and the future prospects do not
furnislh any argument to croakers in favor
of higher prices. Stocks in Europe are
full to overfiowing ; the grain of last c-op
is yet in the hands of farmers and the
nearer we approach next harvest, the
greater become the farmers' deliveries in
England. Beginning our review of the
market in Europe by the countries having
a surplus to export, in order to supply
the deficit brought on by the extraor-
dinary succession of bad harvests, ve give
the exports of wheat from British India
from April Ist, to March 31st, for the last
fou crop years

1879-80. 1880-81 1881-82 1882-3.

British India iheat is estimated at
184,000,000 busliels, and the difference
between a good and bad crop at about
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40,000,000 bushels. Below are given the

The policy in India of carrying rail-
roads into the wheat-growing country is
showing its effects in a four-fold increase
of exports of that grain; and yet that
policy is only in its infancy, and may re-
sult,'within the next few years, in an ex-
port equal to the average shipinents from
the United States. The exports of wheaa
from South Australian ports froi Decem-
ber lst to February lst, for the last three
years were as follows:-

Russia's average annual grain export
for the last 25 years was 26,823,209 chet-
werts of 5 bushels each, divided as fol-
lows : Wheat, 10,481,642 chetwerts ;
rye, 7,257,057; oats, 5,230,012; flour and
other cereals, 3,914,520 chetwerts. A
gradual expansion of the wheat and rye
area is going forward; and in Odessa wheat
ia very dull and business inactive, owing
to the rise in Exchange, due to the new
Russian loan ; lower prices are antici-
pated, yet the latest news from the
Dardanelles announces the passage
throughof 10sailing vessels and 12 steam-
ers from that port, with full cargoes of
wheat for Western Europe. Wheat in
Austria bas lost 9 kreutzers per 220
lbs.; the stocks are large and the ten-
dency in Vienna, as well as in Hungary, is
dowvnward; lour was quiet,' with _little
demand; the prospects of the next crop
were good. In Germany the Government
bas presented to Parliament a new law
increasing the duties on foreign cereals, a
duty already made excessive by the law
of 1874 ; the crops look quite promising.

In Berlin wbeat is lower, 4 to 5 marks
per last, but rye *is well sustained. In

lamburg wheat on the spot is in very
little demand, with a heavy tendency. In
Holland wheat for Novemb er delivery is
9 guilders lower per last of 2,500 kilos i
and rye, for Octobei. delivery, is 2 guilders
lower per last of 2,200 kilos. A large
business bas been done in India and
Russia wheat at a decline. In Belgium,
also, the crops are very promising ; in
Antwerp, one of the largest grain markets

on the Continent, the market is q'uiet, and
the tendency is toward lower prices.
American red winter wheat lias been sold
from 38s. to 38s. Gd. per quarter. In
France the position of grain growers is
such, owing to low prices, that land has
lost one-fifth of its value, and the Govern-
ment will be compelled to increase the
duties on foreign cereals to secure the
votes ôf the peasantry, as many farina are
left in the bands of owners, and, with a
splendid crop in prospect, the decline in
prices seems to have no well-defined
limits.

In England the importation of wheat,
leaving aside flour, from the Jst of Septen-
ber, 1883, to the 31st of March, 1884,
amounts to 60,297,956 bushels. The low-
est price of British wheat in all the per-
iod from 1800 to 1884, was 35s. 1ld.-in
October, 1851,-and in November, same
year, 36s. Bd. per' quarter. The average
price for the week ended February 16th,
1884, was 36s. 11d., or- 1 shilling more
than the lovest known price-in October,
1851. But rents have been reduced, and
the complaints of agricultural distress
have ceased ; the years of ungenial
weather have run their course ; and farm-
ers are able to get once more the usual
yield of grain.

If we turn ta the United States we find
that, with diminished export, the visible
supply of grain on the 26th of last month
was-

and this statement does not include
stocks at Minneapolis -and St. Paul.
Why the quantities held in -these places
have not been entered in the computa-
tion seems a strange oversight, when it is
remembered that the wheat so largely
used in these two largest milling places of
the world is the No. 2 Chicago Spring
wheat, the only one speculated in, and the
scarcity of which could not be without
influence upon gambling operations. That
the European markets, with their grana-
ries full to overilowing, bave taken little
interest as to fluctuations produc-
able by gambling on this Bide of the
water, is made clear by their attitude, in
remaining perfectly quiet in presence of
the wildest ups and downs of the Ameri-
can market. Far fromin relying on our
supplies, they fear that a large crop on
this continent may bring ruin upon their

-agriculture, in depressing prices out of all
proportion to the unmarke table surplus.

i4IFE INSURANCE RETURNS.

Advanced sheets of the Life report of
the Dominion Supt. of Insurance have
been f.orwvarded to the press. A compar-
ison with that of the two preceding years
may prove of interest:

This is a commendable testimony'to
the growing popularity of this best of all
methods for providing for a time of need,
of laying up something for a rainy day.
The rank and file of the various com-
panies must be credited, however, with a
great part of the work of which the re-
sults are shown by the table. A superior
company, well conducted, will have little
difficulty in getting energetic and res-
pectable agents, and these, in turn, find
the less difliculty in rolling up the busi-
ness. There is a, class of companies who
feel the want of popularity for one-reason
or other, whose methods of making them-
selves known-or having nothing to make
known desirable of being brought into
comparison-are certainly open to ques-
tion, althougli they contribute their share
to swell the amount of the third column
of the table. These companies are oh-
liged to offer extraordinary inducements
to agents, one or two of them having ad-
vanced their commissions so far as to
give the whole of the premiums for the
first half year to the agent, entirely ignor-
ing any idea of mutuality. The amount
of business done in this way is not, how-
ever, very large, but it has some effect,
and tends to depress the market in the
same manner that the sale of ten barrels
of flour may be quoted as a price for ten
thousand.

Among the Canadian companies show-
ing extraodinary progress are the Canada
Life, an increase of about 21 millions on
the business of the preceding year ; the
Confederation 1 1-3 millions, the Ontario
over 1 million. The North American
shows an increase of $691,000, but a de-
crease of $37,000 in the Industrial
branch; the Federal, for a young com-
pany, shows the commendable increase of
of $328,000, which does not include the
amount of 155 policies re-insured from
the Toronto Life. The Sun also shows
considerable advance in business. Among
the British companies, the British Empire
bas increased $700,000 dollars; the Lon-
don and Lancashire $566,000; the Stan-
dard $424,000. The Standard's premiums
for the year show the largest increase
among British companies. Among -the
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American companies, the Equitable shows
an increase of $311,000 in amount of new
policies and an advance of over 1 million
in amount. in force ; the JEtna shows a
decrense of $219,500 and an increase of
over a million in these items respectively.
The Union Mutual shows an increase of
half a million in the ainount in force.
The Star Life is again absent from the
tables.

The value of life assurance is more
thoroughly felt when the time cornes
for repaynent, and its general importance
to the community at large may be esti-
niated wlien the amount of claims paid
every year is made known. 'Te total
amounts distributed in this manner in
Canada among tie provident or thteir
families during tie year 1S83 was $1,015,-
600, or S180,000 more than was paid in
1882,-contributed towards Lie m>ainten-
ance and comfort of lndreds of cus-
tomers of merchants and manufacturers
throughout Canada, 'who otherwise had, in
many cases, been obliged to add some-
tbing to their list of unrealizable assets.
Of this ainount the Canada Life paid
$326,500, or over one-ifth of the whole.
IEvery man of business is thus interested
in the success of life insurance, and should
do all in his power to pronote it, both by
precept and example.

A NEW BANK CURRENCY.

We are not surprised ta find in the
New York Piancial and C£ommercial
Clronicle suggestions for a new bank
currency, altlhough it is seldon tlat any
writer in the United States can be
brought ta admit that thteir national
currency is short of perfection. Our own
conviction is that te EngliEsli cuirrency is
the best that lias yet been devisec, but
it is not comnprehended in the United
States. Owing ta the British Parlianent
having, by the Act of 1844, substituted
the Bank of England for Government
commissioners as the issuers of the
paper, the fact tliat Banlk of England
notes are really Goverinment notes is not
br'ought home ta the understandings of the
Amiericans. 'lhose notes are issued solely
on Government securities and gold, the
functions of the bank of issue being con-
fined automatically ta the exchange of
notes for gold and vice versd. Tie notes
in circulation represent precisely what
the gold circulation would be if there
were no notes issued at al. A great deal
of misconception lias been caused in tie
United States by the suspension of tie
Bank Act on three occasions. It seens
iot ta be understood that, thre object and
result of tihe suspension was ta enable

the bank of issue ta assist the bank of
discount and deposit, which is an entirely
different establishment. There has never
been, since the passage of the Act of
1844, a suspension of payment in gold;
and yet thtere are persans who'still be-
lieve that it is dangerous ta trust govern-
ments with the issue of paper. Another
common error is that the issue of paper
money is necessarily a branch of banking,
although the great majority of English,
private and Government stock banks are
not issuers of notes. The English system
cannot, we believe, be improved, unless
by the extension of thre issues ta ane
pound notes, an improvement that may
be looked for before long.

The National bank notes are complete-
]y secured, but it is in thre highest
degree absurd that a currency so secured
should be issued by a vast number of
banks, each of which has ta give security
for a specific amount, which almost
necessitates a redundant issue. In Can-
ada, althongh it may be acknowledged
that the security ta the public is' not so
good as in the United States, yet we find
it admitted by our New York contem-
porary that the machinery works with
greater efliciency than that in the
United States. ''he currency in Canada
consists, it may be said, solely of bank
issues, for thesmall Goveirnmen t notes are
merely a substitution for coin, while the
large ones are beld instead of gold by the
banks. In the United States there is a
mixed paper currency of National Bank
notes, legal tenders and coin certificates,
whiich last are said ta bc in'creasing
monthly, and can only be used for the
payment of duties at -the custon house.
If tie United States were wise they
would seize the present favorable oppor-
tunity ta adopt the automatic systen of
the Bank of England, and they could
easily satisfy the banks by the abolition
of taxes. The banks really derive little
profit from the circulation, and the public
ai' customers of the banks none, In
Canada the banks derive a profit from thre
circulation, as they are enabled ta make
considerable loans to their customers on
its basis. That circumstance is a formid-
able obstacle in the way of change but
it does not exist in the United States,
as the Government hold its own bonde
for more than the entire bank circulation.
It is evident that oui' New York conten-
porary leans ta tihe abolition of the
National Bank circulation, but he would
evidently give the preference ta bank
note issues on the Canadian plan te a
Governent issue on thre English plan,
which gives the profit on the circulation
ta the public at large. There have been

advocates both in the United -States and
Canada of Government issues, but, un-
fortunately, they have been nearly all
favorable to an irredeemable currency,
which would, unquestionably, be the
worst systern of ail.

ENGLAND'S ECONOMIC CONDITION.

Whatever diffierences of opinion may
exist between "4Free-tiade" England
and "Protectionist Canada" it cannot
but be interesting ta the people of both
countries to consider the results of the
policy of Great Britain at various periods
of what may be termed tihe history of our
own times. Professor Leone Levi, one of
the most eminent economists of the day,
has recently contributed a valuable paper
ta the Statistical Society of London, before
which it was read on the 18th December,
1883, and fron it we propose ta make a
few extracts. In 1861, the population of
the United Kingdon was in round num-
bers 29,000,000; in 1882, it was 35,600,000,
being an increase of 22.27 per cent. In
1861 the total value of imports and ex-
ports was £377,000,000 in 1882 it was

£719,680,000, or an increase of 90.83 per
cent. In 1861 the property assessed ta
incame tax was £335,654,000 ; in 1882, it
was £585,224,000, or an increase of 74.35
per cent. In 1861 the Savings Banks de-
posits were £41,546,000 ; in 1882, £83,651,-
000, being an increase of 101.34 per cent.
In 1861 the number of paupers relieved
in Etngland and Wales was 890,000; in
1882, 799,000, or a decrease of 10.22 per
cet.t. In 1862 the taxes on tee, sugar,
coffee, corn and other articles of general
comfort were £14,343,000; and in 1882,
£4,864,000. On spirits, beer, wine and
tobacco, they vere, in 1862, £24,834,000 ;
and in 1882, £37,227,000. The property
and incarne tax was in 1862, £64,101,000;
and in 1882, £70,5P2,000. There lias been
a steady increase in the public expendi-
ture which in 1882-3 was £88,395,327, df
which £30,895,304 was under the head
of "the forces." The recent changes in
the tariff have been in the direction of
diminishing the taxes on articles of
personal comfort and on industries, and ta
increase them on articles of luxury.' It
is the opinion of Professor Levi that no
reliance can be placed, for purposes of re-
venue, a the continuons growth of the
produce of duties on alcoholie beverages.
He proposes an alteration in the wine
duties by assimilating those on Spanish
and Portuguese wines with the weaker
wines of France, so as to remove the
ground of complaint urged by Spain and
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Portugal, that they are discriminated
against. Spain, lias recently hlad an op-
portunity of retaliating. Our wine duties
have been levied on the same principle,
as those in Great Britain, according to.
strength. It is worth the consideration
of our High Commissioner, whether he
might not, by placing Spatish -wines on
the same footing as French per gallon,
obtain the sanie privileges for Canada in
the Spanish Colonies as have been recent-
ly granted to the United States. Mr.
Levi recommends the abolition of the tax
on marine insurances, and the capitaliza-
tion of the value of incomes, which would
remove a complaint long made that an
income obtained from a salary was taxed
like one from funded property. Mr.
Levi liolds that recent changes in the
nature and amount of public and local
taxation have tended ta dininish the
burden.on the working classes, as com-
pared with the middle and higlier classes.
There was, as usual, an interesting discus-
sion on the paper. Mr. S. Bourne ob-
ser0ed that, though as a teetotaller he
looked with regret on any reduction of
duty on alcoholic liquor, lie thought, as a
inatter of principle, that the diminution
of the Spanish wine duty was quite right,
as long as the duties existed in their
present form i better intercourse with
Spain would be. promoted, and the pro:
posal would tend ta an equalization of the
duty levied on alcohol.

THE SENATE.

Bystander has made a violent attack
on the Senate in the last issue of The
Week. He thinks that body " can scarce-
ly be conscious of its own existence."
But for its rejection of Mr. Charleton's
Seduction Bill it "hardly did anything
" which might not have!been done equally
tg well, and far more cheaply, by means of

a stamp afBxed by a clerk to the legis-
lative acts of the commissioners." The

position is described as one of " conspicu-
aus nonentity " and "lnonentity would be

respectable compared with the servility
which the nominees of the Minister in
the Senate are compelled ta display in

" registering the decrees of a master who
does not condescend even ta make a
show of acknowledging their legislative

" authority." '' The Senate of Sir John
" Macdonald is nothing but a political
tinfirmary and bribery fund." Again it
!S said of Sir John Macdonald : "if lie
4 misuses, as he.has misused, bis pawer of
"nominating to the Senate, it is because

..the Government which he is set ta

"l administer, can exist only by purchasing
<C support, the price of which he is un-
" able ta withhold. The cost of main-
"taining the Senate gives us a right ta be
"indignant, considering that it is defrayed
C< by taxes levied on agricultural imple-
Sments and coal." We have always im-
agined that the taxes in question were
levied avowedly foi protection, and that
if the United States would abolish their's
on the sanie articles they would be
removed, without the abolition of the
Senate. We do not mean to argue for a
moment that there is any analogy between
the House of Lords and the Canadian
Senate, but we can recollect times when
the Liberal party in the House of Lords
was much smaller, in proportion ta the
aggregate nunber, than that in the Senate
of Canada, and yet no opportunity was
missed of denouncing bad measures.

The attack on the Senate by Bystandcr
is directed as much against the opponents
as the supporters of the Government,
who ought not ta have permitted their
ininisterial colleagues ta carry neasures,
without full discussion. Let us not be
misunderstood. We do not pretend ta
have watched the debates in the Senate
with such care as ta be able ta judge
whether there wvas or was not negligence,
but we take exception ta such a general
charge as that of Bystander. The Senate
ought not ta lay itself out ta be an ob-
structive-body, and, when censured for
registering the bills sent from the
Commons, it -ought ta be pointed out
what bill they ought to have rejected.
One case is specified, in which they did
reject a bill, but we had supposed from
other contributions by Bystander that, in
that instance, lie would have approved of
their action. That the appointments ta the
Senate have been made from the political
party of the Government there can be
no doubt, and although it may appear
"i strange"I ta Bystander that there are
applicants for " a position of conspicuous
nonentity " it is notorious that the Pre-
mier's difficulty is ta decide as ta conflict-
ing claims. Itis rumored that, in the event
af Senator Skead being appointed Post-
master at Ottawa, there will be no less
than three claimants for the seat in the
Senate which lie will vacate, and all with'
powerful influence. It might be an im-
provement, if a rule were adopted that
no one,should be appointed ta the Senate
who had not been previously elected ta
the Commons. We, think that it
would be difficult ta name an instance
in which either Sir John Macdonald or
Mr. Mackenzie made an appointment ta
the Senate that could not be defended on -
the ground of competency.

FREIGHTS.

It is not often that the opening of
navigation shows so little encouragement
for the marine interest as that now 1 pre-
vailing. Usually the large stocks of
grain in the country lead to considerable
activity in freights. and high rates.
The visible supply of grain this year is
the largest ever known at the opening
oe navigation, and yet there is hardly
any demand for vessels on the lakes,
and no combination among railroads to
maintain traffic within paying limits.
On the lakes the few engagements
made have been, for large steam vessels, 2
cents for wheat per bushel, and 23ç cents
for corn toBuffalo. Wheat from Toledo to
Montreal by propellers or sailing crafts is
nominally forwarded at 6c per bushel.
From Chicago ta alontreal, 8 cents are
asked by propellers, but no engagement's
have been concluded. The Kingston
Forwarding Company has allowed the
rate of transportation from that place to
our port to remain as it was last year, viz.,
2!1 cents per bushel, usual conditions.
Owing to the dearth of traffli, the rail-
way companies have lowered the rates of
transportation to such a point that wheat
from Chicago. to Montreal is down to
cents per 100 lbs., delivered afloat alongý -

side the ocean vessel-a rate unprece-
dented in the history of the business.

Freight for Great Britain fares no
better than by lake and river navigation
the six steamers in port, bound to Liver-
pool, cannot at the present price ofwheat
or corn find any cargo. For Liverpool,
is. per quarter is the nominal rate; but
even 6d. would pay better than ballast, as
several of these steamers must carry cat-
tle on deck and the insurance companies
would strongly object to deàls between
decks as endangering. the handling of
the.ship. This predicament in which the
steamship companies find themselves has
caused a rise of 4 cents per 66 lbs. in
the price of peas, the only heavycargo at
hand in the absence of grain.

In New York, the position is about the
sanme : the asked berth rates thence ta
United Kingdom and -the Continent are :
-Liverpool per bushel, 1¼1d.; London,
2'd.; Glasgow, 2gd. ; Antwerp,: 5 cents.
Flour to Liverpool, 5s. per ton in bags
Antwerp, 15a. per ton. Nothing bas yet
been done here in continental freights.
An offer recently made for a steamer
due from Glasgow of 3s. per quarter
for Antwerp or Rotterdam charterer's
option, bas since been withdrawn. The
White Cross Line from Antwerp to Mont-
real bas virtually no existence at present
as the loss of the two steamers Luc2wig
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and Scinnucn lias not been covered by
new vessels placed on the line. It is not
intended that the English steamers, nearly
due, bringing the spring goods from Ant-
Werp. shall retuin to that port. Tie
freiglt for the continent, in the presen t
condition of the market, will not be
above 2s. 6d. par quarter.

Evidently the present rates of freight
are unremunerative te shipowners, and a
number of vessels must he withdrawn if
paying rates are to he maintained. J3ut
the late cables say it isdiflicult to sustain
prices in England, and exporters are
turning away fron the narket. The out-
]ook for lake commerce m'ust be very
dubious wlien the Wabash Line tie up
their entire fleet, valued et nearly $500,-
000 and discharge the crews i neither is
there any encouragement te be derired in
the order issued by the Western Transit
Company last Monday, that all but one
of thîeir propellers shall b held in Chic-
ago, until further orders. The weat ise e
favorable et the West. Everything in
the way of maintainei markets seems to
depend upoi manipulation,and the sooner
the props are removed, the sooner will
activity be restored to shipiients.

THE LUMBER OUTLOOK.
A oMP1sE of E0E SV.

Now that the logging season lias closed
va lcave\endeavored to iifomin ourselves

of the situation, and are gratified te knon'
that cthe resolutions made by our lumber -
men last fall to curtail the out-put of logs
bas resulted in a material reduction.
The Ottawa district shows 1,500,000 less
logs on hand than et this date last year,
which, averaging the logs et seven te the
thousand feet, would be equal te 215,000-
000 ft; while the reduction iii the St.
Maurice district is proportionally greater
being from 5),000,000 ft. last year to. 15,-
000,000 ft. this year, or' a reduction in the
out-put of pinle of 250,000,000 ftin these
two sections. Should it aise a fotind, which
is believed to be the casa, that the pine-
producing districts of the Georgian Bay,
Muskoka, Peterborough and Trent have
made smilar reductions, there would this
year be fully 500,000,000 ft. less pine to
eut than last year.

Couplinig the foregoing witi the state-
ment made tiat the spruce product of'
New Brunsiick aid iMaine is 268,000,000
ft. less, and the further ftact that our ownii
spruce districts of the St. Lawrence and
Eastern Townships have greatly reduced
numbers of logs, many mills not liaving.
stocked up et ail, we cannot be far astray
in estimating the shortage in pine and
spruce east of Lake Huron et one
thousand million feet. This curtailment

in supply must hava the iffect of reàtoi-
ing the lumber indi stry ,f Canada to its
normal condition, a id if t îe conseivative
action of the lumbi rmen meets with its
reward in enhan< ad pl ices for their
stock, few will regre a it. 'T aet ti- lumber-
men may reasonaily an icipate higher
prices is evident whien it :s seen that the
stock is only two-t) irds cf last year, and
since the home ci nsumjtion was then
fully one-third of t:e stock, and there is
now every appearar ce of li egqially large
home consumption t ais year, thi;amount,
deducted from the smaHl stock of the

present season, would obviously leave
only about one-half as much on hand for
export to Britain and the United States.

CURRENT EVENTS.
The liquidators and the three directors

of the Exchange Bank, Messrs. Ogilvie,
Buntin and Greene, who guaranteed the
loan from the City and District Savings
Bank, are at issue asto tbeliability of the
latter to pay the double liability call.
On the one hand it is contended that the
calls are a liability on capital amount
which must be paid in full by every
shareholder, while the money lisbursed
is a liability of the Exchange Bank which,
like ail other liabilities, muist he paid pro-
portionately to the creditors. The ex-
directors are advisei that they can make
the payment a set-off against new cails,
the effect of whici would be togive them
a preference over other creditors. The
lawyers diffler in opinion, and the question
must be settled by th.e courts.

There seemrs no doubt that Sir Charles
Tupper has decided to retire fron the
Govermnentand fron Parlianent, and to
retain the office or Iligh Comniissioner
in London. He was entertained last aven-
ing at a public dinner et Ottawa. He is
to sail for Englancd on 24th May.

It is currently reported that the Gov-
ernmnent bas decided to redeem the
stolen notes when presented for payment
by innocent holders.

Judge Mathieu bas pronounced judg-
ment in favor of the legality of the coin-
merciai tax in a case against the " Export
Lumber Company. Of course there wili be

an appeal.
The Marine National Bank in New

York lias stopped payaient, and con-
currently the firn of Grant, Ward & Co.,
in which General Grant, Ex-President of
the United States, is said to have been a
partner. Mr. Fisk, president of the bank,
wvas a partner in the firm. The capital
of the bank was $400,000, and it had
certified cheques of Grant, Ward & Co.,
to the extent of $750,000.

The meeting of the Grand Trunk Com-

pany took place in London on the 22nd
April, and wdi unanimous.in expressing
confidence in General Manager Mr. Hick-
son. It is evident that there is a good
deal of dissatisfaction with the action of
the Dominion Government in granting
aid to the Canadian Pacific. This course is
much to be regretted. Thera is, we feal
assured, no hostility entertained to the
Grand Trunk by the Governiment, or
those who supported the loan to the
Canadian Pacific,

Mr. George Stephen lias addressed a
imely latter to the London 'imies, point-

ing out the error into which the Grand
Trunk proprietors seem to have fallen of
imagining that the Canadian Parliament
liad granted a loan to railways which
competed with the Grand Trunk. Thera
bas not been, we should imagine, any
misconception in Canada on the subject,
it being well known that the loan was to
be expended on the Canadian Pacifia road
which is not a competing line.

A deputation lias proceeded to Ottawa
to ascertain, if possible, whether the
Dominion Government is determined. to
press its claim to a preference for its loan
over the other crecitors of the bank. IR
is held, and we think justly, that there is
no analogy between claims for duties and
others et' a similar character, and a
loan inade to a bank, wlien in difficulty,
and with the authority of Parliament,
the effect of which vas to make the situ-
ation of the other creditors worse. From
ail we can learn thedeputation did not
obtain any final clecision as to the course
of the Government.

We are conpelled to postpone until
next week a notice of the highly satislac-
tory report of the City and, District Sav-
ings Bank et the annual meeting on the
6tLh inst.

TuE LonD'ioN AND Lascasine LîFig.--The
report presented te the 21st annual Meeting of
the London and Lancashire Life Assurance
0o. will be found elsewlere in our coluimnsi
and can't but be sa'tisfactory to the Caniadian
assurers in the 'ompany, which docs a con-
siderable amoun t et coloiiil business and in-
yests its funds laretly in colonial secuîrities. It
will be observed iaet the income of the coin-
pany frmin preiiiiuns exceeds $500,000. In the
president's speech he calls attention to a note-
worthy fiict, whichî is, that most of the Liom-
nanies whose reports have been issued this year
sliow an increatsed mortality as does that of the
comîpany uînder consideraition. Oneof the pro-
urietors took occasion to remark that the coin-
p ny have the best set of directors and ollicers
?' any cilice in the ciîy of London an opinion
in wiich it is scarcely probable diat lie would
find the sharelholders in other coinpaniies u.~
concur. It is however, of' 'he greatest inport-
ance that there should be entire confidence in
the nianagement of' such comnpaiies oic the part
of the shireholers, and tIat this is felt no
reader of lie report can doubt. The business
in) Canada, conducted by Mr. Wm. Robertson,
who is also manager of the Fire Insurance
Association, is naking commendable piogress,.
as shown by the advance sheets of the report of
Professor Cherrimai. There is an increase of
230 in number otf policies as conpared with
last year, an advance of $211,000 in the amount
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of these, and of $566,299 ln the amîount in force.
The Copany paid $52,320 to claimints ln
Canada during 1883.

TiiE GMisN ELEVATING OooII'ÀC.-COnsider-
able has been said about the changes made
recently by this company in the rates for grtin
elevating and delivery to vessels in port. The
consolidation of the two companies was, as a
matlter of course, considered as tending towards
monopoly aid imnpositIOi on shippers, and the
step takeîi by hie present company coild
scarcely pass -without exciting comnient. A
cani consider'ation of hie question will reduce
it to its real proportions. The companîy uised
to charge for elevating, screening, blowing,
veighing and delivering grain to vessel, ik

cent per busiel. This charge was divided
between the vessel and the shipper, and the
dontpany uised to niake a rebate of 20 per cent
to each party. 'liothiug lias been changed in
lie rate, which reinaitis as il vits ; but hence-
forth the company refuse to allow the dis-
cotnt or rebute thejy have ieretafore imade to
vessel and shipper.
