ous priests to devote their lives to the hazard-
ous task of educating natives in Central Africa
for the ministry, wherein lies the ounly sure
hope of spreading Christianity in a country
whose climate 18 apt to be =0 fatal to Buro-
peans,

HoxoLuLu —St. Andrew’s Cuthedral, on.
larged in course of comsiruction, on original

plans, by the complétion of two bays, was
opened on Sunday, June 3rd, for divine wor-
ship. The ceremonies consieted of united ser-
vices of the two Anglican congregations, and
wero fall of interest. Decorations were pro
fuse and lovely, the chancel presenting, wher-
ever the eye rested, & wealth of floral adorn-
ment, while vires encircled the massive pillars.
hanging also in festoons between, from which
depended baskots or bouquets of flowers. At
the 11 15 a.m. united service the edifice wan
crowded with tho representative concourse. A
doable row of chairs in the main aixle was in-
adequate 1o seat all who come after the pews
were fllled. Their Mujesties, the King and
Quecn, were present, attended by Colonel, the
Hon. Curtis P. lavkea, H. M. Chamberlain ;
also Princess Kaiulani, with her father, Hon.
A. 8. Cleghorn, several members of the Dip-
lomatic and Consular corps, and a large nnmber
of prominent residents ont of the demomina-
ationsl bodies, The rermon was delivered by
the Rev. George Wallace. He stated thag
857 670 had been raised and that the snm of
$12,000 still remains due to the contractor.
Towards meeting this they have sebscriptions
which they hope soon to collect to the amount
of $2000; cash in tho hands of the trea-urer,
$1.3.0 ; the promise of the S P.C.K,, of Church
of Eogland to complete payment, $2,500. The
amount of $7,000 needs siill to be obtained.
Mr. Wallace took as his text Gen. xxviii. 2,
“Surely the Lord is in this place.’” After a
quarter of a century, faithful souls there could
say they had waited for this day. After patient
waiting, they saw the bappy cpening of this
splendid, even if uncompteted, edifice. He
paid & high tribute to the memory of the de-
voted King and Queen, Kamohamehs IV, and

Emma, who had dovised this great monument
of Christiauity in this kingdom. The discourse
wag extompre, and delivered with an olo-
quonce that held the congrogation's rapt atten-
tion throwughout.

The combined choira of the first and second
congregations, all clad in surplices, rendered
tbe rervice of praise with powor. A eompany
of British blue juckets headed by a platoon of
marines, from H M 8. Cormoarant, attended the
morning servico in & body, marching to and
from the church,

Thore was another large congregation atv the
evening service, wheun tho Rov, Alex. Mackin-
tosh preached an appropriately noble discourse
from [gaiah Ivi 7, “My house shall be cealled a
hoase of pray.r for all people.”

The offertories for the building fund at both
sarvices amounted to the handsome sum of
$700.

Tho went end of the completed brys of this
grand Gothic prem in stone is closed up with
redwoud, wall inished in ruatic. The windows
on oither sido of thedoor, inimitation of atained
glass, bear pictures of saints. Memorinl win-
dows in real stained gliss are yot to adorn the
edifice. Although far from completed acoord-
ing to the oviginal designs, which ave fullyset
forth ia one of the engravings of Bishop
Staley's reminiscencoes, yet as it stands, St. An-
drew’s Cathedral is a splendid addition to the
architecture of the city, u noble monument of
ita royal founders' religious devotion, and fally
adequate to the present requiremonts of the
Anglican Commuuion.

CrERIOAL VAcATION: ONE VIiEW.—Tho sum-
mer is come, and with it the seuson of elerical
vacations.

the desertion of the flock. If the ministry
can be justly looked upon simply as a profes-
sion, a craft by which a certsin ¢lass of men
get their living, then the custom ecannot be
found fault with. But, if religion is a REALITY
and its institutions a necessity for man’s presont
and futare wolfare, if God calls upon His peo-
ple for constaat and unremitted rervice, and if
the devil, against whom we claim to be waging
an unremitting warfure, works, through heat
and cold, all the year round,—then the sabject
wears & very different, and most serious, as.

ect.

P From this view, surely, no clergyman has a
right, except for urgent, we might say insuper-
able cause, to leave his flock uncared for, sum-
mer or winter. True, the congregations are
thinned out. Bat they have their needs and
they have their cizims upon the pastors. The
one sheep in the wilderness kept the Great
Shepberd's heart and hands busy. When the
banks and offices and stores, upon the streets
of business, are pressing on in this world's
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affairs, why should the houses of-God, with
closed doors, cease from the witness of man’a
relation and duty to him ? Those doors should
never be closed, and that witness should never
cease, If the pastor provides for this while
absent, so far it is well; but even then no stran-
ger can take his place by the sick-bed, and in
the house of mourning. The world isneeding,
more and more, to be impressed with the reality
of our faith in God, and this impression is
largely to be made by the character of the
clergy as to their own reality, earnestness, and
ceaseless devotion to the Master’s work.—Church

THE CHURCH AND THE COLONIES.

————

By Tae Lorp BisHOP OF BRISBANE.

[A Sermon Preached in St. Paul's Cathedral on
Sunday Evening, the 20th May, being W hit-
sun Day, 1888.—(Continucd.)

« Hearken, O daughter, and consider, incline
thine ear; forget also thine own people, and
thy father's house. So shall the king have
plessure in thy beauty Instead of thy fathers
thou sbalt have children whom thou mayest
make princes in all lands.’—Ps. x1x, 11, 12, 16.

—

But another question may be used: Will the
Colonies and the Mother country hold together?
or will they part asunder ? That deponds in
many Wways vpon the manner in which the
Mother-country treats her Colonies. It only

falls within the scope of our precoat purpose
to allude to ono of these. In the practical an-
gwer to that quostion the extension of the work
of the Church has, I submit to you, no unim-
portant part to play. You may tell me that
these are considerations which do not belong
{0 the highest levels in the region of motives,
and vot I vonture to think they are not unwor-
thy of being takon into account by those who
feol that religion is the great welding power of
tho national life, “I always hold,” enys the
writer already quoted. “ I always hold that re-
ligion is the great State-building principle.
The emigrant, who goes out merely to make a
fortune, may possibly in time forget his native
land, but ho iz not likely to do so. Absence
endears it to him, distance idolises it; he de-
gires to return to it when bis money is made ;
he would gladly be buried in it. There is one
thing that may reconcilo him te his new home
"beyond the seas, and indeed make it 2 home to
him, and that is bis roligion, by finding him-
gelf not only a member of a State but of a
Church, and, while reconciling him to his new
home, it binds him more closely than ever, and
by the deepost ties, to tho Church and the Jand
of his futhers. His Prayer Book. the very mu-
sio of ils words, strikes a chord which vibrates
again snd again, and carries bim back in
thought and imagination to the village church
whors he was made & momber of Christ, a
child of God, and an inheritor of the Kingdom
of Heavon.” Such a tio will will not easiiy bo
broken; but it must be borne in mind that we
have to reckon in our Colonies, not merely
with such as these, but with a Coloniai-born
race which has alroady arrived st its matarity,
and whioch must pecessarily, as time goes on,
form the proponderating olement of the State.
What considerations will bind these to the Mo-
ther-count:y when the original sottlers, the
sturdy pioneers. have passed, as Lhoy aro fast
passing, away? Can the Charch, can Chris-
tianity, do for thom what it has done for the
land of their fathers? Is it to be the connect.
ing link between tho old and the now, the in-
forming pow er of a great and growing civiliza
tion? We pause for a roply, and that reply
must come, not in word, but in deed. Stronger
than any fuderation on paper, any federation
which is born merely of a temporary political
emergency, is the federation which is deep-laid

in the bonds of sympathy and true brotherhood.
And has not the Church of England a mission
most unique in this respect, and, if she will but

rise to the occasion and give to the work of the
Church in the Colonies of her ablest and her
best—if it be but a five years’ loan of such from
time to time—if she determines that the expan-
sion of the State must have its correlative, its
counterpart, in the extension of the Church,
then we shall have small cause to fear for the
solidarity of our Empire. For this constant
interchange of the servants of the Church would,
ip those relations which are deepest and ten-
derest, draw closer the bouds of unity and sym-
pathy. And, in thus rising to the greatness
alike of the opportunity and the responsibility,
the Church will make fresh and fall proof of
the reality of her miesion. She will act, not
morely from the motive of promoting imperial
solidarity—though she will by no means spurn
this consideration, nor any other which affects
the well-being of men—but .she will find her
highest, her most inspiring, motivein the sense
of her mission, and out of gratitude to Him
‘Who bought her with His own blosd. And, so
gtriving to ¢ walk worthy of our high calling,”
we shall find in return the eorrective of our
own narrow and cramped individnalism, and
furnish before the eyes of men the strongest
evidence of the power of the Church, and will
make our English Christianity but thestronger.
For see what a witness would be flashed back
upon the Church at home: no longer would
nen, as with bated breath, assume the attitude
of defenders of a fort in which they have rallied
for a final resistance ; but we are in this acting
on the aggressive, and find in the manifesta-
tion of the life of tho Church the best evidence
of her truth, the best antidote to unbelief. And,
when we find men beginning to doubt, and in-
quire, ‘* Art Thou he that should come, or do
we look for another?” we may well ask ocur-
selves whother the notes of missionary self-sac-
rifico, are being exhibited to the werld, just as,
on some inhospitsble coast, the keeper of the
lighthouse might on a dark and stormy night,
when vessels are beat’ng up to make the har-
bour, look well to seo that his reflectors are
bright, and his lights clearly showing. Already
thoso at home have found that the best form of
Church defonce is not morely in a display of
dialectics or forensic skill, but in a live witness,
a living work. And this again, a3 a neces:zary
condition and expression of the new life, must
find expansion in the work beyond the ceas,
secking there its spiritual descendants, sceking
there the fulfiiment of the promise: **Instead
of thy tathers thou shalt have children, whom
thou mayest muke princes in all lands.”

These considerations, brothren, forbid mo to
agsume any apologetic attitude for appiying
these thoughts, in conclusion, to the needs of
ry own diocese. By a rule of this Cathedral,
the wisdom of which it does not require a se-
cond thought to recogaise, no ccliection is, ex.
cept on raroe occasions, made from the congre-
gation ; but none the less am I permitted to on-
deavoar to interest you speciaily in the work
of the diocese of Brisbane. And I may be ul-
lowed, in passing, to remark that outside the
cathedral, papers cun be handed to each one
whose interest ig sufficiently kindled to desire
further information, from which you may learn
the details of our needs and the means by
which you can, if you will, aid in supplying
them. Tho diocese of Brikbano is about two-
thirds of the Colony of Queensland, or about
goven iimes as large as Engluind and Wales,
The Church is entirely unendowed and depend-
ent upon the voluntary offerings ot the people,
who huve been much straitened by a severe
four-yeurs” drought which only broke at the
boginning of last year.” We need both men and
rmonoy. Althosgh twenty clergymen have
been added to the diccese within the last two-
and-a-half years, thereby increasing the num-
ber from thirty-three to fifty-three, we .at this
moment need twenty-two more; for, besides

vacant curacies there are still some fifteen or
sixteen large distriots in which there isno cler-
gyman of the Church of England. Think,
brethren, what that meéans as t6 the humbers

of those who are without ity consolations in
their hour of need. I am by no means ignor-
ing the effects of the smaller religious bodies,
but I have them in my mind, and substantially
they in no way affect the situation before us,
I bave known men gladly come fifty, sixty, and
even ono hundred miles across the rough bush
tracts in order to attend the services which I
have held in my visitation tours. But then
there are thousands within measureable reach
of whom it has been impossiblo for me to go,
But think what it means, not only as regards
the adults, but as to the number of little child-
ren who are growing up, often, as I know, not
only without any chance of public worship, but
also without the knowledge of God, withoat
being taught to say their prayers. My brethren,
is this the way in which the Church is to fulfil
her migsion? Ys this the way in which the
expansion of her work is to keep pace with
Colonial development? The Colony cannot
supply its own clergy. Listen to the words of
its leading journal in an article upon the Bish-
op's visit home. The leading article remarks:
“The time may come when the Colony may
produce its own clergymen, but that time is
apparently not yet within measurable distance.
Should a number of earnest religionists respond
to the Bishop’s invitation, they will cerlainly
confer an immense public benefit by their cf-
forts to raise the religious and moral tone of
our materialistic community.”” I desire, then,
to bring this whole matter before the face of
the Church, because I believe there are clergy
—earnest, true sons of the Cburch—who, when
they come to know all the real needs of this
rapidly increasing Colony, will not be slow 1o
offer themselves ; and I would venture respect-
fully to beg of parents and friends not to put
obstacles in the path of such, or seck to chill
the ardour of those who are fired wito a mis-
sionary zeal. Suceinctly, and in the fewest
words the appeal is put by a well.known
preacher to the members of the University of
Oxford. “It will not,” he says, “be hereaftor
matter of regret if you should resoive to devoto
yourselves to apostolic work in the dependen-
cies of this great Empire. Already a new
world has been created by the Colonial enter-
prise of England, No light privilege is it to
havo a hend in brilding up the moral life of
these new communities, no common honour
surely to belp to lay, side by side with their
free political institutions, the broad and doep
fou ndations of the Charch of God. Often snough,
it is little that can be done in an old country
where lifeis ruled by fixed and imperious tra-
ditions : much may done whore all is yet fluid
:ﬂmd whore the Church s not embarrassed by
influences which deaden and cramp her best
euergics at home.” Yes, and for this work, so
inspiring und so difficult, we noed the best men,
men who are deeply in earnest, devoted in their
lives, constructive in their teaching, and who
koow bow to turn the light of Christian ethics
on the rncial guestions and problems of the
times, Some such, I am thankful to say. Inow
reckon among our number ; for such men and
for the means of sending them forth, as well as
for the supply of other needs, I now earnestly
ask. Itis a question which the whole Church
must face, the work of looking beyond her
shores, and in the spirit of the words which we
aro concidering: ‘“Forget thine own people
and thy father's house; so shall the King have
plessuro in thy beauty ”; so willthe Church be
& truo mother-Church ; so shall her children
berealter arise and call her blessed; soshall she
rcap the fulfilment of that promise: ** Instead
of thy fathers, thou shalt have children whom-
thon mayest make princes in all lands.”

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NEWS FROM THE HOME FIELD.
DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

Kine's CoLLEGE ENo&ENIA,—The Encmnia
proceedings of, this time-honourad institution
are, says the Hanis Journal, annually looked
forward to with the deepest interest, and this
year perhaps more than ordinarily so, as the
proceedings were to be honoured with the pre-

gence of Bishop Courtney, who by his ability,
genizality, and courtesy, grows in favor daily.

The proceedings of the day, commen-
ced with the celebration of the Holy Commun-
ion in the Hensley Memorial Chapel, King's
College, at 7.30 a.m., the Lord Bishop being
the celebrant, assisted by Archdeacon Stevens,
the President and Dr. Willets. The procession,
which was the largest witnessed for several
years, was formed at 10 a.m,, in front of the
College, and proceeded to the Parish Church
singing the hymn “The Church’s One Foun-
dation.” The Convocation sermon was preach-
ed by the Rev. G. G. Roberts, M.A., Rector of
Frederieton, N.B., from Ephesians iii. 17, 18,
19. The sermon, a most eloquent one, and
pleasingly delivered—was on the importance
to the individmal Christian, to the collective
Church, and to & University, of being rooted
and grounded, and built up in the love of
Christ, in its breadth, and length, and depth,
and height. The offertory, which was for the
Restoration fund of K. C. amonnted to $27
The Lord Bishop pronounced the benediction,
and the service closed with a recessional hymn,

The Convocation attracted the largest
gathering seen in Convocation Hall for several
years, including a goodly namber of visitors
from points east and west, evidencing the deep
interest felt in theso unnual proceedings. At
2 p.m,, the procecdings were opened by an ad-
dress from the President, Rev. Dr. Brock, in
which he reviewed the work of the Institute in
its several departments during the past year;
and announced that the celebration of the Cen-
tennial of the College had been postponed till
A.D. 1890 ; the Boari of Governors having
decided that what took place in 1788 was the
opening of the School; and that the actual
opening of the Cellege, as a separate Institution,
did not take place till 1990. The Centennial
of the Collegiate School will this year be suit-
ably commemorated by the erection and open-
ing of an admirable gymnasinm, which is al-
ready making comsiderable progress towards
completion. He concluded his address with
thanks to the Rev. G. G. Roberts, for the able,
thoughtful, and exhaustive exposition he gave
in his sermon of the great principles which
underlie the building up and the growth of a
Christian University. .

The Valedictory on behalf of the student
was delivered by Mr. J. P. Silver: after which

R. J. Hodgson, Es¢q., Q.C., a8 the Alumni
orator delivered an "able and oloquent address
concluding by urging the friends of King's to
make a grand effort in her bebkalf, so as to
place her beyond any difficulty which might
arige in the future. He asked the Bishop not
to make a Cathedral at Halifax the sole crown-
ing act of his Episcopate, but to take King's
College into his heart, and bring it up to a
position second to 1o other educational Iusti-
tution, & work worthy of his valuable aid.

The Collegiate School prizes were then dis-
tributed by Dr. Tremaine to the prize-winners.
The proceedings closed with an able address
from Bishop Conrtney, in which he is reported
to have said :—“A great changoe had come over
public opinion all over the world since this In-
stitution received its Royal Charter. People
were becoming more and more imbaed with the
spirit of democracy—and high-sounding titles
weore not considered as possessing much value
in themselves. No institution is to be held in
high estimation simply because it was founded
by Royal Chartor, but only when sound scholar-
ship was the result of its work. The chango
observed now as compared with the past is—
that if people cannot get us gond an education
for their sons and danghters in their own de-
nominational institutions, they will seek it
elsewhore. The people have come to under-
stand that their children must be well educated
in order that they may be thoroughly equipped
for life's duties in whatever sphere they may
be performed. Pooplo preferred to send their
children to their own educational iunstitutions,
and it is the duoty of all interested in King's
College to provide for it the best teachers to
be obtained, for which {he necessary funds
shounld be forthcoming. An enlarged curricu-
lum of study, be thought, was an absolute ne-
cessity. His Lordship said they must vot look
to him as a Bishop for allthese things, as it
was imossible for him o give them. He point
ed out that they must not oxpect King's Col-
lege to flourish by simply glorifying themselves
in the faet that they were in possession of the
Royal Charter, bat now that they had become
possessed of it, thoy must endeavour to live up
to it, Punchonce gave = ckkotch of a lady who
became possessed of some rare blno chiua, and
after ob:aining it she remarked to her husbund:
“Now, my dear, that we have got ithe china
let us live up to it.” (Lauoghtor). Woll, wo
have got o College with a Royal Charter, and
let us live up to it.

Resianation.~-We undorstand that tho Rov.
Canon Muynard, DD, Rural Doan, and for
over thirty-three yoars Rector of Christ Church,
Windsor, has tendered his resignation to the
Vestry—intelligonce which will be heard with
gincere regret by bis many friends inthe con-
gregation. FKrom all we have learned duriog
a brief residenco in Windsor, we think we can
conscientiously say that no more faithful pas-
tor ever ministercd to the gpiritnal wants of a
congregation than has the Rev. gontleman re-
ferred to.—.Hants.

These on the whole showed satisfactory pro-
gress, though in same instances there appeared
to be cause for anxiety through the removal of
families to other parts of the Dominion or to
the States.

At the Evening Session the Schedule of the
Home Mission Board was taken up and consid-
ered item by item. The parishes wore grouped
under the Deancries to which they are attached.

Bisnops CoLLEGE ANNUAL CONVOOATION.

The anpual Couvocation of the Uriversity of
Bichop's College teok place at liennoxville on
Thursday the 28th June. Service was beld in
the morning in the Cullege Chapel, at the close

of which the Holy Communion was adminis-
tered. Rev. Dr. Norman delivered the Convo-

cation sermon from the text, “In quietness and
confidence shall be your strength.”

At the Convocation at 230 in the afternoon.
Dr. Heneker spoke of the satisfactory finances
of the College, and announced the appointment
of the Rev. B. Watkins, M. A., cantab,, an ex
perienced teacher, to take the professorship of
elassics vacated by the Rev. Philip Read. He
advocated soparate rules for admission to the
study of law for Roman Catholic avd Protes-
tant candidates respectively, and pointed ot
that Bishop’s realized par excellence the true
meaning of the word ‘¢college,”—that is, a
place where students live and read together in
the Collegre itself with its admirable combina-
tion of freedom with discipline, and that pecu-
liar tact, and grace and ease of manner which
can only be acquired where men by living to-
gether rub off one ano*her’s angles. He looked
forward for a larger hall for future meetings
of - Convocation, when the Bishop Williame’
wing, just commenced, should be finished.

Rev. Principal Adams reported that thero
were {wenty-five studente in a2ll, Of those who

left in Juno 1887, three weore ordained deacons;
one has become a master in an important Amer-
ican school. Of the five graduates of 1887, all
of whom obtained eclassical honors, two are
now in the Livinity Faculty ; one has goro to
Siberia as Missiopary under the American
Church; oue is taking a Divinity course in
England, and one has become a medical student
in another University. Tho total number of
studentis leaving im Jure, 1887 was oight, in-
cluding one throagh weak health. Nine have
since that date entered the College; one of
whom is a deacon, who has joined the Divinity
Faculty, Twenty of the students sare candi
datos for Holy Orders. Tho standard of work-
had been satisfactory. As regards the staff be
reporfed the appointment of the Rev. Dr. All-
natt to the chair of Pastoral Theology. Mr. R
N. Hudspeth as Lecturer in Science, and Mr.
H J. H Potry, M.A., one of the graduates,
aggistant Liecturer in Classics without remuner-
ation. The endowment promized for the pro.
fessorship of Pastoral Theology is now $10,000

Mr. R N. Hall, Q C., M P,, Deaun of the Fu
culty of Law, reported that there had becen in

attendance thirty-one young men in all. The
Faculty had been considerably harrassed by the
zction of the General Council of the Bur in re-
ference to the course of Law Lectures to be
followed, but a final effort had been made for a
modification, and they awaited the final resuli
with interest The character of the work had
been romarkably good, and it would be gratify-
ing to those connected with the University to
hear that one who had leit their ranks lasg
yoar, Mr. Macdonald, had taken the highest rank
in the examinations for the Dar, scoring 609
out of & possible 700 ; this was the best record
for tbe year, and he belicved the highest se-
cured for & number of years.

While giviog due encouragement
to those pupils who propose to enter the college,
it is thought advisable to establish a higher
grade or honor certificate, that shall in certain
important respects exceed the A. A, in its re-
quirements, and also shall be an inducement
to boys who do propose to enter any university
to remain longer atschool, 80 as to obtain a
foller curriculam and attain a higher standard
than would be reached by regarding the A. A,
as the goal of the school course.

DIOCESE OF MONTREAL.

Synop Nores.—(Continued.)

Oa the conclusion of the Bishop's charge the
Rov. E. 1. Rexford, of the Department of Edu-
cation for the Province of Qaebec, gave, by in-
vitation of the Prerident assented to by the
House, an interesting address in regard to the
present position of religious edueation in the

Provioee, under the General law, and touching
the privileges and duties of the clergy in rela.
tion thereto, urgiog them strongly ta familiar-
izo themselvos with the Educational laws of the
Provinco and see that the course of instruction
prescribed by the Protestant Commiitee of the
Councit of Education be adhered to.

The Synod continued in eession for three
days; but after the second day had passed and
the Provincial Synod delegation and Executive
Commitiee had been elected only a corporals
guard of laity continued in attendance.

Reports were received from the varioas com-
mitices, and a considerable amount of rouline
business was transacted ; bat apart from two
or three matiers little ocearred to arouse ex-
citement or maintain ioterest. One of these
maiteys was the motion of tho Chancelior to
confirm & resolution udopted ut the previous
session of Synod for amending the Cunons of
Synod by inserting the words, * Church of Eng-
land in Canada,” instead of the “United Church
ot England and Ireland,” in accordance with
the action of the Provincial Synod in this be-
bulf. Strong opposition was manifosted to this
change by a few of the ultra diocesun rights
men, and a speech of & nature seldom, for the
eredit of the Church, heard on the fluor of our
Synod, wus delivered in opposition to the mo-
tion; and in which—with little, if any, uppli-
cution to the quextion in hand—a tirade was
made sgainst the action of the Provincial Synod
on the question of Communion Wine, and much
feeling was aroused amongst the members of
Synod in consequence of what appeared to be
wot only an unconstitutional avd uawarranted at-
tack upon the chief legisiative Body of the
Church in Cunada, (and which, as it appeared
to the Prosident to be adduced in illustration
and support of the argnment of the speaker, he
felt mnuble to stop upon poinis of order waken),
but also of the most unwarrantable insinuations
made as to the quality and purity of the wine
used at Holy Communiou by those who rej:ct
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the so-called  grape-juice” theory, After a
.long and at times somewhat sharp discussion,
arising chiefly from the introduction of mat-
ters which bad no connection with the gqnestion
—which as the Chancellor remarked was one
of mere ¢ business ' and common sense, and in
carrying which in the Provincial Synod he and
the Dean of Montreal had been chiefly instru-
mental,—the motion for confirmation wasadopt-
ed, only some balf dozen voting against it.

The other matter was the motionio adopt the
Report of the Comm-ttee on the ‘ Quebec
Scheme.” The principal features of thescheme
are, (1) Provision whereby each Mission re-
ceiving 8id from the Mission Fund is assessed
for a fixed sum, which is to be paid by it to the
Execntive Committee. the latter adding thereto
a suffizient sum to meet the full stipend of the
Missionary, which he then roceives quarterly
direct from the Executive Committece. (2)
Provisions whereby should the Mission fail in
carrying out its part of the agreoment, an ex-
amination can be made 33 to the canse or causes
of failure ; and if these arise from the faunlt of
the people the clergyman may be withdrawn
until all arvears are paid ; and if from the fault
of the minister he may be removed. The plan
has been in operation for many years in the
Diocese of Quebes, and in effact also in other dic-
ceses, It bas been discussed for yoars past in
the Syncd of Montresl, and though a long de-
bate followed this year again the arguments
pro and con were for the moat part the
same a8 in the past: and the result was the
adoption of the committee’s report by a consid-
erable majority, and the appointment of a spe-
cial committee to mako arrangements for put-
ting the plan into operation. This cannot be
brought abont till after next Synod.

An address of welcome to the new Governor
General was adopted by a standing motion on
the third day.

On the evening of Wednesday & Missionary
raceting was held in the Synod Hall, the Bisnop
presiding, when addresses were delivered by
Rev. E. J. Fossonden on bebalf of the Church
Emigration Society of England ; by Rev. L. N.
Tucker on “The Mission of the Canadian
Church,” and by Revs. W. Wi.dsor and J.
Edgecombe. The speech or address of Mr.
Tucker was specially able and interesting.

expressing regret at Mr. Scott's removal from

ToronTo.—8Sunday-Schools.—According  to
the report of the Committee to the Synod at
its last mpeting, returns had been received from
173 schools in the diocese; 33 station: had
made nQ returns, and in 56 siations or missions
there were no Sunday-schools. The teachers
aumbared 1,774 ; the scholars on the rolls 17,-
648, with an average attendance of 12,692, and
the total offortories for Eadter, 1887, to Haster,
1888, amounted to $-,132 58.

The S. S. Committee for 18889 consists of
the following geutlemen: The Rev. W. C.

S. Examination—On the 10th
of December, 1887, an Examination of Sunday-
school teachers and scholars was hbeld under
the direction of your Committee at varvious
centres, the subjects being the “Institute Lies-
sons” of the preceding year upon the Chnrch
Cutechism and “‘Israel in Egypt and tho Wil-
derness.” 107 candidates entered for this
examination, of whom 35 appear in the Honour
List,

for the purpose, The gentleman had, strangely
enough, made an offer to give $1,000 for such
an institution when an appeal from Mr. Wilson
reached his eye, in which this very amount was
asked for the location of a Home in Manitoba
and the Northwest. A small buildipg has been
put up with accommodation for 18 pupils, but
the Government has offered $8,000 for a school
for eighty children, promising also $4,000 for
equipment, and $100 vach per unnum for eighty
pupils. This offer has been accepted and the
plans of the new building preparod for accept-
ance by the Ottawa authorities. The eost per
pupil per annum Mr. Wilson has found to be
about $145, leaving an addition of $2 000 for
him to raise eacb yoar. The new buildings will
be erected this year. Tho Home is located at
Elkhorn close to thestation, and igcalled “Was.
hakada,” the name the Indisns call Mr, Rows-
well, or “ all that is good.”

This school will be under the management
of Mr, Wilson, the Bishop of Rupert's Lard be-
ing the Visitor, Anocther Government aided
school, under the coutrol of the Diocese will be
built this summer near Winnipeg.

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Guardian, Londen, Eng., says:

We shall not find fault with the Church As
gociation for the new policy which has prompt-
ed the simultaneous attacks npon the Bishop of
Lincoln and the Dean and Chapter of St. Paul’s,
We have to ofton blamed them for a very
different policy—for singling out isolated
clergymen, the prosecution of whom could
establish no principle at all commensurate with
the suffering caused to individuals—-to make
any such consure consistent. From ihe reasons
given in the letter of ‘* Canoniecus'—who is
not, it may be well to say, & member of cither
the Lesser or the Greater Chaptor of S. Paul's
—~weo do not think that either prosecation is
likely to succeed. But holding the views they
do, the Church Associatiun are no doubt justi-
fied in striking at tho most conspicuous eox-
amplos of the kind of Churchmanship of which
they wish 10 get rid; for it is nseless to deny
that this is tho objuct to which these procced-
ings tend. Those who institute them wish to
remodel the Church of England as to leave no
placo in it for such men as Dr. King, as Dr.
Church, as Dr. Liddon. We shall not waste
our time in romonstrating with those who pro-

ose this end to themselves. They are honest-

y striving—we will hope—to give effect to
their own perverted conception of what s
Christian Church should be, and they must be

left to go their own way. We would only sug-
est to those who while they do not call them-
selves High Churchmen, are yet opposed, aliké
by conviction and taste, to such a warfare as
as that of which the Bishop of Lincoln and the
Dean and Chapter of St. Paul’s are now the
objects, whether the time has _not come to do
something more than withhold their counten-
ance frem those who wage it; whether the
Church Association shounld not be warned, in
some public fashion, that it does its work not
merely without the support but under the de-
cided disapprobation of the great majority of
the Evangelical party. Woe say this from no
uneasiness as to the ultimate result. The school
of Churchmanship which is now attacked has
weathered worss storms in the past, and we
have no fear but that it will weather this one,
Bat we believe that such & manifesto as we
have indicated might do something to discour-
age the rmischievous iconoclasm which is once
more striving to lift its head among us, and to
show that men who differ widely from one
another upon matters even of grave moment
may yot be united in & common bond of charity
and rational tolerance.

The Pacific Churchman, of San Francisco,
has in & late number the following wise words
on the question of Unity, and the demand
made by Sectarians in the U.S. for an ¢/ Open
Pulpit:—

It must not ba forgotten that while there
should not be in principle, yet there isina
practical sort of way in the geaeral undorstand-
ing, a disuinction between Christian Union and

Church Unity. The Church of Christ is just as
much a positive entity as the Religion of Christ,
Both are to be maintained, There can be no
Christiap Union worth anything without
Church Union. The Church has a certain mis-
sion, and certain obligations which canunot be
ignored. One of theso is the preservation in
entirety of the Faith once delivered. The
Church is the outer, organic expression of tho
Religion of Chriat, and she must express truly
and fully that which is committed to her keep-
ing. ‘There must be therefure some rules of
action as well as of doctrine—discipline as well
as creed. But as the articles of Christian Faith
must be only such essential ones as our Lord
Himself ordained, so the discipline should be
only such as is necessary to presorve intact this
deposit of the Faith. Next to or right along
with this keeping of the trath, the one mission
of Christ's Church on Earth is to bring and re-
coive all who will come, of all nations and
classes of men, within her fold as into the way
of life. No man-made barrier shovid be allow-
ed to hinder any one from coming in, who will
confess the Christian Faith as contained in the
Apostle's Creed, and submit at least a passive
obedieqce to the organic and disciplinary law
of the Church

Now there is some tendency to go too far, a3
there alwaya is in a great movement. There
are those ready to yield moro than is one’s to
give in their zeal to promote the union or unity
of which we are speaking.. There are practical
considerations and precautions not to be lost
sight of,

While we arecompelled, and should be gladly
ready to recognize the character and purity of
the maltitudes of earnest religious pvople who
make up the very respectable sectarian bodies
all about us, and should, we verily belicve,
fellowsbip with them as fur as loyalty to the
Faith aud the Church of Christ will permit,
yielding our own habits, in some points grown
too stiff and narrow—putting off our own sec-
tarianism before asking thom to leave iheirs—
still there are guards which cannot be safely
thrown down. Oae of these is the authori-
zation required for those who shall teach in the
pame of the Church, The pulpit is the mouth
of the Church, through which she teaches.
What is spoken from the pulpit comes ex-cathe-
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dra, snd the Church is responsible for it, and
should retain conmtrol over it. Therefore only
ber own ordained ministers, who are subject to
her discipline, should be allowed to speak from
her pulpits For this reason any scheme or
license for & promiscuous “exchange of pulpits”
with “ministers of other denominations” can-
not be allowed. They may be recognized and
bonored a8 Ckristian men, and Jeaders, or
« ministers,” if you like, of the great Christian
gocieties to which they belong; a certain
official position should of ecourse be conceded to
them; they are entitled to some such recog-
pition; their zeal and their learning are such
as to excite owr admiration and emulation
But still they are not within our ecclesiastical
discipline and control, as teachers authorized
to speak in the uame of the Church. Some
might not abuse their opportunity to stand in
our pulpits, and would speak only words of
truth and love; others might talk heresy and
schism. and the Church would be powerless to
forbid. The present law of the Church is
therefore & wise omne, and should be adhered to.
There will be opportanities enough for other
and safer Christian fellowship with our sec-
tarian brethren, and for encouraging their ap-
proach toward our Apostolic heritage, without
opeuing to them our pulpits.

The Living Church remarks:

As {0 inclusion of numbers; the
whole Christian world, until a comparatively
recent date, accepted it as as the only author-
ized Church policy. The vast majority of
Christians are still included under it.

The Southern Churchman, thus speaks in re.
gard to Secular Education as exemplified in the
public schools of the U.S.:

All parties expect too much from public
schools is to us beyond a doubt. Whilst we
earnestly derire overy citizen of the United
States to have a good education, and to get it
free, we fail to understand how ability to read
and write and cypher and to knmow this and
that tend to make human nature better. No
part of this country has bad the benefits of
public schools so long as New England, and no
State in New England such a magnificent
gchool system as Cepnnectlicut, yet the state of
morals in Connecticut, eo far as the family in-
dicates, is fearful ; thero being, since 1860, on
ap average, ope divorce to overy eleven mar-
riages, or 8,457 divorces in the one State of
Connpecticut from 1860 to 1880; and what is
trne for Cobnecticut is true (though not in so
large a proportion) in the other New England
States. :

Nothing indicates the state of miorals ina
commaunity so distinctly as the condition of
family life; if it is bad, society is on the down
grade, and on & rapid down grade. It is evi-
dent that public schools, so far from benefitting
the morals of & community, tend to lessen their
infinence. How can it be otherwise? All
kinds of boys and girls are brought together,
and the effect is, and must be, the good do not
make the bad good, but the bad, always in the
majority, make the bad worse ard make the
good bad. We mean, of course, that this is the
tendency ; which tendency can and is resisted
by the religious education and pious examples
some chiidren get at home, But when thers is

is more contagious than good, 80 we may ex-
pect the evil to increase with the increase of
pablic schools, in which nothing is taught of
God or Christ or the Holy Ghost,

SHOULD THE INTERNATIONAL SYS-
TEM OF BIBLE LESSONS BE IN-
TKODUCED INTO CHURCH
SUNDAY-SCHOOLS?

“Why should wo mot adopt this plan into
our Sunday-schools? What good in holding
(AT ?

What objections could you urge against it 2"

Beforo unswesing any of thoso vory natural
irquiries, permit mo once more to state the
suestion :

“ Should the International System be intro-
duced inte Church Sunday-schools 77 Not,
* Is the International System a good one ?” for
that it is good in moro respects than one, we
have already found.

Meritorious as wo boliave it, there are objec
tions which, as a Churchman, I cannot fail to
urge aguinst (he system.  Grave fanlts, which
must not bo ov.rlooked, faults not merely of
wanner and form, but of mauner and substance.

In the first pluce, it starts out with a false
principle, numely, that a man may be & Chris
t aa without being allied to any religious body,
without belonging to any school of religious
thought. As well cxpect a branch to blossom
ani bear froit without being attached to any
pactioular troe, but just lying around loose on

the ground. “The children of this world are
in their generation wiser than the children of
light.” Would your son become a physician,
does he read any medical works he may find at
hap hazard, witkout any plan or direction ?
On the contrary, you send him te a college of
some particular school of medical thought
whero he may leara the peculiar tenets of that
school whether Allopathy or Homaeopathy.

Irregular physicians are called ‘‘quacks;”
and there are 100 many Christians of just that
stamp, men who calmly uccept and acknow:
ledge the truth of Christianity, in a general
way, bot whose view of the subject is 86 broad
(?) and Catholic (?) they have never cared to
.choose a Church. In fact who consider one
Chureh about as good as another, and who
think that for their part they can get along
vory well witheut any.

This international system wonld pever have
produced a Charles V., I grant you, but at the
sameo time, the world would never have known
through its agency, the blessing of a Luther,
a Latimer or a Ridley.

Nor can I believe that any advance towards
Church upity would follow onr adoption of
this system into our Sunday-schools; and for
this resson ; the tendency of the whole thing
is to give children the idea that onr Christian
religion and the Church are foundedon the
Bible; consequently any msan who reads his
Bible bas the.right of building for himself a
little religious structure of his own jast exactly
to suit himself. A sort of private aut hill, as
it wore.

Again, the tend.ney of this system is to
foster in the minds of ¢hildren, in an intense
degree, & spirit of individuality ; each ono
thinking of himself, aa a Christian (if at all)
for himself and apart from others, not simply
as one momber of the great fanily of God.

This solfishness and undue self-importance,
this exaltation of the individual has much res-
ponsibility in the numerous schisma which
have rent in a thousand fragments the seamless
robe of Christ! Could we only destroy the
prominence of this ides, and substitute in the
minds of men the more Cbristian thought that
“we are members incorporate in the mystical
body of Christ, which is the blessed company
of all faithful people,” Church uaity would
not long be, as now, an unknown factor in the
bistory of the world. We can scarcely hope
to accomplish this till the werld has been
brought to the appreciation of the fact that tho

While the international system may cause
the pupils to take the interest in reading the
Bible, we do not bolieve mere reading of the
Book and familiarity with its contents would
make very good Christians. Oun the contrary,
not a skeptic of any note ever lived who was
not conversant with biblieal characters, nay
more, who could not quote the very words of
the Son of Man.

A former Rector of this parish, in discuss-
ing the international system, once remarked
that his objection to it was this, “whereas it
taught the geography, history, biography,
zoology, and all the other ologies of the Bible,
it omilted the teaching of the religion of that
Book!" A rather severe ecriticism you may
think, but true, at least in part. How can we
believe the religion of the Word of God is
taught, except there be definite instruction in
the great cssential principles of Christianity.
For example, is no doctrine of baptism or lay-
ing on of hands taught in the Bible? Yet
nothing is said of these things, because, forsooth,
some churches (1) don't believe inconfirmation,
and others don't accept infantbhaptism! No
stressis laid on the two great sacraments “which
are generally necessary to salvation” because

no particular view of them could be taken

without offending some Christian body using
the system ¢“He that believeth and is bap:
tized,” said the Saviour, “shall be saved.”
“Believe what?’’ asks the child. “Oh believe
in Christ and what the Bible says: I cannot
tell you explicitly,” answers the international
system, ‘for that would be to teach you a
creed, and to touch suck a dangerous thing as
a creed I cunnot consent, for I might tread on
somebody’s toes who doun’t believe in a creed !”
Now shall we, as Churchmen, consent to in-
troduce into our scbools a system of instruction
which ignores the creed, the charter of the
Courch, the heritage of the Apostles, that
grand embodiment of “all which a Christiun
ought to know aod believe to his soul's com-
tort ?” St. Paul was not of opinion that study-
ing the Bible we should avoid doctrine, for he
gtates that as one of the reasons for its very
existence. He says it is “profitable for doc-
trine, for reproof, for correction, for instruc-
tion in. righteousness.”” Now if any mon, or
cluss of men, or Sunday-school teachers, think
it best mnot to teach doctrine from the Bille,
perhaps they know, but the Courch judges not
80.

All these faults found in the system spring
from the fact that other religigus bodies do not
view the Sunday-school as we see it, They
think of child-life and child thought as some-
thing apart from the life of a growa-ap Chris.
tian ; beieve tbat men are not fit for the re-
ligious life, till, having come to yeurs of dis-
eretion, they are converted to God and are uabloe
to understand the mysteries of divine grace.

The Church, on the contrary, would tske
the now-born babe, and dedicate him to God in
holy baptism, leading him goatly and patient-
ly throngh life. The Sui day-schools are the
ourserics of the Church, where ber children
paturally, unconsciously, without wrenchor
strain or compulsion, grow up into the mun.
hood of tho Christian life. Men, she thiuks,
are but children of larger growth, so she would
have her youngest cbildren not merely nominal
Christians, but loyal Churchmen as well,  Woat
broader Christiantty than the Holy Catholie,
which requires no narrower creed than the be-
lief of the univers.l Church—the Aposties’
Creed ?

Again, though the facts and incidents of the
Saviour's life are taught, I cancot allow that
it is dono in the best possible msunner. It
wants reality, is too much like studying the
life of George Washington or the sayiugs of
Benjamin Franklin! The childien know Him
as & great and wonderful Teacher, 2 little
wiser than Socrates, & little better than Plato
-——one who lived & long time ago and whose
life is only a faint shadow-picture dimly im-
pressed on the minds of men.

Shalt we be satisfied with such teachings for
our children ?

Has not the Church “a more cxcellont way”
in the Christian Year? What incongruity, to
be occupied in teuching the Sunduy-school
abcut the birth of Christ, for example, while
the Church is following His fainting footsteps
to Calvury’s Cross? W hat better way to make
Jesus a real, living, actual, personsl presence
than by taking the child’s hand and leading
his infunt feet into the time-worn and unending
circle of the Christian Year.

Let outsiders, who “‘caro for none of these
things,” quarrel with us, as they will; call the
Church narrow asod & bigot; we will not an-
swer with a tanut, but placing the little bands
of our cnildren in tho tender paim of the Bride
of Christ, we would teach them early to g0
aride with the Saviour into Gethsemane, ts.k’e
up His Cross, and bear it with Him to Calvarys
top, and watch before the sacred tomb till the
glorious tun of Baster Morn announce the .
Risen Lord | .

What Churchman would have it otherwise ?
Who ameng us would wish to teach the coming
geueration of Churchmen to leave their t)idast;‘l:-
“t0 tread the wine-press of the wrath of &o

alore ?
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Throughout the circling ages and the ex:
perience of mankind, no more excellent wuy
has been found as yet to teach the children of
God the saving trnths of the Gospel.

The Church is sometimes accused of being
too coumservative, too set in her ways, but she
has simply grown wise with hor years; she
must be convinced that a new method is really
better than the old one before she will consent
to change.

In this rapid, disintegrating, revolutionary
age the Church hus been a nseful and wonder-
ful fact:r in the pre~ervation of all that is
grand and.pure and noble in Christian civili-
zution. She that hath fed on bread will not be
satinfied with & stone |

EDITORIAL NOTES. .

The avnouncemeunt made in the daily press
that the Synod of Nova Scotia hud adopted a
resolution in favour of amalgamsting King’s
College, Windsor, with Dalhousie, not only as-
tonishes but also disappoints us extremely. Weo
have not received any report of the debate or
of the vote uprn this matter ; and are quite in
the dark o2& 10 the reasons advanced in sup-
port of this pulicy, Rerpecting fully the wis-
dom and decirien of the Synod we yet cannot
refrain f:om exprossing the opinion that a sad
mirtuke has been made, and that if its decision
be nltima:ely carried into effeet, griovous in-
jury must rosunlt to the Church; Vestigia Nulla
retrorsum ought to ba the moito of the Church
in this land, but this action if approved will be
going backward not by steps but by leaps and
bounds. It appears to usa sorry comment
upon the possession for & century of distinct
and independent University powers that thero
must be, what is a wvirtual confession of in-
feriority and failoro—amalgamation with an
opposing institution distinctively Presbyterian
in character and tone. Such a course will re-
flect little credit upon Churchmen in the oldest
diocese in this new world, who thus fail to
preserve and band on to their successors intact
the privileges they themerelves received, and
amongst them this, a University for the sonnd
instruction in letters and arts,—and not in Di-
vinity alone,—of the youth of the Church, In
this Western part of the Dominion, the Pres-
byterian body has raised hundreds of thousande
of dollars for the endowment of its College;
strong efforts are being made also to largely in-
crease the power and efficiency of Trinity Col
lege, Toronto, (impeded somewhat by the un-
wise division of interest and strength in the es-
tablishment and maintenance of as it were the
fifth wheel of a coach), but notwithstanding
the decision arrived at only a few years ago in
Nova Scotia itself as to this very question, it
would seem now as if in the Eastern section of
the Dominion enterprise and energy in this
rerpect at least, had died out amorgst Church-
men. We trust that it is not yet tco late to
prove that this is a mistaken notion, and that
a strong effort will bo made to maintain the in-
dependent and full University powers and posi-
tion ot King's. Union such as proposed is not
unlike “Union” in respect to chapels and meet-
ing houses; and union chapels or Church in so

far as we have known them never bring any
geod to the Church, and as a rule result in
strengthening her opponents.

- W= would place our objections on general
grounds te this proposal somewhat in this form:

r]l). It is & breach of duty towards these who

suecced us, in not handing on to them intact
the privileges aud rights we recoived from
those who preceded us. (2) It is a virtual con-
fersion of iailure, and an abandonment of ihez
field of sccular educaticn. (3) It leuves tho
youth of the country uninflaenced by distine-
tive Church principles at a period when such
influence oprrates most effoctively. (4) Though
in name the teaching may be non-denomina-
tional, experience proves that the resuit is far
otherwice,

Tae St John Globe referring to it say-:

The Synod of the Church of England. at Hal-
ifux, bas proncunced in Savor of u univn of
King's College with Dalhousie. Tho vote of
tbe Synud does not of itrelt affect anything,
but it cannot fuil to have a tremondons irfla-
enco upon the Board of Governors and those
who control the Windsor institution, Ahout
four yeurs ago the question was vigorously dis-
cusked at a meeting of the Alamm at Windsor,
and the resnlt was favorable to the maintenance
of King's Collego. Bat the strength ot Dulhou-
nio, Which is largely aided by the Pruvince and
liberally endowed by private jor<ons, is greuter
thun tha. of Windsor. and umon seems to be
inovitable. Tho old graduates of the Windror
ingtitution buve done compuintively litilo te
maintain her, and while some fow huve lubored
tor ber thoe hus hud a severe strugglo. The end
will be that there will ho ene Arts couvse, that
of Dalhousic, and the Umversity of King's Col-
loge will become a theological attachuient of the
provincial institution, in which the Presbyterian
element at present prevails. (Tho itanes ure

ours).

Tre decision too secems peculiarly deplora-
ble in view of the efforts being mado through
the Provincial Syunod for a eloser urion of the
Church of England Universities and Colleges
in this Ecclesiastical Provinece. Alliances with
oither denominational or &0 called undenomi-
national colleges do not lend strongth to this
movement. 1f King's, Bithops apnd Trinity
cannot curry on succsssfully each its own work
or if union be desirable why should itnot be on
the line of a Church of England Uaiversivy for
the whole Ecclesizstical Provinco ? Why should
the young men of the Church be sent for their
Arte’ course to Institutions, if not inimical, at
least not warmly in love with the Church's
teaching and system ? We do hope that the
Board of Governors and Alumni of King's will
as in the past, in loyalty to tho Church, man-
fully *“ hold the fort,”—und that this retrograde
movement may not suacceed. We doubt not
its advocates have advanced strong, (or what
they consider sirong), reasons in support of i,
buot we are at & loss to understand how they
succeeded in persusding the Synod to accept
them,

Tae decision to amulgamate contrasis sirong-
ly with the following from President Brock's
addrees at the lsst Encenia:—

The Maritime Provinces of Canada, however,
ougnt to support their own Cullege. The Bap
usts who rally ss a onit reund Acudia; the
Method sts who liberally eupport Mouny Alli-
son, put English Cburchmoen 1o these Provinces
to thume. When will Chiresiaen, laying aside
«Il party animosities, fuilow the exumple oi
their separated brethren in the interest shown,
and in the support accorded to the ouly Uni-
versity in these Provinces which is pledged to
uphold and teuch the principles of onr beloved
Church,

And no less 80 with the concluding words of
the Lord Bishop of the Dincese at the Encmnia,
as reported in the Hant's Journal:

It was absolutely necessary for all to be
thinking, working. praying, and doing what-
over we can for the greuter success of this insti-
tution, and if we go home resolved to do this-
he wan rure good results would follow. It
should be the aim of all to obtuin for King's
College vno of tho chiefest places among the edu-
cational institutions of the day. and as the dark
clouds of the morning had rolled oway, bright-
ening tho afternoon and giving promise of a
glorious sunset, 80 he hoped the clouds that
ware at present resting upon the University
would soon be cloared away, giving promise of
n glorious day.

And Mv, Hodgson’s words roported in the
samo journal, aro worthy of careful note in this
game connoction :

Many who bad takon a deep interest in King'y
College had been called away, whose momory
wus cheriched by the inglitution, but there still
reranined many others who loved the College
and ull connected with it, and whose aim it
would bo to asist in bringing up the Collego to
a high state of cfficiency and prosperity. To
do this increared liberalily was necossary, and
ho might say just here that he did not think
the claims of this time-honored Institution
wero rogarded in their true light by the people
generally. Clergymen and many others who
sco thoe best side of human nataro, do not seem
to realizo the ferrible growth of unbelief in all
clusees of gociety. Lawyors too often seo the
dark side of humsan nalure, coming in contact
with mon in all conditions of life; and he could
suy from perronal experience thut society was
boing pormented with agnosticism. How was
this to bo meit ? In no better way than for pa-
ronts to seo to it that their children received a
wound Christian educstion, and to send ithem to
# College where, as was beautifully expressed
in the sermon of the morning, * the sacred sei-
euce of theology still sits enthroned.”

ANorner astonishing proposul is that dis-
closed in the address of the Lord Bishop of
Mentroal, through the correspondence between
the Principals of McGill and the Montreal The-
ological Cullege. In tho light of history, and re.
membering the original foundation of McGill as
a Church of Knglund Institution, and its diver-
gion to far different purposes the suggestion
even of accopling from it Divinity degrees seems
passing strango. But not more strange and
ludicrous would the exercise by it be of & power
long rince ahandored, and which was rightly
enongh granted it when a Church University,
viz :1he power of granting degrees in Divinity,
Seculurizxd as it has been, and now nominally
at Jcost, wholly undenominationul, having no
religious color, A.B.D,, or D.D., granted by
McGill wonld possors little if any value; and,
tbe Priucipal to the contrary notwithstanding,
weo fancy the Board of Governors of that Insti.
wition would think twice, and hesitate a long
time before consonting to pluce thomeelves and
the Collegs in any such & ridiculous situation
as thut intrmsted as possible in the correspond-
ence referred to. When the Cullege ceased to
be directly conuected with any religious Body
tho discontinnance of this part of its original
powers followed as & necessury consequence ,
and the ressons which led to this course at that
ime etill apply. Muy there not be also some
question as to Whether after disuse, for 4 peried
wo believe of over thirty years, these powers
can be revived ?

THE TERM CATHQLIC.

The term Catholic has been applied to the
Church from the earliest ages, and is ity com-
mon designation in the writings of the ancient
fathers. Itmay be traced, indeed, to the times
of the Apostles, since it appears in the writings
of St. Ignatius, (Epistle to the Smyrneans iii.
4,)a man who, it is related, * was intimately
conversant with the Apostles, educated and
nursed up by them, everywhere at hand, and
made partuker both of their famfliar discourse

and more secrel and uncommon mysteries.”"—
St Chrysostom, quoted by Cave. The Church is
called Catholic in the Apostles’ and Nicene
Creeds. Though ‘‘the word wasnot used by
the Apostles,” says Bp. Pearson, ** wo must ac-
knowledge that it was most anciently used by
the primitive fathers, and that as to several in-
tents. For, first, they called the Epistles of St.
James, St. Peter' St. John, St. Jude, Catholick
Epistles, becanse whilst the Fipistles written by
St. Paul were directed a to particular Church
congregated it particular cities, these were
either sent to the Churches dispersed through a
great part of the world, or directed to the whole
Church of God upon the face of the whole earth.”
—On_the Creed, p. 517. In our trunslation of
the New Testament, the term ¢ Catholic,” in
the titles of the above mentioned Epistlés, is
rendered ‘‘ General,”

Ope of the questions at Baptism is, ¢, Wilt
thou be baptized ir this Faith? " viz, the Christ-
ian Maith, as contained in the Apostles’ Creed.
To this an affirmative answer is required; con-
sequently, the article of the Catholic Church is
to be believed, and it is into that Church that
wo are baptized, To mislike the term, is there-
forea disparagement of the Church of which it
is the distinctive arpellation, and of which we
have been made members incorporate.

Ifthe present Church is not by lingal descent
the continuation of that organized under the
Apostles, it cannot be the Apostolic Chureh,
and consequently it would be irrolevant to ap-
ply to ourselves snch passages of Scripture as
the following : * Now, therefore, ye are no
more - strangera and foreigners, but feilow citi-
zens with the Saints, and of the household of
God; and are built upon the foundaiion of the
Apostoles and Prophets, Jesus Christ himself
being the chief corner-stone,”—Eph. ii. 19,20.

"tors have been written about moth-
ers, but few that show the sorrow
that comes if the full measure of a
mother’s love bas received mo rve
turn until too late to makeit. The
poet Giay, in 1765, wrote the fol-
lowing letter to a friend:

“It is long si-ce I heard you
were going into Yovkshire on uc-
count of your rother’s illuess,
and the same leiter informed me
she was recovered. Otherwise [
had tben written to you only to
beg you would tuke careof her and
inform you that I had discovered a
thing very little known, which is,
that in one’s whole life one can
never have any more than & single
mother. You may thipk thisob-
vious and what yon call a trite ob-
servation. ~

1 was at the same age (vory
near), as wise 48 you, apnd yet I
never discovered this (with fall
evidence snd conviction 1 mean)
till it was too late, It is thirteen
years agb, and it seems but as yes-
terday, and every day I live it sinks
decper into my heart.”

within Birhup Boone's jurisdiction:

Dr. Arhmore suys: - “Let ue
make the difforent provinces of
China passin review before us, one
at a time, each with its vast army
of living men, women and child-
ren. That will be better ‘than giv.
ing a lump number. You will get
a more detuiled impression.  Sol-
diers marching in ‘close order’
will tuko nbout two and & halt feet
to csch mun, but Bo much time will
be required that we must put them
closer thun that and save every inch
we can, and cvery minule of time
Sv we will expect them to muarch
in ¢lock step’ und allow only a foot
and a balf to each person. In one
mile there are 5,280 {t. At Jockstep,
there will bo 3 520 persons to euch
mile. Each million of them will
strotch along for a dislance suy,
of 284 miley.

“Tonan, ‘wouth of the river,
contuiny 23,037,171 people. Their
column witl bo 6534 miles long,
and will require 326 days to pass
along. For forty-six Sundays, one
aftor another, yon can think of
thom, and henr missionary chap-
ters in tho Biblo read sbout them,
with the missionary application
left out.

“So Miunie climbed up on a
chair, and placed the picture in
front of the big family Bible that
was on the top of tho drawers, and
then she wont on ohatting to me
about all that had passed at school
that afternoon.

“In tho evening, after she 'waus
safely tucked in bed, my eye foll
upon the card she had brought
home. It was a picturoof our Savi-
our hanging on the oross, and under-
noath were printed theso two texts,
‘Thon said Jesus, Father, forgive
them; for they know not what
they do,” and, Forgiving one an-
other, even as God for Christ's sake
hath forgivon you.’ Ilooked long
at the picturo and my heart began
to sofien. I thought of the terrible
anguish that Ho had suffered on
tho cross bocause of my sins; and
yet He forgave.

Tven
this one bottle was to be used medi-
cinally, for the recond verse ex-
pressly says, “and the wine, that
such as be faint in the wilderness,
may drink.” The President also
stated that grapes were, and still
are, grown chiefiy in the Dast, for
other purposes than to make an in-
toxicant. They are exlensively
used, dried. In this psassage wo
read of “an hundred bunches” thus
used, The eminent Dr. Gull, be-
fore the Committee of the House
of Lords upon intemperance, stated
that dried raisins were the chief
stimulant of which he partook,
that they were the best, and should
be gonerally used. A short pro-
gramme of imusic and reading fol-
lowed. The attendance was good.
