THE FIRST LIGHTNING ROD.

If we are to beliave an Australisn paper the
first "lightnivg rod was not conmstructed by
Franklin, but by a monk of Senftenberg, in
Bohemia, named P’rohop Diwisch, who install
an apparatus the 15th of June, 1754, 10 the gar-
den of the curate of Prenditz (Moravia), ‘The
apparatus was composed of n pole surmounted
by an iron rod supporting twelve curved-up
branches, and terminating in a8 many metollic
buxes, filled with iron ore and closed by a box-
‘wood  cover, travarsed by twenty-seven sharp
iren points, which plunged at their base in the
iron ore. All the system was united to the
earth by a large chiain. Thé enemies of Diwiach,
jealous of his guccess at the couct of Vienna,
exeited the peasants of the locality against him,
and under the pretext that hiz lightning rod
was the cause ot the great drought, they made
him take down the lighbtning rod which he had
utilized for six years,” \What is moat curious is
the formn of this firet lightning rod, which was
of multiple points like the one which M. Mel-
son afterward invented.

This subject was one
which well deseeved coneideration from Cana-
dians, Hereall enjoycd the privileges of free
institutions, guaranteed by treaty, but which
thewr forcfathers had won at the point of the
bayrnet (Applause.) It was therefore meet
thut' Causdian citizens should ausemble
and give expression to shis opinion own the
course which the Salubury Government was
pursuing in Ireland towards William U'Briap.
(Cheera.) Sir Wilfrid Blunt (cheere) and other
men who were fighting and making great per-
sonal sacrifices in the cause of free speech and
advocating strengthening theunioa of sympathy
in the same cause between the entire . people uf
the British Isles, (Cheers.) Resolntiocs had
been drafted and would be read to the a.eeting,
s and it would be left to any Fentleman prerent to
maove or speak 1n support of them, . Lhe ficatre-
cognized the great tact that during the agita-
tion which has now gone on for sight years the
impresgion had got abrosd that the fight of the
Irish people was directed against the English
eople, an impression which, thanka to Michael
avitt and others, had been completely effaced.
The fight was not and 18 not directsd againet
the Knglish people (applause), but against the
system of goverament carried out by the
Executive in Ireland, It was apainst that gov-
ernment that the peop.e of Ireland have ever
stroggled. {(Cheers.) They now at length
saw [Eoglish, Scotch_ and Welch people
siding with the Irish—the democracy
ot all fighting together for the accum-
plishment of the Home Rule cause, and
against this great democracg was pitted
the tremendous influence of the Government
classes, The democracg, however, must prevail
in the strnggla, for the masses in Eneland,
Scotland and Wales had come to fully recognize
the fact that the Irish people are fighting
against a power which oppreeses not themaselves
one, but all alike; and that struggle was
based oa the good of humanity, and 1t shosld
succeed, (Cheers.} The second resolution
would condemn the employment of brate foice
in accomplishing the euds of the Goverament.
No peop'e resp:ctiog th2mselves and their tra-
ditions could stand meskly by and see the
Government of an empire of which they
iformed part suppressing by brute force
the voice of the people in one of ita pos-
sessions; nad that was why Sir Wilired
Blunt, Mr. Gladstone, John Dillon, William
O’'Byrien and Davitt (cheers) ross up and resisted
to the last such a system of government.
(Cheers.) The third resolution would condemn
all such inhuman means as the shoasting down ot
women and children ; driving popular men into
prison and gagging free speech, It was only
right for & meeting such as shat to pass aresolu
tion of the kind. The fcurth resolution would
denl mors particularly with the treatment which
a man who was dear to all present, ke wassure,
and who was koown personally to mang of them,
was suffering. William O’Brien (loud cheers),
who was & cbampion of the right of free
speech in Canada as well as [reland. These
resolutions were directed sgainst & wrong done,
not alone to the peoile of Ireland, but a wrong
done to that which the English people all over
the world hold most dear—the rignt of public
meseting aud of free speech, and as English sub-.
jects they should say that the resolutions were
not more directed in favor of the Irish pecple
than against the atterrpt to do away with the
noblest of Dritish institutions, fr-e speech and
public meeting. (Applause.) The President
then read the tirst rezo’ution as follows :—

#That the citizens a4 this public meeting re-
joice to wiitness ths rapid development of
triendly and sympathesic feeling between the
peoples of Great Britain and lreland, s lo.g
kept asvnder by the misgovernment of the
classes—oppressors of. both-—and we hail this
unton and co-operatioa of the Engliah and Irish
demacracies a8 a happy omen of the time when
the two vpeoples, knowing snd trusting eacl
otter, shoula enjoy mutusl prosperity, peace
and harmony under the benign icfluence of
those institutions of liberty and self-government
which we Cunadiaas have won and enjy in this
Dominion. . ]

Mr. C. J. Doherty was warmly recsived o
rising to propose this resoluticn. He said that
they werc present tu express indigeatizn ut Lhe
inhoman treatment to which their felluw.
cvuntrymen were beinz treated, and when fuch
was their object 1t might appear strange that the
firat resolution proposed.should b:gin byex-
pressing words ot rejoicing. But he thought the
gentleman who drafted the resolution had a
nappy, inspiration when he did so, for while it
was with true indignation they watched the in-
human policy of the Irish execative, they re-
joiced to e lovers of liberty from among the
English people ready to make sacrifices on be-
half of ‘Ee and and towards gstting for her
equal rights with =21l other portions of the
British Empite. Happily, the ‘impreesion thas
the Irish struggle was directed against the
English peopls has passed away, and now Jead-
ers of opinion in both countries were fouud
standing ahoulder to shoulder to mamntain the
great principles whick lie at the base of every
system of free government, and which formn the
basis of the great emglre which the Eoglish
people have built up.

Aridge ortwo
of potatoes is all the poor tenant has for the
support of himself, a wife and commonly ten
or twelve hare-legged children,”” Hear that,
O, manus of Malthus!

Hazlits, in hia notes through Fraace snd
Italy, ¢ with mingled satisfaction und regret,
We had to retrace our ateps as far as Padua
~n 2u: woy ta Milan, For four days' journoy,
from Padus {0 Verons, to DBroscia, to
Troviglio, to Blilan, the whole country was
cultivated, beaunly rud smiling vegetation,
Not a rod of lond sy noglectod, nor did
there scem tho smollest inteiraption to the
hounty of nature or the industry of man,
‘The constant verdure fatigued the eye,
but soothed reflection, For miles before
you, behind you, and on each side, the trail-
ing vines buny over waving corn fields, ¢r
clear atreams meandered through rich mea-
dow grounds and pastures. The olive wo
had nearly loft behind us in Toacany, and
were not sorry to part with its half-mourning
appearanoe amidet more luxnriant ncenes and
various foliage. The country is quite level
and tho roads quite straight for nearly fouc
hundred miles that we had travelled afier
leaving Bologna ; and every foot or acre of
this immensa plain ia wrought up to a pitch
of neatnees and productiveness equal to that
of a gentleman’s kitchen-garden,ur to the nur-
sery-grounds in the neighborhood of London,
A gravel-pit or a furze-bush by the roadside
is & relief to the eye. There is no percepti-
ble difference in approaching the great towns
though their mounds of green earth and the
mouldering remains of fortifications give an
agreeable and romantic varisty to the acens;
the whole of the intermediate space is literal-
ly, snd without any kind of exaggeration, ons
continued aud delightful garden. Whether
this effect is owing ta the felicity of the soil
aad climate, or to the art of man, or to for-
mer good government, or to all these com.
bined, I sbdll not here inguire: bntthe
fact is 8o, 8and it is sofficient to
pot an eod to the idea that there
ia peither industry nor knowledge of agrioul.
ture nor plenty out of England, and to the
common proverbial cant abont the sloth and
apathy of the Italians, as if they would not
lift the food to their mouths, or gather the
fruita that are dropping into tHem. If the
compiaints of the poverty and wretchedness
of -1taly are confined to the Campagna Jof
Rome, or to zeme distriots of the Appenines,
I have nothing to say ; but if a aweeping con-
clusion is drawa from these to Italy in gen-
eral, or to the north ot it In particular, I
must ecter my protest agalmst it. Such
an inference is nsither phitosophical, nor, I
suspect, patriotio, The Eoglish are too apt
to take avery opportunity, and to seize on
every protext for treating the rest of the
world as wretches—a tone of feeling which
does not exactly tend to enhance onr zeslin
the cauee of liverty or hmanity, : If the peo-
plo are wretches, the next impression is-that

ing of the Act has-developed much friction
between the Federal and Provincial
Governments and’ Legielatures, bas dis-
cloged .grave . omissicus in the provi-
pions of the. Act, and has shown (when
the language of the Act came t¢ be jadi-
cially ‘interpreted} that in . many respects
what was the common understanding and in-
terition had not been expressed, and that im-
portant provisions in_the act are obsoure as
to their trne intent and meaning ; and where-
as the preservaticn of Provincial autonomy ia
esmential to the futnre well-being of Canada;
and if euch autonomy js maintained, it has
become apparont that the Constitutional Act
must be revised and amended ; theretore, the
representatives and delegates of the Provinces
of Oatario, Qacbee, Nova Scotis, New Bruns-
wick and Manitoba, duly accredited by their
respective governments, avd in conference as-
sembled, believing that they express the views
and wishes of the people of Canada, sgree
upon the following resolutions as the basis
upon which the act should be amended, sub-
jeot to the approval of the several Provincial
Legislatures. :
DISALLOWANCE, ‘

1. That by the Britieh North America Act
exclusive authority is expressly given to the
Provincial Legislatores in relation to subjects
enumerated in the 92ad section. of the Act;
that a previous section of the Act reserved to
the Federal Government the legal power of
disallowing at will all Acts passed by =&
Provinoial Legislature ; that -this power of
disallowance may be exercised so as to give
%o the Federal Governmeny arbitrary control
over legislation of the Provinces within their
own sphere ; and tbat the 'Act shonld be.
amended by taking away this power of dis-
allowing Provincial Statutes, leaving to the
people of each Province, through their repre-
gentatives in the Provencial Legielature, the
free exercise of their exclusive right of legis-
Jation on the subjects assigned to them, sub-
ject only to disallowance by Her Majesty in
Conrcil as before Confederation; the power
of disalfowance to be exercised in regard to
the Provinces upon:the same principles as the
same is exerciaec in the case of Federal Acts..

CONFLICTING JURISDICTION,

2, That it ia impertant to the just opera-
tion of our Federal system, as well that the
Federal Parliament shculd not assume to
exercise powera belonging exclusively to the

3. That it is in the public interest, with a
view to avoiding uucertainty, litigation and
expanse, that the constitutionality of Federal
or Provincial statutes should nos be open to
question by private litigants, except within a
Itmited time (ezy two years) from the passing
thereof ; that thereafter such constitutionality
should only be guestioned at She instance of
a Government, Federal or Provincial, that
any enactment decided, after the lapse of the
limited time, to be unconstitutional should,
for all purposes other than the mere pronunc-
ing of the decision, be treated as if originally
enacted by the Legislature or Parliament
+which had jurisdiction to enact thesame, and
ae being subject to repeal or amendment by
such Legislature or Parliament,

REORGARIZING THE SENATE.

4. That & leading purpose of the Scnate
